Progress in the generally accepted meaning, requires in-|
creasing the material welfare of the whole society. Most ofl

the people who have chosen to identify themselves as liber-|

als believe that their policies will bring increased material |
welfae for all, and that those people who call themselves

conservative want to hold back progress.

Liberals are, (quite properly) againsi unemployment, low
wages, slums, poor education and ruinous medical expen-
ses. It should be noted that most conservatives are also
against these evils, the difference between them and liber-
als being the method by which they can be:t be attacked.

The liberals say: "Something must be done tc help these
people." The conservatives say: ""Something must be done
to enable these people to help themselves" .

The liberals must answer the conservative's quesﬂon'
"Does giving people things really contribute to their pre-
gress?'' (This does not apply to people in distress; every-
body agrees that they mut be helped over the emergency.)

The very act cf giving is regressive, not progressive, be-
cause it takes something away from somebody else. This is
true even when giving involves money raised through deficit
spending (the liberals' modern money magic), because in-
creasing the dollar supply lessens the value of every other
dollar,

The liberals must also answer the auestion "lsn't it a more
permanent solution for people to earn what they need?"
And any idea that is truly progessive results irmore produc-
tion.

One of the more important aspects of this argument is
the effect of giving (versus earning) on character of the
individual. Is it better for an able-bodied boy to have been
given a bicycle than to have eaned the money to pay for it
himself?

If the father insists that the bicvele must be earnad dees
it mean that he ts the boy to davelop s2lf-relia ? On
this point there would be litile difference of opinion, but
when the principle | lied to the | nle as hol h
liberals rise up in t! ath.

If you said to th t they were endorsing the Maryist
slogan, "from each ora.ng to his ability, to each acord
ing to his need," most of them would be honestly indignant.

surplus'’ production of prosperous Americansas do unpros-
perous Americans. Once you accept the ,)‘?n iple of chari’r)'

instead of self-improvement there is no looial rl ice to stop.

No one can deny the good intentions of the honest liber-
al: he is motivated by an honest desire to make bett
world. This is not tri of the dishonest liberal who seeks
the people's votes rather than their welfare.

But the honet libeal should ask himself:

"Am | really helpi to cure a sick world or merely mak
ing the patient feel a little better?
