Alejandro I i.ineo Gome/. .35- 
year-old laborer iroiii Mexico, has 
been missing since Jan. 1 and now is 
presumed dead hy offieers. He had 
worked at Tinsley (Jin near Welch 
and vanished alter two co-workers 
put him out of their vehicle betw een 
O’Donnell and Welch after a dis­
agreement. Gome/ never picked up 
his final paycheck at the gin.

"We have searched tw ice. by land 
and by air. and il we re out working 
in a possible area, we continue to 
search," said Lynn County deputy 
Abraham Vega. But nobody knows 
their land better than the landown­
ers. We need the farmers, ranchers 
and those who work in these areas to 
be aware that we are still searching 
for this man, and to l(xik at the pos­
sibilities on their land." This would

LATE FEBRUARY and early March were significant days in 
the history of Texas, especially in 1836. And no, I don’t remem­
ber those days personally, to answer the next question from a 
few wise guys I know. I was born a little later than that.

According to a calendar I received from Rep. Pete Laney, it 
was in mid-February, actually Feb. 11, 1842, when the only 
recorded mutiny in the Texas Navy occurred while the San An­
tonio was docked in New Orleans. The mutineers were cap­
tured and later hanged. If that had happened 160 years later, 
those people would have been all over TV with their whining 
complaints and would get free legal services from the ACLU.

On Feb. 17, 1836, Col. James C. Neill left the Alamo, leav­
ing Col. Wm. B. Travis in command. That turned out to be a 
pretty shrewd move on the part of Col. Neill, since Santa Anna 
and his army surrounded the Alamo six days later, and after a 
13-day siege, captured the Alamo on March 6, and all the de­
fenders were killed.

Including Col. Travis, John Wayne, Fess Parker and bunch 
more movie stars.

I want to digress here with a bit about Robert E. Lee losing 
his luggage in San Antonio in 1861, years before the first of the 
airlines’ baggage handlers. Lee arrived in San Antonio from 
Fort Mason on Feb. 16, 1861, en route to Washington. Rebel 
troops held his baggage until he swore allegiance to the Con­
federacy. Lee never recovered his luggage. Maybe it’s still at a 
depot in San Antonio.

On March 2, now observed as Texas Independence Day, 
the Texas Declaration of Independence was adopted in 1836 
by a convention at Washington-on-the-Brazos. On March 2, 
1885, the cornerstone was laid for the present Capitol building 
in Austin.

In 1842, on March 5, the Mexican army commanded by 
Gen. Rafael Vasquez captured San Antonio. The troops with­
drew two days later, but control of the city was never relin­
quished.

Disaster Aid Implementation
Agriculture Secretary Ann M. 

Veneman has announced that the 
USD.A is establishing a disaster as­
sistance working group to ensure 
timely and elficient implementation 
ol program benefits contained in the 
S.3.1 hillitm disaster assistance pack­
age passed by the Congress last 
week.

"We want to make sure that the 
disaster aid implementation is a 
farmer friendly process and our team 
at U.SD.A is going to work to ensure 
that the program benefits reach pro­
ducers as c|uickly as possible." said
Veneman. "This working group w ill
examine ways loexpeditc the prtKcss

and cut red tape if possible to get pro­
gram benefits in the hands of farm­
ers and ranchers.”

While it is still loo early for 
USDA to determine when sign-up for 
the various disaster issistance pro­
grams will be available, this work­
ing group will begin examining pro­
gram requirements and appropriate 
timetables. The disaster assistance 
programs contained in the measure 
will require pnxlucers to sign-up to 
receive program benefits through lo­
cal Farm Service Agency offices. 
This will take USDA additional time 
to establish regulatory guidelines and 
write ctimputer software programs so 
county offices are able to perform 
sign-up when those timeframes arc 
announced.

The Texas A&M University De­
partment of Animal Science recently 
announced the distinguished students 
for the fall 2002 semester.

As part of the disaster aid imple­
mentation process, USDA will 
launch a new website next week for 
prtxlucers to utilize that will contain 
information about the disaster assis­
tance programs, questions and an­
swers. as well as other pertinent data. 
The wehsite will also contain a com­
ments and suggestions section to en­
courage prtxlucers and interested par­
ties to provide input to USDA on how 
best to move the implementation pro­
cess forward.
