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Tljus, since 1 he subscription 
rate locally is $3.00 per year, a 
ti cent tax will be added. For 
subscription outside the trade 
territory, the rate is $3.50 per 
year, and 7 cents tax will be ad­
ded.

The Journal management is 
making preparations, as are all 
retail businesses in Texas, to 
comply with the new 2 per cent 
Sales Tax Law, which will go in­
to effect Friday, September 1.

The newspaper will lie obliged 
to collect a 2 per cent tax on all 
subscriptions sold to subscribers 
who reside within the state; all 
subscriptions sold to go to ad­
dresses outside the state will be 
exempt from provisions of the 
law.

The Journal also will pay a 
2 per cent tax on all printing 
done in its commercial shop. 
Price to the customer will in­
clude this tax, figured on the 
regular priee for the printing. 
Advertising is exempt from the 
tax.

Likewise, The Journal’s office 
supply store will comply with 
the law by collecting a 2 per 
cent tax on the set price for any 
article, with the exception that 
there will he no tax on an article 
costing up to 24 cents. But if a 
group of articles is bought and 
the price for all totals as much 
as 25 cents, a tax must be col­
lected.

O. E. Scott, Odessa, theatre 
owner, made a perfect emer­
gency landing in his 1-26 glider 
Tuesday afternoon in a pasture 
belonging to Ollie Jones, just 
south of the Sudan highway at 
tae edge oc town.

Scott, a veteran pilot of pow- 
cred planes, left Odessa at 11:25 
a.m. on his first cross-country 
glider flight with Ft. Sumner, 
N. M., as his destination.

Nearing Muleshoe about 5 p.m. 
thermal activity had grown weak 
and Scott was losing altitude. 
He circled* over town at the low 
altitude and a one time was o- 
ver the Golf course, but didn’t 
spot the airport.

Knowing time was short, he 
turned the ‘noiseless bird’ to- 

Iward the pasture that he had 
just glided over and eased the 
craft down without a scratch.

Personnel of the Mulechoe 
Flying Service had seen the 
glider circling low over the golf 

| course and, thinking he would 
soon be landing, gathered tow 
ropes and equipment to tow the 
glider in from the runway, but 
in the meantime it had disap­
peared.

Babson Park, Mass.,—Most 

writers are talking about the 
population “ explosion”  ahead of 
us: but no one explains how the 
greatly increased population is 
to get enough fresh water for 
drinking and irrigation. Doctors 
tell me to drinko ne glass of wa­
ter each morning while I am 
dressing, followed by two more 
during Iho forenoon. 1 drink very 
little water after 4 p.m. and nev­
er touch liquor or highballs. 
SALT WATER TREATMENT
As three-fifths or more of the 

world is covered by salt water, 
it may be useless to try to turn 
it into fresh water. Wc may do 
far better to learn to live off the 
vegetable products of the ocean, 
as we do its fish, etc. However, 
Congress has appropriated mon­
ey to build two experimental 
plants for de-salting ocean water 
—one on the East Coast and one 
on the West-Coast. All chemists 
know this can be done; but it is 
very expensive. The Ionics Inc. 
Company of Cambridge, Mass., 
has the best success therewith: 
but I hear they recommend only 
that the ‘ ‘brackishness”  he tak­
en out of an existing source of 
water supply. I have recently 
visited such a plant. It is both 
practical and economical.

The plan which interests me 
greatly is to bring fresh water 
from Canada. Northwest Canada 
has three large lakes that drain 
the rainfall northward into the 
Arctic Ocean which is very 
wasteful. Although it would be 
very expensive, great canals 
could be built for turning these 
streams and reversing their flow 
southward. Then this fresh wa­
ter would be used to irrigate the 
dry plains of Montana, the Da­
kotas, Wyoming, Arizona, and 
New Mexico. For further details, 
readers should write Mr. John 
Powers. Jr., of Homewood, Ala­
bama. The Atomic Energy Com­
mission may now be considering 
such a "peace”  project for fifty 
years hence.

MINING KRES1I WATER
In view of the projected in­

crease in population and great­
er per capita use, the cost of 
fresh water and “ soft drinks” 
willi ncrease! To help with this 
problem the first step might be 
for cities to build a separate 
plant to distribute only salt wa­
fer. Thus each house and indus­
try would have two water hills 
to pay. Unless there is a World 
War 3, homes and factories with

sucessful driven wells will be in 
demand, as will those bordering 
non-polluted rivers, streams, and 
lakes. My reference to World 
War 3 concerns the danger from 
'■fallout”  when using water from 
streams, lakes, and uncovered 
reservoirs.

Driven wells, moreover, are 
wholly dependent upon electri­
city for pumping. Hence, as a 
part of any “ shelters”  such as 
the Civil Defense agencies are 
recommending, there should be 
included fully charged storage 
batteries along with the food and 
other needed supplies. Fresh wa­
ter may be shipped by tank cars 
or great pipes, or the fresh wa­
ter may be frozen and shipped 
as frozen food is now shipped. 
The purpose of this column now 
is to get readers thinking about 
what an economic- revolution is 
ahead based upon a scarcity of 
fresh water.

WHEN BUYING A HOME
When I was a boy most homes 

had brick cisterns in their cel­
lars. These were kept filled by 
Ihe rain which fell upon the 
roofs. People who could not af­
ford cisterns went to the "town 
pump" twice a day to fill their 
pitchers and pails. Each com­
munity would have several of 
these ‘ ‘town pumps"for the con­
venience of the people. Sources 
of diptheria, typhoid, and other 
diseases were traced to these 
public pumps, leading to the in­
stallation of city water systems 
and later to municipal sewerage. 
1 have a granddaughter who 
lives at SI. Thomas, one of the 
Virgin Islands. She has a cistern, 
but there is no rain* to fill it. She 
drinks and uses water shipped 
by boat fromP uerto Rico.

Therefore, I urge my readers 
to consider the fresh water prob­
lem when locating their home. 
Select a state and city which has 
a good supply of fresh water. If 
possible, have a house which 
borders an unpolluted running 
stream or river. Such a location 
today is worth a premium over 
inland locations. Look ahead and 
speculate on the information giv­
en in ihis column. You can make 
money therefrom when and if 
you ever need to sell. If you wish 
to speculate, buy some such land

well drained along with life 
insurance and good stocks. Man 
can always build more houses 
and develop more subdivisions; 
but only God can make more 
natural fresh water.

Govemor Price Daniel has re­
quested the assistance of every 
sheriff and chief of police in Tex­
as in combining their traffic 
forces with those of the Texas 
Department of Public Safety in 
a determined effort to make the 
three-day Labor Day holiday the 
safest in Texas history.

While Col. Homer Garrison, 
Jr., director of the DPS, was 
announcing thal 150 patrolmen 
from the other uniformed serv­
ices of his Statewide law enforce 
ment agency would join the reg­
ular Texas Highway Patrol for 
holiday highway supervision, the 
(iovernor sought the aid of the 
city and county units.

The Governor told the sheriffs 
and chiefs, whom he praised for 
their past traffic safety c-ooper- 
ation, that "Labor Day is the 
one big holiday whose traffic 
problems are complicated by 
several factors, notably traffic 
violations.

PRICES IN SCHOOL SUPPLIES

Near ideal conditions have 
registered in rapid fruiting'of 
cotton in most localities. Al­
though some dryland cotton and 
that on irrigated land, where ir­
rigation has been slow, has 
reached a stressed condition, 
most plantings appear furlher 
advanced than in most years at 
this date. Injurious insect acti­
vity has continued light in most 
localities.

Although little insect damage 
has occurred to date. J. K. A- 
dams, Bailey County Agricultur­
al Agent, stresses the import­
ance of a close check of cotton 
for any appearance of damaging 
infestations. Heaviest damage 
by such insects as boll worms, 
cabbage loopers often occurs 
during the latter part of August.

Friend Roger Pool,I find, is 
a rut for lighlnin' bugs. This 
was a discovery I made while 
we were in Central Texas this 
past weekend, Roger went with 
me to my home town, Gonzales, 
where he chased lightning bugs 
for several hours one night. 
Seems he had never seen a bug 
quite like the one they have in 
Central Texas.

The bug in question is what 
Is known as a "click beetle,”  as 
it will act in a very peculiar 
manner when placed on its back.

We went t h r o u g h  Kermlt, 
where I taught last year. An in­
teresting point to people around 
Muleshoe might be the fact that 
Winkler County hasn't even one 
single little acre of cuiivated 
land.

I have 
seen a lot of oil boom towns 
prosper and then fall, but have 
never seen a big agricultural 
area falter completely.

It may he a lot harder work 
plowing and such than just sit­
ting and watching that pump 
swing up and down with money 
pouring out, but is might be a 
lot more permanent.

by David H. Penn in last week’ s
County Wide News, Littlefield, 
stated that “ Instead of the bal­
loting (on proposed storm sew­
er bond issue) being for or a- 
gainst the installation of a storm 
sewer, it became a contest of 
personalities, past situaitons and 
present situations.”

Penn went on to say that fail- 
ureo f the bond issue was due 
to misunderstanding on the part 
of voters as to just what the 
bond issue Q0s all about.

Well, now, it seems to me 
that it should be SOMEBODY’S 
responsibility to get v o t e r s  
straight on what an election is 
all about. For example, the re­
cent bond election in Muleshoe 
might well have failed if it had­
n't been made clear BEFORE 
tile election w hat was coming 
off. You just can't blame voters 
for not saying yes if they don't 
even know what they are voting 
on.

Muleshoe’s bond election car­
ried, Littlefield’s did not. The 
difference may have been the a- 
mount of information available 
1o voters before the election. 
Congratulations to the city plan­
ners for letting Muleshoe voters 
know. Rocks thrown at other 
cities for not doing so. And 
great big boulders at our own 
city officials ' if they ever let 
Muleshoe get in this sort of sit­
uation.

Many, many rocks will be 
needed to test the efficiency of 
the fallout shelters that will un­
doubtedly lie built in Muleshoe 
after people read the pamphlets 
available at the Chamber of 
Commerce.

These pamphlets tell facts a- 
hout fallout protection, first aid, 
emergency sanitation and the 
family fallout shelter.

I should prefer to call these 
emergency shelters, since they 
might be used much more for 
natural emergencies than for a- 
tomic fallout protection. On that 
basis, I think the shelters are 
very practical.

On the other hand, strictly for 
use as fallout shelters, they are 
a I ittle like lightning. . . .  if you 
hear the thunder, you are okay. 
If youfon’t, you are dead.

Crop restrictions are forcing 
some farmers to consider alter­
natives as sources of income. 
One possibility is the farm pro­
duction of beef, says U. D. 
husbandman. For those interest­
ed in this possible source of in­
come. he suggests they pick up 
a copy of L-507, "A  System of 
Farm Steer Production.”

What happens then if period­
ically large groups of workers 
receive pay increases to reflect 
the national average producti­
vity increase? Many, indivually. 
already would have received 
productivity increases. The sec­
ond increase on top of the first 

'involves double counting. It ob­
viously inflates costs.

There is a sensible alternate. 
Keep wages stable except as 
changes are needed to hold or 
recruit an adequate labor sup­
ply. Everyone could then share 
the benefits (lower prices, bet­
ter quality) of increasing pro­
ductivity.

The growing number of aged 
living on fixed incomes could 
purchase more.

Workers and industry would 
be heller able to meet foreign 
competition.

The dollar would be strength­
ened, not weakened; consumers 
could make their earnings go 
further.

Social Security Representative 
To Be In Muleshoe Sept. 7

The amount of work needed 
lo qualify for social security 
payments has been substantial­
ly reduced under the new law, 
John G. Hutton, Manager of he 
Lubbock Social Security District 
Office reported today.

Some people who were not a- 
ble lo get any retirement or 
family insurance because there 
had not been enough work, are 
now eligible for payments. Ap­
plicants whose claims were 
previously denied should inquire 
again if the worker has at least 
six quarters of coverage.

Anyone who reached age 65 
or died before 1958, now needs 
only a year and a half of social 
security work to be fully insur­
ed, according to Mr. Hutton. A 
man who reaches age 65 or a 
woman who reached 62 this year 
needs only 10 quarters or about 
2 'a years, of work covered by 
social security to bo eligible to 
receive retirement benefits.

Another new provision of the 
law permits a 62-year-old man 
with 3 !4 years of work credit to 
receive his retirement Insurance. 
First checks, under this provi­
sion, will be received here in 
September for the month of Au­
gust.

Social Security credits were 
first earned in i937, Hutton ex­
plained. The calendar quarters 
of covered work need not bo con­
secutive but can be earned at 
any time.

Anyone in this area who wants 
to know if he is now eligible for 
payments should get in touch 
with their nearest social security 
office. The Lubbock office is lo­
cated at 1616 - 19th Street and is 
open Monday through Friday 
(except national holidays) from 
8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.

A representative of the Lub­
bock Social Securily Office will 
be in Muleshoe on Thursday,

September 7 in the County Court­
house at 9:30 a.m. and will be 
glad to assist ig all matters per­
taining to social security.
