Chancy for his 600“' time on the chain 
gang crew.

Superintendent Jimmy Parker 
and trustee Leighton Knox Jr. pre­
sented Chancy w ith an appreciation 
plaque and school letter jacket dur­
ing pre-game ceremonies at Kelley 
Field, prior to the last game o f the 
season as the B u lldogs  hosted 
Shallowater. Fans applauded as the 
presentation was made, showing their 
appreciation for the longtime B u ll­
dog supporter.

Since 1946, Chancy has reported 
for the chain gang to work every Fri­
day in the fall, with the exception o f 
one game that he missed due to a 
business obligation.

“ I do it fo r the boys and that is 
the only reason I do it,”  Chancy says.

So, come rain or shine, hot or cold 
weather, he has always stuck it out 
for the players -  even through six 
inches o f snow! Winning season, or 
losing season. Chancy is there for the 
team. He and his wife, Frances, w ill 
have a spot on the sideline indefi­
nitely.

Now 74, Chancy has watched 
three sons and four grandsons play 
for the Bulldogs. He currently has 
one grandson, a freshman, playing 
for the J V  Bulldogs, and he hopes that 
he is able to carry the chains for the 
“ M ighty Bulldogs”  when his grand­
son is on the varsity lineup.

He says he has saved every fo<,)t- 
ball program for the Bulldogs since 
1946 -  quite a collection. He is go­
ing to have hip-replacement surgery 
in January, and during his recovery 
he plans to write a book o f all his 
memories o f the past 57 years o f 
chain gang work for Tahoka High 
School. He is'waiting to have his sur­
gery until after his other big fall 
hobby (Ho! Ho! Ho!).

Chancy has another unique 
hobby, collecting antique cars, in­
cluding a 1928 Model A  Ford, a 1966 
Plymouth Barracuda, and a 1964 
Dodge pickup. He plans to make a 
tr ip  to South Dakota in  his L928 
Chrysler that he and his grandson. 
Heath Ross, rebuilt.

Lynn C ounty Com m issioners 
met in a lengthy session Monday 
morning, hearing the county’s finan­
cial audit report and opening bids for 
road equipment for three o f the four 
precincts in the county.

“ Essentially, this report is a clean 
opinion for this year,”  Eaker said, as 
he went through the pages o f the re­
port w ith the four commissioners, 
Ct)unty Treasurer Janet Porterfield,

Everything seemed to 
be as it should be, for instance, in the 
D is tric t C le rk ’s o ffice , where we 
found only one error -  and that was 
for only $10 -  in ail the tests we ran 
on tracing cash on cases,”  he added.

Commissioners unanimously ap­
proved the audit as presented, and 
Eaker said he would be available i f  
any county offic ials had questions 
about the audit.

Bids for road equipment for three 
precincts were opened, with each pre­
cinct receiving only one bid for each 
o f three motor graders. Commission­
ers approved bids for each, includ-

Reynolds 
said it would be at least a year before 
Lynn County could receive another 
FCS agent.

Commissioners approved new 
computers for the extension office 
through a cost-share program offered 
by the State. Total cost o f the com­
puters would be $1,600 and the 
county would pay for half.

Sheriff Bob Wilson gave a report 
on the Sheriff’s Department, intro­
ducing Jack and Barbara Jaquess who 
arc w orking on a grant fo r Lynn 
County regarding emergency man­
agement.

Monthly bills were approved as 
presented, and commissioners ad­
journed at 12; 15 p.m. A ll four com­
missioners were present for the three- 
hour meeting.

Commissioners meet on the sec­
ond and fourth Mondays o f each 
month, usually at 9 a.m. in the County 
Judge’s Office, and the public is wel­
come to attend.

The highesi number o f aulo ae- 
eiJenis mxolv ing Jeer iraJitionally 
oeeiir in November, making this a 
hazarJotis situation for m olorisls 
Iravcling arounJ the stale. aeeorJmg 
lo Mark Hanna, a spokesman for the 
liisuranee Couneil ol Texas.

"Slalislies show that the major- 
ily o f Jeer/vehiele aeeiJenis in Texas 
occur (luring Ihe fall o f the year." 
Hanna co n linu eJ . "B enav io ra l 
changes, especially the incre.iseil ac- 
tiv iiv associaleJ with Ihe n il or mal- 
ing season, archery season (.Sepi. 26 
- Oct. 26) and the general luiniing 
season, which begins in most eoun- 
lies on SaturJay. November I. all 
play a role in Jeer moving across our 
highways."

.AccorJing lo Ihe Texas Depari- 
meni o f Public .Salety. \ .7 [vople were 
killed and more than I,.‘x00 people 
were injured in motor vehicle co lli­
sions w ith animals in 2(HM).

In Llano County, described as the 
deer capital o f Texas. Llano Counly 
Chief Oepuly John Keith said the rut. 
which coincides with the start o f deer 
season, put the animals on the move. 
Keith said the eollisions between deer 
and motorists occur both day and 
night, making it a dangerous situa­
tion for drivers.

L. David .Sinclair, d irector o f 
W ild life  Enforeemcni for the Texas 
Parks and W ild life  Deparimeni. said 
drivers must use extra caution while 
driv ing at night where deer are plen- 
l i l i i l .  " I i's  Just harder for molorisls 
lo see deer at night, thus the greater 
chanceof hitting a deer that may dan 
onto the roadway." Sinclair said.

Texas D eparim ent o f  Public 
Safety Sgl. John Stafford o f Kerrv ille 
said molorisls k ill al least one deer 
every day on Highway 16 between 
Kerrv ille  and f'redricksburg.

" I l  hapivns so frequenlly in this 
area that about half o f the accidents 
are not reporied lo law enforcement." 
Stafford said. "The locals jusi call 
their insurance agent the next day and 
explairr what happened. The agent 
tells them lo go gel it fixe d ."

Comprehensiv e insurance cover­
age w ill pay for Ihe cost o f fixing or 
replacing your vehicle alter the aeci- 
deni. minus your deductible.

Sgl. Stafford said ihe best wav lo

avoid hitting a deer is to beware dial 
they are ihere. "Be walehing for 
them. I f  you see one. slow down." 
Slafford said.

Most imporlanlly. .Slafford said 
don't swerve lo miss a deer. "Brake 
and hold your steering w hee l," 
.Stafford said. "More people suffer 
serious in juries from try ing lo avoid 
hilling deer than having the actual 
collision with a deer "

I f  you hit a deer, law enforcement 
officials recommend dial you pull o ff 
the roadway and contact law enforce- 
menl aulhorilies to make an accident 
report.

The lollow ing list o f safely lips 
are recommended by the Insurance 
Council o f Texas to help reduce the 
number o f deer-related accidents;

* Deer activity is highest during 
Ihe dusk and dawn periods. Drivers 
should be particularly alert in the 
early morning ;ind evening.

.Motorists shiMild drive defen- 
sixelv wlien appro.idling wooded 
draws or vieek bottoms that inler.seci 
highways. es|X’cially in agricultural 
sellings.

N ew ly eonstrucied roads 
through deer habitat ollen have a rash 
o f deer/vehicle accidents. Be on the 
lookout.

* Highway traffic signs indicat­
ing deer crossings should be a clear 
reminder to all motorists to use ex­
treme caution in these areas espe­
cially during the early morning and 
evening hours.

* Drivers are advised lo  scan 
rii;idway s for deer; i f  al night, mo­
torists should look liir  deer eye re- 
lleelions. Passengers can help "keep 
an eye out for deer."

" Deer are often dazed or con­
fused by vehicle headlights. When a 
deer is spotted, drivers should reduce 
speed hut maintain contro l. Use 
emergency flashers or pump the 
brakes to alert vehicles approacliing 
from behind.

I f  a deer is observed crossing 
the ro.id. reduce speed. Deer are so­
cial animals and ollen travel in fam- 
ilv groups, so il is likely that others 
v(ill lol low.

' Most severe deer-related acci­
dents result w hen loss o f control (x - 
curs while trying to avuid a deer. 
M.iinlaining eonirol o f the vehicle is 
essential. Il is recommended that a 
drixer steer straight rather than risk 
losing control and colliding with on­
coming traffic or hitting objects olV 
the road.
