These silos are classified into
three types—stack, trench, and
bunker. The type that can be used
most economically will depend on
fthe situation on each farm,

Of the three, the stack type is
the least expensive in first cost
This type has generally been
used for emergency silage stor-
age but some farmers have suc-
eess with them and continue to
use them for seveal years, points
out Allen.

The stack is made by piling the
silage on the ground at a conven-
ient and well drained site to a
height of 4 to 7 feet. Usually the
stack is from 20 to 3¢ feet wide
The piastic cover must be anchor-
ed securely around the edges and

a concrete slab on the ground to
provide for better
storage conditions. For more
formation on stack type silos
write for MP-525, “Wandling Sil
age in Aboveground Silos on
Coast Prairie.”

appearance and protects it from
the weather. Bill Smith, exten-
sion forester, says a good coat of
paint can greatly increase the
service life of wood used above
ground

Two of the more common types
of paint are the pigmented oil
type and the waterbase coatings.
The water-base type, for use out-
dars, is a fairly recent develop-
ment. It is designed to have in-
creased moisture permeability
and when applied
oil type primer it will give
protection to wood

A successful paint job depends
on the purchase of a grade
of paint and careful adherance to
instructions of the manufacturer

The job of keeping lawns neatly
trimmed and mowed will become
more time consuming with the
advent of warm weather. Power
tools for doing the job are read-
ily available and power mowers
are re gular equipment a round
most homes. These mowers, im-
properly used, can run up the cost
of lawn mowing, cautions the Tex-
as Farm and Ranch Safety Coun-
cil, by being accident hazards.
The rotary type mower can be-
come a lethal machine, warns the
Council, if it is used to mow lawns
or weeds where rocks, bones, pie-
ces of wire, nails or other debris
can be found. The cutting blade
can be broken by striking a hard
object and hurled through the air.
Wire can be cut into short pieces
and hurled at bullet speed. Be
sure, advises the Council, that the
area being mowed is free of such
objects being hurled toward the
operator,
Furthermore, the Council sugg-
ests a few additional rules of sal-
ety which, if followed, could pre-
vent many accidents involving

It's a good idea, say the Cun-
cilmen, to once again read the
operator’s manual which came
with the mow er or other tools be-
fore taking them out for another
season. The folks who made the
