Free Screenings Offered 
At Health Fair Saturday by dalton

Lynn County Hospital District is spon­
soring their annual Health Fair this Satur­
day, Oct. 22. offering a variety of health 
screening tests, including hearing screen-, 
ing, bone density testing, glucose and cho­
lesterol testing, as well as information avail­
able on a wide range of topics, including 
drug and alcohol awareness, hospice care, 
fire safety, diabetes, physical therapy, and 
much more.

This year's Health Fair is in a different 
location from last year, at The Center for 
Housing and Community Development, at 
1400 Ave, K in Tahoka. The all-day event is 
free and open to the public from 9 a m. until 
4 p.m.

According to Community Services 
Health Education C oordinator Carol 
Botkin, the Health Fair offers free testing by 
qualified healthcare personnel, vital health 
care information, and free items to everyone 
who attends. Men, women and children of 
all ages are welcome to the Health Fair to 
take advantage of the medical screenings 
and.free information. Many area organiza­
tions will have booths at the community 
event.

New at the Health Fair will be LCHD 
EMS Life Saver Cards, which will make 
information available to the EMS in case of 
an emergency. Those who participate in the 
Health Fair who would like to fill out the

l.ife Saver Card should bring the following 
information to the Health Fair. Name, ad­
dress, family Or friend's name and telephone 
numbers. Medicare, Medicaid or other in­
surance information, a list of any medical 
conditions such as diabetes or cardiac condi­
tions, a list of all current medications, and 
note allergies to any medications. This in­
formation will then be placed on a “Fife 
SaverCard" which you will he given to take 
to your home and place on yttur refrigerator 
door, as a handy reference guide to the FMS 
in case of an emergency where a patient may 
be unable to communicate.

Information about organ donation, hos­
pice care, home health services, and inde- 
pendent/assisted living at I.ynnwood will 
also be available.

One Tyaffic Accident 
Reported In Tahoka

One traffic accident in the city of 
Tahoka was investigated last week, with the 
driver of one of the vehicles listed as having 
a “possible injury ."

On Friday at N. 1st St. and Ave. N a 
1984 Chevrolet Cavalier driven by Eva 
Benavides Alvarez, 36, and a 1999 Drxlge 
Intrepid driven by Joann Graves, 36, were 
involved in a collision. Both drivers arc 
residents of Tahoka.

During the week Tahoka Police also 
investigated a criminal trespass rep<irt and 
an incident of domestic violence in which a 
pregnant woman alleged she was struck or 
pushed by two males. The same woman was 
listed as a suspect in the trespass report.

Lubbock County still 
had 19 inmates in Lynn County Jail as of last 
Monday.

A FEW  W E E K S  back, I was shocked and saddened to read about the death 
of a guy I used to run around with in college, and even shared an apartment with 
for a year or two after we got our degrees.

I was shocked because it seems like he ought to be 24 years old, as he was 
back in the 1950s when we roomed together in Dallas, and I was a bit sad 
because we had not been in contact in years.

The man’s name was Jack Murray, and like me he graduated from 
Jacksboro High School and then North Texas State at Denton, now the 
University of North Texas. Unlike me, he was a Yankee, originally from 
Michigan or New York or one of those other weird northern places, and the 
coldest days we ever had at Denton and Dallas didn’t bother him at all; he would 
walk out into an icy wind without a coat and with his shirt mostly unbuttoned, 
just to show me how tough he was.

Reading about him brought back a memory of one of the funniest incidents 
of my life as a single person, specifically the time he and I decided to make a 
chocolate pie at our apartment. We both loved chocolate pie, and our mothers 
had made many of them for us, but we never paid any attention to how they did 
it. “How hard can it be?’’, we wondered. “It’s just a crust with chocolate pudding 
in it,” said Jack.

So we went to the store and bought some chocolate pudding for filling. In 
those days you couldn’t buy pie crusts or complete pies ready to cook. 
Incidentally, it was before microwave ovens, too, but not, as my daughters 
think, before Benjamin Franklin discovered electricity.
. Anywa'y, the crust proved to be a problem. All we knew was that it contained 
flour and either water or milk. I knew that just water and flour made paste like 
we used in grade school, so we decided to mix in a little bit of baking powder. 
We didn’t have anything to roll it out on, so we used a round mirror off the wall 
and a round bottle with a slender neck as a roller. We greased the mirror with 
Crisco and after the dough wrapped around the bottle, we greased it too. It 
finally looked pretty good, so we put itinto a pan and stuck it in the oven, letting 
the crust overlap the pan’s  edges.

When we checked on the crust a little later, it had drawn up into a much 
smaller circle, so we used a fork to try to pull the edges back up over the rim 
of the pie pan. , •

This made holes in the pie crust, but it didn’t really matter, because after we 
added the pie filling and cooked it some more, it wasn’t really edible anyway.

I have not attempted to make a pie,since then.

KN O TH O LES : Before I went to see an eye sjsecialist last week, I received 
a postcard reminding me to bring insurance information “and a list of all 
medications.
