Recipe Of The Week
Buried Treasure Cake

If you are interested in bak­
ing a cherry pie that is different 
orginial and good, try the follow­
ing recipe. The recipe is the 
champion recipe of the Annual 
Cherry Pie Baking Competition. 
The “pie-cake” is in three layers- 
crust, filling, and cake topping. 
The crust gives this pie a rich, 
and delicious flavor.
“Cherry Buried Treasure Cake’’ 
The crust for the cherry pie- 

cake is made from: 1 (3 oz.) 
package cream cheese: V2 CUP 
butter; 1 cup sifted all-purpose 
flour; 3 tablespoon sugar; y2 cup 
finely chopped almonds.

Combine the cream cheese 
with the butter; add flour, sugar 
and almonds. Blend and spread 
evenly over bottom of 7*4 by 11% 
by 1 % -inch pan.

For the cherry filling, she used: 
1 cup sugar, >4 cup cornstarch, 

\ 2 teaspoon salt; 2 No. 303 cans 
water-pack tart red cherries,

drained; l'/j cups cherry juice; 2 
tablespoons butter; few drops red 
food coloring. Combine sugar, 
cornstarch, salt and cherry juice.

Cook stirring constantly, until 
thickened. Add drained cherries, 
butter and food coloring. When 
cool,' pour over bottom crust in 
pan.

The cake topping is made up:
1 14 cups sifted all-purpose flour;,
2 teaspoons baking powder; l/2 c. 
sugar, >4 teaspoon salt, % cup. 
butter, melted; '4 cup warm wat-i 
er; 1 teaspoon vanilla; 3 egg yolks; 
slightly beaten, 3 egg whites; >4 
cup sugar; powdered sugar.

Sift together flour, baking pow­
der, *4 c. sugar, '4 teaspoon salt, 
and egg yolks and stir into dry 
ingredients. Beat egg whites un­
till stiff, slowly adding ‘4  cup 
cherry filling. Bake at 350 degree 
60 minutes. When cool, sprinkle 
generously with powdered sugar; 
decorate with cherries if desired.

The Muleshoe Chamber of Com­
merce is basically an organiza­
tion of volunteer members who 
work for the betterment of the 
community, on a basis of ser­
vice and without the expectation 
of individual profit or honor. It is 
;t group of men and women who 
realize they can accomplish more 
for the community working to­
gether than any one could indi­
vidually.

With that simplified explan­
ation, we shall during the next 
weeks, attempt to detail the many 
ramifications of what your Mule- 
s h o e Chamber of Commerce 
really is and what it does. This 
series of articles is being prepar­
ed by your Chamber of Commer­
ce staff in the belief that a large 
segment of the public does not 
fully understand what the Cham­
ber of Commerce is, nor what il 
does, and frequently as impor­
tant, what it does not and can­
not do.

Your Chamber of Commerce 
is a non-profit, non - partisan 
chartered organization, incorpo­
rated under the laws of (he state 
of Texas for the betterment of 
the community.

It operates through an elected 
board of 13 directors, each of 
whom serves for three years; 
and with a president, vice-presi­
dent and treasurer, all of whom 
are likewise elected by the mem­
bership of the Chamber, and each 
of whom serves one year in of­
fice, and cannot be re-elected to 
the same office. The officers and 
directors employ a manager and 
a secretary, the only full time 
members of the organization who 
receive remuneration for their 
services.

The Chamber office is located 
at 224 West Second St., and is 
open from 8:30 a.m. until 5:00 
p.m., Monday through Friday, 
and from 8:30 a.m. until noon on 
Saturday. During these hours the 
Chamber office is a busy place, 
and often the evening hours find 
the lights in the office lighted for

The actual accomplishments of 
the Chamber of Commerce are 
carried out through the com­
mittee system.

MEMBERS SERVED
Any member of the Chamber of 

Commerce is entitled and expect­
ed to serve on one of the several 
committees appointed each year 
by the officers of the Chamber 
to carry out the various points in 
the program of work. Committee 
meetings are then scheduled at 
the convenience of members, and 
a work plan is laid out for the 
task ahead.

Incidentally, the program of 
work for each year is determined 
by a Program of Work commit­
tee, appointed by the incoming 
officers. The program is based 
on what the committee feels are 
the most needed projects for the 
improvement and advancement 
of the entire community during 
that current year. Although many 

| program of work projects are of J  short range, some are impossible 
I to execute in less than several 
years and are carried in the pro­
gram until complete.

One of the misconceptions in 
the public mind is that only busi­
ness men and women may belong 
to the Chamber. This is not true, 
and particularly unfounded in an 
agricultural community such as 
Muleshoe.

FARMERS ACTIVE
There are a number of individ­

uals. farmers and others not ac­
tively engaged in retail trade who 
are active members of the Cham­
ber. Certainly membership is 
open to any one who sincerely 
wants to have a part in making 
their community better. And it is 
only fair to point out that the 
Chamber of Commerce is the 
only full time organization which 
works unceasingly for a better 
place in which to live and make 
a living in.

It is not unreasonable to look 
at Chamber membership in this 
light: If you are a resident of 
this community and have fared 
reasonably well because the com­
munity has ben active enough 
and economically sound enough 
for your enterprise to succeed.

I you perhaps feel that you owe 
your community something in re- 

: turn for the favorable climate it 
! lias provided for your success, 
i Such a return can best bo paid by 

becoming active in vour Cham 
ber of Commerce. Reward they 
say is in giving, not getting.

And this brings to mind anoth­
er common misconception con­
cerning the Chamber of Commer­
ce. That is so called “dues” .

NO DUES
There are no “dues" to the 

Chamber of Commerce. The in­
vestment you makr in your com­
munity is reflected by the amount 
of time and money you are will­
ing tr. put into it. The amount of 
money you pay to support the 
work of the Chamber of Commer­
ce can best be called an invest­
ment in your community, reflect­
ing y.our belief in your commun­
ity and your desire to support 
your community’s growth.

The constitution of the Mule­
s h o e  Chamber of Commerce

states that the minimum annual 
investment for a member shall 
be $12 for an individual and $24 
for a firm. There is no mention 
of a maximum investment, and 
many larger firms invest con­
siderably more than the mini­
mum. The amount is largely bas­
ed on what the prospective mem­
ber feels he wants and can easily 
invest. No one arbitrarily deter­
mines the amount of investment 
any one makes in the Chamber 
of Commerce, for this like every 
other facet of Chamber of Com­
merce, is voluntary.

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The Congress and Defense
The nation has been treated to the rare spectacle of a 

test of will and authority between the President of the Unit­
ed States and Congress, in the case of the B-70 bomber.

A close look at the Constitution and defense brings to 
light certain facts. First, the Constitution gives to Congress 
the power to appropriate money. There is really not much 
doubt that Congress originally had the right to have its 
way in defense matters.

In recent years the precedent has been, however, for the 
President and his F.xecutive Branch to handle more and more 
of the decisions. Congress today merely approves the de­
fense budget or goes the President one better. It rarely 
reduces it.

Indeed, it is hard to see how anyone could deny the right 
of Congress, the elected representatives of the people, the 
authority to order a certain weapon for the country s de­
fense, if it is put in the form of a specific law to that ef­
fect. And all the opinions to the contrary notwithstanding, 
it is no sure thing, by any means, that even the present Su­
preme Court could find a way to deny Congress this au­
thority, on the basis of the Constitution and its intent and 
meaning, regarding matters of defense.

Medical 
expenses for which you receive 
and medical insurance are deduct­
able only to the extent that they 
exceed the amount received.

DEDUCTION LIMITED
If you are under 65 years of 

age. your deduction for medical 
expenses is limited to those ex­
penses for yourself, your wife 
and your dependents which ex­
ceed 3 per cent of your adjusted 
gross income. This limitation does 
not apply to expenses for your­
self or your wife, if either of you 
are over 65. It also does not apply 
to medical expenses in the care 
of your or your wife's mother or 
father if the parent receiving med­
ical care is your dependent and 
is over 65.

AUSTIN, — Candidates for gov­
ernor now are quarreling over 
legislative redistricting . . which 
would give the metropolitan cit­
ies more strength.

Poll tax payments indicate that 
these cities actually have the vot­
ing strength.

But final figures are not in on 
all counties.

Official figures plus some est­
imates reveal 1,250,429 qualified 
voters in the 12 counties which 
ontain cities of 100,000 or more. 

Offhand this would indicate that 
the 12 ‘big city” counties would 
have more than half the voles in 
the state.

But the “big 12" are not as 
well prepared to vote this year 
as they were in 1960. That 
year they had 1,362,173 voters. 
It was a presidental year. How­
ever, declines are reported for 
1962 elections in all of the 12 
big city counties except Travis, 
where the State Capitol is loca­
ted.

One notable thing about the poll 
tax figures is the growing num­
ber of those with exemptions 
from the poll tax because they 
are 21 years of age and vote 
free— or they are over 65 and 
don't have to buy a poll tax in 
order to vote.

Indications are that there will 
be more exemption certificates 
this year (those in cities of 10,0 
or more) than ever before, even

As All-Time

Bailey County's 1961 cotton 
crop was verified as an all-time 
record number of bales for the 
county, according to figures re­
ceived last week from the U.S. 
Census Bureau.

The preliminary statistics com­
piled on March 20 showed that 
102,691 bales were harvested in 
Bailey County. The number com­
pared with the figure of 163,006 
reported as ginned by county 
gins in the Journal on Jan. 25.

It was reported at that time 
that the final figure would be re­
vised because of cotton coming 
in from out-of-county in some in­
stances, as well as some going 
out.

JOINS “CLUB"
The county thus joined the

100.000- bale club for the first time 
in its history. The former record 
of 97,234 was set by the 1959 crop. 
This year's total went over the
99.000- mark for the third time in 
four years. The 1960 total was 
89,893.
Bailey County retained its rank 

ing of 13th in the state in num­
ber of bales ginned, although 
gaining more than 15,000 bales on 
Floyd County, the 12th - place 
county, from the 1960 total.

Floyd County's total was 105,- 
149, compared to 107,418 In 1960.

Eight South Plains counties 
were among the ten top counties 
in the state according to number 
of bales ginned, as the area ginn­
ed an all-time high of 2,344,803 
bales.

In last year's contest, Friona 
was the first place team, with 
Lubbock High School second and 
Muleshoe High School third.

The organism enters the plant 
through open stomata and wounds 
in the leaves, bolls and stems. 
The bacteria break down the cell 
•wall of the spongy tissues, re­
leasing cellular juices.

Infected leaves soon turn yel­
low and are shed, and excessive 
leaf shedding reduces the yield­
ing ability of the plant. Boll les­
ions provide ports of entry for 
boll-rotting fungi, thus bacterial 
blight is one of the principal 
causes of boll rots.

DISEASE SPREADS
The blight organism may over­

winter in the soil on undecom­
posed plant debris, but more com­
monly is carried from season to 
season within and on planting 
seed. Once in a field the disease 
is spread from plant to plant and 
from old to new tissues by wind 
driven, splashing rains. The dis­
ease may also be disseminated 
from field to field by whirlwinds, 
running water, equipment and 
gin trash.

Bacterial blight can be control­
led by a combination of four 
aractices, rotating cotton with 
other crops, planting disease-free 
seed, growing resistant varieties 
and fertilizing with nitrogen.

No chemical control for bacter­
ial blight is now known, so cul­
tural practices are very import­
ant to the grower. For more in­
formation on this disease and on 
preventive cultural prantices. ask 
vnur countv agent for a copy of 
MP-534, "Bacterial Blight of Cot­
ton."

Farmers Warned 
To Observe Rule 
About Well Covers

The Board of Directors of the 
High Plains Underground Water 
Conservation District has recently 
passed a new rule and Ihe Dis­
trict began enforcement the first 
of April.

According to Tom McFarland, 
General Manager of the Water 
District, the new rule deals with 
the closing of abandoned, or un­
used. wells.
McFarland states that hundreds 

of wells in the District are un­
covered, or covered inadequate^, 
and represent a threat to the 
safety of children and even adul­
ts.

The new rule provides that In 
cases where the landowner re­
fuses to cover a well properly, 
the Water District may come On 
the land and close the well. TJie 
expense of closing the well will 
be charged to the landowner Ty 
means of attaching a lien to the 
land. These charges may never 
exceed $100.
McFarland says that the rule 

was passed by the Water Dis­
trict’s Board to protect life and 
the underground water from poss­
ible pollution from the surface.

He encourages landowners to 
close or cover in some substan­
tial manner any wells on the 
land that either abandoned or not 
being used at the present time.

McFarland states that person­
nel of the Water District will be 
happy to discuss individual cas- 

| es with landowners or their ag­
ents. Many satisfactory methods 
of covering wells adequately are 
available to be used.

CANINE DISTEMPER
Canine Distemper is a specific, 

highly contagious disease of dogs 
caused by a virus and character­
ized by fever, catarrhal respira­
tory and gastrointestinal compli­
cation. and inconsistant nerve 
and skin involvements.

Before proceeding, it is impor­
tant to mention the fact that Dis­
temper is the number one killer 
of dogs in the Muleshoe area.

Many people believe that ca­
nine distemper is only a mild 
disease and does not present a 
severe challenge to their pet. It 
is common to have individuals 
state that they can readily CURE 
distemper.

This injection will produce im­
munity in the average dog for a 
period of 18 to 21 days. At the 
age of 10 to 12 weeks the puppy 
is old enough for a permanent 
distemper vaccination.
