Thefts, Criminal Mischief 
Incidents Investigated Here

Thefts, criminal mischief, one traffic 
accident and an arrest of a 17-year-old who 
resisted violently were among incidents in­
vestigated by law enforcement officers in 
the city and county during the last week.

Police officer Brent Lee stopped a car 
early last Friday for a traffic violation and 
the 17-year-old driver, from Waco, cursed 
and beat his head against the patrol car 
windows and damaged the interior of the 
car, later wrestled with and threatened Lee 
and another officer who came to assist, and 
damaged the paint on the patrol car by scrap­
ing his handcuffs on the vehicle. He also spit 
on one of the officers and struggled when 
taken to jail, where he was booked for minor 
driving under the influence of alcohol, no 
drivers license and criminal mischief, plus 
retaliation and assault on a peace officer.

Sheriffs officers took a report on May 
20 from Cecil Hammonds of Tahoka, who 
said a 2 1-foot black utility trailer loaded 
with some parts for a 1975 International 
tractor had been stolen from his farm about 
five miles southeast of Tahoka. Ainong the 
tractor parts were a radiator, air conditioner 
coil, back plate and a water tank bracket, 
which' later was found on a road in the 
vicinity.

WE ALL HAVE heard the advice, “Don’t sweat the small stuff,” and 
preachers and others’are always urging us to keep our sights set on the really 
important things in life, higher goals and all that. But that doesn’t keep most of 
us from getting all bent out of shape over things which really don’t matter much.

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The possibility of cats not fight­
ing just isn't in their nature. Feline 
caregivers need to be aware of their 
pet's susceptibility to fight wounds.

"Felines are very territorial and 
will fight other cats to protect or ac­
quire territory As a result, fight 
wounds tKcur." notes Dr Melanie 
l.andis. a veterinarian at Texas A&M 
University's College of Veterinary 
Medicine.I

Landis explains that when a cat 
bites another cat. its sharp teeth go 
through the skin, and then it releases 
quickly. The result is a small punc­
ture wound into the skin and muscle.

Because these skin holes seal 
quickly, bacteria are provided an ex­
cellent place to grow and multiply) 
•Anaerobic (meaning it grows in the 
absence of air) bacteria become 
trapped under the skin and can mul­
tiply for days before infection signs 
become ev ident.

"The bitten cat may show com­
mon signs of infection such as swell­
ing. pain at the puncture site, possible 
fever and decreased appetite." hotes 
Landis If treated immediately, some 
cat bite wounds may successfully be 
treated with antibiotics.

If several day s have elapsed, an 
abscess vVill often develop. To help 
clear infection, the abscess is surgi­
cally opened and Hushed w ith an an­
tibacterial solution. Adrain'tubc may 
be used to keep the wound open and 
allow infected matter to escape so the 
abscess can heal completely: The 
tube is then removed and the surgi­
cal opening heals.

"If you know your cat has re­
ceived a bite, the puncture wound 
should be immediately and thor­
oughly washed w ith plenty of soap 
and warm water." advises Landis 
"The idea is to remove as much sa­
liva and. therefore, bacteria as pos­
sible. Generally, the cat w ill need to 
be sedated so that the bitc/wound can

m male cals, slates Landis. Because 
ol their instinct to roam into other 
cals' territories. inaL' cals arc fre­
quently fighting w ith other male cats 
especially il a female cal is in heat.

Neutered male cals seem more 
content to claim a smaller area 
around or within their homes, but 
they will fight to defend their lerri- 
lory. she adils.

It is not just bile wounds that 
should concern cal owners. "Dis­
eases. like Icline leukemia virus and 
feline immunodeficiency virus 
(Fl\'i. may be transmitted through 
bite wounds." explains Landis. 
"However, feline leukemia virus can 
possibly be prevented with regular 
vaccination."

Keeping cals indtxirs will help 
protect them from fight wounds.

It 
will be a time to renew friendships 
and thank him for his lifetime of 
dedicated service lo others in all the 
parishes he's pastored.

Monsignor Tim Schwertner was 
bom June 28, 19>i in western Lub­
bock County on a farm between Lub­
bock j.i'd Smyer. In January of 1946 
his fam ly moved to Slaton, Joined 
St. Joseph's Parish, and he enrolled 
in St. Jos :ph's School along with his 
two older brothers. •

After he graduated from the 
eighth grade, he enrolled in St. 
John's Minor Seminary in San An­
tonio. After graduation from high 
school in May of 1957, he applied 
to Assumption Seminary, also in San 
Antonio, the following September. 
After completing four years of col­
lege, and four years of Theology, he 
was ordained to the priesthood on 
May .TO. 1 % 5 in St. Joseph's Church. 
Slaton. Texas. He presided at his first 
Mass the following day -  also at St. 
Joseph's.

Following a summer as a substi­
tute, he was assigned to Sacred Heart 
Parish in Plainview as one of two 
associates, where he served for five 
years. In June of 1970. he was as­
signed to Holy Cross Parish in Post, 
with Blessed Sacrament mission in 
Wilson. St. Jude in Tahoka was 
added temporarily as a mission the 
following January. The "temporary” 
assignment lasted until March of 
1973.

In June of 1973, he was trans­
ferred lo Immaculate Conception 
parish in Muleshoe, with St. Mary 
Magdalen in Earth its mission. He 
served there for six years. In June of 
1979^ he was assigned lo Sf. 
Michael's in Levelland, where he 
served for 13 years. During this time, 
he started a mission for the people 
in Sundown.

After the assignm ent in 
Levelland, he went lo St. Alice in 
Plainview with mission San Jose in 
Lockney, where he served for the 
next six years. In 1998, Msgr. Tim 
was assigned to St. Elizabeth's Uni­
versity Parish in Lubbock, where he 
served three years and four months.

His present assignment for the 
Diocese of Lubbock is St. Joseph's 
parish in Rolan with two missions, 
St. Mary's in Aspermoni, and Sacred 
Heart at Ranchito.

Msgr. Tim has served numerous 
years on the Presbyleral Council, 
twice as president. He also sat on the 
priest's personnel board for several 
years. He served as the Director of 
Continuing Education for Clergy 
once, and as dean twice. He's also 
served several years on the priest’s 
pension committee.

' scholarship He can see the nearby 
schoM where he got a ijuality edu­
cation that was to have a major im­
pact on his life. He remembers jun­
ior high principal Robert Ryan who 
encouraged him to excel in academ­
ics us well as sports, teachers who 
pushed him to do his best, and 
Cliftim Gardner, the man Tim calls 
"the best high schiHil principal 1 have
ever seen.

He can turn from the window and 
sec on the opposite wall of his of­
fice the framed poll tax receipts his 
parents and grandparents paid, refus­
ing to be denied the right to vote. In

his mind he can see the shuck with 
no running water where he was born. 
He can see (he three-riuim schtHil in 
east Tahoka where eight grades of 
.M'rican-Ainerican students were 
crowded into three riKims. He re­
members the text biHiks, many with 
pages missing, discarded by the 
white pupils at the schiHil on the west 
side of town.

Tim remembers how terrified his 
mother was when the school bviard 
announced the end of segregation 
when he was in the fourth grade. She 
was convinced her children would be 
harmed if they went to the previously 
all-w hite schiHil.

Now. on the walls of his Fort 
Worth office he can liHik with pride 
at diplomas from the University of 
Texas at Arlington and Texas South­
ern Law School, framed member-

cousin Jimmy Bailey, also a Tahoka 
graduate, played division one college 
ftHUball. He enjoyed football, but it 
was the classroom that shaped his 
future. Soon after arrivmg at UTA 
Tim realized he was far ahead of bis 
new classm ates from big city 
schools, that he had gotten a supe­
rior education in thijt small high 
sch(M>l out in West Texas.

Tim graduated from law school 
in 1983 and was admitted to the bar 
in 1984. He was an assistant Tarrant 
County prosecutor for five years be­
fore setting up his own law office. 
He practices criminal defense in state 
and federal court, and also handles 
state and J'cderal appeals, personal 
injury lawsuits and deceptive trade 
practice claims.

Despite the segregated beginning 
of his life in Tahoka. Tim is glad he 
grew up here. He is grateful for the

Successes o f Legislative Session

Ohio, know all about Tahoka 
people because, no mailer where I 
have lived. I have never stopped talk­
ing about them."

Gov. Rick Perry this week Joined 
with L(. Governor David Dewhurst 
and Speaker Tom Craddick to tout 
the successes and accomplishments 
of (he 200S Legislative Session. 
Perry also stated his continued de­
termination to broker a deal between 
the house and the senate on school 
finance reform.

“This legislative session ends 
with a number of successes and one 
disappointment," Perry said. “I am 
proud we passed landmark reforms 
to protect vulnerable children and 
frail adults, reformed workers’ com­
pensation laws to help injured work­
ers and lower costs for their employ­
ers, and made investments in Jobs 
and technology.”

On the issue of school finance 
Perry expressed optimism (hat leg­
islative leaders could still reach an 
agreement, saying, “the final chap­
ter of this book has yet to be written. 
I don’t believe we are finished here 
and I know a great many legislators 
feel the same way. Legislators’ in­
ability to strike an agreement will 
make for a long and uncomfortable 
summer when (hey go home and ex­
plain why they did not act on educa­
tion reform and property tax relief.”

Perry highlighted the following 
accomplishments of the legislative 
.session:

• A lawsuit reform measure that 
will crack down on frivolous asbes­
tos lawsuits while ensuring Texans 
truly harmed by asbestos gel the care 
they need.

• A workers’ compensation re­
form that will lower health care 
costs, provide relief to employers 
and provide better benefits to injured 
workers while giving them every 
ineentivc to return to work stxjner.

• A landmark $200 million CPS

reform bill that will make a tremen­
dous difference in the lives of thou­
sands of vulnerable Texans with the 
hiring of hundreds of new investi­
gators to protect children at risk of 
hann.

• A continued investment in the
Jobs and technology that witi be the , 
foundation for (he future with about 
$380 million in funding for the En­
terprise Fund and the new Emerging 
Technology Fund. ,

• A transportation bill that con­
tinues the state’s vision for ending 
gridlock and creating growth, while 
protecting private property rights.

Perry also noted that he is disap­
pointed (hat legislators did not act on 
comprehensive school finance re­
form (hat would improve education 
and provide a property lax cut to 
Texas taxpayers.

"1 am disappointed for millions 
of taxpayers drowning in rising tax 
bills, for schoolchildren trapped in 
failing schools that refuse to change 
and for every employer that depends 
on an educated workforce, and (hat 
would have benefited from the land­
mark schiH)l reforms this legislature 
should have passed,” Perry said.
Perry added that if the house and 
senate can come to an agreement that 
he will call a special session.

"I have said all along that school 
finance should not he resolved at the 
courthouse but at the slate house.” 
Perry said. “I still believe that can 
happen even though the regular ses­
sion has ended without an agree­
ment.

"Wc ran ouLof tinic this session, 
hut I will continue to work overtime 
to give a victory to schoolchildren. 
Texas teachers and property taxpay­
ers. and I hope the legislature will 
Join me. ”

DeptMo-water Level Measurements 
Show Big Increase In Lynn County

Annual depth to water lex el mea­
surements made in early 2(M)5 by the 
High Plains Underground Water 
Conservation District No. I show an 
^verage increase of 0,74 of a fool m 
the ground water levels ol the 
Ogallala aquifer during 2(K)4 w ithin 
the district's 6.8 million acre service 
area. As a comparison, the 2004 
depth-lo'-walcr level measurements 
had indicated an average decline of 
I ,44 feet during 2(K).4.

"We arc pleased that above-av­
erage rainfall across the water dis­
trict last year helped reduce pumpage 
from the aquifer." said Jim 
Conkwright. district manager.

The district 10-year average an­
nual change decreased from -1.28 
feet for the 2004 report to -0.99 of a 
fool for the current report. The dis­
trict five-year average annual change 
decreased from -1.0.4 feel for the 
2(X)4 report to -0.70 of a loot lot the 
current report.

■l.ynn County had the largest av­
erage annual change in water levels 
w Ilh an increase of ,4.46 feel. Bailey 
County and the portions of Crosby 
and E'loyd Counties within the dis­
trict recorded average water level 
increases of more than one foot. 
Cochran. Hale. LubbiK'k, and Parmer 
Counties, plus the portions of 
Armstrong, Deaf .Smith. Hockley. 
Poller, and Randall Counties within 
the district recorded average water 
level increases ol less than one 
foot. The portions ot Castro and 
Lamb Counties within the district re­
corded average water level declines 
1 1 1  less than one font.

District officials caution that the 
reported water level rises during 
2(X)4 as indicated by the 2(K)5 mea­
surements should not be interpreted

as extensive recharge to lhc‘aquilci 
m most cases, hut rather as .i greater 
leveling and refilling ol dewatered 
/ones in the aquifer m the vicinity 
of previously pumped wells.

The exceptions to this rheory 
may be the area of southern l.ynn 
County and various liHralionsof l.uh- 
biK'k County, as well as other pos­
sible liK'alions in the water district 
where the shallow depths in the wa­
ter (able may allowrapid iiifilliaiioii 
of water to the aquifer.

Depth-to-waier level measure 
menls are normally made during 
January to March each year to allow 
stabili/alion of water levels in the 
aquifer following pumpage during 
the previous year of ground water 
priKluclion.

Plains Water District's newsletter. 
The Cni.w Section, features the re­
sults of the annual 2(M)5 depih-io- 
water level measuiemeiits It con­
tains individual county maps, which' 
provide Ihe approxitnale lovaiioii ol 
each well in the district's ohserva- 
lioii well network. Eiach map is ac­
companied by available 1995. 2(KM), 
2004. and 2(K)5 depih-to-waler level 
measurements for individual wells in 
that county.

Also listed are available tol.il 
changes in water level;, lor each oh 
servaiion well for the periods 1995 
lo 2(M)5. 2(HK) to 2005. .md 2(M)4 to 
2005
