Special Election Called:

Voters To Decide May 10 If County 
Offices W ill Remain Separate
b y J U A N E L L J O N E S

Lynn County voters w ill have an 
opportunity to voice their opinions on 
whether the County C lerk  and D is ir ic l 
C lerk offices w ill remain separate in 
Lynn County, and whether the Tax 
Assessor/Collector O ffice  w ill remain 
separate from  the l.ynn  C o u n ty  
S h e r if fs  O ffice, in a special election 
called for May 10.

Coun ty  C.^)mmissioners voted 
Monday morning during IhClr regular 
meeting to call for the special election 
at the earliest uniform eleelion date, 
which is M ay 1 0 -  the election date for 
city, schtKil and hospital board elec­
tions here. The wording that w ill be 
used on the hulloi is not yet available, 
but there w ill be two separate issues to 
vote on; (I) the separation o f County 
C lerk and D istrict C le rk  offices, and (2)

upon the A G  opinion, although il could 
be as much as six months before county 
o ffic ia ls receive the A ( i respoHse.

If voters choose to allow these o f­
fices to continue as separate p ilit ie s . it 
is anticipated (coiitingeni upon the as- 
yel undetermined A G  opinion) that the 
elected o ffic ia ls in those offices would 
continue to oversee their duties. If. 
however, voters choose to combine the 
offices, then ihea' w ill be more issues 
to consider, with (he immedjale issue 
being that the county clerk and district 
clerk offices would no longer be con­
sidered valid, and the curreiitly-eleeted 
county clerk and district clerk w ill no 
longer hold those positions One clerk 
would most like ly be ap|>ointed to f ill 
the position until the next eleelion, at 
which lime only one clerk would be 
elected.

the separation o f Tax Assessor/C’ollec-

Fulford and Barham Families, 
including her grandmothers. Haiiie 
Henderson Yales and Susan 
Copeland Ruilcdge. She was ex­
tremely prouil and passionate about 
her rich heritage as a fifth generation 
Texan. She was an endless source 
of uneedoies and history o f Texas. 
Susan w as ihe grcai-granddaughier 
ot one of the first Texas Rangers. 
Captain John Bishop Henderson. A 
little known fact was her interest in 
American Indians. When Susan 
was a young child in Lubbock, TX 
the roilkmao was a maa by the name 
ofChiefRunkels. She loved hearing 
his many life stories and Indian lore. 
She w ould w ait in the early morning 
hours for him. Susan often asked 
him why he didn't share his incred­
ible stones and heritage with as 
many people as ptissible. Chief 
Runkels went on over ihe years to 
become the bearer of the great 
.American Indian heritage and was a 
renowned speaker. He often attrib­
uted his joy and commitment to his 
work to a liiile  girl in Lubbock 
whom he knew in ihe early I93()'s 
and w ho encouraged him to honor 
his heritage. Susan loved people 
and this is an excellent example of 
how she held others up and che’ered 
them on. Susan was an extraordi­
nary writer and in the I9.5()'s - ‘Nl's. 
Susan wrote various articles for the 
Oakland Tribune newspaper in 
Cahform.'i and was a eonirihulor (o 
Morric Turner s li'ce hil.t cartixvn

strip. She was a person of the world 
who-enjoyed a host of friends her 
entire life and a person who kept her 
Iriends. Among ihe many organiza­
tions she shared her lalems with

over the years were the Denuieratic 
Party in Alameda County, CA . an 
activist who opened up her home as 
a gathering place for the L'niled 
Farm Workers of America during 
the I960's and a member oKarious 
school's PTA groups where she of­
ten served as president hui always 
iheeditorofthenewsletter. Shewas 
instrumental in many positive pro­
grams at the old Grover Cleveland 
Elementary School in San Leandro. 
CA, including the assimilation of a 
Special Needs class in 1959 -  a 
person ahead of her time. She was 
an avid reader. Her children and 
friends could count on her to he up 
on the latest information and new 
ideas. Susan was a Cumberland 
Presbyterian and proud Scotsman. 
Her interest and her incredible skill 
at genealogy gifted her with bring­
ing many dislant relatives into her 
life , among them numerous 
Jacksons and HeiyJersons from all 
over the world w iih w hom she kept 
up regular correspondence. For Su­
san. the world was full of friends she 
hadn't yet met!

She taught her five children 
many things; the love of hooks, 
sports, music, bringing interesting 
people into their lives and a strict 
sense of right and w rong. She was a' 
dot ing grandmother and enjoy ed en­
tertaining her grandchildren with 
her ow n artwtxk. One of her grand­
sons went on to become a graphic 
artist starting his work as a young 
child at his grandmother's kitchen 
table.

Several Local Electionsi

Offer Choices For Voters
Voters w il l  have several 

choices lo make in upcoming May 
10 city, .school and hospital board 
elections, with a flurry o f last- 
minute filings by candidates dur­
ing the last week. The filing period 
ended Monday, with one excep­
tion -  the special election for a 
orie-ycar uhexp ired term at 
O ’Donnell ISD has a filing dead­
line o f April 9.

Early voting in these elections 
w ill be held April 28-May 6.

In Tahoka, two of the three 
council seats are contested, with 
incumbent Ray Box challenged by 
Daniel Harper for the At-Large 
District 5 seat, incumbe'fit Clara 
C a lv illo  challenged by Bianca 
Baker for District 2, and incum­
bent Jeff Martin unoppo.sed forthe 
Di.st. 4 seat.

The situation is the same for 
the Tahoka ISD trustee election, 
with two contested seats and one 
unopposed. Incumbent John 
Hawthorne is unoppo.sed in his bid 
for re-election to a one-year unex­
pired term in an At-Large seat on 
the iHiard. In the regularthree-year 
term s. ...ijEtcumbent Frank
McT.enahcTTs "clial1 enged by
Starriyn Knox Bray for Place 4. 
and two candidates arc seeking the 
Place .1 sê at for which incumbent 
Math Bartley is not seeking re- 
election. Jimm ie Bingham and 
.Mike Rivas have Filed for Place 3.

W ilson ISD has live candi­
dates for two trustee seats, includ­
ing incumbent Clyde W ilke and 
candidates Josh Isham, Christi 
Clark. Danny Mende/ and K im  
Steen. Steen has also placed her 
name on the ballot for the W ilson 
city council election, in w hich she 
and Cody Paul Donald have filed 
for the two council positions, and 
Donald Klaus has filed for the 
mayor’ s position. The city elec­
tion is uncontested, which means 
the city w ill not be required to 
conduct the election. A  person

FIRE HYDRANTS
We have started our fire hy­

drant Bushing and replacement 
program. We w ill be flushing hy­
drants on F riday  afternoons. 
Sometimes this causes water to 
turn a little brown due to the Hush­
ing. If this cKcurs, just let your 
water run for a little bit and it w ill 
clear up. The Hushing of hydrants 
serves two pusposcs: It gives us 
the chance to grease the fittings; 
and we can determine if  the hy­
drant is working properly.

Speaking of the latter, we are 
beginning our hydrant replace­
ment pmgram'.'*rhcre are about 25 
hydrants m town that have been 
painted black. Black means that 
this particular hydrant w ill not 
work. We arc working witli Fire 
Ch ie f Steve Sanders in prioritiz­
ing the order in which we replace 
hydrants. Our goal is to replace 
one hydrant each month until we 
have them all replaced.

Th is  replacement program 
w ill require some sacrifice on all 
our parts because we w ill have to 
turn the water o ff to replace many 
of the hydrants. We w ill dig the 
hydrants out during the day and 
get everyfjiing ready. Then, we 
w ill replace the hydrant at night. 
This is done to cause as little inter­
ference with the citizens as pos­
sible. As we replace the hydrants 
we w ill install a valve at the base of 
each one so that next time only that 
line w ill have to be turned off.

ta in ly  cannot see the county 
clerk’ s office and district clerk 's 
offices being combined. The work 
in these offices is so different and 
all are time-consuming jobs.

For people who don’ t know 
what work is done in the county 
clerk’ s office, at the time 1 worked 
there we handled all real estate 
transactions (deed, mortgages, 
farm leases, etc.), all birth and 
death certificates, all m ilitary dis­
charges. all financial statements, 
filing o f corporation names or any 
name changes thereof, all probate 
cases, abstract o f judgments, fed­
eral tax liens, state tax liens, 
county court crim inal cases, all 
elections (including early voting 
for the county and some outside 
entities), posting notices o f the 
county commissioner's agenda, 
plus keep ing the county 
commissioner’ s court minutes, is­
suing marriage licenses, furnish­
ing certified copies o f instruments 
filed for record in the offiiJc, and 
probably some things I’ ve forgot­
ten.

The district c le rk ’ s office 
handles all district crim inal cases, 
certain c iv il ca.scs, divorces, child 
custody cases, all child support 
collections, real estate tax suits 
and lax foreclosure suits and 
sheriffs tax sales. |

The lax collector’ s office ijcg- 
islcrs vehicles, transfer titles, etc., 
itoosall the voter registration work 
and furnishes a printout o f the 
voter registration lists for voting 
precincts, plus other jobs.

You can probably understand 
all the various jobs o f the sheriffs  
office, which in the last several 
years has added the responsibility 
of 9 11 calls not just for the county, 
but also for ambulance and fire 
services and for all cities In Lynn 
County.

Just think how hard it would 
bo and how long it would take for 
one office to go into another and 
learn all the business done in that 
office; plus one clerk would have 
to go back and forth between the 
offices to do the work required of 
them in each office. Some might 
think that combining these offices 
would save money, but that is not 
necessvily so. It would probably 
require more people be hired and 
trained and that would certainly 
add to the cost to the county in new 
wages, health insurance costs, and 
pension costs. Also, because of 
continu ing education require­
ments for county and district 
clerks, the combining of those two 
offices might result in more ex­
pense as well as more lime lost 
because a combination county/ 
district clerk would be out o f the 
office twice as much going to 
meetings and classes required for 
each office.

The voters o f Lynn County 
have a right to keep things the way 
they are at present, which would 
be a great advantage to the county 
and a ll the c it izens o f  Lynn 
County.
