yards and 24 touchdowns on
180 carries.

“We’re not going to hold him
back all night, we know that.

Gladewater coach David
Husmann, whose team got
blanked 20-0 by Forney two
weeks ago in the playoffs, ad-
vises a healthy respect for
Blanton.

“When No. 3 gets the ball on
the . . . sweep, he can cut back
against the grain or bounce it
back outside,” Husmann said.
“They will run the (sweep) 10
different ways and from 10 dif-
ferent formations. That guy
(Blanton) has the speed to hurt

you. Their fullback has speed,
too.”

Blanton gives the Forney of-
fense instant credibility
because of his speed (4.4 in the
40). And his supporting cast is
strong enough to keep oppo-
nents from keying on him.

The result is that Forney has
scored more than 30 points in
seven games this year. “They’re
a first-class outfit,” Husmann
said. “They act right, they play
hard, they gang-tackle and
they’re well-coached.”

While the Jackrabbits’ aver-
age of 294 yards gained per
game may not sound awe-in-
spiring, they allow an average
of only 161.

And when it comes to turn-
overs, they also take a lot more
than they give: They have a
total of 37 takeaways (fumbles
recovered plus interceptions)
compared to 17 giveaways
(fumbles lost plusinterceptions
thrown).

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Starting grapes from seed requires period of cold

By ROSN SMITH
Editer

A Clovis reader had inquired
(some time ago) about how to
start grapes from seed he gath-
ered back East.

His idea was to plant them in
the spring, and that might be
simpler but it won’t fit Mother
Nature’s plan for grape seeds.

They actually should be
planted before the end of Janu-
ary. There seems to be little
information available about
growing grapes from seed, but I
knew that the seeds would need
either winter cold or else stor-
age in a freezer for awhile. The
best information I have found
suggests 12 weeks of cold
weather if the seeds are planted
outside.

Then they should sproutin the
spring when the soil tempera-
ture reaches 68 to 70 degrees.

The writer specified that these
were Concord grape seeds, in
which case the vines and fruit
produced are going to show quite
a bit of variation. (I'm judging
by the
come up at the farm.)

Some of the vines will be very
peautiful plants indeed, and
some of the fruit will be similar
to Concord fruit while a lot of it
will be closer to the wild type —
which many people prefer for
ielly, anyway.

Of course, if the seeds were

vines and all the grapes will be
small but flavorful.

On the subject of grapes, the
pruning season is from now
through midwinter.

When I was a kid, we always
thought we had to prune the
grapes before the sap began to
rise. Now | understand that this
and that the
“bleeding” thatresults from later

1S not necessary,

pruning isn’t supposed to hurt
the vines. The latter may be true,
butI'd still rather avoid it—just
in case.

Pruning grapevines can turn

into work quickly. Of course, if

you're one of those rare folks
who keep the grapes pruned to a
few branches for maximum fruit
production, then pruning them
is nothing.

If you're one of the majority,
your grapevines are a tangled
mass that is going to be very
tough to deal with. If you have
more than three or four vines
and they’re a tangle, you may as

well schedule a week of vaca-

tion to work on them! Doing it
once is a pretty good incentive
to train them properly so you
won’t have that trimming job
again.

The variety of grapes avail-
able to the home gardener has
expanded nicely over the past
few decades.

There is the popular group
that produces the small white
seedless grapes in huge bunches,
such as Thompson Seedless or
Interlaken. There are the beauti-
ful red seedless (or seeded)
similar in appearance to the
[okay grapes available in su-
permarkets.

Some people still prefer the
musky flavor of the old white
varieties such as Niagara.

When it comes tomaking jelly
it’s hard to
imagine anything topping the

and jam, though,
Concord (which is now avail-
able in a seedless variety) and
the wild grapes sometimes
known as “fox grapes.”

All the vines of domestic
grapes are somewhat similar in
appearance, but it’s easy to tell
the ones that produce white
grapes from the ones that pro-
duce -<colored fruit: The
underside of leaves on the white-
fruited ones are WHITE (almost
glow-in-the-dark) while the new
growth on colored varieties is
suffused with pink or purple.

The foliage on wild grapes

tends to be smaller and more
refined-looking than that of do-
mestic varieties.

Grapes remain one of the few
fruits that is ideally suited to our
climate. Hot, dry weather in late
summer just tends to make the
fruit sweeter — and, in fact, the
vines just won’t do well in soil
that stays damp much of the
time.

Admittedly, if you’re going to
let the vines grow to their natu-
ral size, they do require space.
The shade they can provide on
an arbor is some of the most
pleasant relief available in hot
weather, though. And if you're
going to keep them pruned for
maximum fruit production,
though, the room required is
quite small.

Either way, eating fruit fresh
off the vine is a good reward for
your trouble. Just keep in mind
that if you have grapes on an
arbor, there is probably going to
be aperiod each year when you
aren’t going to want to lounge
under the arbor until you clean
the fruit off everything. Or
maybe some of you like that
feeling of grapes squishing up
between bare toes.

“Due to the drought in
some areas and historical low
prices, we plan on seeing
many farmers needing the
additional collateral to se-
cure abank loan,” she added.

“The FSA guarantee loan
is where FSA bears most of
the' risk in the early life of
the loan, giving the private

Education reform caucus unvelils proposals

AUSTIN — Outlining what
theycall The Three R’s of Edu-
cation Reform, a group of
education reform advocates re-
cently unveiled a series of
legislative proposals aimed at
raising the quality of educa-
tion in the state.

The Texas Education Re-
form Caucus — a group of
classroom teachers, school ad-
ministrators, parents,
policymakers and business
leaders — has spent the past
nine months reviewing the
state’s education system, de-
bating new ideas and coming
up with a list of suggestions to
build upon the recent successes
of Texas public schools.

Noting that significant
progress has been made, but
saying that the state must do
even more, the caucus pointed
to the numbers of students in
low performing schools,
teacher shortages and reten-
tion problems as some signs
the additional work is needed.

“We have the country’s best
education accountability sys-
tem. We have dedicated
teachers. We have students
who are outpacing their peers
nationally,” said state Rep.
Kent Grusendorf of Arlington,
founder of the caucus. “But we
shouldn’t let the progress of
our recent past leave us com-
placent. As Texans, we can do
even better.”

“The fact is, the reforms
we’ve implemented during the
past decade are now shining a
bright light on the work we
need to do now,” said
Grusendorf, a member of the
House Public Education Com-
mittee who has carried every
major school accountability
measure in the House since
1989.

The three R’s — recruit, re-
port and reward — offer new
approaches to help ensure that
Texas students get the best edu-
cation possible. The initiatives
allow restructuring of low-per-

forming schools; reward

teacher and school academic
improvement; provide sign-up
bonuses for teachers who trans-
fer to low-performing
campuses; and support a state-
wide math initiative designed
toimprove student math scores.

Chief among the proposals
are those that offer schools a
chance to ease teacher short-
ages, which this school year
will reach an estimated 45,000
out of the state’s total teacher
),000, accord-
ing to the State Board of
Educator Certification.

Along with anew mentoring
programthat pairs veteran edu-
cators with new teachers, the
caucus endorsed aproposal that
make iteasier forqualified non-
traditional teachers to be hired
in the classroom. It allows in-
dividuals with a baccalaureate
or higher degree who pass the
EXCET tests to teach in their
areas of expertise and provides
added support and training to
new teachers.

Team researches crop yield in Mexico

SAN ANTONIO — An in-
ternational collaborative research
project is establishing a system for
monitoring and predicting crop yields
in the Mexican states of Sinaloa and
Tamaulipas.

Texas A&M scientists from the
Blacklands Research and Extension
Center and the Spatial Sciences Labo-
ratory and their collaborators from
the Agricultural Research Service of
the U.S. Department of Agriculture
are working with a team of scientists
from INIFAP, the principal Mexican
agricultural research agency.

The project, launched in 1999,
seeks to predict corn yields in Sinaloa
and sorghum yields in Tamaulipas.
The long-term goal is to establish a
national yield prediction system in
Mexico.

During 1999, INIFAP scientist
trained at the Blacklands facility in
Temple and at the Spatial Sciences
Laboratory at College Station on the
use of computer-modeling programs
to predict crop yield.

The project takes data gathered
from farmers’ plots, weather sta-
tions, satellite images and crop history
and inputs it to a computer simula-
tion model that predicts yield for the
current growing season.

Daily satellite measurement tech-
niques, among them Leaf Area Index,
Normalized Difference Vegetation
[ndex and Land Surface Tempera-
ture, are real-time tools used in the
process.

“*Our predictions for the 1999-2000
season were 95 percent accurate,”

said Dr. Raghavan Srinivasan, direc-
tor of the Spatial Services Laboratory
and U.S. researcher for the project.

Historically, Sinaloa has yielded
7.5 metric tons of corn per hectare;
the project estimated a yield of 9.5
metric tons per hectare and the actual
yield was 9.3 metric tons. In
Tamaulipas, the historical yield of
sorghum is 2.15 metric tons per hect-
are; the project estimated 2.7 metric
tons per hectare and the actual yield
was 2.35 metric tons.

“Being able to predict crop yield
has economic impacts for producers,
the Mexican government and the
United States,” Srinivasan said. “The
farmer can be more successful and
the federal government is providing
information which helps in predict-
ing markets, determining demand/
supple and setting prices.

“On a local level, crop yield pro-
jection has directand positive impacts
on producers,” he added. "By accu-
rate monitoring early in the growing
season, producers can compensate, if
needed, by increasing irrigation and
fertilizer use.”

According to Srinivasan, there is
no system in place in Mexico for
predicting national crop yield. In the
United States, he explained, these
such systems are employed by the
USDA.

Eventually, he said, the process
used in this project may graduate toa
national model in Mexico. INIFAP
will dedicate a new
Aguascalientes to serve as the head-
quarters for the project.

According to INIFAP Director-

in-Chief Jorge Kondo, INIFAP is
conducting 25 national strategic ini-
tiatives, including the crop-yield
research project, as a resource for
Mexico’s secretary of agriculture.

“The strategic program,” Kondo
said, “is highly valued for its impor-
tance in informed decision-making
in areas such as expected price, com-
mercialization support programs, and
import authorizations, among oth-
ers.”

The A&M/INIFAP relationship
dates back to the mid-1990s. In this
current project, Blacklands staff ac-
cess Advanced Very High Resolution
Radiometer (AVHRR) satellite data
from Texas and Mexico and provide
the data, computer and the technical
assistance on simulation modeling
and remote sensing. SSL and Black-
lands staff have developed protocol
for data analyses and syntheses.
INIFAP, in turn, funds the dedicated
