Grenade granny creates havoc
A granny with a grenade sent cops pack­

ing from a police station in Edmonton, 
Alberta.

The drama began when a 73-year-old 
woman walked into the Old Strathconacom- 
munity station and pulled a hand grenade 
from her purse —  and asked if it was danger­
ous.

“The second I saw it, 1 knew what it was 
and the pin was out,” said Sgt. Lance Lillies 
o f the terror. “There was no point taking a 
chance, so we had to evacuate the station. If 
it had been dropped or fallen the wrong way, 
there was risk it would go off.”

Police bomb experts went into the station 
after the woman, eight officers, two civilian 
volunteers and a prisoner were out o f the 
building.

The woman, who said her husband brought 
the grenade home as a war souvenir years 
ago, wanted to keep it, station officer Con­
stable Ian MacKechnie said.

“I told her she couldn’t do that, and I don’t 
think she was very happy about it,” 
M acKechnie said.

He added that police would prefer people 
not bring their explosives to the station.

Old Pete to attend presidential inaugural ball

Old Pete the mule may have 
taken a few short, unauthorized 
trips during his existence, but in 
January he’ll get to make an offi­
cial trip to Washington, D.C., for 
the presidential inaugural festivi- - 
ties.

The mule memorial will be part 
of the Jan. 19 Black Tie and Boots 
Ball put on by the Texas State 
Society o f the nation’s capital.

Muleshoe native Rick Meyers,

now a Washington lobbyist, is right 
in the middle o f planning the event, 
which suddenly took on new social 
clout with the decision that Texan 
George W. Bush will become presi­
dent. (Tickets to the event are “vir­
tually impossible” to get, Meyers 
told the Austin American-States- 
man last week.)

Chuck Smith represented the 
M uleshoe Chamber o f Commerce 
in submitting the issue to the city 
council Tuesday. Since control of

Old Pete is somewhat complicated. 
Smith said, he had informally 
polled other chamberdirectors, the 
Bailey County Historical Commis­
sion and the Jennyslippers to see if 
anyone had any objection to ship­
ping Old Pete to Washington.

“This is a fantastic opportunity 
for the city,” Smith said. “It’s an 
opportunity we can’t pass up.”

City Manager Rick Hanna said 
the mule memorial belongs to “the 
citizens” —  i.e., the city.

Mayor Victor Leal said his main 
concern at this point would be to 
get the statue to Washington and 
back in place as safely and rapidly 
as possible, so as not to disrupt the 
visitors who stop to have their pic­
ture made with the statue.

The city is expected to make 
arrangements to get Old Pete to 
Lubbock, from where he will jour­
ney to Washington w ith a covered 
w agon and wi ndmi 11 from the Texas 
Tech Ranching Heritage Center.

If so, the Samaritan in ques­
tion may be able to take 
incom e-tax JeJu ction s for 
transportation to an J from the 
shelter, for publicizing the gift 
drive, an J for renting the Santa 
Claus suit.

• Autom obile expenses —  
The cost o f  operating a ve­
h ic le  in c o n n e c tio n  w ith  
volunteer work is JcJuctible. 
There are two w ays to claim  
it.

The actual cost o f  gasoline  
an J oil for Jriving to anJ from  
m eetings, funJ-raising events 
an J other charity-related work 
can be deducted. Or, if pre­
ferred. a flat 14 cents per mile 
can be claim ed for driving that 
is directly related to charitable 
activities.

Under either method, park­
in g  fe e s  and to lls  are 
deductible.

General repairs and m ainte­
n a n c e , d e p r e c ia t io n , 
registration fees or any part o f  
the cost for tires and insur­
ance cannot be deducted.

A lso , veh icle-related  e x ­
penses cannot be deducted  
unless the charity directly ben­
efits from the efforts involved. 
For exam ple, the cost o f  driv­
ing several Girl Scouts to 
m eetings on a regular basis 
cannot be deducted because 
the children receive the pri­
mary benefit rather than the 
organization.

• Meal and travel expenses

—  The cost o f airfare or other 
transportation when volunteer 
work requires an overnight 
stay out o f  town can he de­
ducted.

Costs o f  meals and lodging  
w hile away on official charity 
business may be deducted.

Deductible travel expenses 
include air. rail and bus trans­
p o r ta tio n , tax i fares and  
reasonable lodging costs and 
meal expenses.

B ecause these travel e x ­
p e n se s  are not
business-related, they are not 
subject to the same limits as 
business deductions.

Such expenses are not de­
ductible if the trip involves 
only nominal duties or, if for 
significant parts o f  the trip, 
there arc no charity-related 
duties or responsibilities.

The IRS says it is OK to 
have a good time, but if  there 
is a significant amount o f  per­
sonal pleasure, recreation or 
vacation associated with the

travel, a charitable deduction 
is disallowed.

•Incidental exp en ses— The 
cost o f  buying, laundering and 
dry-cleaning auniform for vol­
unteer work is deductible as 
long as the uniform is not suit­
able for everyday wear.

The cost o f  stamps and sta­
tionery. materials and supplies 
to publicize an event is de­
ductible; the cost o f  ingredients 
for a cake baked for a church 
fund-raiser is deductible; and 
the cost o f  long-distance tele­
p h on e  c a lls  m ade in 
connection with charity work 
is deductible.

Not deductible arc the value 
o f  time or services donated to 
charity, the cost o f  child care 
while the parent docs charity 
work, or the cost o f  using a 
hom e or office for meetings 
related to charity work.

• Reporting requirements —  
For tax p u r p o se s , 
unreimbursed out-of-pocket 
expenses arc considered cash

contributions and are reported 
as item ized  deductions on 
Schedule A. The total o f  all 
charitable contributions made 
during the year is generally 
limited to 50 percent o f  on e’s 
adjusted gross income. ( In rare 
cases, 20 percent or 30 percent 
limits apply.)

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Diabetes mellitus and its potential dangers can be controlled
SPECIAL TO THE JOURNAL

Diabetes.
Oh, if  you have it, doesn’t 

that mean you just can’t have 
sw eets? Not too much o f  a 
problem, true?

No, not true.
Look at the possible results 

o f  having uncontrolled diabe­
tes —  blindness, irreversible 
kidney failure, amputations, 
heart disease, stroke, com pli­
cations in pregnancy.

Diabetes m ellitus was the 
sixth leading cause o f  death in 
Texas in 1998, increasing from  
4,753  deaths in 1997 to 4 ,888  
in 1998.

Diabetes is a serious dis­
ease. With it, the body either 
does not produce insulin (Type 
1 diabetes) or does not effec­
tively use or produce adequate 
amounts o f  insulin (Type 2

diabetes).
The hormone insulin allows 

sugar or glucose to enter cells  
and be used for energy. Insu­
lin also is needed to make 
protein and store fats. In un­
controlled diabetes, sugar and 
fats remain in the bloodstream  
and, with time, damage vital 
organs.

O fficials o f  the Diabetes 
Program at the Texas Depart­
ment o f  Health estim ates that 
more than 1 m illion Texans 
age 18 and older have diabe­
tes. About 890,000 o f  these 
—  6 percent o f  the state’s 
population —  have been di­
agnosed, and the remainder 
are not aware they have the 
disease.

In Texas, African-Am eri­
c a n s , H isp a n ic s ,
Asian-Am ericans and people

who are overweight are more 
likely than others to develop  
diabetes. In 1999 inTexas, 7.8 
percent o f  A frican-A m eri­
cans, 7.1 percent o f  Hispanics 
and 5.6 percent o f  whites and 
other ethnic groups had diag­
n o sed  d iab etes. A fam ily  
history o f  diabetes, high or 
lo w  b lood  sugar, lim ited  
physical exercise and being 
age 45 or older also point to 
those who may develop dia­
betes.

“Early detection, good care 
and education on self-m an­
agem ent are essen tia l for 
people with diabetes,” said Dr. 
Philip Huang, ch ief o f  the 
Health Department's Bureau 
o f  Disease, Injury andTobacco 
Prevention.

“These steps are especially  
vital to take since the inci­

dence o f  this type o f  diabetes 
linked to obesity, Type 2, has 
jumped significantly in ch il­
dren and adolescents as the 
p ercen tage  o f  o v erw e ig h t  
youngsters has increased ,” 
Huang said.

O nce d iagnosed , careful 
m anagement o f diabetes is v i­
tal to prevent or delay serious 
com plications and premature 
death.

“There is no known cure,” 
Huang said. “Diabetes is cer­
tainly treatable, but it is a 
chronic condition that people  
must learn to deal with daily.” 

Am ong the keys to keeping  
diabetes in check are:

• Eat healthy m eals and 
snacks that can include veggies 
such as carrots, celery or cu­
cumbers, small fruits such as 
apples or oranges; popcorn; or

a sm all bagel;
• Take the proper medicine;
• M onitor blood sugar and 

keep a daily log;
• E xercise at least three 

tim es a w eek for 20 minutes;
• L ive a healthy lifestyle  

including no sm oking, less 
stress, adequate sleep  and 
avoiding excessive alcohol;

• L ose  w eight ( if  over­
w eight) and then maintain the 
recom m ended weight;

• Reduce and control high 
blood pressure;

• Adjust meal plans and ex­
ercise to keep blood sugar in 
the desired range;

• Check and take special 
care o f  feet and skin every 
day; and

• M ake and keep follow-up  
appointments with health care 
providers.

Sym ptoms o f  diabetes may 
include blurred vision, fatigue 
and a lack o f energy, extreme 
thirst or hunger, frequent uri­
nation, sudden weight change, 
numbness or tingling in hands 
or feet, slow  healing sores or 
cuts, frequent infections or de­
pression.

Many o f  these sym ptom s 
go unnoticed, so people most 
likely  to develop  d iabetes  
shou ld  be tested . Current 
guidelines also recom m end  
that everyone age 45 and older 
consider being tested every 
three years.

In addition, people with dia­
b e tes  sh o u ld  g e t  
pneum ococcal and annual in­
fluenza vaccinations because 
diabetics are more likely to 
die from com plications o f  
pneumonia and flu.

Fur­
ther, the Commission will 
only grant a hearing on 
those issues raised dur­
ing the public comment 
period and not withdrawn. 
A person who may be af­
fected by emissions of air 
contaminants from the 
facility is entitled to re­
quest a hearing. If re­
questing a contested 
case hearing, you must 
submit the following: (1) 
your name (or for a group 
or association, an official 
representative), mailing 
address, daytime phone 
number, and fax number, 
if any; (2) applicant's 
name and permit num­
ber; (3) the statement "[I/ 
we] request a contested 
case hearing;1' (4) a spe­
cific description of how 
you would be adversely 
affected by the applica­
tion and air emissions 
from the facility in a way 
not common to the gen­
eral public; (5) the loca­
tion and distance of your 
properly relative to the 
facility; and (6) a descrip­
tion of how you use the 
property which may be 
impacted by the facility. If 
the request is made by a 
group or an association, 
the one or more mem­
bers who have standing 
to request a hearing, and 
the interests which the 
group or association 
seeks to protect, must 
also be identified. You 
may also submit your pro­
posed adjustments to the 
application/permit which 
would satisfy your con­
cerns. Requests for a 
contested case hearing 
must be submitted in writ­
ing within 15 days follow­
ing this notice to the Of­
fice of the Chief Clerk, at 
the address below.
If a hearing request is 
timely filed, additional 
notice may be provided. 
Following the close of all 
applicable comment and 
request periods, the ex­
ecutive director will for­
ward the application and 
any requests for con­
tested case hearing to the 
TNRCC Commissioners 
for their consideration at 
a scheduled Commission 
meeting. If a hearing is 
granted, the subject of a 
hearing will be limited to 
disputed issues of fact 
relating to relevant and 
material air quality con­
cerns raised during the 
comment period. Issues

such as property values, 
noise, traffic safety, and 
zoning are outside of the 
Commission's jurisdiction 
to address in this pro­
ceeding.
