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THOUGHT it might be a good idea to write something about
April Fool's Day, only when | got ready to actually do it, | realized that
by the time anyone reads this, April Fool's Day will have come and
gone

But a day or two late is not too bad for me, so | am going ahead
with this topi

However, when | thought about it, | realized | had procrastinated
again, and | remembered that for months | had been intending to
write about National Procrastination Day, only | couldn’t remember
when it is, or was. Only | just found out it is the first Wednesday in
September, so | am either six months early (unlikely) or six months
late (probably) writing about it

So, anyway, | learned that there really wasn't a first April Fool's
Day, sometimes called All Fools Day, that can be pinpointed on
the calendar. One source says the observance may have evolved
simultaneously in several cultures in the late 1500s, when the new
year was celebrated for eight days starting on March 25, by people
who used something called the Gregorian calendar

(A minister friend who once lived in Tahoka, Rev. Marvin Gregory,
denies that his ancestors devised the calendar or that he has ever
used it to measure the length of a sermon.

Anyway, when the calendar was revised and New Year's Day
was moved back to Jan. 1, many people did not receive the news for
several years, because communications were poor in those days.
Some stubborn people refused to accept the new calendar and
continued to observe the new year on April 1. These people were
labeled as “fools” by the general public and often were sent on fool's
errands or made the butt of other practical jokes.

When we owned a weekly newspaper in Sudan (between
Littlefield and Muleshoe) in the early 60s, | once pub!i.chod an April
Fool's Edition, with a couple of preposterous stories on page one,
and convincing many of our advertisers to include ridiculous things
in their ads. For example a welding shop ad had a picture of a cow
with a chicken’s head on it and the legend, “Bud’s Welding—When
We Put Something Together, We Do It Right.” The owner of the shop
said he had more comments on that ad than any he had ever run.

Anyway, in keeping with April Fool's Day, here's a well-known
statement by a famous author: !

It's better to keep your mouth shut and be thought a fool than to open it
and leave no doubt. --Mark Twain

your property taxes!

A homestead exemption lowers the property taxes on your home
by lowering its taxable value. if your home is valued at $50,000
and you recelve a $15,000 homestead exemption, your home will
be taxed as if it were worth $35,000

Who qualifies for an exemption?

Anyone who owns a home on Jan. 1 and uses it as a primary resi-
dence on that date is entitied to a §15,000 homestead exemption
to lower school taxes this year...and it doesn't matter if your home
is a house, condominium or moblle home. Counties, cities and
special taxing districts may also offer homestead exemptions

Are other exemptions available?

i you're disabled—or i you're 65 years old or older—~you are
entitled to an additional $10,000 school tax exemption on your
home. And if you qualify for the over-65 or disabled exemption,
you're also entitied to a permanent, locked-in “celling” on the
school property taxes on your home. (The county, city or junior
college may adopt a tax celling to lock In 2009 taxes as the
highest amount for 65 and older or disabled homeowners.) The
over-85 homeowner's school tax celling transfers to the surviving
spouse, if the spouse is 556 years of or older at the time of
death and lives in and owns the home. age 85 or older home-
owners (or their surviving spouses 56 years of age or older) also
may transfer the percentage of school tax paid, based on their
former home's school tax celling, to a new home.

Do | have to apply each year?

No. if you had a homestead owmn on your home in 2008,
you won't need to reapply for unless your chief appraiser
requires it. However, if you haven't received an exemption on your
present home —or If you've moved to a new home —you'll need to
file for an exemption for 2009. If you are 65 this year, you may file
for the age 65 or older exemption up to one year after the date
you turned 65, And if you became disabled, you need to file for
the disabled person’s exemption.

“Productivity appraisal”
may lower the property

taxes on your farm,
ranch or timberland!

Texas law allows farmers, ranchers and timber growers
to pay property taxes based upon the “production value”
of their land rather than on rharket value. This “productiv-
ity appraisal” means qualified land is taxed based on its
ability to produce crops, livestock or timber-~not on its
value on the real estate market. And it can mean substan-
tial property tax savings.

When is the application deadline?

If your land has never had a productivity appraisal or you
are a new owner, you must apply to your local appraisal
district by April 30 to take advantage of this benefit on your
2009 property taxes. You may get up to 60 extra days if you
have a good reason and ask for it by April 30. i you miss
this deadline, you may still be able to apply, but you will
pay a penalty. Check with your appraisal district office.

Do you need to reapply annually?

if your land already receives agricultural or timber pro-
ductivity appraisal, you normally don't need to reapply
uniess the chief appraiser requires you to do so. If a new
application Is required, the appraisal district will notify
you by mail.
