A spokesman for Smith Engi-
neering in Roswell, N.M.,said late
Tuesday the future of a proposal to
bring Hartley County water as far
south as Muleshoe may rest with
the cities involved.

AUSTIN — Deep in the
heart of Texas lies a sprawl-
ing city of more than 600,000
residents. Austin, an in-
tensely urban area, is notonly
the state capital, but is home
to a large segment of Texas’
music and technology indus-
tries, not to mention the main
campus of the University of
Texas with its 50,000-plus
students.

So how is it possible — in
a city with hundreds of res-
taurants, Broadway-quality
entertainment and nationally
broadcast sports events —
that a group of elementary
and junior high students on
four Austin campuses have
teamed up with a bunch of
goats?

That’s just one benefit of
4-H’s CAPITAL program in
Travis County, said Lillianne
Goeders, the Texas Coop-
erative Extension agent who
heads the program.

She defined CAPITAL
(Children and Parents In-
volved in Technology and
Literacy) as a character-edu-
cation program that teaches
about such traits as conflict
resolution, problem-solving
and responsibility in ways
that children find fun.

And what could be more
fun for kids or teach more
about responsibility and
problem-solving than inter-
acting with animals”?

“Three years ago, a grant
from the Travis County Com-
missioners’ Court allowed
4-H CAPITAL and the Aus-
tin Independent School
District to create a unique
partnership that has students
raising goats and rabbits on
site at local
Goeders said.

This program “allows ur-
ban youth to participate in
projects that develop life
skills such as responsibility,
leadership, teamwork and
special skills, including ani-
mal showmanship,
grooming, care and feeding,
and ‘general knowledge of
animal husbandry,” she said.

Besides all that, she added,
“it’s really cool. The kids
wouldn’thave achancetodo
this otherwise.”

Neither would their par-
ents, who are heavily
involved in the program.

“Parents participate in
building and maintaining
equipment, help with feed-
ing and grooming, attend
Family Fun workshops and
event, participate in valida-
tion and shows, and
chaperone field trips,”
Goeders said.

The benefits of the pro-
gram extend far beyond the
goat pens.

schools,”

“Parent and teacher sur-
veys indicated universal
improvement in perfor-
mance, growth and choices
made by students,” Goeders
said, adding that 100 per-
cent of teachers responding
indicated that students had
shown improvement (in
schoolwork) and were per-
forming well in class.”

Notonly are the kids learn-
ing about feeding, watering
and grooming the animals,
she said, they also learn a
certain amount of veterinary
science incaring for the goats.

Fifth-grader José Luis
Chévez, 10, said he has en-
joyed training the goats for
show and working with them
throughout the year. "I
learned that goats can jump
really high!” he said, in a
voice of experience.

Alejandra Robledo, 10, a
fourth-grader, and her fifth-
grade sister, Analecia, 11,
both work with the goats.

“If my sister gets sick, I
have to (take care of ) her
goatas well,” said Alejandra,
adding that the goats “can be
calm, friendly and I think they
are cute.”

“Ilike getting to walk them
best,” her sister said.

“There’s three different
kinds of goats,” Analecia
said, describing the goats she
and her classmates work with.

“These are meat goats.”

Last year Angelica Castro,
now 11 and a sixth-grader,
found out the hard way about
why her goat was called a
meat goat when she took him
to a show and then had to tell
him good-bye.

“I got too attached,” An-
gelica admitted.

Still, she’s back this year,
working with another goat
she has yettoname, and plan-
ning to win something with
him at this year’s show.

Since the goats started “go-
ing to school” about three
years ago, not only have the
numbers of students in the
projectincreased, butsohave
the numbers of goats.

“We’ve gone from five or
six goats to 25 in three years,”
Pierce said. “I daresay there’s
not another program any-
where like it. To (have)
livestock on school grounds
is unheard of!”

JoAnn Kugle, 4-H CAPI-

and their goats, assigns each
student to a livestock-related

job — such as wrangler or

Treatment of Guantanamo detainees is exemplary

During my recent visit to
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, to ob-
serve the detainees from the
war on terrorism, I came face-
to-face with good and evil.

In the terrorists, I saw the
greatest wickedness this world
has to offer. But in their guards
[saw commitment, bravery and
triumph.

For nearly 100 years, the
United States has operated a
45-square-mile military base at
Guantanamo. As the ranking
member on the Senate military
construction subcommittee. I
was invited to travel there with

Secretary of Defense Donald

Rumsfeld and other leaders of

the defense and military con
struction subcommittees.

Our mission was to observe
Camp X-Ray, the holding camp
for terrorist detainees, and-as-
sess the future needs of our
military to support the contin-
ued detainment.

[ wanted to visit our troops
and observe the challenges of

their mission first-hand, since
we have never dealt with such
anenemy or fought such a war.
Our troops are forging new ter-
ritory daily, and they are doing
an incredible job in the face of
uncertainty.

Unfortunately, support for
their hard work has been mini-
mized by questions raised over
the treatment of the terrorists at
Camp X5Ray. All the senators
who were there, Republicans
and Democrats, agreed that the
detainees are being treated with
dcccnq and humanity far
more than they have demon-
strated in return.

The detainees are in clean
facilities with access to excel-
lent medical care — the same
care given to our U.S. soldiers
at the base.

We also have made efforts
to respect their religious be-
liefs by providing culturally
appropriate foods and an Is-
lamic cleric to facilitate their
calls to prayer. This treatment
does not mean we have forgot-
ten the treacherous nature of
these men; we are just acting as
a civilized nation should.

Let me also point out that
these detainees are not prison-
ers of war. They are illegal
combatants who do not meet
the basic prisoner of war stan-
dards laid out in the Geneva
Convention.

We are engaged in an un-
conventional war against an
unlawful enemy — they have
no military uniforms or back-
grounds. These men hide in
caves, hide their weapons
among innocent women and
children, and act with uttercon-
tempt for the law of war.

We must retain the ability to
interrogate, detain and pros-
ecute them for the vicious acts

they have committed, and to

obtaininformation that will foil
future attacks.

More than 300 soldiers sta-
tioned at Fort Hood have been
sent to Guantanamo Bay. The
security of those soldiers is one
of my top priorities.

As a

subcomittee charged with such

Tightening security on the
1sland is of utmost importance.
Our troops are operating in a
highly volatile situation, in an
ongoing state of alert and faced
with an uncertain and vicious
enemy.
