Each Tuesday night in Frank-
furt three or four men present
themselves at the gate of an
enclosure surrounded by a
twelve foot high fence, show
their indentity cards, sign in,
and are admitted into an outer
courtyard, Crossing the court-
yard, they again show their
identity cards and are admitted
through a door intoanother open
area, Theythenenter the build-
ing and present themselves at
another control point, They
will have two or three more

guards to pass befcre they reach
their destination -- a Sunday
School class’,

This is a part of the minis-
try of the Bethel Baptist Church
of Frankfurt, For the past six
months, Kenneth Abagis, mem-
ber of the Bethel Church, has
been teaching the Sunday School
lesson each week at the
stockade, Meeting in the tiny
chapel on the top floor of the
building, the service consists of
a brief song service, often lead

AUSTIN--The TexasHighway
Commission today approved a
program to beautify the state’s
highways in 86 counties by
screening 154 junkyards with
right of way landscape planting,

The 1967 junkyard screening
program will be submitted to the
U.S. Bureau of Public Roads
for acceptance under the federal
Highway Beautification Act of
1965, If the Bureau of Public
Roads concurs the federal
government will pay 75 per cent
of the $664,300 estimated cost
of the program,

Junkyards will be screened in
22 of the Texas Highway Depart-
ment’s 25 districts throughout
the state under the 1967
program, The department
initiated its junkyard screening
program in January, 1966, with
nine projects which were com-
pleted by its own maintenance
forces,

In early 1966 the department
also conducted an inventory of
junkyard and roadside signs in
compliance with provisions of
the beautification act, The in-
ventory disclosed a total of
1,220  junkyards, dumping
grounds and other unsightly
blight along the state’s federal-
aid highways which could be
concealed by landscape planting
or would require removeal a-
way from the right of way,

The beautification act pro-
vides that any state failing to
cooperate in the junkyard
screening and Dbeautification
program will sustain a 10 per
cent reduction in allotments for
the building of highways. The
penalty for Texas wouldamount
to about $20 million a “year.

In approving the 1967 junk-
yard screening program, the
highway commission observed:

‘““It is the desire of the Texas
Highway Department to co-
operate with the federal govern-
ment to improve the beauty and
sightliness of the highway sys-
tem,

““In this spirit of cooperation
the State Highway Engineer is

directed to proceed with the .

submission of projects to the
Bureau of Public Roads for
their . acceptance and at such
time as bureau approval is
received, proceed with the pro-
gram in the most feasible and
economical manner,”

The Texas Highway Depart-
ment has won a world-wide re-
putation for its highway beauti-
fication programs, Wildflower
and other landscape plantings
were begun by the department
more than 30 years ago. More
than 800,000 acres of right of
way are under cultivation at the
present time and more than
1,100 roadside parks, safety
rest areas and scenic turnouts
have been constructed along the
68-thousand mile state-main-
tained highway system,

In February the depart-
ment was the recipient of
the first special Highway Beauty
Award to be presented by the
newly-organized Department of
Transportation, The award --
which will be expanded to an
annual nationwide competition-
-was presented to State High-
way Engineer D, C, Greer in
Washington by Mrs. Lady Bird
Johnson, wife of the President,

The department also has
a 1966-67 state-wide beauti-
fication program which totalled
$8.8 million on February 1,

One of the primary topics for
discussion was the minimum
wage as it applies to the cattle
industry, and the -cattlemen
passed two resolutions dealing
with this subject.

In one, they commended the
House Committee on Agri-
culture for their resolution cal-
ling the attention of the Ameri-
can people to the fact that the
prices received by farmers for
what they produce nowareactu-
ally eight percent below what

they were in 1947, Wages of
manufacturing labor during the
same period increased 123 per=-
cent,

The House resolution re-
commended that ‘‘the minimum
wage as applied by present law
shall apply in no year following
a year in which the unadjusted
parity ration stands at a level
below 100,”’

The cattlemenalso expressed
concern in regard to possible
interpretations of the ‘‘range
production of livestock’’ pro-
vision in the 1966 Amendments
to the Fair Labor Standards
Act,

By resolution they said ‘“‘be
it resolved that the Texas and
Southwestern Cattle Raisers
Association initiate efforts sin-
gularly and in conjunction with
other industry groups toassure
a broad and realistic interpre-
tation of this provision,’’

In other resolutions, the As-
sociation reaffirmed its pre-
vious position in support of
licensing legislation for feed-
lots and also went on record in
support of the proposed es-
tablishment of the Texas Agri-
cultural Development Board,

The Association endorsed
action for creation of a Texas
Veterinary Medical Diagnostic
Laboratory at College Station,
Texas, and commended the
action of theHouse Committee
on Agriculture in calling to the
attention of the American people
that the prices received by

farmers for what they produce

now are actually eight percent
below what they were in 1947,

Increased funds were asked
for the Packers and Stockyards
Division, and the cattlemen re-
commended that the Texas Leg-
islature appropriate sufficient
funds for research for control
and eradication of mesquite and
other noxious brush species.

The Association voiced its
opposition to legislation where-
by the vested rights of land
owners in riparian waters wouia
be altered and to legislation
which would grant the power of
eminent domain to SoilConser -
vation Districts,

Pointing out labor shortages
in the ranching industry, the
cattlemen urged the Congress
to support legislation which
would allow employment ofnat-
ionals from nearby countries
and shifting the responsibility
and administration of such a
program from the Department
of Labor to the Department of
Agriculture,

The cattlemen requested that
the interstate back-tag proposal

adopted by the United States
Livestock Sanitary Associatjoq
be deferred until the completion
of the authorized research into
this important problem,

The cattlemen were told that
it takes at least $140to produce
a calf which will sell for $100
to $125 today, The statement
was made by Kenneth Anderson
of the Anderson Cattle Company
of San Antonio,

‘““The price of choice carcass
beef today 1is a disgrace,”
Anderson said. “Itshouldnever
be below 41 cents and should
be 45 or 46 cents,’”’ The price
of beef of this kind was 36 1/
to 38 cents per pound in Chicago
the previous day,

Other speakers expressed
dissatisfaction with the present
method of gathering livestock
statistics, pointing out that the
recently announced revised
cattle numbers estimate had
been a considerable factor inthe
depressed cattle prices,

Increasing the price of beef
products was pointed to as the
only way to solve the financial
problems cattlemen are facing,

In spite of the wails of doves and the
proposal of Senator Robert Kennedy that bombing
of North Vietnam be ended, I'resident Lyndon
Johnson has gone ahead with a plan put forth
by the military to increase the presure onNorth
Vietnam,

The President and many supporters feel
the North Vietnamese must be further punished
before they will agree to compromise, The
President also feels the North Vietnam
Communists were offering the United States
nothing with their vague proposals to talk-if
the United States halted the bombing,

The hope and the plan is that tougher
military action and the promise of even tougher
action will result in modifying intransigence
in Hanoi, If the added pressure, continuous
escalation, produces a compromise, President
Johnson will have shown himself more far-
sighted than critics and cooler in the face
of tremendous pressure, And he will have
proved his point in what became a bitter
disagreement with Senator Kennedy,

The present escalation is another calculated
gamble which currently seems to have better
chances of succeeding than before the rift
in Red China and the purge of Communists
in Indonesia, The President is turning the
screw, with the hope of ending the fighting
later this year or next, If he does that, he
will come into the 1968 presidential election
with a foreign policy triumph that has eliminated
the greatest single controversy surrounding his
policies,

Charlie and China

PERHAPS it is pe.iy, but Americans can
harely help chuckling at the troubles that De
Gaulle is having with his Red China policy
these days.

When le grand Charles announced his dec-
ision to recognize Red China’s government three
vears ago. he declared that France was taking
a lead in restoring Peking to the community
of nations, It was also, of course, a direct
slap at the U, S, and its policy on nonrecog-
nition,

The Gaullists scorned cuggestions that the
Red Chinese would use the French decision for
their own purposes, at the expense of French
interests. Their need to show that France was as-
st 1. 'ng new leadership in Asia was just too great
f © ti.em to heed warnings from foriner allic s,

The Red Chinese were overjoyed with the
propaganda coup furnished them by the French
recognition., In addition, they used it as a step-
pingstone to get diplomatic posts in former
French colonies in Africa, posts which became
headauarters for a campaign to subvert new
African governments,

The French, on the other hand, re-
ceived few returns, Until recently, that is, The
“Cultural revolution’’ has now given the French
some very unpleasant returns on their invest-
ment of trust in the Chinese Communists,

Several weeks ago, Red Chinese students in
Paris tried to march on the Soviet embassy,
and, when police turned them back, stirredupan
anti-French fracas,

In Peking the Red Guard mobbed the French
embassy, roughed up a French diplomat and his
wife and called on all loyal Chinese to ‘‘bash
in the heads of the French thugs,”

De Gaulle now sees his political oppon-
ents making hay out of the situation,

A conservative newspaper declared, ‘“This
is the inevitable result of the senseless policy
on the Far East conducted by (De Gualle’s)
Fifty Republic,”’

On a recent radio panel show, one of
De Gualle’s cabinet ministers was reminded of
the anti-French outbursts and asked, “Doesn’t
this prove that the results of the recognition
of (Red) China by France are, for the present,
rather negative?’’

The answer would seem to be rather in the
affirmative,

Hereford came in for some national public-
ity last week when The Wall Street Journal
carried a lead article centered around the fact
that the community has been successful in sec-
iring several industries., The samearticle was
reprinted with permission in The Sunday Brand.

Some people were happy about the publicity,
while others seemed to feel that it was a slap
at the town, All in all, we thought it was fairly
accurate, including the editorial opinion which
ran throughout the article,

When one eyesthe Hereford situation care-
fully, it is obvious that we have not always
followed cut and dried paths in hunting industry,
This, in a measure at least, accounts for the fact
that we have been successful where others have
failed, Hereford’s ‘““horse sense’’ approach is
tailored to each individual situation, and it
includes nothing more than the individual situa-
tion merits, Industry does not grow large by
being foolish, and any successful business knows
that subsidies are in the long run, going to be
paid for by the new industry as well as by the
existing ones.

If the Wall Street Journal article missed
the boat, it was in the inferred opinion that
Hereford had nothing or, at best very little, to
offer, While this is possibly true if we were
attracting automobile manufactures, textile fac-
tories, and several other lines, it doesappear to
us that Hereford’s entire industrial development
has centered around local products, thus af-
fording several advantages to the manufacturer
which he would not find elsewhere,

+ake the new Texas Meat Packers plant,
and the proposed Wilson and Co,, plant, for
instance, These people will save thousands of
dollars each month by being located adjacent
to the huge feeding lots whichdot thearea, Holly
sugar, likewise, finds itself in the center of a vast
beet production area, The chemical and feed
manufacturers have a two-way advantage since
they are located in the midst of necessary re-
sources, and are still neighbors with one of the
nation’s most tremendous markets,

Whether the article will tend to attract
other new industry to Hereford remains to be
seen, However, it certainly is not likely to
create any damage, and it might catch the eye
of some group interested in expansion,

When you boil it all down, the worst thing
of which we were accused amounted to the term,
“Yankee Ingenuity’’ — and most industrial
typoons would give their eyeteeth to get a littie
bit of this very thing within their own organiza-
tion, We admit, in these days of socialistic
trends, that it is a bit rare — but hist>ry re-
cords that it is also the one big factor which
established the United States of America as the

craatest producing nation in the history of the
world,

“Yes," Mrs, Brock confirms,
“We must operate like a hotel
with the fussiest clientele in
the world, Even our dishwash-
ing is done by a formula
to make certain that no germs
survive the process. Every
dish is washed for definite per-
iods at specified temperatures,
Our cupboards are full of
specially processed low-sod-
ium, low-sugar or low-fat
foods, Because our menus do
not show prices, many people
forget that the price of hospital
care must include food that is
more times than not pre-
pared under rather special
conditions,

Despite the magnitude of her
job, - Mrs, Brock does not
complain, “I constantly read
in nutrition and medical
journals articles on the impor-
tance of diet both for health
and recovery fromdisease, I'm
glad doctors recognize the im-
portance of proper food, That’s
the satisfaction of this job:

Long War Ahead?
The Cost-

Washington, D.C.--The som-
ber, official view in Washing-
ton is that the Communists are
determined to continue the
fighting in Vietnam and the
United States cannot lure them
to the conference table at the
moment without making major
concessions--which it would
not be wise to do.,

Unless some change of heart
takes place among leaders in
Hanoi, or unless circumstances
force a change of strategy,
the war now seems likely to
continue until after the 1968
election because Communist
leaders are hopeful the people
of the United States will tire
of the war and that they can
win by being patient, biding
their time until we, as a nation,
grow impatient and are ready
to make concessions to end
the war.

China, meanwhile, is strongly
opposed to a truce and sees
another two years’ fighting as
a precious period in which to
build nuclear stocks and grow
stronger in the missile field--
so that a showdown with the
United States in Asia would be

a highly risky and costly one -

for America when it comes,
President Lyndon Johnson
has, as a result of this inter-
pretation of the situation,
tightened the screw another
notch in the war, expanding
the bombing of the north and
escalating the ground fighting.
As a result, casualties in
mid-March reached a figure of
over 2,000 a week, with more
than 200 Americans killed.

The cost of the war in dollars
is also growing and the pros-
pect ofa long war, of increasirg
costs, is posing a dilemma for
Washington.

Brooke's
‘“‘far from easy’’ position change
and several recent polls re-
flecting public support for the
President’'s policy make it
questionable whether the Ken-
nedys will, after all, gain
politically from their efforts.

LUBBOCK--There are at
least four good reasons why
cotton producers in 1967 will
want to use every tool at their
command to get a uniform stand
of strong, healthy seedlings
from first plantings, according
to Donald A, Johnson, Executive
Vice President of Plains Cot-
ton Growers,

First, there is an unusually
short supply of good certified
planting seed this year, and
growers who fail to get or re-
tain an acceptable stand from
first plantings will in many in-
stances be forced to replant with
undesirable seed,

Second, because of weather
conditions in 1966, vigor of
available planting seed is far
below average this year,

Third, increased discounts in
the Government loan schedule
on lower quality cottons will
at least in some instances mean
lower prices to the farmer, in-
creasing the relative im-
portance of additional produc-
tion costs incurred by replant-
ing.

Fourth, the reduction in cot-
ton carryover and increases in
world consumption levels in-
dicates a much stronger demand
and better prices for quality lint
this year,

And Johnson says growers
cannot hope to get crops off
to a good start or produce qual-
ity fiber without good seed,

Johnson says this is a poor
indicator of vigor or the abil-
ity of seed to produce auniform
stand of healthy vigorous plants
when the average temperature
is less than 74 degrees during
the first two weeks after plant-
ing. Average emergence from
seed which register 80 per cent
germination under official test
conditions is only 50 per cent
when average or mean soil tem-
perature is 170 degrees
Fahrenheit,

On the other hand, a stand of
healthy, vigorous plants canus-
ually be secured by planting as
soon as possible after theaver-
age soil temperature reaches 65
degrees if Cold-Vigor tested
seed are used,

Seed are considered to have
“passed’’ the Cold-Vigor Test
when they produce 50 per cent
or morenormal, healthy, vigor-
ous sprouts, 1-1/2 inches long
or longer, after seven days in
the germinator at 65 degrees.

This means that seed which
has passed the Cold-Vigor Test
can be successfully planted
when the average soil temper-
ature is about 5 degrees lower
than seed which has only pas-

sed the official germination
test,
This fact enables produc-

ers to get a crop started about
a week and sometimes two
weeks earlier by using seed
with cold tolerance and vigor,

Data compiled by C. B, Spen-
cer, Agricultural Director of
the Texas Cottonseed Crushers
Association, Dallas, indicates
that seed with 80 per cent
germination, based on the of-
ficial test, usually produce a
stand when planted during the
week of May 17-23 in the Lam-
esa, Seminole, Brownfield and
Lubbock areas, and during the
week of May 24-30at Plainview,
Hereford and Muleshoe,

Seed which has passed the
Cold-Vigor Tests, by compar-
ison, may be planted success-
fully during the week of April
26-May 2 at Lamesa, Seminole
and Lubbock; May 3-9at Brown-
field and Plainview, and May 10-
16 at Hereford and Muleshoe,

These dates were calculated
on the basis of the 30 year
average mean temperature in
the areas used, but they point
up the earliness advantage of
Cold-Vigor tested seed.

Still on the subject of quality
fiber and its relationship to
earliness, Johnson also said it
is important that plants get a
balanced supply of each essen-
tial plant food nutrient, Without
this balance being available to
plants from the day of emer-
gence, bolls are usually shed
within ten days after bloom
drop, he said,

At least 80 pounds of nitro-
gen, 40 pounds phosphate, and
60 pounds potash, must be made
available to produce a bale per
acre crop, Larger amounts
must be available for higher
ylelds, and about 70 per cent
of the seasonal requirements
for water and plant food should
be available during the bloom
period to prevent excess shed-
ding,

Johnson pointed out that soil
tests show over 60 per cent of
the soils on the Plains are low
in available phosphate, and this
causes excessive shedding of
early squares, delayed mat-
urity, weak fiber, and low mic-
ronaire,

When available, irrigation is
a potent factor in the produc-
tion of an early quality crop.
Irrigation facilities should be
utilized, when feasible, to pre-
vent plant stress and shedding.
