The Tahoka Bulldog baseball 
team took on the Smyer Bobcats in 
the Bi-District round of the lA State 
Baseball Playoffs this past weekend. 
Tahoka lost game one, but were able to 
regroup and find a way to win two on 
Saturday and take the series. With the 
wins on Saturday, Tahoka won its first 
playoff series since 2002. They will be 
taking on the Fort Hancock Mustangs, 
district champions from District l-IA , 
in a best 2 out of 3 series this weekend 
for the Area title. All games will be 
at Crane High School (509 W 8th St, 
Crane, TX). Game I is set for Friday 
at 7 p.m. Game 2 will be Saturday at 2 
p.m. with Game 3 to follow Game 2 if 
necessary.

Bi-District Series 
Game 1: Smyer wins 10-6

Tahoka struggled in Game I of 
the Bi-District playoff series with 
the Smyer Bobcats, as they fell by a 
score of 10-6 in Post on Friday night. 
Tahoka's offense was held in check by 
Smyer pitcher, Brennan Fowler, as he 
struck out 16 batters on the night and 
only gave up 5 hits.

The game started off promising as 
Tahoka did not allow Smyer to score in 
the first 2 innings and notched a couple 
of runs of their ow n with back to back 
singles by Trystan Hilger and Fthan 
Curry, as well as a sacrifice fly by John 
Ryan Barrieniez, scoring Curry. But 
Smyer evened the game up after a cou­
ple of walks were issued and Fowler

smoked a double to center held, driv­
ing in two runs. Tahoka got one back 
in the bottom of the third inning when 
Hilger doubled to lead off the inning, 
and Caelan Decker drove him in with 
a deep fly ball to center field.

After a quiet fourth inning, Smyer 
exploded in the fifth and put Tahoka 
behind for good. The Bobcats plated 
7 runs in the fifth with the big blow 
being a bases clearing. 3 RBI triple by 
Gilbert Gonzales, who coincidentally 
started the inning with a leadoff single.

With the winner of this scries be­
ing decided by who could win a series 
and not just one game, it became im­
perative for Tahoka to make Smyer 
starter Brennan Fowler labor through 
the game and to force him to throw 
as much as possible. Tahoka did just 
that and notched 3 more runs over the 
last 2 innings, with those runs coming 
with some help from the Smyer start­
er's wildness, as he hit three batters in 
those innings. Tahoka showed no quit 
on Friday night, and it would prove to 
be beneficial on Saturday.

Game 2; Tahoka wins 14-7
After a quiet offensive night on 

Friday, the Bulldog bats came alive in 
a big way on Saturday afternovm when 
the series action moved to Sundown, as 
they pounded out 12 hits and evened 
the series by winning 14-7. The game 
couldn't have started out better as 
Tahoka nxked Smyer starter, Johnny

Polls to open Saturday 
for City/School elections

Vernon Baker, pastor of 

First United Methodist Church 
of Tahoka for the past six years, 
will be leaving his position here 
in June. He has been appointed 
by the Methodist Conference to 
serve Covenant United Method­
ist Church in Albuquerque, NM, 
he announced from the pulpit 
recently.

“Victoria and I are sad to be 
leaving Tahoka and at the same 
time blessed to be appointed to 
Covenant UMC in Albuquer­
que,” Baker said in a facebook 
message. “It is hard to move 
away from church family whom 
we have loved for six years. We 
will keep our Tahoka family in 
our prayers and ask for the same 
in our new congregation which 
we will begin serving the end of 
June. We are sad to leave church 
and community family and yet 
it is a great blessing for Victoria 
to be close to her parents," he 
added.

Pastor Gene and Connie 
Hudgins, from Plains FUMC. 
have been appointed to serve 
the Tahoka church.

Voting polls for the Sat­
urday, May 11 city and school 
board elections will be open 
from 7 a.m. until 7 p.m. at vari­
ous locations, depending on the 
election. Early voting ended 
May 7 for all elections.

Only one election will be 
held in Tahoka, for the District 
I city council seat. The elec­
tion will be conducted at the 
Life Enrichment Center at 1717 
Main Street. Two candidates 
are vying for the Dist. 1 seat 
on the City Council, including 
incumbent Rudy Fuentes and 
challenger Justin Antu. Voters 
must reside within the district 
location to be eligible to vote 
(map available at Tahoka City 
Hall arid polling location). Ac­
cording to early voting officials, 
only five voters cast ballots in 
this election during the early 
voting period.

In O'Dotuf^dl, polls will be

open at the O'Donnell High 
School commons, 400 Small 
St., for voting in the OISD and 
City of O ’Donnell elections. 
Eight candidates have filed for 
three seats on the OISD Board 
of Trustees, including the three 
incumbents, Billy Edwards, 
Jerry Castro and Mark Roye, 
as well as challengers LaiKlon 
Mires, Linda Vargas, Rosa Lee 
Rosales, Melissa Pedroza and 
Linda Rosales.

There are five candidates 
in the City of O ’Donnell elec­
tion for three city council mem­
bers. Incumbent Wayne Mott 
and candidates Spencer Arthur, 
Kyle Pyron, Martin Casarez 
and Liz Luera are vying for the 
three council seats.

All other city and school 
elections in the county, as well 
as the Lynn County Hospital 
District election, were canceled 
due to unopposed candidates.

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Proporty owners in Lynn 

County w ill receive notices of 
appraised vahie soon, and while 
owners of irrigated agricultiunl 
land w ill see a slight increase in ag 
values, it w ill be compensated by 
about a 15% decrease in dryland 
values, according to information 
this week from Lynn County Ap­
praisal District. Some residential 
values may increase as w ell, as 
properties within the Tkhoka ISD 
area were reappraised this year. 
LCAD is mailing appraisal notices 
on Friday, May 10, to all property 
owners in the county.

The notice is not a tax bill, but 
an estimate of taxes. Chief Ap­
praiser Marquita Scott said.

Tax statements are mailed af­
ter the taxing units set their tax 
rates.

“The notices contain im­
portant information, and own­
ers should review all notices re­
ceived,” said Scott. “Under state 
law, appraisal districts are re­

quired to rtotify property owners 
about changes in their property’s 
value."

Tb provide owners the oppor­
tunity to review ownership, prop­
erty locations, exemptions and 
agricultural use, Lynn County Ap­
praisal District mails a notice for 
all property, she said.

“This is the opportunity for 
property owners to address issues 
in a timely manner,” said Scott. 
Property owners are encouraged 
to review their notice and act ac­
cordingly. The notice includes in­
structions on how and when to Ale 
a protest. The deadline for filing a 
protest is June 10, or 30 days after 
the appraisal district mailed the 
Notices of Appraised Value.

Appraisal district staff is 
available to assist property own­
ers. Appraisers are available for 
an informal hearing prior to the 
Appraisal Review Board hearing. 
Property owners who disagree 
with the appraised value of their 
property, the exemptions or any

Lynn County Appraisal District Provides 
Public Information and ASSISTANCE

This is the time of year the Lynn County Appraisal District sends notices of appraised value. Lynn 
County notices will be mailed by May 10,2013. Property owners will be mailed a notice as a result of 
any of the following circumstances affecting real property: if the 2013 proposed value is at least $1000 
more than the 2012 certified value; if the property owner has filed a timely rendition; if 2013 is the first 
year the property is listed in the appraisal records; if the property changed ownership during 2012; or if 
the property is a producing mineral interest. Notices will also be mailed to owners of taxable furniture, 
fixtures, machinery, equipment, vehicles, and inventory used in a trade or business.

Property owners who have questions, or want to discuss the value placed on their property should 
contact the appraisal district office. The legal deadline for filing a timely protest is thirty days from the 
date of four notice. Those who receive a notice in Lynn County have until June 10,2013 to file a protest. 
If you believe the proposed market value of your property is incorrect, be sure to contact the appraisal 
district prior to your deadline. It is important to ask questions or call to our attention unusual facts about 
your property as soon as possible In the case of value questions, property owners are urged to present 
conclusive evidence regarding the true market value of their property . Such evidence consists of closing 
statements, listing agreements, fee appraisals, income and expense statements, pictures, and surveys. Our 
goal IS to treat all property ow ners in a fair and equitable manner; and this can best be accomplished when 
you provide evidence to us about your property as soon as possible.

The following publication is required by Section 41.70 of the Texa.s Property Tax Code.

Property Tax Protest and

If you can’t resolve your problem informally with

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that 
reviews problems with appraisals or other concerns 
listed above It has the power to order the CAD to 
make the necessary changes to solve problems If 
you file a written request for an ARB hearing (called 
a notice of protest) before the deadline, the ARB will 
set your case for a hearing Yoo'll receive written 
notice of the time, date and place of the hearing If 
necessary, you may request a hearing in the evening 
or on a Saturday or Sunday Prior to your hearing, 
you may ask to review the evidence the CAD plans 
to intrciduce at the hearing to establish any matter 
at issue The CAD might ask you for a copy of the 
evidence you plan to present The law provides that 
before a hearing on a protest or immediately after 
the hearing begins, you or your agent and the CAD 
shall each provide the other with a copy of any writ­
ten material intended to be offered or submitted 
to the ARB at the hearing To the greatest extent 
practicable, the hearing will be informal You or a 
designated agent may appear in person to present 
evidence or you may send notarized evidence for

the ARB to review at your hearing The CAD repre­
sentative will present evidence about your case.

The 
ARB will make its decision based on the evidence 
presented In most cases, the CAD has the burden 
of establishing the property’s value by a preponder­
ance of the evidence presented In certain protests 
where the owner has submitted an independent ap­
praisal before the hearing, the chief appraiser has the 
burden of proving the property’s value by clear and 
convincing evidence You can get a copy of a protest

Note: You shouldn't try to contact ARB members out­
side of the hearing. The law requires ARB members to sign 
an affidavit saying that they haven t talked about your case 
before the ARB hears it

After it decides your case, the ARB must send 
you a copy of its order by certified mail If you’re not 
satisfied with the decision, you have the right to ap­
peal If you choose to go to court, you must start the 
process by filing a petition within 60 days of the date 
you receive the ARB’s order.

“Ag val­
ues are based on a five-year time 
period, with crops from 2007-2011 
calculated in the ag schedule for 
the 2013 tax year. The disastrous 
2011 crop year was picked up, but 
the bumper crop year of 2007 is 
still figured in the calculations for 
this year,” she explained.

which a land classification system 
is developed for each county using 
an average of the productivity val­
ue in that county for the previous 
five years. The appraised agricul­
tural value is not calculated using 
a specific piece of property’s actu­
al productivity value; rather, spe­
cific pieces of property are put into 
categories within the classification 
system and given an appraised val­
ue based on that category.

The Sute Comptroller pro­
vides each appraisal district with 
an appraisal manual that outlines 
tbe mandatory method for ap­
praising agricultural land. This 
manual, which has been adopted 
by the State Property Tax Board, 
states that “because appraisers 
cannot appraise each individual 
tract of land, they shall follow the 
provided method to determine the 
appraised valuation of land desig­
nated as agricultural land.”

Locally, Scott said, she can­
not change ag values on individual 
farms, unless there is an error re­
garding the designation or classifi­
cation of the land (such as dryland 
or irrigated land, pasture, or CRP 
land) or if acreage numbers differ 
from those reported.

She said that there are some 
changes on real estate values, with 
some value changes in certain 
classifications of property. Min­
eral values will decrease slightly, 
she added.

Anyone who has questions 
about their values, or who wants 
to discuss the value placed on their 
property, should contact LCAD at 
561-5477 (sec their advertisement 
in this issue, headed “Lynn County 
Appraisal District Provides Public 
Information and Assistance”). The 
legal deadline for filing an official 
protest is 30 days from the date the 
notice is received.
