Ranger Speaks To Rotary Club
Sgt. W.D. (BUI) Wilson of 

the Texas Rangers, Company 
C, Lubbock gave a talk at the 
Rotary meeting here Tuesday at 
noon.

Sgt. Wilson explained the 
functions of the Rangers, 
stressing the fact that the Rang­
er unit is an assisting law en­
forcement agency and are a- 
vailable to any division of action 
where and when they are call­
ed upon.

“ The Texas Rangers are the 
oldest law enforcement agency 
in North America, Wilson ex­
plained in giving some of the 
history of the organization.

Throughout the early troubled 
years the Texas Rangers played 
an effective, vaUiant role. The 
ranger force varied in organi­
zation and policy under varying 
conditions. It has existed almost 
continousuly from the era of 
colonization to the present.

Stephen F. Austin employed 
a small body of Rangers as 
early as 1823 to protect the 
frontier colonies. On October 
17,1835, on the eve of the Tex­
as War of Independence, the 
councU of the revolutionists 
formally authorized the 
employment of a corps of Rang­
ers to guard the frontiers. The

During the Republic, the 
Ranger organization was en­
larged and used to patrol the 
frontier and guard against In­
dian raiders, free - booterson 
the Rio Grande and threats of 
invasion by Mexican troops.

When Texas was annexed, the 
United States Government 
assumed responsibility for pro­
tecting the frontier and the 
Ranger organization virtuaUy 
was dropped. However, the 
federal troops, largely infantry, 
were so unaccustomed to the 
border and Indian warfare that 
the Ranger organization quickly 
revived.

The history of the Rangers 
continued in numerous phases 
in the early days of Texas and 
as the frontier dissapeared, 
Ranger activity was redirected 
toward law enforcement and to-: 
day is a division of the Texas 
Department of Public Safety.

Their duties include enforce­
ment of the law in major crimes 
such as murder, rape, robbery, 
burglary, cattle theft, felonious 
assault and other felonies, the 
protection of life and property 
through enforcement of C rim i­
nal status of the State of Texas; 
supressions of riots and in­
surrections; apprehension of 
fugitives, transporting pri­
soners and assisting any local 
prosecutor in compiling infor­
mation for court action, as­
sisting in disaster, guards, 
prison and mobs of violence.

The Texas Rangers are sta­
tioned at stratlgic locations 
over the State.

Today, the Texas Rangers 
consist of six company units 
operating under the direct com­
mand of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety with a cap­
tain in command of each Com­
pany.

A total of 62 rangers from the 
companies with six sergeants 
and six captains.

Some of the highlights ot the 
interesting work of Ranger W il­
son were highlighted for Ro- 
tarians. He told portions of his 
work on the Cross case in Aus­
tin in which two co-eds were 
murdered and of the James Hugh 
Legett case where Legett has 
over 1,000 burglaries to his 
credit in 76 counties and the 
Flory murder case in CaldweU

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New Trend in Selections 
Endorsed by Baptist

HOUSTON, — A hard - hit­
ting proposal reflecting long- 
range planning and establishing 
a new trend in the selection of 
representatives for the execu­
tive board of the 1.8 million- 
member Baptist General Con­
vention of Texas was heartily 
endorsed here Friday by board 
members.

The recommendation calls 
for the establishment of 15 new 
geographical areas disignated 
“ zones”  and is designed to pro­
vide equitable representation 
on the 191 - member board 
as well as its four commissions 
and committes.

The executive board also gave 
Baptist Hospital to acquire 42,- 
500 square feet of property for 
parking purposes, totaling $1,- 
250,000 —  plus building costs. 
The board also nodded with fa­
vor a guidline for subcommit­
tees to follow in nominating 
trustees for Texas Baptists' 
hospitals.

Roy E. Ladd, pastor of Bap­
tist Temple Houston, and 
chairman of the Committee for 
Establishing Geographical 
Boundaries said the guidelines 
proposed offer fair and equi­
table representation on com­
missions and committees. The 
recommendation will directly 
effect two top convention 
committees, these being the 
Committee to Nominate Execu­
tive Board Members and Com­
mittee for Nomination to In­
stitutional Boards.

The executive board with its 
180 elected members as well 
as its four commissions — State 
Missions, Human Welfare, 
Christian Education and Chris­
tian Life --  with 57 members, 
and the Program Coordinating

approval to Houston Memorial 
Committee with 15 members -- 
w ill also feel the change in 
procedures. Representation 
calls for a balance between 
laymen and ministers with a 
knowledge of the denom­
ination and its functions, and 
specialists to meet special 
needs.

Houston hospital officials 
cited growth of major down­
town buildings for creating 
acute parking problems for its 
central unit as the need for the 
purchase of additional land. The 
Baptist hospital system was 
granted approval to enter 
formal negotiations with Gulf 
Interstate co., owners of the 
downtown property, together 
with authority to borrow 
required funds.

A total of 42,500 square 
feet is involved in the trans­
action of which 10,000 square 
feet will be leased under a 
99-year agreement. Approval 
was also granted for the hospital 
to borrow an additional $500, 
000 for construction of a park­
ing garage if trustees deem it 
advisable and economically fea­
sible.

Board members also favored 
its Valley Baptist Academy in 
Harlingen by approving a 
request for the lower Rio 
Grande institution to negotiate 
a loan not to exceed $65,000 
for interim financing for the 
development of a new campus. 
Academy trustees were also 
authorized to sell the present 
academy site.

A new campus on 37 acres of 
land is already under devel­
opment. The school offers 
high school training for Latin 
American youths.

In other board action recom­
mendations were accepted 
electing Charles Richardson as 
an associate in public relations; 
Baker C. Watson, Jr., as­
sociate in charge of church 
development missions. Direct 
Missions Department, and 
Cecil W. Roenfeldt, associate, 
assoc iational Sunday School 
work, in the Sunday School 
Department.

Richardson, 31, joins the 
BGCT public relations staff as 
a press representative. A 
former Abilene Reporter - 
News reporter and Sunday 
editor, he currently served as 
public information director for 
Hardin-Simmons University.

Watson, 37, is pastor 
of Emmanuel Church in Bryan. 
He previously served as mis­
sionary for Creath-Brazos As­
sociation for five years. Roen­
feldt, also 37, has served in 
the youth-music-education field 
for several years and is pre­
sently minister of education at 
First Baptist Church inSulphur 
Springs.

The manager of the state’ s 
fruit and vegetable grower- 
shipper association today said 
excessive news coverage of the 
Rio Grande City labor situation 
has created a misconception of 
the true facts in the minds of 
the general public.

“ No labor strike has ever 
existed during the past year, 
the authentic farm workers have 
shown no interest in this so- 
called labor union movement 
and there has been no work 
stoppage; on the contrary, the 
shipments of melons and vege­
tables out of Rio Grande City 
during the past twelve months 
are 134% greater than during 
the previous twelve months,”  
said Willis R. Deines, execu­
tive vice president of Texas 
Citrus & Vegetable Growers 
& Shippers of Harlingen. He 
stated 2,476 carloads of pro­
duce have been shipped this year 
compared to 1,058 carloads for 
last year. Of these totals the 
Missouri Pacific Railroad 
moved out 1,211 carloads this 
year compared to 529 carloads 
last year, even though a 
burned out bridge held up ship­
ments for several days this 
year.

Deines said it is apparent 
“ the union leaders are much 
better at gaining the headlines 
than in recruiting members for 
their so-called union because 
the great amount of publicity 
has led many people over the 
state to believe our industry 
has been practically shut down 
in Rio Grande City this past 
year and that the town has been 
torn by strife, riots, etc. and 
this of course is absolutely un­
true.”  He stated the only strife 
was that induced by the hand­
ful of labor agitators who broke 
the law in their campaign to 
try and ruin the growers un­
less they would accept the union.

“ If this union has the 3,000 
members It claims in Starr 
County, why could It muster 
less than 150 to attend its’ 
recent rally in Rio Grande City 
to protest the presence of the 
Texas Rangers?”  queried 
Deines. “ The people who are

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sincerely interested in doing 
this farm work have stayed on 
the job throughout the past year, 
despite harrassment by the un­
ion. They are being paid at least 
a dollar an hour and, In work­
ing on a piece rate basis, many 
of the better workers are earn­
ing and being paid as high as 
$3.00 an hour,”  he said.

The industry spokesman ap­
plauded the work of the Texas 
Rangers, local peace officers 
and special guards of the Mis­
souri Pacific Railroad for 
maintaining law and order and 
protecting the rights of the 
workers to stay on the job and 
for protecting the property of 
the growers and shippers. De­
ines pointed out it is difficult 
for his industry to make head­
lines because it just isn’ t news 
to report the day-to-day law­
ful operation of any business 
and, unfortunately, it is the 
story of picketing, marches, 
threats, bridge burning, etc. 
that gets through the news chan­
nels to the public.

He concluded by saying 
“ Those who have first hand 
knowledge of the entire situa­
tion know this union movement 
has become a farce and is a 
complete failure in Starr Coun­
ty and the sooner those would- 
be-organizers get out of this 
area the better off will be the 
workers, growers and the gen­
eral public.”

Hybrids Used 
In Forage Test

Nine Sorghum-Sudan hybrids 
were used in the 1966 Forage 
clipping test at the High Plains 
Research F oundation. The 
green weight from three 
clipping ranged from 35.51 to 
40.33 tons with an average of 
37.41 tons per acre. The aver­
age protein content of the nine 
hybrids was 11.68 percent. Au­
gust and September rains de­
layed the third clipping until 
September 20 and eliminated the 
fourth clipping, which may have 
reduced the total yield. The 
clipping dates were June 24, 
July 26 and September 20.

A ll varieties were fertilized 
with 80 pounds of nitrogen on 
June 10, prior to the first clipp­
ing and 80 pounds of nitrogen 
after both the first and second 
clippings. The experiment was 
designed to clip aU varieties 
when the majority of the en­
tries were between three and 
four feet tall. However, the 
August and September rains 
prevented the 3rd clipping at 
this height. A ll hybrids pro­
duced approximately the same 
dry weight yields per acre and 
no significant difference was 
found.

The Sorghum-Sudan hybrids 
used in the test were Tomco 
SS-2, Frontier Hidan 39, T.E . 
Haygrazer, Frontier Hidan 35, 
Paymaster Sweet Sioux,
Pioneer 985 , Paymaster 
X-5817, Su Chow P.A.G. and 
Asgrow Orbit.

The 1966 test was conducted 
by Loyd Langford, Associate 
Agronomist, and Howard
Malstrom, Associate Soil 
Scientist on the Foundation 
staff.

The 1965 Forage clipping test 
included 17 varieties. The aver­
age green weight from four 
clippings was 36.25 tons 
per acre with an average pro­
tein content of 15.69%. The 
1964 clipping test consisted of 
16 varieties of Sorghum- Su­
dan hybrids having an average 
green weight of 39.40 tons per 
acre and a 17.51% average pro­
tein from four clippings.

Sewing Easy Through 4-H Course

accelerated course
on "Your Sewing Machine”  pre­
pared exclusively for volunteer 
adult and junior 4-H leaders 
copes with the handling and 
sewing of the various man­
made fibers and the natural 
fibers as well.

In the 12 years that the course 
has been offered, in excess of 
75,000 women have learned 
about correct use and care of 
the sewing machine. They in 
turn have instructed nearly one- 
half million 4-H girls engaged 
in clothing, home improvement, 
child care and other projects 
where machine sewing is 
involved.

The course is supervised by 
extension clothing specialists 
and personnel from the Singer 
Company, sponsor of the 
program.

Value of the course is de­
monstrated in the need for being 
able to sew on some 20 man­
made fibers, plus innumerable 
blends, found on yard goods 
counters today. New methods 
and sewing equipment have been 
developed to work with modern 
materials. Care of the sewing 
machine is also taught.

Miss Jessie Hutton, ed­
ucational director for Singer 
and co-author of the 4-H 
leaders’ manual "Your Sewing 
Machine”  used in the course, 
points out some of the techniqu­
es for handling new materials.

For example, stretch fabrics, 
filmy sheers, knits, tricots and 
crepes need to be guided both 
in front and behind the machine 
pressure foot. For stretch 
fabrics, firm  tension is applied, 
but for sheers, knits and tr i­
cots, gentle tension is needed. 
Old standbys such as napped 
wool, corduroy, velveteen and 
velvet must be stitched in the 
direction of the pile or nap.

Knowing the right needle and 
thread and tension to use can 
make the difference be­
tween sewing smooth
seams and puckered or
broken thread seams, 
ing smooth seams and puckered 
or broken thread seams.

For information about the 
course, contact the County Ex­
tension office.

Young people usually do not 
like to share secrets such as 
beauty problems with others, 
not even their mothers, says 
skin specialist, Georgette 
Klinger. It’ s the reason why 
she had designed a special salon 
for them adjacent to one used 
by the mamas.

‘ ‘They want help from pro­
fessionals; but, they don’t want 
mama staring at them while 
it is happening,”  observes Miss 
Klinger, who has a young 
daughter of her own.

Many mothers have brought 
their daughters to Miss 
Klinger’ s well-known salon, and 
she observed that she was more 
successful when she could talk 
privately to the young people. 
They don’ t hide things when 
mother isn’ t listening, she says. 
They will admit that they drink 
lots of soda pop or neglect 
to cleanse their skin, if you 
are in a position to help them.

Once she establishes the 
cause, she gets to work on the 
cure.

"Our aim is to get the young 
person’ s skin into condition so 
she can go without makeup. 
No makeup is as beautiful as 
the real skin, hair, eyes.”

She tries to make them under­
stand their skin and how it 
gets into difficulty. She talks 
about the skin layers -Stratu m, 
Corneum, Lucidum Granu- 
losum, Germinatiuum and Basal 
Cell, explaining how these skin 
layers operate - offering a 
protective armor against heat 
and sun and external injuries 
at the top layer to pushing up 
new active cells from bottom 
layers to replace those that

have become hard and cast off.
"Todays bright youngsters 

can cooperate on this basis. 
You explain all this, they can 
understand why they mist do 
certain treatment.’ ’

The sessions last 1 1/2 
hours, a bad case may require 
six sessions to get the pores 
cleaned out, tightened and ready 
for normal care.

Miss Klinger invites the girls 
into her little laboratory where 
she mixes up the cleansing 
lotions, concocting the formula 
and strength to the individual 
skin. Nothing harsh should be 
used on a young skin, she says.

In the attractive booths, the 
girls are shown how to cleanse 
their skin, and the dangers 
of squeezing eruptions. They 
also get advice about diet.

They are put in tranquil mood 
in the reception room, 
where they watch abstract 
slides in opalescent colors pre­
pared by the Museum of modern 
art.

DOES YOUR INDOOR 
GARDEN GROW?

To stay healthy, house plants 
need an adequate supply of 
warm water - not cold water 
which may chill or even shock 
them. Most plants should be 
thoroughly soaked once a week, 
but never overwatered.

It is important to know each 
plant’ s preference regarding 
sunlight and temperature. In 
general, foliage plants thrive 
between 60-70 degrees and 
should not be "roasted”  near 
a heater in the winter. F e r ­
tilize plants at regular in­
tervals, and provide for proper 
drainage and soil aeration. 
Cleanliness is vital because 
plants breathe through 
tiny pores which lace 
their leaves. If these
plants brethe through tiny pores 
which lace their leaves. If these 
become clogged, plants whither 
and die. Thus dust and soot 
should be removed, and the 
easiest and best method is with 
soap and water. Washing the 
leaves gently helps a plant to 
maintain both its health and 
luster.

If the plant is reasonabley 
sturdy, put it into a sink cr 
tub of warm soap suds. To 
protect the soil, first cut a 
piece of plastic to fit the top 
of the pot - allowing an inch 
of overhang. Slash this plas­
tic to the center, fit it around 
the plant, and fasten it round 
the edge of the pot with an 
elastic band. Up-end the plant 
and swish it gently through the 
suds until clean, then rinse it 
the same way.

When leaves are broad and 
not too dense, they can be wash­
ed individually. Dip a sponge 
or soft cloth in warm soapsuds 
and wash both sides of every 
leaf, supporting it from under­
neath with one hand. Rinse with 
a fine spray of clear water. 
When stems are long and there 
is danger of breakage, or if 
the plant is in bloom leaves 
should be sudsed individually 
instead of being immersed. A f­
ter washine. some Diants - such 
as African violets - should be 
kept out of sunshine until the 
leaves are completely dry.

If foliage is very fragile, 
spray soapsuds over it with an 
atomizer; then sprav - rinse the 
same way. This technique is 
especially good for loosening 
and washing off the sooty mold 
which often attacks sensitive 
gardenia plants. Once foliage 
is clean and dry, a commer­
cial plant polish may be applied 
evenly over each large leaf-or 
may be sprayed over tiny-leaf 
plants from an aerosol 
dispenser.

DISPOSERS NOT DISPOSE- 
"A L L ” S

Disposers are replacing the 
garbage pail in many kitchens, 
but they can’t be used as

“ dumps,” .
Waste material placed in a 

disposer is shredded by ro­
tating blades, a grinding ring, 
and a shredding chamber. For 
most satisfactory use, the dis­
poser should not be packed with 
wastes; the food should simply 
be dropped in.

Cold water must be flowing 
any time the waste unit is in 
use. Cold water keeps vege­
tables crisp for Taster chopping 
and hardens grease to be chopp­
ed and flushed away. Warm 
water would carry melted 
grease into the lower waste 
pipes where it might harden 
and cause a stoppage.

Most food materials may be 
ground in the disposer. Some 
fibrous materials -- corn 
husks, pea pods, celery — 
should be fed into the unit grad­
ually since they require a long­
er grinding time. The grinding 
mechanism can usually take 
care of small amounts of 
chicken bones, corn cobs, and 
fruit pits. Viscous foods, like 
cooked oatmeal and raw dough, 
should be thoroughly mixed with 
vegetable peelings and dry 
crusts before being put into 
the waste cylinder.

A disposer is self-cleaning. 
Drain - cleaning chemicals 
should never be used in a grind­
er; they may corrode the shred­
ding mechanism. If the waste 
unit should develop an odor, 
grinding lemon or orange peel 
will "sweeten” it.

Certain materials should 
never be put into the disposer. 
These include metal, china, 
will "sweeten”  it. metal, china, 
glass, plastics, paper, string, 
oyster and clam shells, and 
filter - tipped cigarettes, In 
time, these materials mat the 
cutting teeth, decrease their 
efficiency, or jam the 
mechanism completely.
