Holiday weekend brings reports of
man waving gun, intoxicated minor

The New Year’s holiday weekend
saw police and sheriff’s officers busy
investigating several calls, including
reports of a man waving a gun as he
searched for his ex-girlfriend at two
local residences, an intoxicated minor,
and other calls, including one a from a
Wilson resident who called to say his
neighbor had stolen his ladder.

On New Year's Eve, Tahoka Police
responded to two separate calls about
6:40 p.m. from two separate resi-
dences, saying that a man had pulled
a gun on them. Five witnesses named
a 32-year-old Tahoka man as the sus-
pect who had approached them at
residences in the south part of Tahoka,
waving a handgun and even pointing
it at their heads, as he demanded to
search for his ex-girlfriend.

Witnesses at the first residence in
the 900 block of Ave. E told police
that the man pulled out a black hand-
gun, cocked it, and began waving the
firearm around before returning to the
vehicle he was driving. The resident
also advised that the owner of the ve-
hicle that the suspect was driving was
also in the vehicle as a passenger, and
he had made reference to having a
handgun as well. The car’s owner is a

“It is so very important that buyers
remember to have the sales tax sent to
Lynn County, as those funds rightly
‘benefit our cohmy." said Willis

She noted that if a buyer discovers
that their car dealer did not send the
sales tax to Lynn County even after
the buyer requested it, to.come by her
office and pick up a complaint form
that the buyer can complete and send
to an enforcement division in Austin

“They will investigate the com-
plaint, and if the dealer is found to be
at fault they can be fined $2,000 - and
all of that fine comes directly to Lynn
County in lieu of the sales tax,” Willis
explained. “So please follow through
by checking to see if ‘our office did
in fact receive the sales tax. State law
requires every licensed motor vehicle
dealer to apply for a certificate of title
and registration for a motor vehicle in
the county as directed by the buver,”
she added.

A look back at ... ,

COULD GIVE LESSONS in how to make simple tasks

difficult. My brain consists of a bunch of little wheels and

gears lubricated over the years by coffee and ketchup
(everything tastes better with ketchup), and meshing fluidly
with little belts and springs to produce good thinking.

Only some of the belts must have slipped off, and some
of the gears must be worn down smooth and toothless, like
my mouth is going to be pretty soon unless my dentist stops
messing with it.

Anyway, | can’t do things the easy way, as | demonstrated
again last week when | had a flat on a golf cart tire. A flat on
a golf cart is not a big deal; usually you just put some more
air into it and it will stay up pretty well for a week or two.
But this time it was completely flat, so | grabbed a can of fix-
a-flat, which squirts air and something like buttermilk into
the tire and you’re all set to go hit little white balls out into
the bushes and rocks and whatever else is just outside the
fairway.

| put in a whole can of fix-a-flat before admitting that it
wasn’t doing anything. | then discovered the tire was not
seated well on the rim. So | jacked the cart up. First, | had

to get a jack out of my car because the jack | had in the

cart house didn’t work. The jack handle was bent in about
six different directions, designed by some miserable little
Japanese still getting even with Americans for winning World
War Il.

Anyway, | got it jacked up enough to put air in it, only | had

no air. | did have a hand pump, so | attached it, figuring the
exercise would do me good, and | could get enough airin it to
drive over to the air compressor about 50 yards away.

| pumped awhile, and although the exercise may have
helped me, it didn’t help.the tire any. It just sat there flat.
So | jerked the tire around trying to get it to seat on the rim
and tried again. This time, | did get some air in it, but not a
lot. Still, | let the jack down and saw it had a little bit of air,
and figured | could drive it carefully over to the compressor.
Wrong. As soon as | started to back out, the tire came off the
rim completely.

| drove my car to the club house and asked if they had a
portable air tank | could use, figuring if | could give it more
pressure, it would snap to the rim and inflate. Sure, she said,
the tank is in that little house out yonder which is not locked.
| drove over there, and it was locked.

Then | made two trips back home (about 2-mile round
trip) to get things | needed, including a portable compressor.
When | got back, this.wouldn’t air it up, either; so | finally took
the wheel off and then the compressor snapped the tire to
the rim and it aired up just fine. | could find no nails or holes
or reason for the tire to go flat in the first place. :

After that | played about seven holes of golf, six of which
were pretty bad. The tire stayed up. :

That night | saw that the right front tire on my car was very
low, and after muttering a few discouraging words, | checked
it with my gauge and it had 14 pounds of pressure. My owh
pressure was somewhat higher as | had to take the whee|
cover off to get to the valve stem. :

A couple of weeks ago, | had the tires on my car rotated
and they told me the pressure was equalized at 30 pounds a_ll
around. | checked the other tires. One of the rear tires had
49 pounds. | have no idea how all that air went from the right
front tire to the left rear. <

Anyway, it took me two hours to air up a tire on my golf
cart, a job which should take about five minutes. But that’s
the way | do things. On the bright side, though, | didn’t have

the least environmentally sensi-
tive land enrolled in CRP.

This change to the CRP pro-
gram is just one of many that
USDA has implemented based on
recommendations from the Land
Tenure Advisory Subcommittee
formed by Agriculture Secretary
Tom Vilsack in 2015. The sub-
committee was asked to identify
ways the department could use or
modify its programs, regulations,
and practices to address the chal-
lenges of beginning farmers and
ranchers in their access to land,

* capital and technical assistance.

“The average age of principal
farm operators is 58, said Bac-
cam. “So, land tenure, succession
and estate planning, and access to
land is an increasingly important
issue for the future of agriculture
and a priority for USDA. Access
to land remains the biggest barrier
for beginning farmers and ranch-
ers. This announcement is part of
our efforts to address some of the
challenges with transitioning land
to beginning farmers.”

Baccam made the announce-
ment while touring the Joe Dunn
farm in Warren County, located in
central Towa near Carlisle. Dunn
is the father-in-law to Iowa native
and former Marine Aaron White,
who with his wife, are prospective
candidates for the early termina-
tion program. Baccam was joined
by Farm Service Agency lowa
State Executive Director John
Whitaker when meeting with
Dunn and White.

“The chance to give young-

farmers a better opportunity to
succeed when starting a farming
career makes perfect sense,” said
Baccam. “There are Conservation
Reserve Program acres that are
rested and ready to be produc-
tive, an original goal of CRP. The
technical teams at USDA will tell
us which ones can terminate from
the program with little impact on
the overall conservation efforts.
When they do, we’ll be ready to
help beginning farmers like mili-
tary veteran Aaron White.”

Normally if a landowner ter-
minates a CRP contract early, they
are required to repay all previous
payments plus interest. The new
policy waives this repayment if
the land is transferred to a begin-
ning farmer or rancher through a
sale or lease with an option to buy.
With CRP enrollment close to the
Congressionally-mandated cap of
24 million acres, the early termi-
nation will also allow USDA to
enroll other land with higher con-
servation value elsewhere.

“Starting the next generation
of farmers and ranchers out with
conservation and stewardship in
mind is another important part
of this announcement,” Baccam
said. “The land coming out of
CRP will have priority enrollment
opportunities with USDA’s work-
ing lands conservation programs
through cooperation between the
Farm Service Agency and the
Natural Resources Conservation
Service.”

Acres terminated early from
CRP under these land tenure pro-
visions will be eligible for prior-
ity enrollment consideration into
the CRP Grasslands, if eligible;
or the Conservation Stewardship
Program or Environmental Qual-
ity Incentives Program, as deter-
mined by the Natural Resources
Conservation Service.

Details on the early termina-
tion opportunity will be available
starting on Jan. 9, 2017, at local
USDA service centers. For more
information about CRP and to
find out if your acreage is eligible
for early contract termination,
contact your local Farm Service
Agency (FSA) office.

Liﬂ.‘oﬁl Sandhlll Cranes can be seen in many areas around Lynn County. The Sandhill Crane is a tall
gray bird of open grasslands, meadows, and wetlands, and congregates in huge numbers in migration,
feeding on grains and seeds. The sandhill Crane does not breed until it is two to seven years old, and can
live up to the age of 20. Mated pairs stay together year round, and migrate south as a group with their

offspring, according to information on the website, allaboutbirds.org.

We’ve been everywhere, man!
Tracklng the Sandhill Cranes

journey to the midwest -

Sandhill cranes are a com-
mon site in Texas during the
winter months. But where do
they come from? And how far
do they fly during their migra-
tion? The birds have a large
migratory area, and have ‘been
tracked from the Muleshoe Na-
tional Wildlife area of Texas
through western Oklahoma,
Kansas, Nebraska, South Da-
kota, and North Dakota or east-
ern Montana, to Saskatchewan,
Canada.

An organization called the
Crane Trust, in partnership with
researchers from Texas Tech
University, has deployed GPS
tracking devices on four Lesser
Sandhill Cranes (Grus canaden-
sis canadensis). The cranes were
fitted with the tracking devices
while at their winter grounds in
northwest Texas near Muleshoe
National Wildlife Refuge.

The Crane Trust is a non-
profit organization dedicated to
the protection and maintenance
of critical habitat for whooping
cranes, sandhill cranes and oth-
er migratory birds along the Big
Bend Region of the Platte River
Valley through sound science,
habitat management, commu-
nity outreach and education.

“At the Crane Trust, we de-
termine what whooping cranes
and sandhill cranes need to
survive during their migra-
tions. Our research is focused
on answering questions about
crane habitat needs. Our scien-
tists have fit whooping cranes
with GPS telemetry devices and
are tracking the birds on their
5000-mile round-trip migra-
tion. This project is providing
new information about crane
habitat needs, and causes and
locations of mortality—data
that will help us create solutions
to conserve the species. Addi-
tionally, our researchers study
the abundance and distribution
of migrating sandhill cranes
as they “stage” on the Platte
River. This study helps us deter-
mine what habitat management

practices are most beneficial _

to cranes,” explains the Crane
Trust website.

A Crane Trust blog provid-
ed interesting information about
the tracking of four cranes since
March 2015, as follows:

The tracking devices on the
Lesser Sandhill Cranes allow

tracking of. four cranes (Crane
#890 thru #893) on their entire
spring migration, as they travel
from their winter grounds in
Texas, through the Central Fly-
way, all the way up north.

Crane 890 Notes: Crane 890
left the area north of Muleshoe
National Wildlife Refuge, Tex-
as on March 12, 2015 at 11:58
heading northeast over the nar-
row west portion of Oklahoma.
At 16:47 the crane was flying
over west central Kansas at
29mph. At 21:29 the crane had
a stopover in northern Kansas
near the central west border
of Kansas and Nebraska. The
stopover site was at Keith Sebe-
lius Lake near Norton, Kansas,
and south of Prairie Dog State
Park. March 13, 2015, crane 890
flew northeast and stopped in an
agriculture field at 07:05 to like-
ly feed. At 11:49, crane 890 was
flying over southern' Nebraska
at 23mph. The crane then spent
the night in southern Nebraska
at a pond or wetland in an ag-
riculture area east of HWY 283
and north of HWY 34. The next
morning, on March 14, 2015,
crane 890 foraged north of that
pond at 06:58. At 16:29, crane
890 landed on the North Platte
River by the town of North
Platte, Nebraska. It is still in
that area. The other three cranes
are currently in Texas.

April 8, 2015 Update: Crane
890 left the North Platte River
in Nebraska on April 4, 2015
spending the next day and night
in northwest South Dakota.
Crane 890 also continued on
through Montana and is now
residing in southern Saskatch-
ewan, Canada.

April 28, 2015 Update: All
four Lesser Sandhill Cranes
with tracking devices are cur-
rently in Saskatchewan, Cana-
da. Crane 892 and Crane 893
are remaining in the southwest
portion of the province within
30 miles of each other. Crane
891 and Crane 890 are remain-
ing in south central Saskatch-
ewan also within 30 miles of
each other. They all took a
similar route from the Mule-
shoe National Wildlife area of
Texas through western Okla-
homa, Kansas, Nebraska, South
Dakota, and North Dakota or
eastern Montana.

March 7, 2016 Update:

All four
sandhill cranes
spent the winter in
northwest Texas, close
to where tracking devices
were first placed on the cranes’

_legs one year ago. The four

tracked cranes are Slate (#893),
Indigo (#892), Olive (#891), and
Crimson (#890). Last year, Slate
and Indigo traveled through
Alaska, across the Bering Strait,
and into Siberia to establish a
nesting territory and to spend
the summer. Then biologists
watched the migration in reverse
as they made their way down to
Texas for the winter. Slate, Ol-
ive, and Crimson spent most of
the winter near playas around
the Muleshoe National Wildlife
Refuge and Playa Lakes Wild-
life Management Area west of
Dimmitt, TX. However, Crim-
son also spent almost all of
January and part of February in
New Mexico on the Salt Lake at
Grulla National Wildlife Ref-
uge. Indigo spent much-of the
winter further south than the
others; near Red lake and sur-
rounding pldyas northwest of
Big Spring, TX.

As the migration season
progresses the Crane Trust will
continue to do aerial surveys to
estimate the number of sand-
hill cranes along the Big Bend
stretch of the Platte River, Ne-
braska.

The Crane Trust, Inc. was formed
in 1978 as part of a court-approved
settlement of a controversy over the
construction of Grayrocks Dam on
a tributary of the Platte River in
Wyoming. The state of Nebraska
and the National Wildlife Federd-
tion objected to the project, claim-
ing it would jeopardize irrigation
and wildlife downstream in Ne-
braska. The settlement satisfied re-
quirements of the Endangered Spe-
cies Act and allowed the Missouri
Basin Power Project, owners of
Grayrocks, to complete construc-
tion. The Crane Trust was funded
by a payment from the Missouri
Basin Power Project. The Trust is
administered by three trustees who
are appointed by the three partici-
pants in the settlement. The Crane
Trust hosts scientists and students
from all over the world, eager to’
study cranes, migratory birds, wet-
lands, native prairie and progres-
sive land management practices.
These researchers are providing
cutting-edge solutions to issues af-
fecting cranes and other species.

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Holiday weekend*brings reports of
man waving gun, intoxicated minor

The New Year's h()lidz;S/ weekend
saw police and sheriff’s officers busy
investigating several calls, including
reports of a man waving a gun as he
searched for his ex-girlfriend at two
local residences, an intoxicated minor,
and other calls, including one a from a
Wilson resident who called to say his
neighbor had stolen his ladder.

On New Year’s Eve, Tahoka Police
responded to two separate calls about
6:40 p.m. from two separate resi-
dences, saying that a man had pulled
a gun on them. Five witnesses named
a 32-year-old Tahoka man as the sus-
pect who had approached them at
residences in the south part of Tahoka,
waving a handgun and even pointing
it at their heads, as he demanded to
search for his ex-girlfriend.

Witnesses at the first residence in
the 900 block of Ave. E told police
that the man pulled out a black hand-
gun, cocked it, and began waving the
firearm around before réturning to the
vehicle he was driving. The resident
also advised that the owner of the ve-
hicle that the suspect was driving was
also in the vehicle as a passenger, and
he had made reference to having a
handgun as well. The car’s owner is a

Buying a new vehicle?

Remember to request Lynn County
to receive sales taxfrom dealer

Lynn County residents who purchase a new vehicle
should request that the dealer send the sales tax to

Lynn County - and if the dealer does not comply with
the request they can be fined $2000 for the omission.

Lynn County has no new car deal-
ers, so residents must shop out'of the
county when purchasing their new

vehicles. According to Donna Willis,
Lynn County Tax Assessor/Collector,

whose office handles vehicle registra-
tion and sales tax collections, Lynn
County is missing out on funds when
county residents ‘purchase new vehi-
cles but fail to request the sales tax be
sent to Lynn County. And in some cas-
es, even after the buyer has requested
the sales tax be sent to Lynn County,
the dealer fails to comply and instead

sends the sales tax to the county in
which the dealer is located.

“Last year, Lynn County col-
lected just under $14,000 in sales tax
rebates. This amount should be much
higher. Since Lynn County has no car
dealers here, it is very important for
residents to tell the dealer to file their
title transaction in Lynn County, and
when signing paperwork to fill out the
blank space with ‘Lynn County’ in the
County of Title Issuance form,” said
Willis.

On this form, buyers have the op-

tion to choose where their transaction
is-filed by selecting one of three op-
tions: (1) Your county of residence;
(2) County where the motor vehicle
is purchased; or (3) County where the
motor vehicle is encumbered by the
lienholder. The county entered in the
form will receive sales tax, title fees,
and other applicable state and local
fees collected at the time of title ap-
plication. The tax assessor-collector
is authorized to retain a portion of the
revenue for the county.

Willis suggests that residents who
may be considering purchasing a new
vehicle to come by her office at 1521
Ave. J in Tahoka to pick up the County
of Title Issuance form, with the name

48-year-old Tahoka man.

A second caller told police that the
same 32-yéar-old man arrived at theig,
residence in the 1200 block of South
6th, asking where his ex-girlfriend
was, and when they stated that they
had not seen her, he then produced a

Jhandgun, pointing the weapon at each

of their heads as he entered the resi-
dence to look for the ex-girlfriend.

Police detained both suspects in
the vehicle, and the 32-year-old is fac-
ing charges of six counts of aggravat
ed assault (five with a deadly weapon,
and one with a motor vehicle since one
victim told police that he had almost
been hit with the suspect’s vehicle as
he pulled up to his residence), and the
48-year-old man is facing charges of
three counts of aggravated assault
with a deadly weapon. The case is still
under investigation.

At-approximately 2 a.m. on New
Year’s Day, police responded to the
2100 block of South Ist Street, after a
caller complained of people arriving
and leaving an apartment and mak-
ing lots of noise, as well as banging
on vehicles in the parking lot. As the
officer approached the apartment, he
found two men exiting the residence,

of Lynn County already filled in on
the form. They can submit this form
to the car dealer when they purchase a
new vehicle.

“It is so very important that buyers
remember to have the sales tax sent to
Lynn County, as those funds rightly
benefit our county,” said Willis.

She noted that if a buyer discovers
that their car dealer did not send the
sales tax to Lynn County even after
the buyer requested it, to come by her
office and pick up a complaint form
that the buyer can complete and send
to an enforcement division in Austin.

“They will investigate the com-
plaint, and if the dealer is found to be
at fault they can be fined $2,000 — and
all of that fine comes directly to Lynn
County in lieu of the sales tax,” Willis
explained. “So please follow through
by checking to see if our office did
in fact receive the sales tax. State law
requires every licensed motor vehicle
dealer to apply for a certificate of title
and registration for a motor vehicle in
the county as directed by the buyer,”
she added. ,

USDA makes it easier to transfer land to the
next generation of farmers and ranchers

Agriculture Deputy Under
Secretary Lanon Baccam an-
nounced that beginning Jan. 9,
2017, the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) will offer
an early termination opportunity
for certain Conservation Reserve
Program (CRP) contracts, mak-
ing it easier to transfer property
to the next generation of farmers
and ranchers, including family
members. The land that is eligible
for the early termination is among

the least environmentally sensi-
tive land enrolled in CRP.

This change to the CRP pro-
gram is just one of many that
USDA has implemented based on
recommendations from the Land
Tenure Advisory Subcommittee
formed by Agriculture Secretary
Tom Vilsack in 2015. The sub-
committee was asked to identify
ways the department could use or
modify its programs, regulations,
‘and practices to address the chal-
lenges of beginning farmers and
ranchers in their access to land,
capital and technical assistance.

“The average age of principal
farm operators is 58, said Bac-
cam. “So, land tenure, succession
and estate planning, and access to
land is an increasingly important
issue for the future of agriculture
and a priority-for USDA. Access
to land remains the biggest barrier
for beginning farmers and ranch-
ers. This announcement is part of
our efforts to address some of the
challenges with transitioning land
to beginning farmers.”

Baccam made the announce-
ment while touring the Joe Dunn
farm in Warren County, located in
central lowa near Carlisle. Dunn
is the father<in-law to lowa native
and former Marine Aaron White,
who with his wife, are prospective
candidates for the early termina-
tion program. Baccam was joined
by Farm Service Agency lowa
State Executive Director - John
Whitaker when meeting with
Dunn and White.

“The chance to give young
farmers a better opportunity to
succeed whefnstarting a farming
career makes perfect sense,” said
Baccam. “There are Conservation
Reserve Program acres that are
rested and ready to be produc-
tive, an original goal of CRP. The
technical teams at USDA will tell
us which ones can terminate from
the program with little impact on
the overall conservation efforts.
When they do, we'll be ready to
help beginning farmers like mili-
tary veteran Aaron White.”

Normally if a landowner ter-
minates a CRP contract early, they
are required to repay all previous
payments plus interest. The new
policy waives this repayment if
the land is transferred to a begin-
ning farmer or rancher through a
sale or lease with an option to buy.
With CRP enrollment close to the
Congressionally-mandated cap of
24 million acres, the early termi-
nation will also allow USDA to
enroll other land with higher con-
servation value elsewhere.

“Starting the next generation
of farmers and ranchers out with
conservation and stewardship in
mind is another important part
of this announcement,” Baccam
said. “The land coming out of
CRP will have priority enrollment
opportunities with USDA’s work-
ing lands conservation programs
through cooperation between the
Farm Service Agency and the
Natural Resources Conservation
Service.”

Acres terminated early from
CRP under these land tenure pro-
visions will be eligible for prior-
ity enrollment consideration into
the CRP Grasslands, if eligible;
or the Conservation Stewardship
Program or Environmental Qual-
ity Incentives Program, as deter-
mined by the Natural Resources
Conservation Service.

Details on the early termina-
tion opportunity will be available
starting on Jan. 9, 2017, at local
USDA service centers. For more
information about CRP and to
find out if your acreage is eligible
for early contract termination,
contact your local Farm Service
Agency (FSA) office.

journey to the midwest

Sandhill cranes are a com-
mon site in Texas during the
winter months. But where do
they come from? And how far
do they fly during their migra-
tion? The birds have a large
migratory area, and have been
tracked from the Muleshoe Na-
tional Wildlife area of Texas
through western Oklahoma,
Kansas, Nebraska, South Da-
kota, and North Dakota or east-
ern Montana, to Saskatchewan,
Canada.

An organization called the
Crane Trust, in partnership with
researchers from Texas Tech
University, has deployed GPS
tracking devices on four Lesser
Sandhill Cranes (Grus canaden-
sis canadensis). The cranes were
fitted with the tracking devices
while at their winter grounds in
northwest Texas near Muleshoe
National Wildlife Refuge.

The Crane Trust is a non-
profit organization dedicated to
the protection and maintenance
of critical habitat- for whooping
cranes, sandhill cranes and oth-
er migratory birds along the Big
Bend Region of the Platte River
Valley through sound science,
habitat management, commu-
nity outreach and education.

“At the Crane Trust, we de-
termine what whooping cranes
and sandhill cranes need to
survive during their migra-
tions. Our research is focused
on answering questions about
crane habitat needs. Our scien-
tists have fit whooping cranes
with GPS telemetry devices and
are tracking the birds on their
5000-mile round-trip migra-
tion. This project is providing
new information about crane
habitat needs, and causes and
locations of mortality—data
that will help us create solutions
to conserve the species. Addi-
tionally, our researchers study
the abundance and distribution
of migrating sandhill cranes
as they “stage” on the Platte
River. This study helps us deter-
mine what habitat management
practices are most beneficial
to cranes,” explains the Crane
Trust website.

A Crane Trust blog provid-
ed interesting information about
the tracking of four cranes since
March 2015, as follows:

The tracking devices on the
Lesser Sandhill Cranes allow

tracking of four cranes (Crane
#890 thru #893) on their entire
spring migration, as they travel

from their winter grounds in
Texas, through the Central Fly-
way, all the way up north.

Crane 890 Notes: Crane 890
left the area north of Muleshoe
National Wildlife Refuge, Tex-
as on March 12, 2015 at 11:58
heading northeast over the nar-
row west portion of Oklahoma.
At 16:47 the crane was flying
over west central Kansas at
29mph. At 21:29 the crane had
a stopover in northern Kansas
near the central west border
of Kansas and Nebraska. The
stopover site was at Keith Sebe-
lius Lake near Norton, Kansas,
-and south of Prairie Dog State
Park. March 13, 2015, crane 890
flew northeast and stopped in an
agriculture field at 07:05 to like-
ly feed. At 11:49, crane 890 was
flying over southern Nebraska
at 23mph. The crane then spent
the night in southern Nebraska
at a pond or wetland in an ag-
riculture area east of HWY 283
and north of HWY 34. The next
morning, on March 14, 2015,
crane 890 foraged north of that
pond at 06:58. At 16:29, crane
890 landed on the North Platte
River by the town of North
Platte, Nebraska. It is still in
that area. The other three cranes
are currently in Texas.

April 8, 2015 Update: Crane
890 left the North Platte River
in Nebraska on April 4, 2015
spending the next day and night
in northwest South Dakota.
Crane 890 also continued on
through Montana and is now
residing in southern Saskatch-
ewan, Canada.

April 28, 2015 Update: All
four Lesser Sandhill Cranes
with tracking devices are cur-
rently in Saskatchewan, Cana-
da. Crane 892 and Crane 893
are remaining in the southwest
portion of the province within
30 miles of each other. Crane
891 and Crane 890 are remain-
ing in south central Saskatch-

“ewan also within 30 miles of
each other. They all took a

similar route from the Mule-
shoe National Wildlife area of
Texas through western Okla-
homa, Kansas, Nebraska, South
Dakota, and North Dakota or
eastern Montana.

March 7, 2016 Update:

All four
sandhill cranes
the winter in
northwest Texas, close
to where tracking devices
were first placed on the cranes’
legs one year ago. The four
tracked cranes are Slate (#893),
Indigo (#892), Olive (#891), and
Crimson (#890). Last year, Slate
and Indigo traveled through
Alaska, across the Bering Strait,
and into Siberia to establish a
nesting territory and to spend
the summer. Then biologists
watched the migration in reverse
as-they made their way down to
Texas for the winter. Slate, Ol-
ive, and Crimson spent most of
the winter near playas around
the Muleshoe National Wildlife
Refuge and Playa Lakes Wild-
life Management Area west of
Dimmitt, TX. However, Crim-
son also spent almost all of
January and part of February in
New Mexico on the Salt Lake at
Grulla National Wildlife Ref-
uge. Indigo spent much of the
winter further south than the
others; near Red lake and sur-
rounding playas northwest of
Big Spring, TX.

As ke migration season
progresses the Crane Trust will
continue to do aerial surveys to
estimate the number of sand-
hill cranes along the Big Bend
stretch of the Platte River, Ne-
braska.

The Crane Trust, Inc. was formed
in 1978 as part of a court-approved
settlement of a controversy over the
construction-of Grayrocks Dam on
a tributary of the Platte River in
Wyoming. The state of Nebraska
and the National Wildlife Federa-
tion objected to the project, claim-
ing it would jeopardize irrigation
and wildlife downstream in Ne-
braska. The settlement satisfied re-
quirements of the Endangered Spe-
cies Act and allowed the Missouri
Basin Power Project, owners of
Grayrocks, to complete construc-
tion. The Crane Trust was funded
by a payment from the Missouri
Basin Power Project. The Trust is
administered by three trustees who
are appointed by the three partici-
pants in the settlement. The Crane

Trust hosts scientists and students, .

from all over the world, eager to
study cranes, migratory birds, wet-
lands, native prairie and progres-
sive land management practices.
These researchers are providing
cutting-edge solutions to issues af-
fecting cranes and other species.

Remember to request Lynn County
fo receive sales tax from dealer

Lynn County residents who purchase a new vehicle
should request that the dealer send the sales tax to

Lynn County - and if the dealer does not comply with

the request they can be fined $2000 for the omission.

Lynn County has no new car deal-
ers, so residents must shop out of the
county when purchasing their new
vehicles. According to Donna Willis,
Lynn County Tax Assessor/Collector,
whose office handles vehicle registra-
tion and sales tax collections, Lynn
County is missing out on funds when
county residents purchase new vehi-
cles but fail to request the sales tax be
sent to Lynn County. And in some cas-
es, even after the buyer has requested
the sales tax be sent to Lynn County,
the dealer fails to comply and instead

sends the sales tax to the county in
which the dealer is located.

“Last year, Lynn County col-
lected just under $14,000 in sales tax
rebates. This amount should be much
higher. Since Lynn County has no car
dealers here, it is very important for
residents to tell the dealer to file their
title transaction in Lynn County, and
when signing paperwork to fill out the
blank space with ‘Lynn County”’ in the
County of Title Issuance form,” said
Willis.

Holiday weekend brings reports of
man waving gun, intoxicated minor

The New Year’s holiday weekend
saw police and sheriff’s officers busy
investigating several calls, including
reports of a man waving a gun as he
searched for his ex-girlfriend at two
local residences, an intoxicated minor,
and other calls, including one a from a
Wilson resident who called to say his
neighbor had stolen his ladder.

On New Year's Eve, Tahoka Police
responded to two separate calls about
6:40 p.m. from two separate resi-
dences, saying that a man had pulled
a gun on them. Five witnesses named
a 32-year-old Tahoka man as the sus-
pect who had approached them at
residences in the south part of Tahoka,
waving a handgun and even pgiating
it at their heads, as he demanded to
search for his ex-girlfriend.

Witnesses at the first residence in
the 900 block of Ave. E told police
that the man pulled out a black hand-
gun, cocked it, and began waving the
firearm around before returning to the
vehicle he was driving. The resident
also advised that the owner of the ve-
hicle that the suspect was driving was
also in the vehicle as a passenger, and
he had made reference to having a
handgun as well. The car’s owner is a

tion to choose where their transaction
is filed by selecting one of three op-
tions: (1) Your county of residence;
(2) County where the motor vehicle
is purchased; or (3) County where the
motor vehicle is encumbered by the
lienholder. The county entered in the
form will receive sales tax, title fees,
and other applicable state and local
fees collected at the time of title ap-
plication.

48-year-old Tahoka man.

-Asecond caller told police that the
same 32-year-old man arrived at their
residence in the 1200 block of South
6th, asking where his ex-girlfriend
was, and when they stated that they
had not seen her, he then produced a
handgun, pointing the weapon at each
of their heads as he entered the resi-
dence to look for the ex-girlfriend.

Police detained both suspects in
the vehicle, and the 32-year-old is fac
ing charges of six counts of aggravat
ed assault (five with a deadly weapon,
and one with a motor vehicle since one
victim told police that he had almost
been hit with the suspect’s vehicle as
he pulled up to his residence), and the
48-year-old man is facing charges of
three counts of aggravated assault
with a deadly wcaﬁ?m. The case is still
under investigation -

At approximately 2 a.m. on New
Year’s Day, police responded to the
2100 block of South Ist Street, after
caller complained of people arriving
and leaving an apartment and mak-
ing lots of noise, as well as banging
on vehicles in the parking lot. As the
officer approached the apartment, he
found two men exiting the residence,

of Lynn County already filled in on
the form. They can submit this form
to the car dealer when they purchase a
new vehicle.

“It is so very important that buyers
remember to have the sales tax sent to
Lynn County, as those funds rightly
benefit our county,” said Willis

She noted that if a buyer discovers
that their car dealer did not send the
sales tax to Lynn County even after
the buyer requested it, to come by her
office and pick up a complaint form
that the buyer can complete and send
to an enforcement division in Austin

“They will investigate the com-
plaint, and if the dealer is found to be
at fault they can be fined $2,000 — and
all of that fine comes directly to Lynn
County in lieu of the sales tax,” Willis
explained. “So please follow through
by checking to see if our office did
in fact receive the sales tax. State law
requires every licensed motor vehicle
dealer to apply for a certificate of title
and registration for a motor vehicle in
the county as directed by the buyer,”
she added.

COULD GIVE LESSONS in how to make simple tasks
difficult.

Then | made two. trips back home (about 2-mile round
trip) to get things | needed, including a portable compressor.

—-When | got back, this wouldn’t air it up, either, so | finally toek

the wheel off and then the compressor snapped the tire"‘;t"'o
whe rim and it aired up just fine. | could find no nails or holes
or reason for the tire to go flat in the first place.

After that | played about seven holes of golf, six of which

" were pretty bad. The tire stayed up.

That night | saw that the right front tire on my car was very
low, and after muttering a few discouraging words, | checked
it with my gauge and it had 14 pounds of pressure. My own
pressure was somewhat higher as | had to take the wheel
cover off to get to the valve stem.

A couple of weeks ago, | had the tires on my car rotated
and they told me the pressure was equalized at 30 pounds all
around. | checked the other tires.

USDA makes it easier to transfer land to the
next generation of farmers and ranchers

Agriculture Deputy Under
Secretary Lanon Baccam an-
nounced that beginning Jan. 9,
2017, the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) will offer
an early termination opportunity
for certain Conservdfion Reserve
Program (CRP) contracts, mak-
ing it easier to transfer pyoperty
to the next generation of farmers
and ranchers, including family
members. The land that is eligible
for the early termination is among

the least environmentally sensi-
tive land enrolled in CRP.

This change to the CRP pro-
gram is just one of mahy that
USDA ha$ implemented based on
recommendations from the Land
Tenure Advisory Subcommittee
formed by Agriculture Secretary
Tom Vilsack in 2015. The sub-
committee was asked to identify
ways the department could use or
modify its programs, regulations,
and practices to address the chal-
lenges of beginning farmers and
ranchers in their access to land,
capital and technical assistance.

“The average age of principal
farm operators is 58,” said Bac-
cam. “So, land tenure, succession
and estate planning, and access to
land is an increasingly importan{
issue for the future of agriculture
and a priority for USDA. Access
to land remains the biggest barrier
for beginning farmers and ranch-
ers. This announcement is part of
our efforts to address some of the
challenges with transitioning land
to beginning farmers.”
~ Baccam made the announce-
ment while touring the Joe Dunn
farm in Warren County, located in
central fowa near Carlisle. Dunn
is the father-in-law to lowa native
and former Marine Aaron White,
who with his wife, are prospective
candidates for the early termina-
tion program. Baccam was joined
by Farm Service Agency lowa
State Executive Riirector John
Whitaker when meeting with
Dunn and White.

“The chance to give young
farmers-a better opportunity to
succeed when starting a farming
career makes perfect sense,” said
Baccam. “There are Conservation
Reserve Program acres that are
rested and ready to be produc-
tive, an original goal of CRP. The
technical teams at USDA will tell
us which ones can terminate from
the program with little impact on
the overall conservation efforts.
When they do, we’ll be ready to
help beginning farmers like mili-
tary veteran Aaron White.”

Normally if a landowner ter-
minates a CRP contract early, they
are required to repay all previous
payments plus interest. The new
policy waives this repayment if
the land is transferred to a begin-
ning farmer or rancher through a
sale or lease with an option to buy.
With CRP enrollment close to the
Congressionally-mandated cap of
24 million acres, the early termi-
nation will also allow USDA to
enroll other land with higher con-
servation value elsewhere.

“Starting the next generation
of farmers and ranchers out with
conservation and stewardship in
mind is another important part
of this announcement,” Baccam
said. “The land coming out of
CRP will have priority enrollment
opportunities with USDA’s work-
ing lands conservation programs
through cooperation between the
Farm Service Agency and the
Natural Resources Conservation
Service.”

Acres terminated early from
CRP under these land tenure pro-
visions will be eligible for prior-
ity enrollment consideration into
the CRP Grasslands, if eligible;
or the Conservation Stewardship
Program or Environmental Qual-
ity Incentives Program, as deter-
mined by the Natural Resources
Conservation Service.

Details on the early termina-
tion opportunity will be available
starting on Jan. 9, 2017, at local
USDA service centers. For more
information about CRP and to
find out if your acreage is eligible
for early contract termination,
contact your local Farm Service
Agency (FSA) office.

Liftoﬁ! Sandhlll Cranes can be seen in many areas around Lynn County The Sandhill Crane ls a tall
gray bird of open grasslands, meadows, and wetlands, and congregates in huge numbers in migration,
feading on grains and seeds. The Sandhill Crane does not breed until it is two to seven years old, and can
live up to the age of 20. Mated pairs stay together year round, and migrate south as a group with their
offspring, according to information on the website, allaboutbirds.org.

We’ve been everywhere, man!
Tracking the Sandhill Cranes’

journey to the midwest

Sandhill cranes are a com-
mon site in Texas during the
winter months. But where do
they come from? And how far
do they fly during their migra-
tion? The birds have a large
migratory area, and-have been
tracked from the Muleshoe Na-
tional Wildlife area of Texas
through western Oklahoma,

Kansas, Nebraska, South Da-~

kota, and North Dakota or east-
ern Montana, to Saskatchewan;
Canada.

An organization called the
Crane Trust, in partnership with
researchers from Texas Jeoch
University, has deployed GPS
tracking devices on four Lesser
Sandhill Cranes (Grus canaden-
sis canadensis). The cranes were
fitted with the tracking devices
while at their winter grounds in
northwest Texas near Muleshoe
National Wildlife Refuge.

The Crane Trust is a non-
profit organization dedicated to
the protection and maintenance
of critical habitat for whooping
cranes, sandhill cranes and oth-
er migratory birds along the Big
Bend Region of the Platte River
Valley through sound. science,
habitat management, commu-
nity outreach and education.

“At the Crane Trust, we de-
termine what whooping cranes
and sandhill cranes need to
survive during their migra-
tions. Our research is focused
on answering questions about
crane habitat needs. Our scien-
tists have fit whooping cranes
with GPS telemetry devices and
are tracking the birds on their
5000-mile round-trip migra-
tion. This project is providing
new information about crane
habitat needs, and causes and
locations of mortality—data
that will help us create solutions
to conserve the species. Addi-
tionally, our researchers study
the abundance and distribution
of migrating sandhill cranes
as they “stage” on the Platte
River. This study helps us deter-
mine what habitat management
practices are most beneficial
to cranes,” explains the Crane
Trust website.

A Crane Trust blog provid-
ed interesting information about
the tracking of four cranes since
March 2015, as follows:

The tracking devices on the
Lesser Sandhill Cranes allow

lraci(ing of four cranes (Crane
#890 thru #893) on their entire
spring migration, as they travel
from their winter grounds in
Texas, through the Central Fly-
way, all the way up north.
Crane 890 Notes: Crane 890
left the area north of Muleshoe
National Wildlife Refuge, Tex-
as on March 12, 2015 at 11:58
heading northeast over the nar-

.. row west portion of Oklahoma.

At 16:47 the crane was flying
over west central Kansas at
29mph. Af 21:29 the crane had
a stopover in northern Kansas
near the central west border
of Kansas and Nebraska. The
stopover site was at Keith Sebe-
lius Lake near Norton, Kansas,
and south of Prairie Dog State
Park. March 13, 2015, crane 890
flew northeast and stopped in an
agriculture field at 07:05 to like-
ly feed. At 11:49, crane 890 was
flying over southern Nebraska
at 23mph. The crane then.spent
the night in southern Nebraska
at a pond or wetland in an ag-
riculture area east of HWY 283
and north of HWY 34. The next
morning, on March 14, 2015,
crane 890 foraged north of that
pond at 06:58. At 16:29, crane
890 landed on the North Platte
River by the town of North
Platte, Nebraska. It is still in
that area: The other three cranes
are currently in Texas.

April 8, 2015 Update: Crane
890 left the North Platte River
in Nebraska on April 4, 2015
spending the next day and night
in northwest South Dakota.
Crane 890 also continued on
through Montana and is now
residing in southern Saskatch-
ewan, Canada.

April 28, 2015 Update: All
four Lesser Sandhill Cranes
with tracking devices are cur-
rently in Saskatchewan, Cana-
da. Crane 892 and Crane 893
are remaining in the southwest
portion of the province within
30 miles of each other. Crane
891 and Crane 890 are remain-
ing in south central Saskatch-

. ewan also within 30 miles of

each other. They all took a

similar route from the Mule-
shoe National Wildlife area of
Texas through western Okla-
homa, Kansas, Nebraska, South
Dakota, and North Dakota or
eastern Montana.

March 7, 2016 Update:

All four
sandhill cranes
spent the winter in
northwest Texas, close
to where tracking devices
were first placed on the cranes’
legs one year ago. The four
tracked cranes are Slate (#893),
Indigo (#892), Olive (#891), and
Crimison (#890). Last year, Slate
and Indigo traveled through
Alaska, across the Bering Strait,
and into Siberia to establish a
nesting territory and to ‘spend
the summer. Then biologists
watched the migration in reverse
as they made their way down to
Texas for the winter. Slate, Ol-
ive, and Crimson spent most of
the winter near playas around
the Muleshoe National Wildlife
Refuge and Playa Lakes Wild-
life Management Area west of
Dimmitt, TX. However, Crim-
son also spent almost all of
January and part of February in
New Mexico on the Salt Lake at
Grulla National Wildlife Ref-
uge. Indigo spent much of the
winter further south than the
others;” near Red lake and sur-
rounding playas northwest of
Big Spring, TX.

As the migration season
progresses the Crane Trust will
continue to do aerial surveys to
estimate the number of sand-
hill cranes along the Big Bend
stretch of the Platte River, Ne-
braska.

The Crane Trust, Inc. was formed
in 1978 as part of a court-approved
settlement of a controversy over the
construction of Grayrocks Dam on
a tributary of the Platte River in
Wyoming. The state of Nebraska
and the National Wildlife Federa-
tion objected to the project, claim-
ing it would jeopardize irrigation
and wildlife downstream in Ne-
braska. The settlement satisfied re-
quirements of the Endangered Spe-
cies Act and allowed the Missouri
Basin Power Project, owners of
Grayrocks, to complete construc-
tion. The Crane Trust was funded
by a payment from the Missouri
Basin Power Project. The Trust is
administered by three trustees who
are appointed by the three partici-
pants in the settlement. The Crane
Trust hosts scientists and students

from all over the world, eager to

study cranes, migratory birds, wet-
lands, native prairie and progres-
sive land management practices.
These researchers are providing
cutting-edge solutions to issues af-
fecting cranes and other species.
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
