The G rea t Divide
Isaiah 55:8-9

W hen we picture Jesus as our bridge 
to God, it is natural to think about 

the things that separate us from the 
Father. Therefore, let's examine three 
metaphors that describe the barriers 
between us and almighty God.

First, we are separated by height. 
Scripture calls God the "Most High" and 
describes Him as "high and Kfted up" 
(Psalm 9:2; Isa. 6:1 ESV). He is above 
creation and unconstrained by gravity, 
time, or space. Furthermore, He declares, 
"For as the heavens are higher than the 
earth, so are My ways higher than your 
ways" (Isa. 55:9). Without question, God is 
above man.

Next, we are separated by distance. 
Moses experienced God through the 
burning bush, but even in that holy 
moment, the Lord warned him not to come 
too close (Ex. 3:5). Later, when the people 
of Israel built the temple and tabernacle, 
God warned them not to enter the Holy 
of Holies except for a single specific time 
each year, and then only one person was 
allowed to enter under strict conditions 
(Heb. 9:7). There is a distance between 
man and God that cannot be breached.

Third, we are separated by light and fire 
(1 John 1:5; Deut. 4:24). We know that 
staring into a giarit spotlight can cause 
blindness, and standing near a flame can 
burn our skin. In a similar way, if we were 
to stand in the presence of holy God, we 
would be consumed.

Why did Jesus come to us? The reason 
is that only the perfect, sinless Son of God 
could reach the Father, come close to Him, 
and stand in His presence. And, in Christ, 
we can share in that intimacy.

Lynn County Commission­
ers met in regular session at 9 
a.m. Monday, unanimously mov­
ing to adopt an 85-cent tax rate 
and approving the 2017-18 bud­
get in two separate motions. The 
tax rate is 4-cents lower than the 
current tax rate of 89-cents per 
$100 of property value.

Another motion was ap­
proved to set salaries, expenses 
and other allowances of all 
elected county and precinct of­
ficers, at the rates published in 
a notice of proposed salaries 
printed in the Aug. 31 edition of 
The Lynn County News.

In other business, monthly 
bills were approved, and com­
missioners approved an order 
setting compensation for the 
County Auditor at a salary of 
$19,683. Sheriff Abraham Vega 
presented a report, noting that 
the county jail currently held 43 
inmates, including 21 for Ector 
County, 11 for Dawson, and 11 
for Lynn County.

County Judge Mike Brad- 
dock led the meeting, with all 
four commissioners present 
including Larry Durham, Don 
Blair, John Hawthorne and Matt 
Woodley, as well as other coun­
ty officials.

about staying focused and not 
getting caught up in the distrac­
tions that come with homecoming 
week. I told them no one comes 
back to watch you lose the game. 
We have lots of wonderful and 
very fun activities planned, but 
our number one job is to give the 
people who come back a football 
team they can be proud of and do 
our best to win the game. I look 
forward to a great week and we 
hope to see you all here on Friday 
night,” said Overstreet.

Two Tahoka citizens got an 
upciose look at the scene left 
behind by Hurricane Harvey, 
as they were a part of the relief 
team sent from this region to as­
sist in the effort. Lynn County 
Hospital District EMTs John 
Baker and Johnna Alvarado 
spent nine days helping victims 
in the aftermath of the storm.

Baker is an EMT-P (Para­
medic), and EMS Director of 
Support Services for LCHD, 
and Alvarado is an EMT-B (Ba­
sic). The two took an LCHD 
ambulance and headed out on 
the second strike team from Re­
gion 1 to help with Hurricane 
Harvey relief, and were part of 
a team of eight ambulances and 
two command trucks.

The strike team was origi­
nally supposed to have been 
on a five-day deployment, but 
they ended up serving nine days 
when they were asked to stay 
longer. They spent the first three 
days stationed in San Antonio, 
helping to ferry hospital patients 
who had been temporarily relo­
cated during the storm to return 
back to their original hospitals. 
The next six days. Baker and 
Alvarado were stationed at the 
NRG Astrodome in Houston, 
serving in the ER center there, 
where thousands of evacuees 
were sheltered. They treated, 
and transported, hundreds of 
people during their time there, 
working long hours to serve 
those affected by the storm.

“Our team was commended 
by the regional command center 
stationed at the NRG Astro­
dome in Houston,” said Kathy 
Grant, Public Relations Officer 
at LCHD.

Baker said they stayed in

tent cities set up for relief work­
ers, and were treated very well 
while they were there.

“They had these huge, mas­
sive tents that were filled wall to 
wall with cots, and that’s where 
we stayed. But we were treated 
very well, and the food was 
awesome, from food trucks that 
were serving the workers,” said 
Baker.

“We feel very fortunate, 
and blessed, to have been able 
to serve in this relief effort,” he 
added. “I would go back in a 
heartbeat to do it again.”

zones. School bus operators also are 
prohibited from using cell phones 
while driving if children are present.

Littlefield bought up the 
west stands a few hours after 
tickets went on sale there Mon­
day, and called for more tickets, 
wherein the portable bleachers 
were arranged for.

Tahoka was declared cham­
pion of District 5-AA last Fri­
day night by reason of its defeat 
of Spur here 26-22.

Although Abernathy Ante­
lopes claim a share of the crown 
by reason of Post playing Taho­
ka to a 13-13 tie (which would 
have been declared a game lost 
by Tahoka on the penetration 
rule in case such was neces­
sary to determine a champion); 
however under Interscholastic 
League rules such case is not 
necessary since Tahoka defeat­
ed Abernathy 26-18.

(HJR2I)

HJR 21 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would permit the 
Texas legislature to expand the cir­
cumstances under which a partially 
disabled veteran or their spouse may 
qualify for an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of part o f the mar­
ket value of the veteran’s residence 
homestead. Currently, the Texas leg­

Proposition Number 7 
(H JR 37)

H JR 37 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would allow the 
Texas legislature to make an excep­
tion to the law regarding the award 
of certain prizes. Currently, the Tex­
as Constitution requites the Texas 
legislature to pass laws prohibiting 
lotteries, raffles, and other programs 
where the award o f gifts is based 
on luck or chance. The proposed 
amendment would make an excep­
tion to this general rule to allow the 
Texas legislature to authorize credit 
unions and other financial institu­
tions to institute programs which, 
in order to encourage savings, 
would award prizes based on luck or 
chance to the credit union’s or finan­
cial institution’s customers.

The proposed amendment would 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“The coBstitutloBal amcadment 
rclatiag to legislative aathority 
to permit credit aaioas and oth­
er fiaancial iastitatioDs to award 
prizes by lot to promote saviags.”
