A city wide clean-up of the
town is underway., Mayor W, B,
LeVeque signed a proclamation
declaring this week as “Clean-

2.15 cents per kwh for the
next 900 kwh used each month,

1,70 cents per kwh for all
additional kwh usedeach month,

The 1.70 cents bottom step
on the rate schedule for re-
gular residential service is the
lowest rate for this type of
service the company has ever
offered, This additional block
recognizes the trend toward
increased use of electric ser-
vice in modern day living and
offers to the customer the bene-
fits accruing to the company
when it is able to utilize lar-
ger, more efficient equipment,

The new commercial rates
call for the following schedule:

6,50 cents per kwh for the
first 100 kwh used each month,

4,20 cents per kwh for the
next 900 kwh used each month,

2.15 cents per kwh for the
next 6000 kwh used each month,

1.30 cents per kwh for the
next 6000 kwh used each month,

.80 cents (eight-tenths of one
per cent) per kwh for all addi-
tional kwh used each month,

When the commercial cus-
tomer’s demand (the number of
kilowatts the company must
have available to serve his
load) exceeds 10 kw, then the
4.20 cents block of the rate
will be extended 38 kwh for
each kwh of demand above 10
kw, The demand feature of
the rate affects only a small
percentage of the commercial
customers,

SPACE PROGRAM

This year has seen a con-
siderable discussion about the
objectives and management of
our Space Program. Thetragic
accident, in late January, in
which Astronauts Grissom,
White and Chaffee died in an
Apollo ground test, coupled with
the deficit-spending situation
brought on by irresponsible fed-
eral fiscal managers, has ser-
ved to rekindle vocal opposition
to our space efforts,

I am not in sympathy with
these space skeptics, because
I believe very strongly in the
value of space exploration to
the continued growth and sur-
vival of the United States, And,
although I have long advocated
a close look at government
spending with the aim of el-
iminating all non-essential ex-
penditures, I have not felt--
as some of my colleagues have
--that our space programs
should be a primary target
for drastic cuts,

Not only would abandonment
or curtailment of our space
program make a mockery of
individual sacrifices made by
men like Grissom, White and
Chaffee; but it would also short-
change this nation scientifically
and militarily,

As you know, we have a two-
sided space program-- with
military uses developed by the
Department of Defense and
peaceful uses developed by
NASA Of course, there is
much overlap because equip-
ment--a camera, for example-
developed by NASA may turn
out to be valuable in satisfying
Defense requirements, In
addition, and equally important,
there is free interchange of
technical information, manage-
ment methods, and even people
between NASA and the Defense
Department,

As a member of the Armed
Services Committee here inthe
Senate, and being concerned
about the military posture of
the United States, [ am 2spec-
ially interested in assuring that
the United States has the ability
to operate effective defense
units in outer space,

As a matter of fact, there
is strong reason for believing
that observation from space
is the most significant develop-
ment in man’'s space ex-
perience, Historians may look
back and agree that observation
satellites are among the most

can tell us how many missles

an enemy has, They can ‘‘see’’
from orbital altitudes of some
200 miles, objects as small as
garbage can lids, By 1970 we

can expect to be able to liter-
ally “look into”’ the ocean,
obviously a big advantage to
the fishing industry -- and to
the detection of enemy sub-
marines. In fact, it is difficult
to imagine a technical develop-
ment with more military impor-
tance than the ability to see into
the oceans.

One of the more significant
space surprises of recent years
is that a comparison of “‘photo-
graphs’’ made in several dif-
ferent parts of the electro-
magnetic spectrum yields far
more information about the sit-
uation on the ground than any
single camera ever would, The
ordinary camera shows small
objects, but other sensors, such
as infrared, complement our
knowledge by showing tempera-
ture, reflectivity, and color of
the objects, Altogether these
“photos’’ reveal a truly as-
tounding amount of information;
the type of construction mater-
jals in buildings and water
content of soils, location of
missle silos withgrass growing
over the top, the health of plants,
porosity of rock, and the con-
tamination of water.

Another key development for
tomorrow is the ability to
transmit large quantities of in-
formation rapidly tothe ground,
In military operations today,
film must be ejected from the
satellite in a small reentry
vehicle which in turn must be
retrieved by aircraft, An ob-
vious objective is todrastically
shorten this operation by put-
ting equipment in the satellite
to transmit the ‘“photos’’ to the
ground as soon as they are
taken, The Air Force’s first
attempts at such a system will
probably be made with the Man-
ned Orbiting Laboratory which
has received a substantial in-
crease in support this year, but
will still not fly until 1969,

Orbital space stations, such
as the Manned Laboratory, will
provide far more information
about the earth and man’'s acti-
vities on earththan we have ever
known before, The basic value
of this mass of satellite infor-
mation is that it will take the
guesswork out of many of man’s
most important activities, This
capability will be worth billions
of dollars as it stimulates more
efficient use of resources
everywhere on earth,

Militarily, equally ambitious
hopes seem to be in order,
Within a decade, it should be
possible to keep an accurate
record of not only the inventory
but the disposition of all the
military forces of all nations,
with this record updated several
times a day,

Through the benefits I have
just outlined, both military and
commercial, our expenditures
for space explorationare paying

Governor Connallytold a con-
ference on regional planning
and development that the U, S,
Army Corps of Engineers wants
the state to guarantee release

A head-on clash between the
state and federal government
arose over a contract for the
Cooper Dam and Reservoir in
Northeast Texas, Corps of
Engineers demanded “that the®
state allocate 63,370 acre feet
of water a year from Lake Tex-
arkana to control Red River
pollution,

At the time the contract was
signed, Texas Water Develop-
ment Board informed President
Johnson that the state faces po-
tential permanent loss of 192,
000 acre feet from the Red
River area below Lake Texoma
and possible ultimate loss of
1,500,000 to 2,000,000 acre feet
from all Texas waters to fed-
eral jurisdiction if the Corps
policy stands, Board claimed
the policy would further inval-
idate any planned major re-
distribution of the state’s sur-
face water supply proposed in

“From the experience of the
membership’’ electronic sur-
veillance ‘““devices are nec-
essary, useful and effective in-
vestigative weapons particu-
larly where organized crime
cases are concerned,” The
Association’s statement called
the Republican - sponsored
Electronic Surveillance Con-
trol Act of 1967 “a major step’’
in the war on organized crime.

In a related matter, Rep.
Louis C, Wyman (R, -N.H.),
also a Crime Task Force mem-
ber, told the House that the
National Association of States

Employees

A leader in the state’s effort
to increase employment oppor -
tunities for the handicapped de-
clared this week that there is
no provision in Texas’ work-
men’s compensation insurance
policies or rates that penalizes
an employer for hiring handi-
capped workers,

‘““Many employers have been
misinformed by scuttlebutt ru-
mors which float around even
though they have no basis In
fact,”” Laurence Melton of Dal-
las, chairman of the Governor’s
Committee for Employment of
the Handicapped, explained,

The veteran champion of the
cause of the handicapped work-
ers explained that an em-
ployer’s workmen’'s compensa-

tion insurance rates are deter- fro
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mined by two factors: the rel-
ative hazards in the company’s

work and its accident experi-
ence

“Rate determinations are not
affected by the physical con-
dition of the workers hired by

the employer unless the handi-

capped worker is placed on
a job in which his handicap
increases the risk of injury,”
Melton pointed out,

ed October 1 through 7.

The Texas-New MexicoSugar
Beet Growars Association, Inc,
was advised last :h.elk9g7m the
first ment for the crop
of be":ti will be 90% of the
actual realized net selling price
for the 1966 crop.

Jay Boston, Presidant of the
Assoclation, states that the re-
lationship with Holly Sugar Cor~
poration officials is presently
one of working for the mctual
interest of its growers and the
factory. This cooperation be-
tween the two is essential and
affords mzans for progress of
both, Mr, Boston states.

The processor has further
agreed that the first payment
for the 1968 beet crop, wnen
harvested, will be based on
90% of the final realized net
sales price of the sugar pro-
cessed from the 1967 crop.

Since the net selling price
of the sugar from the 1966
beet crop now being sold is
considerably higher than the
net selling price of the sugar
from the 1965 crop, we can
expect the first payment on
the 1967 beets to be harvested
to be considerably higher than
the first payment for the 1966
