Danger of atom bombardment of 
our great cities and industrial cen­
ter.? by long-range stratosphere 
rockets may be considerably les­
sened if Army Air Forces efforts 
to “ track" captured German V-2’s 
by the uses of "moon radar’ ’ and 
other devices are successful In ex­
periments to be held this summer.
Lieutenant ColonM Robert L. Har­
dy, Commanding Officer of West 
Texas US Army Recruiting Dis­
trict, has stated.

In the desert setting of White 
Sands proving ground. New Mex­
ico. the AAF will pit its “ radar 
brains’ ’ against the V-2's. These 
rockets will be sent streaming 90 
miles Into the stratosphere by Ar­
my Ordnance; and the AAF, In co­
operation with the Signal Corps, 
will attempt to plot their course 
from the moment of discharge to 
the ntoment o f bnapet.

H. S. STUDENT THINKINC

High school students says that 
the family exerts the strongest in­
fluence on their thinking. Second 
strongest Influence is magazines 
and newspapers. These facts are 
revealed in the latest survey of the 
Institute o f Student Opinion, a 
national polling organization com ­
posed o f 1SS5 high school newspa­
pers and sponsored by Scholastic 
Mauzines.

■iTie survey question, voted upon 
by 101,548 high school student* 
and the percentage results, are as 
follows;

“ In your opinion, which of the 
following influences your thinking 
to the greatest extent?’’

Parents and other members of 
my family (38‘7<>: my school tea­
chers (5% ); my close friends 
(11.59L); community and .student 
opinion (7% ): magazines and 
newspapers (179L); radio (10 .5^); 
movies (3'7,)-, school books (1^5): 
church (59 /); don’t know (3^ ).

After the poll had been taken, 
high school newspaper editors and 
reporters interviewed more than 
S.OOo student \'oters as to the rea­
sons for their choices. According to 
the interviews, the largest number 
named their families as the great­
est inlluence on their thinking, be. 
opinion ( H): magazines and 
cau.se of home discussions and the 
advantage of different points of 
view. Others said they respected 
their parents’ judgment most.

Typical of the reasons given foi 
choosing magazines and newspa­
pers. as the greatest single influ­
ence on the thinking of youth, are

“ Magazines and newspapers us­
ually present both sides of a ques­
tion and I can choose for myself 

1 Tht>y give me a chance to examine 
■ an idea critically."
I "It’s there and you read it for 
I what it's worth— if a point is miss- 
j ed. you can read it again.”

Representative reason given by 
those who named their close 
friends as the strongest influence 
on their thinking:

“ We're of the same generation, j 
Everything my friends do, we do 
together. We even think togethei "  I 

Those who named radio said  ̂
they liked to listen to commenta- I 
tors and news broadcasts. Com - i 
munity and student opinion was 
rated first by some because, as| 
they frankly admitted, they like 
to follow along with the crowd. |
