Texas electric power consump­
tion, on the upward path since,the* 
1945 reconversion slump, showed 
the first signs of leveling off in 
March as consumption dropped 3 
per cent for the month. The Un­
iversity of Texas Bureau of Bus­
iness Research at Austin revealed 

February marked the high 
point for electric power consump­
tion since October, 1945.

The Bureau's seasonally-adjust­
ed index stood at 263.9 at the 
close of March, which means that 
it remains at more than 269 per 
cent of prewar consumption when 
the index averaged 100 for the 
years 1935 to 1939.

Consumption in March, total­
ing 455,694.000 kilowatt hours, re­
mained 13 per cent above the 
March 1946 level.

Industrial consumption account­
ed for 225,270,000 kilowatt hours 
to remain steady for the month, 
rising 11 per cent above the March 
1946 mark. The Bureau's index 
of industrial consumption dropped 

jX'r cent for the month.

A number of cooperators of the 
Wichita Brazos Soil Consen’ation 
District have planted hairy vetch 
on a trial basis, however most of 
it was planted too late to get the 
maximum soli benefit and seed 
crop. It is believed by most of 
the cooperators to be a much 
needed soil improving crop for 
thi.s section of the country.

Even the late planted vetch _is 
nearing the bloom stage, and sam­
ples taken in the field indicate 
that it is adding some nitrogen 
to the soil.

L. B. White of Rochester re­
ports that last year he planted 65 
acres of hairy vetch and rye. It 
was too dry to do \ery good and 
was about knee high when he 
plowed it under. This year Mr. 
White says, “ It is agood pasture, 
in tact, the best ever grazed."

program had exhausted all al­
lowances.

This brought to 227,000 the to­
tal number who have left the un­
employment rolls by exhausting 
their entitlement.

The number of veterans claim­
ing allowances while self-em­
ployed and making less than $100 
per month increased substantially 
during the winter months from 
157,000 last November to 242.000 
in March, last month reported.

About 85 per cent of these 
claimants are engaged in agricul­

ture. VA said the increase may 
be traced to the low income de­
rived from farm operations in 
winter, and to new veterans en­
tering agriculture in late winter 
and early spring. Nearly 100,000
