Of the 1P9 Texas fire deaths ( 
for the first five months this 
year, including only the first 
pait of May, 38 of the deaths 
have been children under 15 
years old.

Stating that gasoline has been 
responsible for the greatest num- 
cr of child deaths by a large 

margin. Hall urged that parents 
ever allow gasoline on their 

premises. Of the 38 fire deaths. 
11 have been caused by ga.soline.

Q -I am going to be trained 

under Public Law 16 and would 
like to know if I can borrow 
money from Veterans .\dmini-

.•V—Yes. Loans from a revol­
ving fund, provided by Congress, 
not exceeding SIDO in any case, 
may be made to trainees com- 
me;.fng or undertaking voca­
tional rehabilitation.

Q — Is it true that if I secure 
a guaranteed loan V.'X will pa.v 
part of the loan without cost to 
me'

A. — Veterans .Administration 
would pay to the lender, for 
credit to .vour account an amount 
equal to four per cent of the 
guaranteed piortion of the loan. 
For example, if the guaranteed 
portion of your loan should be 
$2,000, the lender would receive 
$80 from VA to credit to your 
dept and you would not have to 
repay this amount.

Q.—Can I. a veteran of World 
War II. get a guaranteed loan 
to go into ony type of business I 
want?

A.—Yes, you are permitted to 
get a guaranteed loan for any 
type of legitimate business on
