Used to be, Texas farmers had

this choice—they could grow
wheat that gave high vields, or
they could grow wheat that had*
good baking quality !

several varieties, all of which

have both yields and good baking
qualities, E. A. Miller, extension
agronomist for the Texas A&M
College, has pointed out

The new varielies were de-
veloped by the Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station and

private plant breeders. ;
Most Texas wheat is used by
commercial bakeries, and they

demand flour that will make the
kind of bread their customers
want.

In past years, Texasa had
good reputation for growing fine
quality wheat that was in de-
mand because it was nearly all
of good baking qualities. Then
other states began shiping in low
quality wheat, and Texas lost
reputation. As a result, northern
mills cornered the market on
high quality baking wheat and
shipped it into Texas.

But Texas wheat growers want
it the other way around so they
can make the money—not the
northern mills. And it looks like
this is what's going to happen,
according to a recent wheat sur-
vey.

In the main wheat areas of
Texas, Westar and Commanche
recommended for the bakers and
Wichita and Triumph for family
trade flour. Tenmarq and Tur-
key are good baking varieties,
but not as high yielders as Wes-

tar and Commanche. So they
are being replaced by these
latter varieties, says Miller
