A remarkable record has been 

made by the Eleventh Court of 
Civil Appeals, which sits in Elast- 
land during the period that Chief 
Justice Clyde Grissom and As­
sociate Justice Milburn Long 
have served together.

There have been only three 
reversals by the State Supreme 
Court on the many decisions 
handed down by the EUistland 
court in the four years that the 
two justices have been on the 
appellate bench together. Unusual 
points of law and large amounts 
have been involv’ed in some of 
the important litigation which 
the court has decided. Therse has 
been a great variety of cases be­
cause of the diversity of activities 
—oil, livestock, agriculture. In­
dustry and business—in the 23 
counties comprising the district. 
Also, the court has passed upon 
numerous cases transferred from 
other parents of the State.

The third member of the court 
at pre.sent is Justice Courtney 
Gray of Brownwood who will 
soon be succeeded by the newly- 
elected member. District Judge 
Cecil Collings of Big Spring.

Most recent case of general in­
terest decided by the court was 
an election contest from Brown 
County. While neither of the re­
cent candidates for the Democra­
tic nomination for the United 
States Senate was a party, the 
effect of the court’s decision was 
to give Lyndon B. Johnson n net 
gain of more than 400 votes.

The 
famiy moved to Haskell two 
years later, where he attended 
public schools. He received his 
B.A. degree from T.C.U. and his 
law degree from the University 
of Texas. He workM as night 
watchman in the State treasury 
while attending the State Uni­
versity. His law degree was a- 
warded while he was serving In 
the army, as a private, in World 
War I. He practiced law a year 
in Fort Worth, then went to Has­
kell, was elected county attor­
ney in 1923, resigned three years 
later to join a leading law firm 
in Wichita Falls.

A year later, Grissom return­
ed to Haskell and, soon after­
ward was appointed district at­
torney by Gov. Dan Moody, who 
in .January 1931, named him dis­
trict judge. Then in May, 1935, 
Gov. Allred appointed Grissom to 
the Court of <?i%'il Appeals.

The most celebrated case in 
which Grissom participated while 
practicing law was a murder case 
originating in Wichita Falls, 
where a man and his wife were 
accused of the slaying of their 
young son-in-law. After the hus­
band, who had been mayor of 
Wichita Fails had been tried 
in that city and given three years, 
his wife’s case was transferred to 
Haskell and there Grissom and 
Allred, then a district attorney, 
prosecuted and the jury brought

It’s the peach tree borer gain. 
He does an awful lot of damage, 
but it doesn’t take much to stop 
him before he gets started. And 
this is the time of the year he I 
starts working, says C. A. King,! 
associate extension entomologist 
of Texas A&M College.

Just clear the grass and weeds 
from around the tree trunk and 
build the ground level up a lit­
tle. Pour one-half pint of diluted 
ethylene dichloride emulsion on 
the' ground around the mature 
bearing trees. For the younger 
trees just 2 to 4 years old, use 
only one-fourth of n pint, and 
cover the liquid with a few 
shoveLsful of dirt.

You’ll find directions for di­
luting this stock solution on the 
manufacturer’s container. And 
the material may be applied ary 
time after the leaves shed in the 
fall until early April if the 
temiierature is above 45 degree? 
and the ground is not too wet.

An other good control of the 
peach tree borer is paradi’ ’’ loro- 
benzene crystals. Just break the 
soil crust from 15 to 18 inches 
around the tree and cear out the 
grass and weeds. Then sprinke 
the crystals in a circle around 
the tree about two inches from 
the base. One ounce is enough 
for mature trees, but sometimes 
one and a half ounces is needed 
for extra large trees. For trees 
3 to 5 years old use three- 
fourths of an ounce, and for the 
younger trees sprinkle around 
about one-half ounce.

Cover the crystals over with 
soil as soon as they have been 
sprinkled around, and pack the 
dirt wit ha shovel. The best 
time of year to apply these crys­
tals is between Oct. 20 and 
Nov. 15.

After about six weeks, tear 
down the mound of earth and 
remove the crystals, says King.

Either the ethylene dichloridr 
or the paradichlorobenzene crys­
tals will give a good control of 
the poach tree borer.-------------8----  -

The economists look for a decline 
in refiners’ production of mo­
lasses and cane syrup from 
both domestic and Cuban sup­
plies. Likewise, corn syrup pro­
duction. which reached an all- 
time high last year, will be 
down to almost half as much 
this year.

So. for sweets of all types, it’s 
a pretty spotty picture. But 
there’s enough sugar in sight to 
keep orices to household and in­
dustrial u.sers very near the pres­
ent levels for the months ahead, 
sa.vs Bates.
