Conner Cites Need
Of Support For
March of Dimes

The Haskell Lions Club, in
their regular weekly meeting on
Tuesday, heard State Represen-
tative Chas. M. Conner, local
business man and farmer, and
recently appointed Haskell coun-
ty March of Dimes chairman
for Infantile Paralysis, tell of the
great need for public support of
the 1949 March of Dimes cam-
paign that is scheduled for early
January.

Citing an
example, the case of Haskell
county which has three cases in
an Abilene hospital that are be-
ing cared for by the National
Foundation at a cost of more
than $60 per day.

The Haskell County Chapter
had on hand $1,350 January 1,
1948, which was readily exhaust-
ed on the three cases” now under
treatment. At the present, $2.675
has been received from the Na-
tional Foundation to care for the
cases and a request for further
aid to Dec. 31 this year of $3,685
has been sent National Head-
quarters and when received will
total more than $7.700 expended
on the Haskell county cases to
that date. The cases will remain
in the Abilene hospital an inde-
finite time and the county will
necessarily depend on National
Headquarters for asistanct.

A campaign for larger initial
gifts will precede the regular
March of Dimes campaign and
Mr Conner urged that all civie
and service groups join in ma-
king the 1949 campaign the lar-
gest Haskell county ever con-
ducted. The local Lion's Club
voted its full cooperation to the
program.

Electric Roaster Is

Useful Addition
In Kitchen

“An electric roaster is a useful
addition to the kitchen, and need
not be considered a substitute
for the range,” Miss Louise New-
man, county Home Demonstration
Agent, says. “A roaster may be
too small for convenient general
family cooking, except in emer-
gencies, but it is very useful
whenever you are preparing
meals for a large group or when-
ever the range is crowded.”

The U. S. Department of Agri-
culture has had many queries re-
garding the use of the electric
roaster, Miss ¥Newman says, and
in answer, the specialists have
several suggetions which will
put the electric roaster to the
best use.

Many farm families. they say,
use a roaster for summer cook-
ing, when wood or coal ranges
make the kitchen uncomfortably
hot. A roaster can cook a whole
meal for a small family. and
apartment dwellers will find a
roaster plus a hot plate will do the
cooking very satisfactorily.

Two important advantages of
the appliance are the ease with
which it can be moved and the
fact that it can be plugged intq
any outlet. It can be moved from
the kitchen to the reacreation
room, for instance, or used in
community halls for special oc-
casions.

It's a good idea to have a con-
venient spot in the kitchen for
the roaster, preferably a stand
or table of comfortable height
near an electric outlet. where it
can be kept, Miss Newman con-
cludes. It's a nuisance to have
%o lift it out of a cabinet or cup-
board each time it is to be used.

State Phy:;fcian_Tells
Of Dangers From
Gas Fumes

With the advent of cold weath-
er each vear in this State, sever-
al deaths are usually reported.
resulting from asphyxiation by
gas fumes in improperly venti-
Jated homes or sleeping quarters.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health
Officer, has issued a warning in
this respect, emphasizing that it
is never safe to sleep in a tightly
| closed room with a gas fire burn-
|ing. Even if there are no gas
| leaks, the air soon becomes viti-
ated and unfit to breathe.

When occupying a room in
which gas is burning, be sure al-
ways to have at least one window
or door open, to admit fresh air
Dr Cox said. If the weather is
too cold to permit leaving an
open window in the room occu-
pied, then play safe by opening
a door into an adjoing room,
where a window can be opened.

Dr. Cox said he was prompted
to issue this warning early in the
season because of the fact that
thousands of new residents in
the State save come from dis-
tricts where they have been used
te burning coal, wood or oil, and
they do not know the dangers
of gas fumes in improperly venti-
lated homes.

Occupying a room heated by
an open gas flame, and at the
same time keeping the room
tightly closed, may prove dis-
astrous the very first time it is
tried, Dr. Cox said. It is better
not to risk it even one time. Al-
v-avs be sure that your room has
plenty of fresh air, but make
doubly sure when you have a
| gas fire burning.

Sportsmen Warned
To Guard Against
Tuleremia Fever

Tuleremia, or “rabbit fever,”
is transmitted to human beings
through the careless handling of
wild rabbits, and ' according to
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health
Officer, every wild rabbit should
be handled with extreme care
from the time he is bagged, un-
til he is placed on the table.

If a rabbit is diseased, careless
handling can cause tulermia. This
serious disease is transmitted
from rabbits to human Dbeings,
usually through direct contact
with the infected animal or with
objects contaminated by the
meat of fur, Dr. Cox said. Each
year many persons contract tu-
leremia because they fail to use
proper precautions in the hand-
ling of the rabbits which are
killed for food.

Dr. Cox said that one of the
first precautions recommended
is to shoot only the healthy rab-
bits with enough energy to run
away from the hunter as he ap-
proaches. A listless rabbit that
fails to run is probably sick, and
should not be taken by the hunt-
er.

A second important safeguard
is for the hunter or the house-
wife to use rubber gloves in
cleaning and preparing the rab-
bit for cooking. The gloves should
be sterilized after using ,and the
refuse and paper that has touch-
ed the rabbit should be burned.
Hands should be washed after
the meat has been set to cook.

Adequate cooking is a final
safeguard that should be obser-
ved at all times. To destroy any
germs that may be present, the
meat should be cooked at boil-
ing temperature for at least 20
minutes, regardless of whether it
is to be fried or baked later.

By observing these safety
rules, Texans may enjey their
rabbit hunts and rabbit dinners
without fear of tulermia.

We urge
quick action be taken to learn
more about this disease by the
Bureau of Animal Husbandry and
the State Livestock Sanitary
Commission and that immediate
steps be taken to control and
stamp out. if possible,

We urge the American Farm
Bureau Federation and the Texas
Farm Bureau Federation to pro-
mote an educational program on
the handling of livestock on the
farm, in transit to market and at
local auction sales, to reduce the
loss to farmers and ranchers due
to cuts and bruises from imgpro-
per handling of livestock.

Cotton

We urge the Texas Agricul-
tural Experiment Station to seek
to develop varieties of cotton and
other crops adapted to the var-
ious producing areas of Texas.

Weed Control
CNo—FSeeFw bmbm bm bmmm
We recommend that a law be
passed whereby a ccunty could
vote itself into a Weed Control
County to control bindweed, by
a majority vote of land owners
under the jurisdiction of the
County Commissioners Court,
and that all Bindweeds be con-
trolled on all County, State,
and Federal roads, Railroad
right-of-ways, and all farm land
adjacent to, or otherwise in the
county, each owner to be res-
ponsible to the court in such dis-
trict.

Pest Control

ample funds be appropriated by
the state for this purpose.

Since Chlordane, Toxiphene
and Benzene-Hezachloride are
doing a better job of controlling
grasshoppers than “Bait” we
recommend that the Bureau of
Entomology and Plant quart_ine
use the money that is now ‘bemn
spent on “Bait” for furnishing
the above mentioned poisons tc
farmiers. in place of “Bait.”
