Observance of the first Nation 
al Children’s Dental Health Day 
on Feb. 7th has been aproved and 
commended to Texans by an Of 
ficial Memorandum signed by 
Gov. Beauford Jester.

The dental health of children is 
of prime importance to their gen> 
eral well-being, and Dr. Geo. W, 
Cox, State Health Officer, says 
that every child should be under 
the regular care of a competent 
dentist from the time he is 30 
months of age.

Much can he done in the way of 
tooth decay prevention by den­
tists of today. Dr. Cox said, and 
studies are imder way at preaent 
which may lead to still further 
advances in the control of dental 
cares. Two Texas cities with al­
most identical fluorine content in 
their city water supplies are be 
ing used in one experiment. So­
dium fluoride is being added to 
the supply of one city, and the 
results in the reduction of dental 
cates checked against that of the 
city whose water supply is not 
treated.

This experiment has been in 
progre^ only 29 months and it is 
tbo[ early to .establish a postive 
evaluation, 'but thp results check­
ed so far have remonstrated a de­
cided tendency to a reduction in 
the city where sodium fluoride Is 
added to their drinking water.

Farly training of children in 
good dental hygiene Will ma­
terially aid them in keeping their 
teeth and gums in good condi­
tion, and their regularly visits to 
the dentist wil lenable him to 
make any correction as soon as 
thev are needed.

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Nature droped a coating of ice 
over two-thirds or more of the 
state recently—at least once, any­
way.

This chilly pastime of Old Man 
Winter has literally put many of 
the trees and shrubs in cold stor­
age. And a cloak of ice usually 
does more harm than good to our 
ornamental plants used in land­
scaping home ynr ds and lawns.

First aid is generally necessary 
for these thousands of shrubs 
damaged by ice stonns if these 
plantings are to regain their na 
tural shape and beauty. Broken, 
split and bent brandies and 
wounds need a different treat­
ment Where the weight of ice 
has caused branches to break sev­
eral feet from the trunk, pruning 
will help. Remove the hanging

limb where it has broken off, 
then select a side branch between 
the break and the tree trunk. Cut 
off the limb at this point. Foiiow 
up by pruning to reshape the 
plant.

F. W. Martin, County Agent, 
says that badly split branches 
won’t grow back and heal over 
even though they are Ued in 
place. Such milit limbe diould be 
removed at the trunk, leaving no 
stub at all. It’s usually safer to 
prune off the split branches, and 
all the splintered and rough 
erges should be smoother off be­
fore a wound paint is applied.

White or orange shellac makes 
good wound paint. Or you may 
make a mixture of your own if 
you desire. Here’s how. Heat 8 
parts (by weight) of resin, and 3 
parts of boUed linseed oil. Paint 
this mixture on to the bark ring 
and hardwood area.

Branches that are merely bent 
over by the weight of the ice do 
not need quite as much care. 
’They may be pulled back into 
place and held with strips of gun­
ny sacks or cloth. It is advisable 
not to use wire and hard strings, 
as they may cut and injure the 
limbs. By the time the cloth rots 
away, the tree limbs ought to 
be growing back in their original 
to put out some fruit trees, 
need to cut part ot the bent Hmh 
away.

Ornamentals such as the arbor- 
vitaes which have been disfig­
ured by the weight of ioe may 
be sheered. However, they can 
usually be bent back into their or­
iginal shape.

In selecting fruit trees, the 
ess should be bought from a 

reliable nursery which will in­
sure that the tree is vigorous aitd 
frees from disease.

As soc« as the fruit trees ar­
rive from the nursery they 
should be set out if jxwsible. If, 
however, it is not possible to set 
the mout, they shoiild be “Heeled 
in’’ by digging a trendt suf­
ficiently wide and deep to cover 
roots good. It would probably be 
advisable to water roots at this 
time also.

The trees should be cut back 
at the time of planting to more 
nearly balance the rots and the 
tops. Small trees, 12 to 14 inches 
in height do not need to be 
pruned when planted. Medium to 
large peach and pliun trees 
should be cut backto 18 to 20 
inches, while pears should be 
cut bade to about 30 inches.

In setting out the trees make 
the holes large enough so that 
all the roots will fit in without 
being bent, and do not set the 
tree any lower in the ground than 
it was when it came out of the 
nursery. After setting the tree in 
the hole it is a good idea to water 
the tree good and get the soil 
v/orked in firmly aroung the 
roots.

Proper Start Means 
Most in Having 
^Bigger* Garden

Bi.gger than the neighbor’s. 
Th.'tt'.': the ambition tf e\ery 
home gardr lor. Everybody who 
grows vegetables for the family 
table wants to be able to boast 
the biggest—both in size and yield 
— in the neighborhood.

In order to do this, F. W. 
Martin, County Agent, suggests 
getting a big start with even the 
smallest sed. This calls for seed 
treatment and innoculation. From 
the standpoint of the home gar­
dener, the easiest way to treat 
the seed is to get a packet of 
seed disinfectant from the local 
seed store. Then tear the top of 
the seed packet off, and sprinkle 
a small amount of the disinfec­
tant dust inside. Then, all you 
have to do is shake the packet 
well. Make sure the shaking is 
thorough enough to cover every 
seed in the packet.

It is best to plant the treated 
seed right away. Seed treatment 
not only destroys certain seed- 
home diseases, but also helps a- 
long the process of germination. 
There are certain fungus molds 
that often damage seed at the 
time of germination, and seed 
treatment gives a higher per­
centage of vigorous plants at the 
soil surface.

Innoculation of legume seed 
stimulates early growth because 
of certain bacteria in the soil. So, 
when you plant English peas in 
the next few weeks, Martin sug­
gests, trying this innoculation 
process to get an early start. La­
ter in the season you might also 
innoculate your early plantings 
of beans, as well as the black- 
eyed peas or purple hulls and 
cream peas.

’The innoculation and seed

treatment supplies are available 
at the local feed store.

These are a couple of ways to 
get ahead of your neighbors’ in 
-rowing biger and tastier vege- 
t ibles. If you start now, you’ll 
have a good chance to get the 
jump on them.
