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Representative Bill Clayton Speaks on Liquor Issue

By Bill Clayton

The Liquor Laws StudyCom-
mittee held its first meeting
in Austin last Saturday and
scheduled another meeting for
February 26 to begin its study
of needed changes in the Texas
Liquor Control Act,

One of the responsibilities
which falls upon the shoulders
of a state official is that of
reporting to the people. I do
so now, [ report to you on a
problem that has me deeply
worried and deeply
concerned, The problem I re-
fer to is the ‘‘liquor mess,”’
and I know you share this con-
cern with me,

You’ve heard the reports on
radio and television, You've
read the accounts in news-
papers, And, if you're like

most citizens, you have a few
questions about
going on.

Let me tell you what is hap-
pening in all this furor over

just what is

the Texas Liquor Control Board
and the so-called ‘‘liquor-by-
the-drink’’ controversy. But,
first let me caution you. When
you talk about whiskey in Tex-
as, you raise a highly emotional
issue, Just check your history
books if you want an idea of how
deeply ingrained the problem
is, Politicians and citizens
have engaged in loud debate,
voting, fistfights and even
shootings as the subject of whis-
key has confronted Texans., We
must keep emotions out of this,
What makes it touchy right
now is not only the emotional
problem , , , but the fact that
the current situation is one that
is very complicated,

First, let’s talk about the
Liquor Control Board, You all
know that there have been
charges ., ., . that some state
employees in responsible posi-
tions have been fired . .. that
an investigation is currently
underway. As you also know,
you cannot come right out and

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make a charge against an in-
dividual or a group without all
the facts to back upthat charge,
It is not responsible ., . . and
it would be illegal. Therefore,
an investigation is underway,
And it's being conducted by
several different agencies of
the state, It would be the height
of IRRESPONSIBILITY to make
any charges against any indivi-
duals or agencies without the
benefit of a thorough investiga-
tion into all the allegations,
Therefore, it is premature --
at best -- to come right out
and say ‘“This specifically, is
the problem,’’

But, I can give you an idea
of generally what is being
checked into, You are entitled
to know what your state govern-
ment is doing, Generally, the
problem revolves around the
areas of administration and en-
forcement, Administration and
enforcement of, frankly, a law
that is very difficult to admin-
ister and enforce, There are
some who have charged that the
law in Texas --the liquor law -~
is NOT being enforced as it
should be, And, as a result,
they feel that the law is being
abused, If any law, and I don’t
care what it is, is being cir-
cumvented by the people . . .
or not being enforced as it
should, you have a veryserious

problem, The law should be
changed. Or the law should be
enforced, There is no middle
ground,

When enforcement of the law
breaks down, then the very
fabric of our society breaks
down, We’ve seen too many
examples of this in the race
riots in other cities in our na-
tion,

The enforcement problem is
complicated by another factor,
There are those who go into a
private club and buy a mixed
drink and they feel they are
doing nothing wrong. Even if
they have never been in that
club -- or even in that city
before,

The way they are served the
whiskey is that they areclassi-
fied as a ‘‘guest,”” It just so
happens that any John Doe can
walk right in off the streets
to many private clubs in Texas
and become a ‘‘guest’’ by just

IF the present liquor laws are
being abused, as some feel they
are, then it is up to those of us
in positions of responsibility to
correct those abuses, If the
alleged abuses are corrected,
you can look for a very strict,
tight, tough enforcement of ALL
liquor regulations in this statel
And this will effect each and
every person who has any con-
nection with the sale or pur=-
chase of alcoholic beverages in
Texas!

We cannot -- we WILL not -=
tolerate any of our state laws
to be flouted!

Now, if the people of this
state -- and that's you -~ do
NOT like the laws we have,
they have an excellent recourse
through the members of the
legislature, They can get the
word to their Senators and their
Representatives about their
feelings.

April 15
Deadline
For Stickers

“With the April 15 deadline
for obtaining inspection stick-
ers drawing near, only 43 per-
cent of the 8,117 registered
vehicles in Bailey County have
been inspected,’” stated Captain
Alan Johnson, Motor Vehicle
Inspection Supervisor of the
Texas Department of Public
Safety,

However, this year the auto
safety inspection could be more
than just an inconvenience to
the motorist who waits until the
last day to get his vehicle in-
spected, It is possible many
cars may not get inspected due
to a shortage of seat belts,
The 1967 state legislature pass-
ed a law requiring that front
seat belts must be installed in
all vehicles in which seat belt
anchorages were a part of the
manufacturer’s original equip-
ment,

Seat belt anchorages were
part of the manufacturer’s ori-
ginal equipment onall American
passenger cars beginning with
1962 models, Seat belts also
will be required on foreign-
made cars in which seat belt
anchorages were original
equipment,

Captain Johnson points out
that seat belt anchorages are
threaded holes in the vehicle
structure suitable for receiving
seat belt attachment fittings.

Captain Johnsonalso explain-
ed there are many 1962 model
vehicles containing the seat belt
anchorages but no seat belts
attached, Also, many of the
1962 and later model vehicles
have had the seat belts removed
after they were traded in for
newer models and were never
replaced, Therefore, the own-
ers of these vehicles must have
front seat belts installed before
their vehicles will pass the in-
spection requirements,

A shortage of seat belts may
develop here because auto-
motive equipment suppliersare
reluctant to build up a stock of
belts for fear there will be no
market for them after this
year’s inspection program, so
most suppliers are holding their
stock to a minimum,

Therefore, it is urgent that
motorists have vehicles in-
spected now to be assured of
obtaining the belts,

Captain Johnson called atten-
tion to the fact that since the
beginning of the inspection pro-
gram in 1951, vehicles having
a defect that was a causative
factor in fatal accidents de-
creased from 13 percent to
three percent,

‘““The purpose of the Motor
Vehicle Inspection Program is
to discover any maladjustment
which might become a link in
a cycle of events leading to an
accident and, by removing the
link, prevent the accident,’’ the
Captain said,

Resolution Introduced
for Distressed Cotton Farmers

A resolution to free Federal
disaster loan funds for dis-
tressed cotton farmers was in-
troduced in a House Agriculture
Subcommittee Tuesday,

Panhandle Congressman, Bob
Price, a member of the Agri-
culture Cotton Subcommittee,
offered the resolution which
would make $36 million of dis-
aster loan funds available
through the Farmers Home Ad-
ministration,

The money has already been
authorized by Congress for
loans to farmers and cotton
ginners in crop failure areas,
The $36 million has been with-
held by the Bureau of the Bud-
get and, according to Price,
the Farmers Home Administra-
tion is using the disaster loan
program onlyona limited basis.

LUBBOCK---*“There is no
way around the fact that the
U, S, cotton industry and the
people in it cannot expect to
enjoy any lasting prosperity
until we get back to growing
and selling around 16 million
bales of cotton every year.
And that means five million
or more of those bales will
have to be sold to foreign
mills,”’

This was the statement of
L. D, (Don) Anderson, Crosby-
ton, President of Plains Cot-
ton Growers Inc. on his recent
election to the Board of Cotton
Council International,

CCI is the foreign branch of
the National Cotton Council
which in the past has devoted
its efforts toward increasing
foreign consumption of cotton
in general, Now it has pled-
ged its efforts in the direction
of increasing foreign sales of
U, S, cotton specifically,

““Our domestic mills for the
next several years can’t be
expected to use more than nine
and one half or ten million
bales of cotton a year, which
is less than two thirds as much
as we are set up to grow and
produce,’’ Anderson said,

He pointed out that produc-
ers have 16 million acres al-
lotted to cotton and that sup-
pliers and processors have huge
investments in plants and equip-
ment to furnish production in-
puts and handle the production
from those acres,

““This great need for increas-
ed exports is nothing new, I
know,”” Anderson continued,
“but I think we may be closer
to getting something done about
it than we have been in a long
time,”’

‘“Interest among producers
and processors across the belt
is higher now than I've ever
seen it, and if we can get sin-
cere cooperation and an honest
effort from the Department of
Agriculture and the Adminis-
tration I believe we canachieve
significant gains on the export
front,”’

Officials of the Department
of Agriculture have taken the
position that they have com-
plied with the law which re-
quires them to determine and
export our ‘““fair share’ of the
world cotton market,

Our fair share of cotton ex-
port markets has been said by
the Department to be around
five million bales, But Ander-
son feels the figure should be
well above five million,

“In fact, if you look at the
1925-29 figures you’ll find that
the U, S, share of the market
was almost 60 percent, and it
stayed above the half-way mark
until the middle 30’s, So if we
settle for 35 percent of the
market now we are leaning
over backwards to be ‘fair,’
Anderson said,

He also called attention to
a USDA Economic Research
Service publication in 1966
which stated ‘“The U, S, share
of world markets has trended
downward for many years,'’

Since the U, S, export price
has traditionally set the pat-
tern for cotton prices through-
out the world, they keep a close
eye on our cotton allotment
system, price support loan rate
and CCC selling prices,

And they are not at all hesi-
tant to suggest, through our
State Department, that U, S,
policies be such as to benefit
them at the expense of the U, S,
cotton producer,

““So another thing we have
to do,”’ Anderson believes, “is
to convince the State Depart-
ment and all others in Govern-
ment that no part of the U, S,
cotton industry, including that
part which supplies export mar-
kets, is expendable,’’
