District TEC Office 
Plans For Peak 
Labor Demand

Local farmers are depending 
more and more on the office of 
the Texas Employment Commis­
sion to obtain farm help. W C 
Albright, manager of the district 
office at Vernon, said this week

Albright said the Vernon office 
la.st year placed farm workers in 
5600 jobs in this area, and added 
that th's year, due to increases in 
acreages pl.anted, his office will 
be called on to locate an even 
greater number of farm workers 
itt 1949.

“ Other states,” Albright said, 
"will also look to Texas for a 

i greater number of 'v o - k n t o  
hnr\est crops. With thi' thought 
in mind, it wou'd he wcl' fe.- *he 
faiTrers in the H.asiell area to 
re\u‘W their labor needs for one 
of Texas’ greote.st acricultoral 
yearn Farmers sheuld ma’Ke their 
needs for workers known to the 
TEC far enough in advance so 
that sufficient labor will be av­
ailable when the harvest .season 
rolls around.”  Albright said.

According to .Albrieht. mos* of 
the farm areas in Texas have 
peak seasonal periods when there 
are more jobs tnan there ar.-> lo­
cal workers. He added that a 
eomparatively small portion of 
the State has enough labor on a 
year-round basi.s and th.at the 
situation has existed for years. 
As a result, large numbers of 
farm workers annually migrate 
from their home communities to 
other areas to help harvest ciops. 
The number of such workers in 
Texas during the peak of the 
cotton harvest may reach 90,000 
Alba-ight said.

One of the most important job.® 
of ,TE!C’s Farm Placement Ser­
vice, is the direction of these mi­
gratory workem. They must be 
distributed over the state to meet 
the need of farmers without cre­
ating a surplus in one place with 
its resultant shortage in others, 
the TEC’s office manager said.

Total Eclipse of 
Moon Due On 
April 12th

Unlike the ancients who work­
ed themselves into a lather when- 
e\er the hca\enly bodies did 
something spectacular, people in 
general can rest easy when the 
full moon does a fade-out April 
12. It will be a total eclipse.

Watchers here will see the 
moon enter the earth’s shadow at 
7:32 p. m. (CST), provided clouds 
stay away. Elsewhere throughout 
North and South America, the 
eclipse will occur at the same 
morient, although the clock hour 
will depend on the time zone in 
which the watcher is located.

The moon will take almost an 
hour to pass through the outer 
shadow of the earth and its light 
will .slowly dim as the amount of 
sunshine reaching it from around 
the earth’s edges is reduced. By 
8:28 p. m., the moon's edge will 
enter toe full shadow, where no 
direct sunlight can reach it and 
by 6.28 p. m. it will be the total 
shadow.

But, it won’t be a total black­
out, since some cf the sun’s rays 
will bend around the earth, cast­
ing a dull, red glow on the 
moon’s face. The first slice of 
sunshine will reappear on the 
eastern edge of the moon at 10:54. 
By 11:54 p. m. the moon will be 
back .n the partially shadowed 
zone and at 12,50 a. m. the .-■how 
will be over.

■A.'tronomers point out that this 
first total eclipse of the moon 
si.ncc Dec. 18, 1945 is especially 
suili-d tor the non-astronome:- be- 
cau.se the shew is better wit.h the 
naked eye than with any star- 
.gazing apparatus.

Wiiile the moon slips out of 
the shadow, watchers can see it 
turning on its orbit, somewhat 
like tho minute hand moves on a 
clock.

The moon's activities will 
cause a partial eclipse of the sun 
on .April 28, when the moon will 
be l)ct'.vt»en the earth and the 
sun. Bu*. it will occur at night in 
the Western Hemisphere and will 
>'e seen only in Europe and North 
.Africa.

The moon will repeat its eclipse 
performance on Oct. 6. beginning 
at 8:30 p. m„ and will be t tsible 
all over the United States and 
Canada.

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Mo.st Southwest farm products 
brought steady to strong prices 
for the week despite lower 
trends on hogs, cattle and some 
feeds, the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture’s PMA reports.

Supplies of winter vegetables 
continued to shrink in the South­
west during the past week, as 
spring crops and planting pro­
gressed under favorable weather 
conditions. Beets sold stronger in 
the Lower Rio Grande Valley as 
half crates loaded at $1.75 to $2. 
Carrotts showed only slight ad­
vances. Strawberries gained 25 
to 50 cents a crate at Hammond, 
Louisiana, with the season in 
full swing. Klonmore strawber­
ries brought $6.75 to $7 per 24 
pint crate at auction sales Sun­
day.

Most grains advanced during 
the week. aUh(%igh barley sold 
lower. Corn went up the most 
ag No. 2 yellow sold around 3'i> 
cents higher at $1.65 to $1.6«-l-2 
a bushel, and No. 2 white $1.7.3 
to $1.77. Wheat closed Monday at 
$2.41-3-4 to $2.47-3-4 in bulk 
carlots at Texas common points. 
Sorghums brought $2.60 to $2.6.5.

Southwest egg and ixmltry 
markets showed little change for 
the week. Liberal supplies of 
eggs found fair to goo demand 
in the southwest. Hens remain­
ed scarce at Dallas, while all 
poultry were in light supply at 
New Orleans. Demand was good 
for poultry in Dallas, but trading 
ruled slow in New Orleans.

Cotton sold 75 cents to $1 a 
bale higher for the week.

Sheep and lambs sold fully 
steady to spots higher for the 
week at southwest and midwest 
terminals. Receipts increased at 
southwest yards, but declined in 
the midwest. Fort Worth turned 
good wooled slaughter ewes at 
$15, whie most ewes sold from 
$11 to $12 at Oklahoma City. 
Denver moved good and choice 
wooled slaughter ewes at $14.25. 
San Antonio took medium and 
g o ^  shorn ewes and wethers at 
$12.50 to $13.50. Southwest wools 
found better interest this week, 
but trade continued dull.

Steady to weaker trends pre- 
vailed at southwest and mid- ( 
west cattle markets for the week 
despite lighter ofiferings. Most 
classes of cattle and calves shar­
ed in the week’s downturn. Old 
head of good cows returned 
$18.50 to $19.50 at Fort Worth.

Antonio. Oklahoma City cleared 
good beef cows upward to $18..50. 
Houston moved canner* at $14 
to $16, and cutters at $16 to $18.

In many areas «.f Texas, range 
lands w e'e overst«>cked last year, 
and the bad effect^ from this 
practice will f«r several
years, says A. H. Walker, exten­
sion range specialist of Texas 
.A&M College.

Overgrazing not only makes it 
harder for the valuable range 
grasses and plants to grow and 
make seed- but it also causes 
the soil to pack. This means le-- 
pore si>ace in the soil and a 
lighter covering of litter on top 
of the ground. Ranges in this 
condition ivceive little benefit 
from the hard, dashing showers 
that are common to Texas dur­
ing most of te year. On the oth­
er hand, remintl,.; Walker, ranue- 
that have bt'en only moderatelv 
grazed have a turf tliut will sl- >' 
down the run-off and will g;ve 
the water a chance to < sik into 
the soil. Such range land will 
soak up much water fn'm two to 
four times as fast as overgrazed 
ranges.

Less run-off means less ero­
sion and more water in the soil. 
The increase in the stored water 
supply in the soil and the saving 
of valuable topsiol makes range 
plants grow larger and better. 
•And an.v ranchman will tell you 
that more grass means a larger 
calf crop heavier calve<j at the 
weaning time, lower feed costs 
and better conditioned breeiiing 
cows in the herd.

It is alvvay.s well, sa.vs Walker, 
to think in terms of future ef­
fect- on the range when you are 
-r. . k nj; a pasture. It is better 
.•:t 11 to make a close check on 
the amomit and kind< of for.ige 
planf< growing on the range and 
then stock in prop»vrtion to the 
amount of vegetation available. 
Light to moderate stocking will 
give the more desirable plants 
and grasses a chance to repro­
duce.

It is a slow and often trying 
process to bring back into pro­
duction a badl.v overgrazed pas­
ture. but it can be done. Walker 
saw's it’s more profitable and 
better management to base the 
stocking rate on the ability of 
the range to produce desirable 
forage over a long period than 
to put too many livestock on 
the range when it looks good.

Outlook Gloomy For 
Peanut Producers, 
Specialists Say

In a nutshell there it not much 
go'id news ahead for the Texas 
peanut grower, as far as Ihe 
suiiply is concerned. That is the 
way Texas A&M College exten­
sion specialists in agronomy .ind 
agricultural economics see it.

It just is not favorable at all 
from the producers’ standpoint. 
And here’s why. The 1948 bump­
er crop gave the peanut peou'.e 
more goobers than they can 
market, other than for eating.

Large supplie,| of oil crops are 
on hand, and the world exports 
of fats and oils are increasing, 
say these specialists.

On the demand side, there are 
some favorable points, however. 
The level of employment in the 
nation and the consumer income 
is high. Right along with that 
the nation’s population is in­
creasing two rnillion persons a 
year. This year’s support price 
of peanuts is 90 per cent of pari 
ty, and world need for fats and 
oils is more than the supply can 
keep up with.

The rest of the picture does 
not look a.s good. Funds of sav­
ings arc declining and the com­
petition for the consumer dollar 
is more than in past years. Pea­
nuts for food uses have dropped 
from the high wartime level.

That is the peanut picture for 
1949, these specialists agree.

Middling LI-IB inch cotton 
brought as high as 32.55 cents 
per pound .several days last 
w€?ck the first time cotton has 
reached 32.55 since the last of 
February, but closed Friday at 
32.50. Last year on the corres­
ponding Friday, cotton was $5.60 
to $6.75 per bale higher at Tex­
as markets.

Volume of sales continued 
seasonally large at the country’s 
10 spot cotton markets. Last 
week’s total reached 122,500 
bales compared to 121.200 for the 
previous week and 100.900 for 
the same *week last year.

AVhen the evergreens get this 

far gone, it is too late to apply a 
control measure, except to keep 
down next year’s fungus, says 
Dr. Dunlap.

Arizona cypress and the rela­
ted species should be sprayed 
with a Bordeaux mixture at 3 
or 4 week intervals when the 
conifer blight occurs. TTtis mix­
ture is available at most seed 
stores, but if you can’t get that, 
there is another fungicide that 
will work jus as well. It con­
sists of one ounce of dry Bord­
eaux mixture powder (or one 
of the insoluable copper com­
pounds sold as Bordeaux mix­
ture) along with two ounces of 
-wettable sulphur in a gallon of 
water.

Here ig a hint from Dr. Dun­
lap about spraying. He says that 
a teaspoonful of Casco glue add­
ed to each gallon of spray will 
aid as a spreader, and make the 
fungicide stick to the tree long­
er. Spray the tree thoroughly : 
from top to bottom each time. ' 
If dust is preferred, dust the ! 
tree all over about every 10 to 
14 days in the spring months 
with sulphur-copper (90-101 
rose dust.

Regular treatment of trees 
with these sprays or dusts will 
keep the evergreens in good 
shape with green foliage the 
year around. Df. Dunlap con­
cludes.
