In our 
local water system, we change 
our meters every five years as 
this is the life of a meter in our 
water. In other words, if the in­
creased revenue from the meter 
pays a good return on the cost 
of making the meter accurate, it 
is simply good business.

If your system is completely 
metered you can check your total 
amount pumped against what wag 
metered and account for water 
lost through leakage and non- 
metered. Your system is not com­
pletely metered but we are at­
tempting to make it completed 
metered.

Your “net’’ income for the year 
from March 31, 1948 to March 31, 
1949 was $11,090.48. This may 
not sound like much to you, but 
if you will check with any town 
in Texas the size of Haskell, you 
will find they do not make the 
amount of money your water de­
partment docs. This is bue large­
ly to the fact that we try to keep 
our meters running and correct.

If you please, check your own 
system before you say the meter 
is wrong. We can and do make 
mistakes reading meters but they 
are honest mistakes. Your meter 
readers are Ben F. Roberts and 
Leon Ivy. I f  you are in doubt as 
to the accuracy of your meter we 
will be glad to check it on re­
quest.

Afany Workers in 
Dark Concerning 
Social Security

“ Judinging from inquiries re­
ceived daily by our office many 
workers don’t know what they 
are buying with their social se­
curity taxes,”  Ralph T. Fisher, 
manager of the Abilene Social 
Security Administration office, 
said today.

“ Some continue to confuse old- 
age and survivors insurance with 
old-age assistance,” Fisher con­
tinued. “ Others confuse old-age 
and survivors insurance with un­
employment compensation.

“ A ll workers covered by social 
security should realize that the 
penny taken out of each dollar of 
wages pays the premiums for old- 
age and survivors insurance 
which is, in effect, a combined 
life insurance and retirement an­
nuity ijolicy. The plan provides 
monthly retirement payments to 
workers and their families. It 
also provides monthly benefits to 
families of workers who have 
died. Eligibility and the amount

of benefits hinge on the wages 
the worker has earned In jobs 
covered by social security.

“ Old-age assistance, on the 
other hand, is paid to old people 
who are in need. The payments 
vary with the need of each ap­
plicant. Unemployment comp>en- 
sation provides workers with 
some income when they are out 
of a job. Their employers, in

most states, pay the full cost of 
the program.’ ’
