July 4 will not only mark the
celebration of Independence
Day, but will be the last day for
passenger trainservice through
Muleshoe,

The Texas Railroad Commis-
sion has approved application
by the Atchison, Topeka and
Santa Fe Railway todiscontinue
four passenger trains in the
state because the company is
losing money on their operation,

The train discontinuance af-
fecting  Muleshoe  will be
Number 66-75 and 76-65 be-
tween Houston and Farwell
which runs through Muleshoe,
Other trains will be discontin=-
ued and they will be the Gains~
ville and Dallas and Fort Worth
and Brownwood,

The Houston-Farwell trains
are the only passenger services
through Muleshoe,

The Railroad Commission,
observing a 30-day waiting per-
iod, set July 4 at the last date
of operation for this service,

This act will conclude 55
years of such service through
Muleshoe,

On November 14, 1913, the
tri-weekly service started be-
tween Lubbock and Texico, The
following month, the Railroad
Commission of Texas ordered
regular service as a common
carrigr on a tri-weekly basis,

Thé Muleshoe station of the
Santa Fe Railway opened for
business January 9, 1914, The
line from Lubbock to Texico was
completed and became a part
of the Pecos and Northern Tex-
as Railway Company on March
1, 1914,

Surveying the line started as
early as January 1907, however,
it was 1910 before the route
was firmly established, and
grading was not begununtil July,
1912,

The laying of tracktook place
between March and November
1913 between Lubbockand Texi-
co,

Completion of this segment
of trackage, a portion of the
Coleman-Texico cutoff, closed
the gap between lines running
to the Gulf of Mexico and those
heading to the Pacific Coast,
This placed in service the
shortest route between Gal-
veston and Los Angeles - San
Francisco.

The Beet Armyworm is closely related to the Fall Armyworm and has similar
cotton, castor beans, alfalfa, vetch and
The larvae is striped, about one and one-fourth inches long, and varies from light
Perhaps the most distinguishing characteristic is the presence of a
dark spot on the upper area of the middle thoracic segment,

Thrips range from 1/25 to

1/10 inch in length and vary from yellowish to dark brown to black, They have slender bodies
pointed at each end and most are winged or wingless, but others may possess nonfunctional

wings.

The insects puncture the leaves, tender stems, flowers and fruit from which they suck

sap and cause the formation of white splotches on the leaves, Fruit frequently fails to set or
the young fruit falls off immediately following formation, Severely attacked plants often be=
come distorted, withered and discolored,

Thrips Damage Cotton

Weed and insect control has
become the concern of many
farmers as mid-June approach-
es,

The Beet Armyworm has be-
rome a localized problem in
some areas and considerable
control work has been done,

County Agent J, K, Adams
said “I feel that the Thrip
problem to cotton farmers is
of more concern than any other

insect,
“Som2 cotton is failing to
produce normal leaves as

Thrips attacking the plants have
the young leaves curled down in
a tight ball,

““When this situation exists
on an average throughout a
field, farmers usually use con-
trol measures,”” Adams said,

He also added that the dryland
crops were fairly free of Thrips
and other insects, however, the
irrigated sections are not so
fortunate,

Concerning the Beet Army-
worm, Adams said ‘““The farm-
er, in examining his cropL, de
cides whether or not the small
worms would eat enough to
ruin the stand or destroy the
crop and if either condition
exists, then Beet Armyworm

control should be used,

He also pointed out that crops
located nearer to soil bank land
nr native pasture land or wheat
is more likely tobecome infest-
ed by insects,

Bulletins for control of
insects, including the Beet
Armyworm, are availableat the
County Extension office, Adams
said,

Lyndon K, Almand, area en-
tomologist with the Texas Agri-
culture Extension Service, has
been working with the South
Plains ‘hot spots’ on Beet
Armyworms and other insects
and spent one day in Bailey
County checking fields for the
pest,

Isolated infestations were
found and some farmers report
heavy to medium damage, while
others have not been visited
by the Armyworm,

The Extension Service has
been sounding warnings since
June 2, locally, withthe release
of the Beet Armyworm story
which appeared in that issue of
the Bailey County Journal,

Farmers have been remind=-
ed of both the weed control and
the insects which are posing
now as the problem, wuere
these gitu~ti-ne now QY'St.

Reports come from just south,
of Muleshoe, some from the
Lazbuddie area andothers from
the West Camp community as
well as Goodland,

Considerable damage has
been reported by Jack Schuster
who farms eight miles south on
Highway 214,

Schuster said ‘“The Beet
Armyworm has arrived on my
farm in full force, They are
hard to kill ., . they eat more
than any insect I have ever
seen and really live up to the
old saying ‘‘they eat you out
of house and home,’’

Schuster said they were in
castors, cotton and maize, es-
pecially those crops which
were three to four weeks old,
They have not invaded the
younger crops yet,

To date, Schuster said the
damage to his cotton was run-
ning about 25 percent with some
strips dead and about one-third
of his castors were damaged,

The second application of
insecticide was being applied
Tuesday and Schuster said if
that did not put the insect un-
der control, then the results
would remain to be seen as to
damage extent,

Lewis Scoggin, who farms on
FM 1760, reports a much less
severe infestation of insects
with some carelessweed worms
and corn worms,

Morgan Locker, owner of
Muleshoe Flying Service, has
been checking fields almost
constantly since the leading
edge of the insect infestation
reached the surrounding area,

Locker said the insects were
first noticed some two weeks
ago and after an inspection of
fields, he and County Agent
Adams have the same exper=-
ience in finding that the Thrip
in the cotton is presently caus-
ing more of a problem than
the Beet Armyworm,

Locker said the worst in-
festation of the Armyworm he
had found was in castor beans
on the Kenneth Nesbitt farm
southwest of Muleshoe some
four and one-half miles,

“The castors seem to be
their favorite dish,’”’ he said,
In close observation of the
fields from inspection to in-
spection, he said that if a field
has some grown Armyworm, in
scattered amounts, he would not
suggest spraying as they will
likely run their course,

However, headded that should
a field be infested with small
to half-grown worms, then the
likelihood that they willdamage
the crop to a great extent is
