Fly-In crowd surpasses 1,00

The Ozona Fly-In may have been a
little slow in taking off Saturday,
Oct. 25, but the Ozona Airport was
definitely where the action was as
about 1,000 visitors and 30 airplanes
came to see what was happening
during the day.

The event featured Confederate
Air Force planes belonging to
members of the West Texas Wing as
part of a 29th year celebration of
Ozona Airport service, the Texas
Sesquicentennial and the 200th anni-
versary of David Crockett’s birth-
date. It is also the 29th year of the
Confederate Air Force’s existence.

No CAF planes were in sight at 10
a.m. when Texas Senator Bill Sims
was scheduled to hand over Texas
and United States flags to Steve
Sessom, Ozona Chamber of Com-
merce president, who would in turn
hand the flags to A. O. Fields,
Crockett County judge.

Dignitaries mingled with the small
crowd and waited until a few minutes
past the scheduled time when a large
B-25 bomber belonging to Bill Arnott
of Breckenridge appeared accom-
panied by a black and white Corsair
owned by Howard Purdue, also of
Breckenridge. The two planes made
several passes over the airfield
before landing.

Sims congratulated the Ozona
Airport on completing 29 years of
service to the county and mentioned
the Fly-In as part of the Texas
Sesquicentennial celebration before
handing the two flags, one of which
has flown over the state capitol and

« the other over the national capitol, to

Sessom who passed them to Fields.

Boy Scouts George Wall, Rodney
Beasley and Tooter O’Bryant ac-
cepted the flags from Fields and
raised them on the newly erected
flagpole before lowering them to
half-mast as decreed by President
Ronald Reagan. Flags were to be
flown at half-mast throughout the
weekend in remembrance of Marines
killed in Lebanon and American
hostages being held there.

What had been promised by the
weatherman to be a sunny day
turned dark and chilly, threatening
rain for a half hour before finally
clearing. Several experimental, an-

tique and ordinary civilian aircraft as
well as a number of CAF warbirds
flew in. Some CAF planes did cancel
because of threatening weather.

The crowd increased in numbers
shortly after the arrival of the first
CAF warbirds and remained fairly
constant throughout the rest of the

day with most individuals spending a
couple of hours before leaving. Some
stayed the entire day.

- “*“Who- could stay home with all
those planes flying over the house,”’
one visitor said.

Although advertised as a static
display of aircraft, most of the CAF

. pilots, at one time or another during

the day, did check out the flyability
of their planes by taking them
through a few manuevers and fly-bys
of the airport. A few Ozonans
considered themselves fortunate in
being invited to go along as
passengers.

The B-25 bomber, ‘‘Silver Lady’’,
and easily the largest plane on
display, was especially popular with
visitors. Children and a few adults
climbed into the cockpit and checked
out the bomb bay throughout the

The big plane trailed smoke and
simulated machine gun fire in

fly-bys.

I'm surprised that it is
allowed to be there.”’

Ezell referred to the tower stand-
ing on Ozona’s east hill but said

Monument dedicated

at historic Yates Field

State Senator Bill Sims killed two
birds with one stone Saturday, Oct.
25, when he traveled from the
Crockett County Fly-In to Iraan for
the dedication of the Yates Qil Field
Sesquicentennial Monument.

Sims was the dedication speaker at
the event which included Marathon
officials, employees and retirees as
well as heirs of the late Ira G. and
Ann Yates, owners of the 24,640 acre
ranch where the oil field was first
discovered Oct. 26, 1926.

Sims spoke optimistically about
the future of the oil industry saying

.greatness seemed to come when

times were the most difficult.
Other speakers included Pecos

‘County Judge Charles Warnock and

21st Congressional District candi-
date Pete Snelson of Midland.

Yates Field is Marathon Oil Co.’s
biggest asset. It was the largest field
in the world for years and remains as
one of the three largest fields in the
Continental U.S.

The field still contains a very large
reserve of oil according to Carl
Gairdine of Houston, Marathon
senior vice president for production
in the U.S.

‘It may not be as robust as it once

.

was, but we still expect it to produce
lots of oil in the future,”” he said.

Yates Field produced its one
billionth barrel of oil Jan. 11, 198S.

Gairdine expressed optimism
about the future of Yates Field and
said that Marathon is getting ready
to hire additional personnel. A
long-range program of enhanced
recovery is in effect, which includes
the drilling of more than 1,000 new
wells by 1989.

The new memorial, shaped like a
pyramid and about 11 feet high, was
designed by Jack Whitley of Iraan.
Whitley’s bronzes have been ex-
hibited in Crockett County Library.

A bronze oil derrick sits atop the
memorial. The derrick was designed
and built by Buddy Lanehart and Leo
King, both of Iraan.

The funding for the monument
came from a cooperative effort by the
City of Iraan, Marathon Oil Co.,
Pecos County Commissioners’ Court
and numerous individuals.

which {viu be the only one of its kind
flying when completed, an engine for
the SB2C was discovered standing
outside Ozona Flight Service’s hang-
ar. Immediate negotiations secured
the engine for the plane.

‘‘One would never have thought
we would find the engine we had
been searcing for in Ozona,’’ Nelson
Ezell said.

The Breckenridge group promised
to fly the SB2C back to Ozona for a
visit when the restoration is com-
plete.

Ralph Pearson of Dallas attracted
the attention of the airport visitors
when he took his special 180 h.p.
engine aerobatic plane up to check
out. Pearson entertained the crowd
for several minutes while he demon-
strated various flying manuevers.

““C.A. McCleary dragged me up
here to see what was going on,”
Pearson said. ‘‘I sure appreciate all
the hospitality and smiling faces I've
seen here in Ozona.”

Pearson, owner and pilot of

Tumbleweed Air Shows, explained
his especially re-built Taylorcraft to
visitors at close range. The wings

have each been shortened three and
a half feet, and the original spars
have been replaced with metal.

The re-building took 27 months to
complete according to Pearson.

‘“‘Between this. T-Craft and my
wife’s flying and a Cessna 310, they
are about to bust me,’’ Pearson said.

The plane has a striking paint
design featuring fan-shaped ra-
diations in red and white on top of
the wings. The underside of the
wings is painted blue with a row of
white stars.

A compliment from an admirer
about the visibility of the airplane’s
paint design prompted Pearson to
admit that had been an accident.

‘‘You can’t tell which way a pickle
is going to squirt until you step on
it,”’ he said.

Airport visitors got all the excite-

ment most of them wished for when
a home-bound BT-13 wobbled a little
on take-off and came down un-
expectedly on the east side of the
runway.

Both the pilot and co-pilot were
uninjured although shaken up. The
plane was initially thought to be
badly damaged, but was determined
later to need only new landing gear
and a new propellor. Both wing tips
suffered minor damage.

““] don’t know what caused it,”
pilot Lee Miller of Ballinger said.

“The wind shifted about that time,
and that may have been a factor.”’

Ben Herb, co-pilot from Abilene,
was more outspoken.

“I've never been in an air crash
before, and I don’t plan on being in
one again either,”” he said. ‘I'm
glad we landed nice and flat.”’

CAF pilots speculated that the
BT-13’s tail may have been brought
up a little too soon for the torque of
the engine.

The Federal Aviation Agency was
notified of the incident and gave
permission for the plane to be moved
from its position beside the runway.

‘‘Airplanes can be fixed.”” Gene
Armstrong, CAF safety officer, said
of the incident. ‘““Human beings are
what you need to worry about.”’

CAF Colonel Allen Bennett Jr. of
Abilene complimented the Ozona
Fire Department for their prompt
response to the emergency. Two fire
trucks went to the rescue of the
downed fliers while the crowd
responded to CAF and airport
personnel’s request to remain at the
exhibition area.

*“This crowd is very well-behaved.
If the crowd had been like the crowds
in some places, somebody could
have been killed,”” CAF Colonel
Anita Short of San Angelo said.”

materialize when only one one
individual showed up ready to fly his
models.

HALLOWEEN MAKEUP TIPS

Before purchasing Halloween
makeup supplies, you should be
aware of the different types available
and the advantages and disad-
vantages to each.

GREASED-BASED MAKEUP

Advantages - Available in stick,
cream or paint-tray form. Offers
good coverage and is easy to apply.
Can be blended together and applied
on top of each other or over
water-based makeup that has dried.
Effective for long periods of time.
Not likely to perspire off.

Disadvantages - Does not dry and
must be powdered to prevent
rub-off. Cannot be removed with
water; cold cream or facial makeup
remover is required.

WATER -BASED MAKEUP
Advantages - Available in jar,
bottle, tube, pancake form, or
cream. Easily removed with water.
Disadvantages - Can be difficult to
apply because it dries quickly. May
perspire off. Effective for short

periods of time. May dry out the

skin.

CONSUMER TIPS

When purchasing makeup, check
each package to make sure the
manufacturer has indicated usage
instructions and ages for whom the
product is recommended.

Use makeup that is labeled ‘‘Made
with U. S. Approved Color Addi-
tives’’, ‘‘Laboratory Tested’’,
‘‘Meets Federal Standards for Cos-
metics’’ or ‘‘Non-Toxic’’.

For best results, follow closely the
instructions for application and
removal suggested by the manu-
facturer.

Adults should supervise the appli-
cation of makeup on very young
children.

If you have sensitive skin or are
very allergic, it is a good idea to test
the makeup on a small patch of skin
before applying it to larger areas. Do
this by applying a one-inch square on
the inside of your arm, and let it
remain for an hour or so. If there is
any sign of irritation or itching after
removal of makeup, do not use the
product.

‘I was crucified with Christ, and I
don’t live anymore, but Christ lives
in me. The life I now live in my body
I live by believing in the Son of God
who loved me and gave Himself for
me’’. - Galatians 2:20

We may know everything that
there is to know about Jesus Christ
and still not properly know Him. The

saving knowledge of God’s Son is to
know Him in everything as being
FOR US. When we read what the
Gospel has to tell us about the Son of
God, in faith we add to every part of
it:'He is that and He did that FOR
Us’.

1986 international mailing dates

For those with relatives in the
armed sefvices stationed overseas,
and those who wish to mail holi-
day greetings and packages to others
living in foreign countries, now is the
time to plan for holiday mailings,
according to San Antonio Division
General Manager and Postmaster
Joseph G. Schraer.

November is the month when most
parcels shipped via” Parcel Airlift
Mail (PAL) should be sent. PAL
packages are airlifted domestically to
a gateway facility, then airlifted on a
space available basis from the
gateway to the APO (Army or Air
‘Force Post Office).

Packages up to 30 pounds and 60
inches in combined length and girth
may be sent by PAL. Mailers pay the
regular Parcel Post rate to the U. S.
exit port or from the port of entry
plus a fee for air service. The air
service fee is 30 cents for parcels
weighing two pounds or less, 60
cents for 2-3 pounds, 90 cents for 3-4
pounds, and $1.20 for 4-30 pounds.

November mailers can also ship
military parcels by Space Available
Mail (SAM). Items shipped by SAM
are transported by surface means in
the contiguous 48 states and flown
on a space available basis from the
U.S. to the overseas destination or
from the overseas destination to the
U.S. Packages up to 15 pounds and
60 inches in combined length and
girth may be sent by SAM for
regular Parcel Post rates to the U.S.
exit port or from the U.S. port of
entry.

Charged with delivery of cocaine, placed under $5000bond...........

Two men arrested for drug
dealing by off-duty deputy

Two New York men were arrested
in Ozona last week after attempting
to trade cocaine for marijuana. The
pair unknowingly approached an
off-duty deputy at a gasoline station
and offered to make the trade.

The deputy told them he could
provide the marijuana, but they
would have to wait while he went
after it.

After going to the sheriff’s office
and notifying other deputies, he took
a small quantity of marijuana that
was being held as evidence and
returned to meet the suspects. The
deputy traded the marijuana for the
cocaine and then advised the sus-
pects they were under arrest.

Deputies arrested the two sus-
pects and seven of their traveling
companions.

The marijuana and the suspected
cocaine were recovered and the two
men charged with - delivery of
cocaine. Their friends were released
after wanted checks were run on
them.

The suspects were placed under
$5,000 bond each by Judge Christine
Davee. A San Angelo bonding
company made their bond, and they
were released.

Attempted theft of a fire extin-
guisher at the Circle Bar Truck
Corral led to the Oct. 24 arrest of a
36-year-old California man, a 22-
year-old New York man and a
21-year-old Oregon man. Further
investigation showed that the sub-
jects had stolen seven fire ex-
tinguishers from a motel in Fort
Stockton.

I am repeatedly surprised to find
people who have never heard of
Operation Game Thief. I've made
mention of this program in other
articles in the past, but I think a
more detailed explanation of what
it’s all about is warranted, as I've
never received a single OGT call
since I'’ve been in the West Texas
area.

Operation Game Thief is relatively
simple and is little more than a
‘‘Crime-Stoppers’’ project that many
city and state law enforcement
agencies have instituted. It is a
method that concerned individuals
can use to get directly involved in
conservation of our wildlife re-
sources through enforcement of
game and fish laws (without the
risks!). And as an incentive, there’s
a monetary reward available to those
going to the trouble to report
flagrant violations to TPWD law
enforcement personnel. Reporters
can even remain anonymous, if they
so desire, and still get their reward.
(The real reward is knowing that you
helped - the money is the gravy!)

The process works something like
this. A person, let’s call her Mildred,
is driving through the country one
night and comes upon a pickup
parked on the side of the highway.
Two men are loading a big buck in
the back, and anybody can tell that
the deer was killed at night from the
highway. Mildred notices something
about each man: one’s wearing a
camouflage T-shirt and’s got a
beard; the other’s heavy-set and
wearing a blue feed company cap.
She drives over the hill and slows
down till the pickup overtakes and
passes her. She notices that it’s a red
and white Chevy, and the license is
1234-AA, and they turn east on
US190 at 10:30 p.m. Mildred pulls in
at Gertrude’s house, and before they
swap recipes, she calls 1-800-792-
GAME (toll-free) and gives all that
information to the TPWD Communi-
cation Center (which operates 24
hours a day, 365 days a year). The
dispatcher immediately relays this
information to the Game Warden in
that area, and from that time on,
he’s got the football. If she gave
accurate information, and acted fast,
the game thieves are likely to be
going to jail instead of home to skin
that buck, and they’ll never know
how they got caught!

It'll also work if Mildred knows
about some game-hog that killed six
deer on the lease last weekend.

..Many of our OGT convictions are
. after-the-fact and put together after
< extensive investigations. But Mil-
‘- dred’s not about to report that Uncle
“Henry went fishing last weekend
““without a license, and fact is the OCT
..program was created to handle cases
*threatening the resource or public
« safety, not to create revenue through
“the sale of licenses.

But back to our deer poaching
case. Sometime a few months later,
the six-member ‘‘Operation Game

+ Thief Committee”’ (appointees of the
Executive Director of TPWD, who
~serve without pay) met and reviewed
. all OGT cases of the past six months,
..and decided to give Mildred, whom
.- they knew only as Number 86-113, a
“reward of $400 for that toll-free call
~ she made last November. (It would
“‘have been better if she had left her
. name and phone number, in case the
Warden had needed more informat-
~ion, but she was afraid the deer-
~ killers might have been bro-in-law
“Fred and his cousin, and there would
been fireworks at home when hubby
. found out!) Mildred’s reward, for
- information leading to the arrest and
~conviction of the poachers, came
* from public donations, not tax-
payers’ money. The money for the
. fines and subsequent replacement
~cost of the deer, came from the
- poachers’ hip pockets.

What needs to be clarified here, is
that Mildred didn’t need to know
who the Game Warden in her area
was, or what his phone number was,
or even what county she was in.
That’s the job of the OGT folks in
Austin. All they needed was timely,
detailed information to act upon.

The program continues to gave a
good arrest and conviction percent-
age from in-coming calls. During the
six month period which covered last
hunting season and into the Spring,
705 calls lead to S88 cases investi-
gated and 66 arrests. A total of 168
‘convictions were obtained against
206 persons, for a 11.12% conviction
rate, statewide. That’'s 206 game
thieves that probably would have
gotten away with it if it hadn’t been
for concerned folks like Mildred.

This program was not designed to
discourage folks from calling the
Warden they’ve called for the last 10

years.Most of the time, direct
communications between the wit-
ness and the investigating officer is
quicker and surer, but we’ve had
good luck with OGT, too. This is
merely a way to impress upon
individuals the importance of their
observations and active involvement
in helping with wildlife conservation
in Texas.

The governor’s race is expected to
be the most hotly contested in the
general election slated Nov. 4 with
three candidates vying for the
position.

Incumbent Democrat Mark White
squares off against former governor
Republican Bill Clements Tuesday in
what appears to be a grudge battle.
Clements was ousted from the
governorship in 1982 by White.

Libertarian candidate Theresa
Doyle is also in the running, but has
not attracted the large campaign
contributions both White and
Clements have commanded.

In the United States Congressional
Representative race for District 21
which includes Crockett County,
Democrat Pete Snelson faces Re-
publican Lamar Smith and Liber-
tarian Party candidate Jim Robinson.

Democrat Attorney General in-
cumbent Jim Mattox is opposed by

State comptroller Bob Bullock is
opposed by only one candidate,
Libertarian George Meeks, while
state treasurer Ann Richards also
faces one opponent, Libertarian
Robert F. Reid.

The general land office com-
missioner’s position is sought by
Democrat Garry Mauro, Republican
M. D. Anderson Jr. and Libertarian
Honey Sue Lanham.

Democrat Jim Hightower, Re-
publican Bill Powers and Libertarian
Rebecca Reed are all agriculture
commissioner candidates.

The state railroad commissioner
candidates include Democrat John
Sharp, Republican-Milton E. Fox and

Libertarian Chloe ‘‘Jack’ Daniel.

State supreme court places are
sought by Democrats Oscar H.
Mauzy, Robert M. Campbell, Jim
Wallace and Raul A. Gonzalez.
Republican contenders for the places
are Charles Ben Howell who opposes
Mauzy while Nathan E. White Jr.
faces Campbell and John L. Bates
opposes Raul A. Gonzalez. Jim
Wallace’ only opponent is Liber-
tarian Wiley H. Rawlins.

Court of Criminal Appeals judge
positions ' are sought by Rusty
Duncan, Mike McCormick and Mar-
vin O. Teague, all Democrats and
uncontested.

property taxes collected on equip-
ment belonging to railroad com-
panies. Under the amendment, the
apportionment would be done by the
State Property Tax Board, which
already calculates the value and
draws up. the distribution schedule.
The Legislature could later designate
another distributing body.

The second proposed amendment
would required each house to include
in its rules of prcedure a rule that
each bill contain a title expressing
the bill’s subject. The bill changes
the unconditional constitutional re-
quirement that a bill’s subject must
be completely reflected in its cap-
tion. If the bill is passed, the courts
could no longer overturn an enacted
bill on the basis of a deceptive title.

Amendment 3 would allow coun-
ties and other political subdivisions
such as cities and school districts to
join mutual insurance companies.
The constitution prohibits political
subdivisions from loaning public
money to a corporation or from
becoming stockholders. Mutual in-
surance companies are owned by
policy holders who are recognized as
stockholders.

Proposed Amendement 4 deals
with branch banks. If passed,
branches would be limited to three
full-service branch banks in the main
bank’s city or county.
