Good ““cotton weather’’

recently has done much to raise producers hopes.
The estimate, compiled jointly by the Lubbock Cotton Ex-
change and Plains Cotton Growers, shows standing acreage

as of August 1 to be

1,549,000,

However, a new estimate

is made the first of each month from August through Decem=-

ber,

Last year, from 1,256,000 standing acres on December 1,
the area produced 1,187,472 running bales, as compared to

the December 1 estimate of
1,169,000 estimated by the two
firms.

In Bailey County, the August
1 standing acreage totaled
66,000 acres for 1967 with the
final production standing at
47,057 bales,

Again, as of August 1, 1968,
the estimated standing acreage
of 66,000 acres,

GREAT PROMISE

With the crop more or less
ignoring early damage in the
23 - county area promises to
produce the biggest crop in
three years is running high,

The Lubbock Cotton Exchange
and Plains Cotton Growers, Inc,
released their first official
figures Saturday with the es-
timate of 1,534,000 bales,

Cotton observers figure a
crop of that size would pump
approximately $329 million into
the economy in terms of the
gross value of the lint and seed
at the farm level and including
federal payment growers,

SINCE 1965

A grazingassociation is com-
posed of agroup of family farm-
ers and ranchers who join to-
gether to acquire and develop
land to provide seasonal graz-
ing for livestock belonging to
its members, The nonprofit
association is owned, operated,
and managed by its members.

“Small farmers’’, Kennedy

tarming on a profitable basis.”’

Other advantages of an as-
sociation include providing op-
portunities to improve live-
stock quality, gain bargaining
power in the market place, build
more stable operations and
strengthen the rural com-
munity,

“Results benefit the entire
community’’, Kennedy said,
‘‘because associations accomp-
lish better use of land and water
resources and provide expanded
tax bases and more local buying
power,"'’

The grazing associations now
in operation in Texas range
in size from 4 to 43 members,
depending onthe number of live~-
stock to be supported and
dimensions and quality of the
land,

Eligible to form associations
are neighboring farmers and
ranchers who operate family
size units, Financial and tech-
nical assistance is provided by
the Farmers Home Adminis-

“June planted cotton, in par-
ticular, has been loading up ex-
tremely well,”” Bob Poteet, exe-
cutive vice president of the
cotton exchange said,

“A general rain by mid-
August woild result in some
“tremendous’’ yields, es-
pecially in the dryland
areas,”’ Poteet said,

“Because of the continuing
emphasis on quality, we don’t
expect the kind of high yields
we have experienced in the
past, he added.

Varieties and cultural prac-
tices required to produce top
quality cotton often means lower
per-acre yields, Heavy irri-
gation of late cotton, for in-
stance, can result in immature
fiber, although it may boost
production,

QUALITY UP

“We are looking forward to
still more improvements in cot-
ton quality,”’ Poteet said,

Advances in cotton quality
last year helped to bring un-
usually large numbers of mill
buyers to the South Plains,

Poteet believes that 50 per-
cent more of the current crop
could pull an inch and longer
in staple length, This would be
up from 39 percent in 1967,
when the proportion of inch and
better staples rose sharply
from 13 percent level in 1966,

The market outlook is con-
sidered favorable, although
most observers do not believe
prices will go as high as the
42 cent peak paid for some of
the better qualities last year,
Short staples of desirable mi-
cronaire are expected to be in
good demand,

“T've been shot,’’ calmly sta-
ted Corporal Charles S, Mar-

tin, a rifleman with ‘““Mike"
Co,, 3rd Bn,, Twenty-sixth
Marines,

“Are you hurt bad?’’ one of
his buddies asked,

“I'm not hurt at all,”’ Mar-
tin, Greenfield, Tenn,, said,
“but I have five bullet holes
in the left side of my flack
jacket, and I think one of my
M-16 magazines is about due for
a survey!”

Minutes earlier, while on a
company size operation near
Quang Tri, Martin and three
others of the 3 rd Marine Di-
vision spotted movement in
some bushes, They went to
investigate, and flushed out two
North Vietnamese soldiers.

One of the enemy soldiers was
armed with a communist AK-
47 automatic rifle, His first
shot was aimed at Martin and
the round struck him in the
left side, Martin had a ban-
dolier of loaded M -16 magazines
hung over his right shoulder
and the enemy bullet tore
through one of his magazines,
causing four M-l16 rounds to
explode, The enemy slug then

( wect through the left side of

The four M-l6 rounds also
peuetrated the flack jacket, but
Martin was uninjured,

“I just felt this explosion on

() my left side,”” he said, ‘I
/) didn’t think I was hurt and I

didn’t want ‘Charlie’ to get any
more shots at me, so I shot
him,”

The Marines took the other
NVA as prisoner,

A North Vietnamese soldier,
tired of fighting, surrendered
to the first Leatherneck he saw
when he wandered into Marine
lines during a combat sweep
south of Da Nang,

The enemy was spotted short-
ly after midnight by Lance Cor-
poral John Harmon, 20, Lake
City, Tenn,, of “K’ Co,, 3rd
Bn,, Fifth Marine Regiment,

‘“He was coming down the
path, I thought he was another
Marine,”’ explained Harmon,
who was on perimeter watch at
the time,

Harmon, thinking the enemy
was another Marine, asked him
where he was going,

The North Vietnamese sol-
dier walked up to Harmon,
yielded his SK-S carbine and
raised his hands in surrender,

“I didn’t know what to think,"’
said Harmon, who summoned
two Marines to take the prisoner
to their commanding officer,

The enemy was questioned by
the battalion’s intelligence sec-
tion and said he had considered
surrendering for some time,
He had become separated from
his unit during an air strike
and had been lost for two days.
He didn’t realize he had entered
the Marine lines until he spotted
Harmon, Once he was aware
of where he was, the enemy
decided to surrender,

The communist soldier said

he was tired, Tired ofartillery,
tired of air strikes and tired of
running from American troops.

A Marine sergeant attests
that sleeping in bunkers ‘do
strange bed-fellows make,"’

Sgt, Raymond D, O’Connel,
Denver, Colo,, a clerk with

Force Logistic Support Group
Bravo, was awakened at 3 a,m,
with a two-and-a-half foot long
snake curling up against his
arm,

“I just laid there hoping it
would go away,”” related O’-
Connell, ‘“‘After what seemed
like 10 minutes, but was pro-
bably only a few seconds, he
started moving toward my head,
When [ heard him hiss, I was
up and out of the bunker.”

O’Connell and another Marine
returned to the bunker a few
minutes later and killed the

Clements killed the soldier
with a burst from his machine-
gun, Moving to the dead

swered by firing out the
entrance,’’

Clements tossed in two hand
grenades.,

Three more dead enemy and

14 of the proposed changes in

Here are the amendments in
the order in which they will
appear on the November 5 bal-
lot;

1. Revising provisions for
management andadministration
of the state employee’s retire-
ment system and permitting in-
vestment in securities other
than government bonds,

2. Raising the state’s wel-
fare spending ceiling from $60
million to $75 million,

3. Permitting investment of
the Permanent University Fund
by UT regents in certain types
of securities, within the “pru-
dent man rule,”’

4, Allowing Dallas County
to issue road bonds on vote
of property taxpayers,

5. Authorizing a raise in
state legislators’ salary from
$4,800 to $8,400 a year and
extending the per diem expense
allowance of legislators ($12
a day) to 140 days of a regu-
lar lawmaking session, (Pre-
sent limit is 120 days.)

6., Allowing the legislature
to exempt from property taxes
equipment installed by indus~-
trialists to control air or water
pollution,

7. Phasing out the state pro-
perty tax after December 31,
1976, beginning next year, ex-
cept that portion for higher ed-
ucation institutions.

8. Eliminating the require-
ment that the governor, secre-
tary of state and comptroller
approve contracts for printing
and paper,

9, Providing for contribu-
tions to the teacher retirement
system on the basis of full
salaries, (Contributions now
are limited to $504 a year.)

10. Allowing the legislature
to provide for refund of state
tax on cigars and tobacco pro-
ducts sold at retail in Tex-
arkana,

11. Authorizing the legisla~-
ture to permit consolidation of
offices and governmental func~-
tions in El Paso and Tarrant
Counties,

12, Giving the legislature
power to authorize cities and
counties to issue revenue bonds
for industrial development pur-
poses and permit private con-
cerns to operate plants thus fin-
anced,

13, Exempting from property
tax certain property tempor-
arily stored in public ware-
houses.

14, Spelling out that legis-
lators will not be ineligible
for other offices because their
terms extend a few days in-
to January.

The Wallace Threat-
His Growing Appeal-
A Profest Yote-
Election In House?

Washington, D.C.--The
George Wallace threat is not
what most citizens, and most

writers, think it is. As of today,
it is true Wallace promises to
capture a sizable vote In a num-
ber of states.

His vote may even affect the
outcome of the November elec-
tion in several nom-southern
states. But he has, practically,
no chance to be elected and
even should he force the presi-
dential election into the House,
he will have no chance, and
little bargaining power to accom-
plish anything.

Those overly concerned with
the Wallace threat, some of
whom are proposing a ‘‘deal”
between the Republican and
Democratic nominees, against
Wallace, have been alarmed by
Wallace’s growing strength,
and his appeal even in non-
southern states.

Yet ifhe does everything they
fear he will do, he won't upset
the election and either the
Democratic or Republican
nominee will be elected in the
House. Who but Democrats and
Republicans comprise House
membership? In fact, southerners
in the House are practically all
party men, who--more than their
constituents as of now--would
be inclined to stay with the
party nominee for purely selfish
motivations.

Wallace will probably have no
Independent Party members in
the House. It's true that, con-
stitutionally, he could be named
Vice President by the Senate
(the House must choose a presi-
dent from the top two) but he
will certainly have no Indepen-
dent Party member in the Senate
and it’s inconceivable that Re-
publican and Democratic Sena-
tors would name him Vice
President.

What then can he accomplish?
The only power he might demon-
strate is in the form of a strong
conservative protest, as evi-
denced by the voters, to present
and past policies of recent years
in Washington. If this protest is
indeed strong, and not confined
to the South, could elected
officials ignore it in a
democracy”?

The Wallace protest, then, can
only be that of a minority,
pressure-group protest, If that
protest is supported by enough
people in all sections of the
nation politicians will heed it,
inevitably, in some ways,

But the Wallace threat is ant
a threat that the former Govemor
of Alabama will be elected to
anything, or have a major voice
in a House election should he
succeed in forcing the upcoming
presidential election into the
lower chamber of Congress.
