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School board interviews construction firms

Muleshoe’s school board
conducted lengthy
interviews during Monday’s
regular meeting aimed at
selecting the firm that would
serve as the district’s
representative under the
“construction manager at
risk” method chosen for the
upcoming expansion
projects.

The school board, joined
by administrators and other
staff, questioned 11
individuals from three of the
top construction firms
specializing in CM@R
projects in the State of
Texas: Wiley Hicks Jr., Inc.
of Amarillo; Pharr &

Bailey County

In spite of rumors of
problems with the use of

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Company of Lubbock; and
Lee Lewis Construction
Company, also of Lubbock,
spending about an hour with
each company.

The actual selection of
the CM@R company was
not included on Monday’s
agenda, and will be made
during a special meeting set
for Wednesday, Oct. 25, at
1 p.m. Due to the
newspaper’s press and
delivery deadlines, this
information won’t be
available until the Nov. 2
issue of the Journal.

During the interviews,
Superintendent  Gene
Sheets commented upon
the statements received
from references submitted

in the firms’ proposal
packets, noting that all three
came highly recommended.

Board members later said
that any of the three
companies could probably
do the work that will be
required during the school
district’'s pre-construction
planning and the actual
construction phases of the
projects.

“We’re proud that you are
interested in doing this job,”

Sheets said.

During his initial
presentation, James Hicks
of Wiley Hicks Jr., Inc.,
discussed the CM@R
process saying, “It gives us
the advantage of getting on
board early and being
involved in the budget
process,” adding, “lIt's a
relationship that saves
schools money.”

As did the
representatives from all

three companies, Hicks
pointed out that any savings
realized during a CM@R
project would be returned to
the school district rather
than go into the pockets of

the construction firm
selected.
One of the advantages of

this construction method is
that the school district and
the CM@R firm it hires
would reach an agreement
upon the guaranteed
maximum price of the
project. “Anything left out of
the guaranteed maximum
price, | get to buy,” Hicks
said.

According to Hicks, the
construction timeline
couldn’t be determined until

Five Area takes another step into the future

At the annual meeting of
the Five Area Telephone
Cooperative, General
Manager Sandy
Vandevender announced
that the cooperative had
secured additional fiber
optics routes to insure that
its members won’t lose
communication capabilities
in the event one of the other
fiber optic lines are cut.

“We have an additional
route to get you out,”
Vandevender announced at
the meeting.

Tuesday, Oct. 24,
Vandevender announced
the cooporative would be
expanding its fiber optics
capabilities even further...
by bringing fiber optic
capabilities to individual
residences in Muleshoe,
with the potential for a vast

services.

Along with
providing local
and long distance
telephone service,
the fiber optic
cables will have
the potential for
broadband
internet
connections, and
digital video.

Callingita “new
era in customer
service,”
Vandevender
announced that at
the end of October
construction crews would
begin the initial phase of its
“Fiber Optics to the Home”
program in southwest
Muleshoe.

“Fiber optics to the
premises is the leading
edge,” said Vandevender,

who has been working on
getting the project started
for about two years. “It's the
ultimate communications
delivery method.”

He said the cables would
be installed in PONs,
passive optical networks,
and explained that crews

burying fiber optic cables,
and noted that the crews
would be boring
underground to install the
cables rather than trenching
in an effort not to disturb
lawns.

According to the news
released received from
Vandevender, Five Area has
contracted with Moore Utility
Construction, Inc. of Paoli,
Ind., and that company
representatives would be
contacting homeowners
prior to construction.

The initial phase should
take about 75 days,
Vandevender said.

the architects had
completed a significant
portion of the drawings.

Likewise, all three firms
addressed the issue of
safety, especially the safety
of the school district’s
children, and the measures
that would be taken to
assure the district its
students, employees and
visitors to the campuses
under construction would be
safe. It was noted that both
Wiley Hicks and Lee Lewis’
companies have personnel
specifically employed to
monitor safety issues.

While Pharr & Company’s
team didn’t include an
employee whose sole
responsibility was jobsite
safety, Johnny Pharr
pointed out that his
company’s low workman’s
compensation rate was an
indication of its performance
in the area of safety.

“Kids and safety are
number one to us,” Pharr
said.

Of the three companies,
Wiley Hicks Jr., Inc., was the
only one without a previous
work history in Muleshoe.
Pharr & Company did work
on the high school’s science
rooms about 15 years ago,
and Clint Cox, the proposed
site superintendent for Lee
Lewis previously worked
with a Clovis, N.M. company
that constructed the
gymnasium at Dillman
Elementary. Although Cox
was raised at Bovina, he
noted that he was born at
Muleshoe and has relatives
at Lazbuddie.

Lee Lewis’ firm handled
the construction of the
United Supermarkets store
in Muleshoe. “We know
Muleshoe. We know what
itts going to take
sub(contractor) wise,” he
said. “We understand that
it's a community project.”

“Anyone can build a
building,” Lewis said. “It's
the relationships that’s
going to make this job a
success.” He later added
that any good company can
put together a portfolio. “It's
the individuals that matter.”

Lewis described the
CM@R method as the old
general contractor with a
different hat on, but added
that there was an important
difference — the school
district will get to see all of
the receipts.

When asked about some
items in his proposal that
didn’t list an estimated cost,
Lewis said it wasn’t possible
to give an accurate cost for
things such as waste
disposal until it was known
what types of materials
were being hauled away.
Lewis said he listed “cost of
work” meaning that the
district would be charged
the actual cost of the

There are two types of
vaccines (check with your

The “flu shot” — an
inactivated vaccine

(containing killed virus) that is
given with a needle, usually
in the arm.

The flu shot is approved for
use in people older than six
months, including healthy
people and people with
chronic medical conditions.

The nasal-spray flu
vaccine — a vaccine made
with live, weakened flu
viruses that do not cause the
flu.

The nasal spray is
approved for use in healthy
people five years to 49 years
of age who are not pregnant.

Keep the following in mind
to reduce your risk of
contracting the flu or
spreading it to you co-
workers, families, or friend,
especially if you choose not
to get a flu vaccination:

« Avoid close contact with
people who are sick. When
you are sick, keep your
distance from others to
protect them from getting sick
too.

* If possible, stay home
from work, school and
errands when you are sick.

You will help prevent
others from catching your
illness.

» Cover your mouth and
nose with a tissue when
coughing or sneezing. Couch
or sneeze into your elbow
rather than your hands to
help prevent the spread of
germs.

» Washing your hands
often will protect you from
germs. Wash your hands for
at least 20 seconds with
warm, soapy water.

* Avoid touching your eyes,
nose, or mouth. Germs are
often spread when a person
touches something that is
contaminated with germs and

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Var3|ty Mules hand Dimmit Bobcats another loss

Facing an apparent weak
opponent after taking a big
win over district front runner
is a nightmare for a
coaching staff.

The Mules had defeated
the Tulia Hornets 42-14 the
previous week and the
Hornets had handed the
Dimmitt Bobcats a 53-18
loss.

“The coaches took turns
telling of upset losses or
near upsets they had been
in as players all week,” said
Mule coach David Wood.
“The kids read the paper
and know what their
opponents have been
doing. It is tough to get
ready for a team like
Dimmitt as they have shown
they can play but have not
been able to win much this
season.”

The Mules got past the
Bobcats 27-6 Friday night.
A score that was
disappointing to some but
was a win over a team that
brought their A-game to the
field Friday night.

“Dimmitt has a good team
with good skilled athletes
and each time they got a
first down they got a little
more confidence and pep in
their step,” continued Wood.
“They began to believe in
themselves.”

“I have to take my hat off
to Dimmitt and their
coaches tonight. But we
also played well to take a
win by 21 points. It was a
good win for us and it has
always been hard for us to
play over here at Dimmitt.
We are glad to get out of
here with a win.”

The Bobcats opened the
game with an 11 yard toss
but the Mule defense took
over and stopped them
seven yards short of a
second first down and were
forced to punt. Victor
Vasquez returned the short
punt to the Dimmitt 46.

Garrett Riley took
advantage of the heavy
Dimmitt rush to set up a
screen pass to Eric
Washington on the Dimmitt
sideline. Washington ran

through a tackle for 20-
yards to the Bobcat 33.

Riley tossed to Vasquez
for an eight-yard gain on first
down. Riley rolled to the
right on an option and
attacked the line to draw in
the defense before pitching
to Washington. He broke a
tackle at the 20 and reached
the nine before being
stopped.

Washington added seven
more to the two up the
middle. Vasquez leaped in
from the two and kicked the
point after to give the Mules
a 7-0 lead with 7:48
remaining in the opening
period.

Dimmitt returned the
ensuing kick to the 41.
Landon Porsch connected
with Houston Sutton with a
screen pass for a first down
at the Mule 48. An
intentional  grounding
penalty pushed Dimmitt
back across mid field.

Junior Martinez sacked
Porsch on second down for
a three-yard loss and
Dimmitt could only make
three on third and were
forced to punt into the wind.
The punt rolled dead on the
Mule 32.

Riley took two steps back
in the Spread and pumped
once. The charging defense
turned as they thought Riley
had put the ball in the air.
Riley spun 180 degrees and
raced around the right side

for 10 yards and a first
down.

Washington picked up 17
with a blast up the middle.
He ran through a tackle and
fought to pick up extra
yards. Riley connected with
Timothy Conner on the Mule
sideline for seven yards.
Riley rolled for eight more
on an option to the Dimmitt
26.

Dustin Barker ran a slant
over the middle and Riley
connected with him for 17
yards to the Dimmitt nine.
Hamilton ran a down and
out pattern into the end
zone and Riley dropped the
ball in his hands. Vasquez
kick made it a 14-0 game
with 3:22 left in the first
period.

Dimmitt’s defense settled
in and held the Mules out of
the end zone the rest of the
half and the Mules refused
to give up a tally to the
Bobcats. The half ended
with the Mules in front 14-0.

Dusty Clayton returned
the opening kick of the
second half up the middle to
mid field. Riley connected
on six of seven tosses on
the Mules’ opening drive of
the second half. Riley
floated the ball into the end
zone to Hamilton for a five-
yard TD. Vasquez kick
pushed the Mule lead to 21-
0.

The Bobcats only tally
came on a controversial

pass reception in the end
zone. Sutton went high for
the ball and had it in his
hands. Before he returned
to Earth Riley blasted him
from behind and the ball
came out of his hands.

A long discussion was
held by the officials before
the touch down signal was
given. The two-point
attempt failed and the
Bobcats trailed the Mules
21-6 with 8:09 left in the
third period.

The Mules final tally came
with 1:50 left in the game on
a three play drive.

Washington grabbed a
screen pass in front of the
Dimmitt bench and raced 54
yards to pay dirt. The Mules
had a final scoring
opportunity after Vasquez
kicked the ball high into the
wind.

He raced down field to
cover the ball on the Dimmitt
32. The Mules drove to the
nine before Riley took a
victory knee and ended the
game.

The Mules had 77 yards
rushing with Washington
leading the way with 51
yards on nine carries. Riley
connected on 21 of 42
passes for 214 yards for a
total of 291 yards.

Hamilton made six grabs
for 65 yards and two Tds
and Barker caught four for
61 yards. Washington
caught three for 79 yards
and a Td. The Mules held
Dimmit to 73 yards rushing
and 105 through the air for
178 total yards.

Lane Wood paced the
defense with seven solo
tackles, 10 assists, one for
a loss, one sack, a
quarterback pressure and a
knock out hit. TJ Brantley
made seven solo stops,
eight assists, one for a loss,
two sacks, one special team
tackle and three
quarterback pressures.

Tony Guzman made six
solo tackles, nine assists,
one for a loss, a special
team tackle and picked off
a pass. Clayton made eight
solo stops, two assists,
caused a fumble, broke up
four pass and picked off a
pass.

Martinez made five solo
tackles, seven assists, one
for a loss and two
quarterback pressures and
Brian Poynor made four
solo stops, four assists, two
sacks, and two quarterback
pressures.

The Mules will use the
week to heal their bumps
and bruises of the season
during their open week.
They will begin to prepare
for their final two regular
season games against
Bushland and Friona.

Friona dumped Amarillo
Highland Park 50-0 and
Tulia ran past Bushland 28-
14. River Road was open
this past week.

The Mules will celebrate
Senior Night and host the
Bushland Falcons Nov. 3.
Festivities will begin at 7
p.m. Central Standard Time.
The Mule-Friona contest is
shaping up as a battle for

the District 2-2A
Championship if both
teams can remain
unscathed.

FSA is a credit agency of
the U.S. Department of
Agriculture. It is authorized
to provide disaster
emergency loans to
recognized farmers who
work at and rely on farming
for a substantial part of their
living.

Eligibility is extended to
individual farmers who are
U.S. citizens and to farming
partnerships, corporation or
cooperatives in which U.S.
citizens hold a majority
interest.

The FSA office In
Muleshoe is open from 8
a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday
through Friday.

My brain bleeds as I try to
begin to grasp the concept of
light years and vast reaches of
space, time, and eternity. But
as my gray matter overloads,
let me point you to another
amazing truth that dwarfs even
cosmic explosions.

“God made him [Christ] who
had no sin to be sin for us, so
that in him we might become
the righteousness of God” 2
Corinthians 5:21).

If St. Paul was saying, “God
forgives and empowers us by
considering our debt paid by
Christ, counting our sins as
being taken away by Christ’s
sacrifice,” that would be nice
and even true at some levels,
but he is saying more than that.

The explosion of divine love
held before us is infinitely more
than a remarkable picture of a
good and selfless man willingly
taking the place of a con-
demned criminal. Even weak
humans can at times show

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Dealing with discouragement

Contrary to popular
thought, Christianity is not a
religion for weaklings.
Christianity is a bed of roses
that includes the thorns.
God does not promise his
followers an easy path, he
promises to give them the
strength and grace they
need to get through the
tough times.

As Christians, we have
constant battles to face,
both within ourselves and
with the world that
surrounds us, and Satan is
a wily adversary, skilled in
the use of every weapon at
his disposal.

While  Satan isn’t
omniscient or all knowing,
as God is, Satan has had
thousands of years of
experience dealing with
mankind and the frailties of
the human spirit. He can’t
read your mind, but he’s had
encounters with millions of
people from whom to learn
how best to ply his trade.

In 2 Corinthians 2:5-8,
NIV, the apostle Paul
expressed his concerns
about a man who had
repented of his sins and
filled with grief and
discouragement, was a
likely target for the prince of
lies.

“If anyone has caused
grief, he has not so much
grieved me as he has
grieved all of you, to some
extent... not to put it too
severely. The punishment
inflicted on him by the
majority is sufficient for him.
Now instead, you ought to
forgive and comfort him, so
that he will not be
overwhelmed by excessive
sorrow. | urge you,

therefore, to reaffirm your
love for him,” Paul wrote.

Apparently, the man was
so filled with grief because
of his actions that Paul
became concerned that
Satan was using his sorrow
to drive a wedge of
discouragement between
the man and God.

God wants us to repent of
our sins, and our remorse
over our actions, is a sign
of true repentance. In fact,
confession of sin without
remorse over having
committed the sin is just
bragging.

However, God doesn’t
want our remorse to drive us
away from our relationship
with him. In 1 Corinthians 5,
Paul tells the church at
Corinth to expel an immoral
brother, butin 2 Corinthians
5, Paul reminds us that
Christianity is a religion of
reconciliation.

“All this is from God, who
reconciled us to himself
through Christ and gave us
the ministry of
reconciliation: that God was
reconciling the world to
himself in Christ, not

counting men’s sins against
them. And he has
committed to us the
message of reconciliation,”
— 2 Corinthians 5:18-19,
NIV.

Not only was the
Corinthian church instructed
to forgive its wayward
member, but also to comfort
him in his grief. They, along
with Paul, were the ones
who were wronged, but
were being told they should
still be the ones extending
comfort.

Paul recognized that
Satan could use this
incident to turn a man’s faith
from God and damage the
spirit of unity in the church
Corinth.

Disunity can reduce, if not
destroy, the ministry of an
entire church, but if Satan
can put distance between
an individual and God, he’s
won an even more
important battle.

The weakest link is where
a chain will fail, and the
weakest pointin a church is
a member who has allowed
the distance between
himself and God to grow.
