Previously, the certificates
could be requested only by mail,
fax or by visiting the DSHS vital
records unit in Austin-er one of
the 490 local registrars’ offices
throughout the state.

DSHS Chief Operating Officer
Randy Fritz said, "Customers
needing copies of birth or death
certificates should find the speed
and convenience of the new
online ordering system a real
timesaver."

He clarified that while certifi-
cates can be ordered online,
they cannot be downloaded or
printed.

Online ordering of a birth cer-
tificate for a birth that occurred
in the last 75 years is limited to
the individual for whom a birth
certificate is requested and to
the mother or father of that indi-
vidual.

Online ordering of death cer-
tificates for deaths that occurred
within the last 25 years is limited
to the surviving spouse, a parent
of the deceased and to certain
funeral directors.

Verification of any birth, death,
marriage or divorce — regard-
less of date — also is available
online.

One of the articles tells about
two brothers who were out hunt-
ing one day in 1900 and followed
a squirrel to his nest. When they
killed the squirrel for supper they
looked in the nest and found some
paper shell pecans the squirrel
had stored up for winter food.

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Joe and Omar Burkett carried
the pecans home and their father
was very interested. They dis-
covered the tree the pecans came
from two miles east of Putnam,
Texas and in the spring of 1900
buds and grafts from that tree
were placed on a smaller tree, and
thus began the start of the Texas
Pecan Industry.

Now Burkett pecans are grown
wherever pecans are grown. And
years later a "Welcome" plaque
was made from the wood of that
original tree which was destroyed
inastorm.

guaranteed farm loans. Farm
loan funds can be used to pur-
chase farms, livestock and

equipment. They may also be .

used to operate a farm, build c:
repair service buildings, pay for
soil and water conservation prac-

tices, and in some cases refi-

nance debt.

For direct loans made by FSA
to purchase a farm the terms
may extend to 40 years with a
current interest rate of 5.125
percent. Direct operating loans
may be made for one to seven
years with a current interest rate
of 4.875 percent, which is sub-
ject to change.

“Applicants requesting direct
real estate loans should be aware
that funding for this program is
limited and may require a wait-
ing period before funds are avail-
able and applications approved,”
said Frost.

FSA guaranteed loans are
made by banks or other com-
mercial lenders and are guaran-
teed by FSA for up to 90 percent
of any loss. The guaranteed loan
program includes both operat-
ing and real estate loan pro-
grams. If aloan applicant is able
to obtain financing from a pri-

vate lender equal to 50 percent
ormore of the total funds needed
to jointly finance the purchase
of the farm, the interest rate on
the FSA direct loan would be
fixed at 5.0 percent.

SDA loan applicants do not
receive automatic approval. In-
dividuals must be U.S citizens
with a satisfactory history of
meeting credit obligations, have
sufficient education, training or
experience managing or operat-
ing a farm, possess the legal
capacity to incur debt, and be
unable to obtain credit through
traditional lending means.

"Qualified loan candidates are
provided information and assis-
tance to develop sound man-
agement practices, analyze
problems and utilize available
resources essential for success-
ful farming in the ever-changing
agricultural environment," said
Frost.

With the beginning of spring
comes the threat of severe
weather and the most active
part of tornado season.
Nature's most violent storms,
tornados can occur any time
‘throyghout the year and have
wreaked havoc in every state.
The Big Country Region Branch
of the American Red Cross
urgesresidents in the Big Coun-
try area to take steps now that
can make your family safer
when tornadoes threaten.

"By preparing together for tor-
nado season, we can make our
families safer and our commu-
nities stronger," Ronnie
Broadus, Program's Director
said. "We can help you and
your family create your tornado
preparedness plan now, before
our community is threatened
by severe weather."

Last year, the Red Cross pro-
vided lifesaving disaster relief
for more than 4,775 families
whose lives were turned upside
down by the devastating power
of 32 tornadoes that roared
through U.S. communities.
The Red Cross set up tornado
relief operation 19 states, from
Utah to Wisconsin to Pennsyl-
vania, in a season that was ac-
tive and destructive from March
through December. In the af-
termath of these storms, Red
Cross disaster relief workers
provided safe shelter for more
than 710 displaced residents in
47 shelters and served over
437,000 meals for affected
families.,

As with any disaster, prepara-
tion can be the difference be-
tween life or death. The Red
Cross recommends that fami-
lies prepare for tornados by:

¢ Create and practicing a
Home Tornado Plan: Pick an
uncluttered place where family
members could seek shelter: a
basement, a center hallway, a
bathroom, or a closet on the
lowest floor.,

* Assembling a Disaster
Supplies Kit: Kits should con-
tain a first aid kit and essentia’
medications, canned food and
manual can opener, bottled
water, flashlights and a battery
poweredradio with extra batter-
ies ‘and other emergency items
for the whole family.

* Heeding Storm Warnings:
Listen to your radio and TV
stations for updated storm in-
formation. A tornado WATCH
means a tornado is possible in
your area. When a tornado
WARNING is issued, go to the
safe place you picked to protect
yourself from glass and other
flying objects. If you are out-
side, hurry to the basement of a
nearby sturdy building or lie flat
in a ditch or low-lying area. If
you arein a car or mobile home,
get out immediately and head
for safety.

* Preparing for High Winds:
Make trees more wind resistant
by removing diseased’ and
damaged limbs, then strategi-
cally removing branches so
that wind can blow through.
Install permanent shutters on

your windows and add protec-
tion to the outside areas of slid-
ing glass doors. Strengthen
garage doors and unreinforced
masonry. Move or secure lawn
furniture, outdoor decorations
or ornaments, trash cans,
hanging plants and anything
else that can be picked up by
wind and become a projectile.

Texas to receive $1,916, 800
in drought funding

. WASHINGTON, March 15.
2006 — Agriculture Deputy Sec-
retary Chuck Conner today an-
nounced that USDA's Farm Ser-
vice Agency (FSA) will allocate
close to $20.1 million in Emer-
gency - Conservation Program
(ECP) funding to 26 states af-
fected by natural disasters.

“The Emergency Conservation
Program is an important tool for
farmers and ranchers to reha-
bilitate and strengthen environ-
mental stewardship of their
lands,” said Conner. “These
funds will help farmers and
ranchers rehabilitate farmland
damaged by floods, drought,
wildfires and other natural di-
sasters in recent years.”

ECP gives producersresources
to remove debris from farm-
land, restore fences and conser-
vation structures, provide water
for livestock in drought situa-
tions and grade and shape farm-
land damaged by a natural di-
saster. Locally-elected FSA
county committees implement
ECP for all disasters other than
drought, whichisdoneby FSA's
national office. Eligible produc-
ersreceive cost-share assistance
of upto 75 percent of the cost of
approved practices, as deter-
mined by FSA county commit-
tees. The $20.1 million in ECP
funds allocated today are from
unused funds from various
states.

Among the 26 states recelvlng
the funding announced today
are Texas and Oklahoma, which
are continuing to face drought
and severe wildfire conditions.. .
Texas will receive more than
$3.9 million, while Oklahoma
will receive over $2.7 million.

FSAisallocating $20,142,400
in ECP funds to 26 states includ-
ing $1,916,800 in drought di-
saster funds in Texas.

Producers can contact their
local FSA office regarding ECP
sign-up periods, which are set '
by the county FSA committees.
For a producer's land to be eli-
gible, the disaster must create
new conservation problems that,
if left untreated, would impair or
endanger the land and affect its
productive capacity. Conserva-
tion problems that existed be-
fore the applicable disasters are
not eligible for ECP assistance.

In addition, USDA has several
other programs to help farmers
and ranchers recover from dam-
ages caused by natural disas-
ters. These programs include
the Emergency Loan Program,
Federal Crop Insurance and the
Noninsured Crop Disaster As-
sistant Program. b
