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School board hires
construction manager

The third party in the
upcoming construction
projects at the Muleshoe

After the formal selection
was made, Superintendent
Gene Sheets entered into
negotiations with the firm,
and announced Monday
that it had gone well, and
that Lee Lewis had agreed
to head up the project for a
fixed fee of $385,000.

Although Lee Lewis’ initial
proposal included a fee that
was higher than the other
firms in consideration,
Sheets said the agreed

upon fee placed the
company’s under the
others.

“I'm excited that they’re
willing to help us and work
with us,” Sheets said
Monday. “We not have the
third partner for this project.”

The other two partners
are MWM Architects of

MAHD board approves mandatory drug testlng

Employees of the
Muleshoe Area Hospital
District will be faced with
mandatory drug testing in
the near future as a result
of its governing body’s
action Thursday, Oct. 26.
The MAHD board of
directors voted 5-0 in
support of Covenant Health
System’s offer to
“piggyback” MAHD’s
program onto its own, an
action that will save the local

hospital district significantly
by passing on the $12.50
per test cost the much larger
hospital pays to the private
drug-testing company with
which it contracts.

While discussing
Covenant’'s policy of
allowing its employees who
test positive the first time
during a random monthly
test to remain on the job
while seeking professional
help with their problem,
MAHD board member Bob
Donaldson expressed his

concerns, and asked if it
were possible for

As great as Muleshoe

But occasionally, as in
the case of 1989 graduate
Andrew Espinoza, rather
than being in jeopardy...

Espinoza finished his first
round of competition in the
winner’s circle — which was

broadcast on Tuesday,
Oct. 24, with accumulated
winnings of $16,500, only
to succumb to a faster
buzzer finger on his
second show, which was
broadcast on
Wednesday, Oct. 25.

As the second place
winner on Day Two,
Espinoza said he was
awarded an additional
$2,000, bringing his total
game winnings to
$18,500, prior to taxes.

According to Espinoza,
the show was taped on
Sept. 12, but the entire
process started months
earlier with an online
tryout last spring, followed
by a second tryout and
interview in May in New
York City.

“I loved every bit of it,”
Espinoza said, referring
to his trip to Culver City,
where Sony Picture

“During
the time that we’ve done
this, the quality of our
application pool has
improved,” he said.

Wurts also said there
were no exceptions to the
random testing at
Covenant, noting that
everyone from the top down
was subject to testing.

Texas counties qualifying [(@sjll=e= NS

for 2007 tax credits listed

A list of 217 counties
where businesses will have
one last chance to qualify for
millions of dollars in state tax
breaks next year has been
released.

Each year the economic
health of each county is
reviewed and counties that
are eligible for economic
development franchise tax
credits are designated by
state officials, who also note
that 2007 will be the last year
taxpayers will be able to
establish new tax credits.

The franchise tax credits
for economic development
were enacted in 1999 by the
76th legislature and include
aresearch credit, a job credit
and an investment credit.

This year, House Bill 3
was signed into law,
changing the franchise tax
and repealing the research,
job and investment credits,
along with many others.

The new law goes into
effect on Jan. 1, 2008.

Only corporations or
limited liability companies
that are initial franchise tax
filers in 2007 with 2007
business to report under the
old law will be eligible to
establish new tax credits
based on the 2007 list of
qualified counties.

Though these credits
have been taken away
starting in 2008 by House Bill
3, business owners in
counties on this year’s list
are encouraged to see if
they qualify under the law
that applies until then,
according to state officials.

These credits saved
taxpayers more than $211
million on their franchise tax
reports the past five years.

Research Credit

The research credit is
available to companies that
perform qualified research
activities in Texas. Itis based
on the firm’s increase in
research activities during the
year compared to a base
amount.

Five percent of qualified
research expenses will be
credited for tax reports
originally due in 2002 and
before 2008. The amount of
the company’s credit may be
as large as 50 percent of its
franchise tax liability.
Unused credits may be
carried forward for a
maximum of 20 years or until
Dec. 31, 2027, whichever
occurs first.

Additional credit is
available for qualified
research activities

conducted in certain
qualifying counties.

Job Creation Credit

Companies that create
jobs in certain counties may
qualify for a job creation
credit equal to five percent
of the wages paid to workers
holding those jobs. The
credit is five percent a year
for five years beginning with
the year the jobs are
created. However, no yearly
deduction may be taken on
franchise tax reports
originally due on or after Jan.
1, 2008.

To qualify, a corporation
must create at least 10 new
full-time jobs, pay at least
110 percent of the county’s
average weekly wage, pay
health benefits and be
engaged in manufacturing,
warehousing, wholesale
distribution, computer
services, research,
agricultural processing, or
central administrative office.

The credit is limited to 50
percent of the firm’s tax
liability in the year that the
credit is claimed. Unclaimed
credits may be carried
forward for a maximum of
five years or until Dec. 31,
2012, whichever occurs first.

Investment Credit

Corporations that invest at
least $500,000 in machinery
and equipment can qualify
for a franchise tax credit
equal to 7.5 percent of that
investment. The credit is
available in five equal

The investment must be
located in qualifying counties
and in the industries listed
for the job creation credit.

This credit, too, is limited
to 50 percent of the firm’s tax
liability, and any unclaimed
credits may be carried
forward for a maximum of
five years or until Dec. 31,
2012, whichever occurs first.

Strategic Investment
Area

The Strategic Investment
Area (SIA) is a collection of
counties and sub-county
areas where job creation,
investment and research
activities by businesses can
earn franchise tax credits.
The SIA is determined each
September by the
Comptroller’s Office, and the
determination is effective for
business activity in the
following calendar year.

Comptroller Strayhorn
determined that of the state’s
254 counties, 217 fall
entirely or partially in the
state SIA for calendar year
2007.

Of those counties, 87
qualify for full-purpose SIA
designation based on their
relative unemployment rate
and per-capita income.

The SIA designation
allows a research credit
bonus and permits
companies engaged in
manufacturing,
warehousing, wholesale
distribution, agricultural

processing, central
administrative office,
computer services or

research to apply for job
creation and investment
credits.

Bailey County is listed
among the counties eligible
for the full-purpose SIA
designation.

Among the counties
eligible for the limited-
purpose SIA designation
are:

Deaf Smith, Lamb and
Parmer Counties.

On the run...

So what is trail running?
Simply put, it is running
without the road. It is more
of a cross-country style of
running that pits you against
miles of trails. The terrain
can vary greatly — from
rocky to sandy, from flat to
steep and from dry to wet.
The trails come in all shapes
and forms and therein lies
the challenge. Unlike
running on the road, the
same ftrail can be different
from day to day. And the
more | read about it, the
more | found this something
that | wanted to try.

Fast-forward to this past
weekend in Palo Duro
Canyon State Park. On
Saturday, more than 300
trail runners lined up to race
across a 12.5-, 31- or 50-
mile course. Folks came
from all over the United
States to run the courses as
they were established
several years ago. And each
year, the number of
participants has grown
exponentially, mirroring the
increase in interest in trail
running.

And | was there, lining up
with the others in my first
official trail run. Don’t worry,
| was part of the group
running the 12.5 miler. But
despite the shorter distance,
it would prove to be quite the
test. And quite a learning
experience.

First, | discovered that no
matter how slow you think
you run, don't line up in the
very back. Apparently, there
is always a small group that
isn’t interested in running
and passing that group on
a narrow trail can be dicey
in Palo Duro Canyon.

Next, | learned that eating
barbecue is off limits the day
prior to running 12.5 miles.
I'll just leave it at that.

Also, never try to predict
the weather in the

It did Paul. In one blinding
instant on the Damascas Road
his passion for the Law became
a passion for the Savior. Paul’s
message became the cross and
the gospel of God's grace. But
it was often met with mistrust—
exactly as it is today.

“Paul, this grace stuff sounds
too good to be true. I’'ll get my
salvation the old-fashioned way:
I'll earn it.” But Paul replies,
“You’ll never get it that way.
And the pride that would cause
you to think you ever could is
absolutely deadly to your soul.
Earn it? Never!”

“For it is by grace you have
been saved, through faith—and
this not from yourselves, it is the
gift of God—not by works, so
that no one can boast.”

“But, Paul, preaching this
grace stuff is dangerous busi-
ness. Why, once people hear

“This Grace Stuff Sounds
Too Good To Be True!”

about THIS deal, they'll just sin
and sin and sin some more!”

But Paul has already asked the
same question: “What shall we
say then? Shall we go on sinning
so that grace may increase? By
no means! We died to sin;, how
can we live in it any longer?
Count yourselves dead to sin but
alive to God in Christ Jesus.
For sin shall not be your master,
because you are not under law,
but under grace.”

“But, Paul, won’t you let me
cast the spotlight on my own
works for just a moment?” No,
not even for a moment because
the time we spend centered on
ourselves and our puny attempts
at do-it-yourself righteousness is
time we ought to spend focused
on the only One who can ever
make us truly righteous.

“No one will be declared
righteous in His sight by observ-
ing the law. . . . But now a right-
eousness from God, apart from
law, has been made known. . . .
This righteousness from God
comes through faith in Jesus
Christ to all who believe. There
is no difference, for all have
sinned and fall short of the glory
of God, and are justified freely
by his grace through the redemp-
tion that came by Christ Jesus.
Where, then, is boasting? It is
excluded. . . . For we maintain
that a man is justified by faith
apart from observing the law.”

And that is the message of
the gospel. That is good news.
And we can accept that good
news, if we’re willing to lay
down the pride that is humani-
ty’s cancer, open our hands,
and receive what God would
give us but what we can never
even begin to earn.

Focus on law and the end
result is despair and death.
Focus on the Savior and the end
result is life and joy and hope.

May that Good News be ever
on our lips and may its joy fill
every corner of our lives!
