Republican challenger John  
Windham unseated Democrat 
Incumbent Sheriff Eddie Curtis, 
while Republican Ed Duncan 
defeated William (Bill) Young 
for the Cross Plains Constable 
position in Callahan County's 
only two contested races from 
the Tuesday, November 4th 
General Election.

Windham captured 51.99%, or 
2,957 votes, for County Sheriff, 
while Curtis won 48.01%, or 
2,731 votes.

Of the seven voting precincts 
in Callahan County, Windham 
won six of the seven precincts, 
while Curtis captured only the 
Baird voting precinct. Windham 
also captured the Early Voting

majority as well, with 1,528 votes 
(50.66%) for Windham to 1,488 
votes (49.34%) for Curtis.

Windham won the Clyde (Pre­
c in c t # 1 ) w ith 733 v o tes  
(53.90%) to 627 (46.10%) votes 
for Curtis.

Windham took the Eula (Pre­
cinct #2) voting box with 610 
votes (53.09%) to Curtis taking 
539 votes (46.91%).

Curtis took the Baird (Precinct 
#3) voting box with 776 votes 
(59.01%) to W indham 's 539 
votes (40.99%).

The Cross Plains (Precinct #4) 
voting box went to Windham 
with 560 votes (60.02%) to 373 
votes (39.98%) for Curtis.

The Putnam (Precinct #5) vot­

ing box went for Windham with 
53 votes (53.54%), to 46 votes 
(46.46%) for Curtis.

Windham won the Clyde (Pre­
cinct #5) voting precinct with 
257 votes (50.69%) to 2r J votes 
(49.31%) for Curtis.

Windham won th-_ Oplin (Pre­
cinct #7) voting location with 
205 votes (63.08%) to 120 votes 
(36.92%) for Curtis.

in the race for Constable Pre­
cinct #4, Duncan captured 941 
votes (66.78%) to Young's 468 
votes (33.22%).

Each year Texans die from

accidents caused by ice, snow, 
or fog. The Texas Department 
of Public Safety urges motorists 
to slow down to the conditions 
of the roadway. Motorists should 
not assum e the speed limit is the 
safe speed.

Patchy freezing drizzle or rain 
is deadly. When the tem pera­
ture falls below 32 degrees, even 
a little mist, drizzle, or frost can 
create slick bridges and road­
ways. Slow down especially on 
overpasses and bridges.

Each year people die in house 
fires and from carbon monoxide 
poisoning because of faulty heat­
ing sources. Be sure to place 
your electrical heating source in 
a safe place away from curtains 
and combustible materials, if 
you have a gas furnace, be sure 
to install carbon monoxide de­
tectors. Always install smoke 
detectors, they could save your 
life.

Be alert for the development of 
wildfires when strong  wind 
speeds and low relative humid­
ity co-exist. Use safe fire pre­
vention measures.

Dense fog kills, too. When 
driving in low visibilities due to 
dense fog or snow, slow down 
and use your low beams.

Always have a way to receive 
winter weather forecasts and 
warnings because weather can 
change fast.

Nationwide, more than 279,000 
econom ic stim ulus checks 
totaling about $163 million and 
more than 104,000 regular refund 
checks to ta lin g  abou t $103 
million were returned to the IRS.

“All you have to do is update 
your address with the IRS so we 
can send it to the right place,” said 
C lay Sanford , and IRS 
spokesman in Dallas.
Stim ulus Checks

It is crucial that taxpayers who 
may be due a stimulus check up­
date their addresses with the IRS 
by November 28, 2008. By law, 
economic stimulus checks must 
be sent out by December 31 of 
th is year. The undeliverab le  
econom ic stim ulus checks 
average $583.

The “W here’s My Stimulus 
Payment?” tool on IRS.gov is the 
quickest and easiest way for a 
taxpayer to check the status of 
stim ulus check  and receive

instructions on how to update his 
or her address. Taxpayers without 
in te rn e t access should  call 
1-866-234-2942.
Regular Refunds

The regular refund checks that 
were returned to the IRS average 
$897 in Texas. These checks are 
resent as soon as taxpayers update 
their address.

Taxpayers can update their 
addresses with the “Where’s My 
R efund?” tool on IRS.gov. It 
enables taxpayers to check the 
status of their refunds. A taxpayer 
must subm it his or her social 
security number, filing status and 
amount of refund shown on their 
2007 return. The tool will provide 
the status of their refund and in 
some cases provide instructions 
on how to reso lve  delivery  
problems.

Taxpayers checking on refund 
over the phone will be given 
instructions on how to update 
their addresses.

The vast majority of checks

mailed out by the IRS reach their 
rightful owner every year, only a 
very small percent are returned by 
the U .S. Postal S erv ice as 
undeliverable.

Through September 2008, the 
governm ent d is trib u ted  116 
m illion  econom ic stim ulus 
paym ents w ith only about 
279 ,000  checks being 
undeliverable. Meanwhile, the 
IRS has distributed more than 105 
million regular refunds this year 
with only about 104,000 being 
undeliverable. In both cases, well 
under one percent of refunds or 
stimulus checks were undeliver­
able.
Avoiding F uture  Problem s

The IRS encourages taxpayers 
to choose direct deposit when 
they file their return because it 
puts an end to lost, stolen or 
undeliverable checks. Taxpayers 
can receive refunds directly into 
personal checking or savings 
accounts. D irect deposit is 
available for filers of both paper 
and electronic returns.

The IRS also encourages 
taxpayers to file their tax returns 
e lec tron ically  because e-file  
eliminates the risk of lost paper 
returns.

This Week in Texas History

No majority needed to be elected Governor of Texas

NOV. 5 - 11, 2008
Dolph Briscoe survived an 

unusually strong challenge 
from Republican Henry Grover 
on Nov. 7th, 1972, but the six- 
percent showing by the Raza 
Onida cand idate  m ade the 
D em o cra t th e  first T exas 
governor in 78 years elected 
without a clear majority of the 
votes.

State law can be confusing 
when it com es to choosing the 
chief executive. Since 1918 
the two main political parties 
have been required to hold a 
ru n o ff , if no c o m p e ti to r  
receives half of the primary 
vote. Not so in the general 
election, which has always 
b e e n  a w in n e r - ta k e s - a l l  
contest.

This curious rule has resulted 
in 11 "minority" governors, 
who took Texas' top political 
prize without the approval of 
50 percent of the electorate. In 
fact, four of the  first five 
gubernatorial races did not 
produce an outright winner.

W hen J a m e s  P in c k n e y  
H enderson decided against 
s tan d in g  for ree lec tio n  in 
1847, Jam es B. Miller thought 
fortune finally had smiled on 
him. Even though Henderson 
beat him better than four-to- 
one in their two-man match 
two years earlier, the doctor 
w h o  h a d  o p p o s e d  
in dependence  early in the 
Revolution believed he had the 
inside track.

M ille r d id  s u c c e e d  in 
rounding up many more votes 
in his second run for governor 
yet still cam e up 2,048 short. 
George T. Wood, a popular 
hero of the M exican War, 
finished first with 48 percent of 
the ballots -  230 votes shy of 
the magic number.

G nlike his p re d e c e s s o r . 
Wood was only too happy to 
extend his stay for another two 
years. But a not-so-funny 
thing happened on the way to 
the inauguration.

Wood was waylaid at the 
p o lls  in 1 8 4 9  by P e te r  
Hansbrough Bell, who threw 
his hat in the ring for strictly 
personal reasons. The 41 year 
old Virginian nursed a wartime 
grudge against the governor

for allegedly robbing him of his 
rightful share of military glory. 
What better way to get back at 
his archenem y than to beat 
him at his own gam e?

Bell did just that by grabbing 
47 percen t of the  vote to 
W ood's 40 percent. An Irish- 
born Judge nam ed John  T. 
Mills accounted for the rest and 
k ep t th e  v ic to r below  50 
percent.

Two years later. Bell earned a 
p lace in the Texas history 
books by becoming the first 
governor to win reelection. But 
four opponents siphoned off 
enough support to restrict him 
to 48 percent.

Bell did not hang around to 
com plete his second  term , 
preferring in stead  to  fill a 
vacant seat in the G.S. House 
of Representatives. Lt. Gov. 
J a m e s  W. H enderson held 
down the fort for the last 28 
days of Bell's watch before 
relinquishing the reins to the 
winner of the 1853 election.

Elisha M. P ease  w as the 
choice of barely a third of the 
b a llo ts  c a s t  in th e  ho tly  
contested six-man battle for 
the sta te 's  highest office. (Ex­
governor Wood placed third in 
th e  firs t o f tw o d o o m e d  
com eback bids.) More than a 
cen tu ry  an d  a ha lf la te r. 
Pease's 36.7 percent remains 
a record low for an elected 
governor.

Francis R. Lubbock did not 
fare much better with his 38.1 
percent slice of the electoral 
pie in 1861. Edward Clark, 
who had taken Sam Houston's 
place after the Hero of San 
J a c in to  re fu sed  to  sw ear 
allegiance to the Confederacy, 
fought tooth and nail to hold 
onto the governorship but lost 
it to Lubbock by 124 votes.

Following the Civil War and 
Reconstruction, elections for 
governor were dull lopsided 
a f f a i r s  wi th p r e d i c t a b l e  
l a n d s l i d e s  s w e e p i n g  
D em ocratic  nom inees into 
office. That was the case in 
1890 as Jam es Stephen Hogg 
tripled the combined vote of 
h is  R e p u b l i c a n  a n d  
Prohibitionist rivals.

H o w e v e r ,  by t h e  n e x t  
e l e c t i o n ,  t h e  " P e o p l e ' s

G o v e r n o r , "  a s  h e  is 
r e m e m b e r e d  t o d a y ,  wa s  
fighting for his political life 
against a dissident Democrat 
and Tom Nugent, the standard 
bearer of the People's Party. 
Hogg's popularity plummeted 
from 76 to slightly less than 44 
percent, but the bruised and 
battered incumbent held on to 
renew his lease.

A unified Democratic Party 
proved to be too much for the 
insurgent Populists in 1894. 
While not quite reaching 50 
percent, Charles A. Culberson 
did not have to break a sweat 
to defeat the m uch-respected 
Nugent.

When the votes were counted 
in November 1972, no one was 
m ore surprised than Dolph 
Briscoe that his tally was two 
percen tag e  points below a 
majority. After all, 37 previous 
e l e c t i o n s  h a d  b e e n  
comfortable cakewalks for the 
Democrat.

But the South Texas rancher 
w o u l d  n o t  b e  t h e  l a s t  
"minority" occupan t of the 
governor's mansion. In his 
h i s t o r i c  1 9 7 8  u p s e t  of  
D e m o c r a t  J o h n  Hil l ,  
Repub l i can  Bill Cl e me n t s  
cam e within 1,021 votes of a 
majority, and a dozen years 
later the Libertarian rained on 
Ann Richards' victory parade 
by reducing her ballot share to 
47 percent.

But it is the 2006 election that 
will have future h isto rians 
scratching their heads. How 
could Gov. Rick Perry drop to 
39 percent, the lowest ever for 
an  i n c u mb e n t ,  whe n  the  
Democrat failed to break 30 
percent?

The answer is, of course, that 
a renegade Republican billing 
h e r s e l f  a s  " o n e  t o u g h  
grandma"  and an only-in- 
A u s t i n  c h a r a c t e r  c a l l e d  
"Kinky" together polled 30.5 
percent!
