Friona Rainfall Data
Friona weather tracker 

John Gurley released his an-
nual rainfall report this past 
week. The chart shows rain 
received by the month and 
year for the past decade. 
For the calendar year 2019, 
Friona received 21.34 inches 
of rain. This year was the 3rd 
wettest of the decade. The av-
erage annual rainfall for the 
past ten years is 18.80 inches 
per year. 

This year also marked the 
first time since 2015 that we 
received some type of mois-
ture in all twelve months. 
During the decade there were 
eight months in which we re-

ceived no measurable pre-
cipitation. Also, if you look at 
the “average” column on the 
far right of the chart you will 
notice that Friona received 
approximately 80% of its rain 
each year from May through 
October. On average, August 
was the wettest month for the 
past decade.  

For the past decade, 2011 
was the driest year with only 
7.21 inches of rain and 2015 
was the wettest with 35.76 
inches of rain. Also of note 
is that Friona received 66.28 
inches of rain during the first 
half of the decade and 121.69 
inches during the last half.

AUSTIN – Gas pumps 
across Texas will soon display 
new consumer information 
stickers to reflect the Fuel 
Metering and Quality Pro-
gram’s new home: the Texas 
Department of Licensing and 
Regulation. Senate Bill 2119 
in the 86th Legislature moved 
oversight of the Fuel Metering 
and Quality program to TDLR 
from the Texas Department of 
Agriculture as of Sept. 1, 2019. 

The new design has a Texas 
shape and includes informa-
tion about the amount of state 
and federal taxes charged for 
every gallon of fuel sold, as 
well as a telephone number 
and a QR code that consum-
ers can use to file a complaint 
with TDLR regarding the 
quality or quantity of fuel that 
was sold. Consumers can also 
use the contact information 
to report possible credit card 
skimmer activity to TDLR.

The design also includes 
a cue to look for possible 
tampering with a pump that 
could indicate that a credit 
card skimmer may have been 
placed on the device – as 
well as a reminder to “Drive 
Friendly – the Texas way.” 

“The new stickers reflect our 
agency’s commitment to con-
sumer protection and safety. 
We hope that this reminder 
that consumers, vendors and 
TDLR are partners in protect-
ing fuel pumps will resonate 
with everyone,” said TDLR Ex-
ecutive Director Brian Fran-
cis. “Motor fuels make the 
Texas economy prosper. We 
want to make the process as 
safe and secure as possible.” 

The new stickers are avail-
able for fueling stations and 
licensed service companies to 
order online from TDLR start-
ing today (https://www.tdlr.
texas.gov/fmq/fmq.htm).

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agent or vocational agriculture 
teacher as follows: Rabbits no 
ownership deadline, Goats 
and lambs by November 1, 
2019, barrows by December 1, 
2019; and steers by July 1, 2019. 
Steers, Lambs, Goats, and Bar-
rows must be validated under 
the Texas Validation system 
by the appropriate date. All 
animals must be continuously 
owned for the designated pe-
riod immediately prior to the 
show. Animals must not have 
been sold through a premium 
sale during the ownership pe-
riod. 

9. Each exhibitor may only 
sell two animals in the pre-
mium auction. If an exhibitor 
places more than two animals 
high enough to qualify for the 
premium auction, the premi-
um sale animals will be desig-
nated as follows: an exhibitor’s 
highest placing animals will 
be sold. Should an exhibitor 
have more than two animals 
qualify for the sale and be the 
same placing, then the heavier 
weight animals will sell. (EX-
AMPLE: 1st place steer, 3rd 
place barrow, and 3rd place 
lamb. The steer and the barrow 
would sell. The steer was the 
highest placing animal, and the 
barrow weighed more than the 
lamb of equal placing.)  

10. If an animal that has 
placed high enough to qual-
ify for the premium sale is 
dropped because an exhibitor 
has two other animals in the 
sale, the next lower placing ani-
mals in the class will move up 
into that sale position.  

11. SHOWMANSHIP: Steer, 
Barrow, Lamb & Goat shows 
will have two age divisions, Ju-
nior 8-13 and Senior 14 and up. 
Each species judge will select 
showmanship winners within 
their division. Showman-
ship classes will be held upon 
the completion of judging 
each species and will be open 
to all exhibitors of that spe-
cies, within each age division. 
Showman-ship selection will 
be based on the exhibitor ef-
forts within the classes as well 
as during showmanship com-
petition class. ( All ages will be 
as of January 1, 2020) 

12. All animals must remain 
on the show grounds from 
weigh-in until released by the 
superintendent.  

13. Any exhibitor found in vi-
olation of rules set forth in this 
booklet is subject to a review 
before the stock show appeals 
committee and possible dis-
missal of the exhibitor from all 
show activities.

14. PROTESTS: Any protest 
must be in writing accompa-
nied by $250.00 cash deposit 
and a written statement to 
the general superintendent of 
show.

Entry fees have been 
set at a rate of $15.00/steer; 
$15.00/lamb; and $15.00/
barrow and $15.00/goat, and 
$5.00/Rabbit, Heifer $30.00. 

3. Floor prices will not be set 
on any animals. All animals 

will be taken home by exhibi-
tors after the show. 

4. Weigh-in will be as follows: 
Sheep, and Goats will classified 
and weighed in from 2:00 until

The two reports — Assess-
ing the Mass Attacks Threat 
to Texas and Texas Domes-
tic Terrorism Threat Assess-
ment — were among many 
topics discussed at the 
Domestic Terrorism Task 
Force roundtable hosted by 
Governor Abbott today at 
the Texas State Capitol.

“Evaluating our state’s 
public safety vulnerabilities 
in today’s threat environ-
ment is critical to keeping 
Texas safe from the most 
unthinkable tragedies,” said 
DPS Director Steven Mc-
Craw. “Texas is fortunate 
that the Governor and our 
state leaders place such a 
high focus on not only re-
sponding seamlessly to 
public safety threats but 
also doing everything pos-
sible to prevent them. 
These reports will assist law 
enforcement and the public 
in doing just that by provid-
ing increased information 
and awareness of mass at-

tacks and domestic terror-
ism threats to our state.”

As DPS continues to work 
with our law enforcement 
partners to combat the 
threat of domestic terrorism 
and mass attacks in Texas, 
we want to remind Texans of 
the important role they can 
play in reporting suspicious 
activity. Texans are urged to 
report suspicious activity to 
their local law enforcement 
or through the iWatchTex-
as program, a system that 
captures and connects po-
tential criminal, terroris-
tic or school safety-related 
threats in Texas.

iWatchTexas is designed 
to make it quick and easy 
for the public to report sus-
picious activity in Texas. 
The public can submit a 
report through the iWatch-
Texas mobile app, which is 
free and available on iTunes 
and Google Play; online at 
www.iwatchtx.org; or by 
calling 1-844-643-2251. All 
reports are confidential; 
however, there is an option 
to provide contact infor-
mation, so officials can fol-
low up with any additional 
questions. Reports should 
take less than five minutes 
to complete.

Texas population 
outpaces others in 2019

Texas’ population growth 
continues to surge as the 
state recorded the largest 
population increase in the 
United States between mid-
2018 and mid-2019, accord-
ing to U.S. Census Bureau 
estimates released Decem-
ber 30, 2019. 

The state’s population 
rose by 367,000 people dur-
ing that period to take the 
number of people living in 
Texas to nearly 29 million - 
second only to California’s 
40 million residents.  

Should this trend con-
tinue, Texas is predicted 
to gain several U.S. House 
seats after the 2020 census 
if the count is accurate and 
participation is high.  

Population growth in 
Texas and most of the South 
contrasts a drop in the na-
tion’s natural increase 
(births minus deaths) to 
below 1 million for the first 
time in decades. Between 
2018 and 2019, natural in-
crease was 956,674, reflect-
ing 3,791,712 births and 
2,835,038 deaths. Forty-two 
states and the District of Co-
lumbia had fewer births in 
2019 than 2018.  

With fewer births in re-
cent years and the number 
of deaths increasing, natu-
ral increase has declined 
steadily over the past de-
cade. The nation’s popula-
tion was almost 328.24 mil-
lion in 2019, growing by 0.5 
percent between 2018 and 
2019, or about 1.55 million 
people. 

State sets historic 
unemployment record 

Texas neared the end of last 
year on a six-month streak of 
record low unemployment, 
according to the Texas Work-
force Commission (TWC). 

The state’s seasonally ad-
justed unemployment rate 
held at 3.4 percent in Novem-
ber 2019 to mark the sixth con-
secutive month of record low 
unemployment in the state 
starting in June 2019. It is the 
lowest unemployment rate 
since series tracking began in 
1976. 

 Leading job growth in No-
vember was the education and 
health services category with 
10,200 jobs added, followed 
by the trade, transportation, 
and utilities industry adding 
8,000 jobs, and manufacturing 
which added 6,300 jobs.  

The Midland Metropolitan 
Statistical Area (MSA) record-
ed November’s lowest unem-
ployment rate among Texas 
MSAs with a non-seasonally 
adjusted rate of 2.1 percent, 
followed by the Amarillo and 
Austin-Round Rock MSAs 
each with an adjusted rate 
of 2.5 percent. The College 
Station-Bryan and Lubbock 
MSAs each recorded the third 
lowest rate at 2.6 percent.  

TWC produces employ-
ment estimates in cooperation 
with the U.S. Department of 
Labor’s Bureau of Labor Sta-
tistics.

Abbott, Patrick react after shooting inci-
dent at church

AUSTIN — Gov. Greg Abbott and Lt. Gov. 
Dan Patrick released statements following 
a deadly shooting on Dec. 29 at West Free-
way Church of Christ in White Settlement, 
a city of 16,000 people on the west side of 
Fort Worth.

Two church members were killed in the 
shooting, which occurred during Sunday 
services. A possible motive for the shooting 
is under investigation.

The shooter was shot and killed at the 
scene by a member of the congregation who 
is a member of the church’s volunteer secu-
rity detail and is a firearms instructor.

“Places of worship are meant to be sacred 
and I am grateful for the church members 
who acted quickly to take down the shooter 
and help prevent further loss of life,” Abbott 
said.

Patrick said the Texas Department of 
Public Safety is leading the investigation in 
cooperation with the White Settlement Po-
lice Department, the Federal Bureau of In-
vestigation and the Tarrant County Sheriff ’s 
Office.

Revenue total is higher
Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar on Jan. 3 

reported that state sales tax revenue totaled 
$3.01 billion in the month of December, 
4.8% more than the amount reported for 
December 2018.

“Growth in state sales tax revenue was led 
by receipts from the construction, informa-
tion services and restaurant sectors,” Hegar 
said in a news release. “While revenue 
growth was slightly buoyed by collections 
from remote sellers and online marketplace 
providers, collections from retail trade were 
depressed due to significantly fewer Christ-
mas shopping days in November this year 
compared to the previous year.”

The majority of December sales tax rev-
enue is based on sales made in November 
and remitted to the agency in December. 
Total sales tax revenue for the three months 
ending in December 2019 was up 6.0% com-
pared to the same period a year ago.

Sales tax is the largest source of state 
funding for the state budget, accounting for 
57% of all tax collections, according to the 
comptroller’s office.

In December 2019, Texas collected the 
following revenue from other major taxes:

-Motor vehicle sales and rentals, $427.3 
million, up 7.9% from December 2018;

-Motor fuel, $310.7 million, down 1.1% 
from December 2018;

-Natural gas production, $114.0 million, 
down 33.8% from December 2018; and

-Oil production, $362.5 million, up 18.3% 
from December 2018.

Toll hike takes effect
The Texas Department of Transporta-

tion’s annual toll rate increase took effect 
Jan. 1.

According to TxDOT, the biggest increase 
will be felt by drivers who still pay by mail, 
as the surcharge for those transactions will 
increase to 50% of the base rate paid by all 
toll users. Motorists with a TxTag account 
will experience an even larger comparative 
discount on tolls – a discount of 33% com-
pared to Pay By Mail rates, the agency said 
in a late-December news release.

The 50 percent surcharge for Pay By Mail 
transactions helps defray the rising admin-
istrative costs associated with these mailed 
payments, such as viewing license plate 
images, generating and mailing invoices 
and processing payments. Raising the sur-
charge to 50% also brings TxDOT Pay By 
Mail rates in line with other toll authorities 
in Austin and Dallas and across the coun-
try, and further incentivizes having a TxTag 
account.

Flu season hits hard
In its weekly update on Jan. 2, the Texas 

Department of State Health Services en-
couraged “everyone to get vaccinated now.”

The most recent flu surveillance report 
shows widespread flu activity in Texas and 
high levels of influenza-like illness. There 
have been eight pediatric flu-related deaths 
reported in the 2019-2020 flu season.

Influenza is a contagious respiratory ill-
ness caused by one of a number of relat-
ed viruses. The flu vaccine is made up of 
strains similar to ones likely to be circu-
lating in North America, and vaccination 
is especially important for people with 
chronic health conditions and weaker im-
mune systems and their caregivers, the 
DSHS said.

Ag chief hosts show
Texas Agriculture Commissioner Sid Mill-

er in mid-December announced he would 
host a new weekly television show to pre-
miere on the RFD-TV network. The first 
show is set to air on Jan. 21.

The show, Texas Agriculture Matters, will 
spotlight Texas agriculture for 52 million 
viewers nationwide, according to Miller’s 
office. The show is produced by RFD-TV in 
agreement with the Texas Department of 
Agriculture and recorded at the RFD-TV/
The Cowboy Channel studio in the Fort 
Worth Stockyards, with Miller hosting in his 
capacity as Texas agriculture commissioner 
and receiving no compensation for his par-
ticipation.

Texas HHS Receives Grant to Improve Nutrition for Older Texans
State’s Congregate Meal Program to Help More Seniors

AUSTIN – Texas Health 
and Human Services will 
use a three-year, $750,000 
grant to increase participa-
tion in the congregate meal 
program, which provides 
nutritious meals in a com-
munity setting to people 
age 60 and older.

 “Having a place to go 
to share a meal and good 
company reduces hunger 
and food insecurity, and is 
important to maintaining 
good health,” said Wayne 
Salter, deputy executive 
commissioner for HHS Ac-
cess and Eligibility Ser-
vices. “Serving meals in a 
group setting is more than 
just nourishment for the 
body, it nourishes the soul 
for those who participate.” 

While Texas’ aging popu-
lation continues to grow, 
participation in the con-
gregate meal program is 
declining. Established 
through the Older Ameri-
cans Act of 1965, the pro-
gram provides a whole-
some meal in a community 
setting where people can 
socialize and participate in 
activities offered at the site, 
such as board games. The 
program includes nutrition 
education classes, chronic 
disease prevention classes, 
and other activities. 

The grant will fund mod-
ernization of Texas’ congre-
gate meal program through 
the creation of the Texas 
Congregate Meal Initiative. 
As part of the initiative, 
HHS will partner with Texas 
A&M University to conduct 
research to identify causes 
for the decline in program 
participation. 

The Texas Congregate 
Meal Initiative will also 
provide training and proj-
ect development prac-
tices, inspire innovation, 
increase participation in 
local congregate meal pro-
grams, and improve satis-
faction, health, and well-
being among the senior 
population in Texas. “This 
is great news for our senior 
citizens,” said Rep. James 
White. “We stand on the 
broad shoulders of these 
great Texans and I am elat-
ed that HHSC will provide 
our local communities with 
more resources to serve our 
seniors.” 

According to the US Cen-
sus Bureau, between 2005 
and 2017 the population 
of individuals age 60 and 
older has increased by 65 
percent in Texas while the 
number of meals served 
through this program has 
decreased by nearly 25 
percent. Participation in 
congregate meal programs 
has declined nationwide as 
well. 

“We are especially 
pleased to be partnering 
with the Mays Business 
School, Texas Health and 
Human Services, and the 
Area Agencies on Aging on 
a project with the poten-
tial for improving the qual-
ity of life for aging popula-
tions throughout Texas,” 
said Nandita Chaudhuri, 
research scientist at the 
Public Policy Research In-
stitute at Texas A&M Uni-
versity. “This type of proj-
ect fits perfectly within the 
mission of the Public Policy 
Research Institute. The 

results have the potential 
to reduce social isolation 
among aging populations 
by connecting seniors to 
other members of their 
community through con-
gregate meals.” 

As a part of this initia-
tive, HHS will utilize Texas’ 
28 Area Agencies on Aging 
and their congregate meal 
providers to gather com-
prehensive statewide data. 
Area Agencies on Aging 
provide supportive services 
to people age 60 and older, 
their family members, and 
caregivers across the state’s 
254 counties. These servic-
es give individuals the re-
sources to maintain healthy 
and independent lives in 
their communities.

Small Town Cookin’

Oats

With the beginning of the year upon us, I thought it appropriate to start with some recipes for 

the beginning of the day.  Oatmeal is a classic go-to for breakfast although it could be an easy and light 

nighttime meal as well.  Oats are often used in many baked goods and snacks such as granola bars.  

 Oats, Avena sativa, are an annual grass and have been cultivated for around 4,000 years.  

Initially, oats were grown for feeding livestock, but soon humans realized its nutritional value and began 

to eat the oats themselves.   Oats are among the most nutrient-dense food you can find.  They are rich 

in carbs, fiber, protein, fat, antioxidants, and vitamins such as manganese, phosphorus, magnesium, 

copper, iron, zinc, folate, thiamin and vitamin B5.  Oats are also known to help reduce LDL and total 

cholesterol.  They help stabilize blood sugar because of their low glycemic index.   Eating oats increases 

ones feeling of fullness and increases the growth of good bacteria in the gut.  Oats are naturally gluten 

free.  However, they are often processed in facilities with grains that do contain gluten and can become 

contaminated.  

Oats come in a variety of cuts.  The chart below is a quick summary of all your oats choices.  

Groats Whole oat without the hull, toasted and cleaned, 

not cut or rolled

Steel Cut Oats Groats that have been cut into two or four pieces

with a sharp, steel blade.

Have a nutty flavor and chewier texture.

Well suited for overnight crockpot oats but not 

for baked goods.

Scottish Groats that are ground into a meal-like texture.

Old Fashioned Rolled Oats Made by steaming and then rolling the whole 

groats.  They cook faster than steel cut oats and 

have a thick, creamy texture.  Good for cooked 

cereal and baked goods.

Quick Cooking Oats Similar to old fashioned oats but steamed longer 

and rolled thinner.  These are good for cooked 

cereals and baked goods.

Instant Oats Usually come in individual packets.  These are 

steamed longer and rolled thinner than the quick 

cooking oats and then dehydrated.  These are the

most processed form and usually contain added 

sugars, salt, and other additives.

Healthy Oatmeal Muffins (No Flour No Sugar No Oil)

Ingredients
2 ½ cups old-fashioned oats (1.5 cups ground, 

1 cup whole)
2 Tbsp old-fashioned oats for muffin tops
2–3 large overripe bananas (1 cup mashed or 1 

cup applesauce)
2 large eggs, (lightly beaten, may use flax eggs)
1/3 cup honey

3/4 cup milk (or non-dairy milk)
2 tsp real vanilla
2 tsp baking powder
1/2 tsp baking soda
1/2 tsp salt
1 tsp cinnamon

Instructions
Preheat oven to 325°F to toast oats.  Place oats on a baking sheet and toast until lightly browned, stir-

ring once (about 4 to 6 minutes). Let cool to room temperature. (If you are in a hurry you can skip the 
toasting step, however the toasting adds flavor!)  Divide oats into portions of 1.5 cups, 1 cup and 2 Tbsp.  
Turn oven heat up to 350°F degrees to bake the muffins.  Place 1.5 cups of oats in a food processor and 
blend/pulse until they reach a rough, flour like consistency.  Mash bananas well, they should have no 
lumps. I use my mixer to mash them before adding the other wet ingredients.  Add eggs, honey, milk 
and vanilla. Mix to combine.  Add dry ingredients (including the ground oats and 1 cup whole oats) 
to wet ingredients and mix until just incorporated. Allow these to sit for 10 minutes to soak the oats.  
Optional: Fold in 1/2 cup fruit, raisins, or nuts.  Scoop into muffin tin, well- greased or lined with parch-
ment muffin wrappers (makes 14 muffins).  Sprinkle muffin tops with the 2 Tbsp of reserved oats, 
press lightly to make sure they stick.  Bake at 350°F for 20 -23 minutes. (Tops should spring back when 
lightly pressed and/or a toothpick inserted in the center of a muffin should come out clean.)

Pressure Cooker Steel Cut Oats

½ cup Steel Cut Oats
2 cups water

1 tablespoon oil
Dash of salt

Ingredients

Directions
Combine ingredients in pressure cooker pot select high pressure and set 10 minutes cook time. 

(It took the pressure cooker 10 minutes to come up to pressure and 20 minutes for a natural pres-
sure release after the cook time, for a total prep time of 40 minutes.  A quick release is not recom-
mended with grains.)  Top with milk fresh or dried fruit, chopped nuts or granola, and your favor-
ite sweetener – brown sugar, white sugar, maple syrup, or agave syrup.  I like to add apples to my 
oats, but I quick cook them in the microwave before adding them to the oats.  I peel and chop my 
apples, place them in a microwave safe bowl with butter and cinnamon.  Then I cover and cook 
them for about 2 minutes or until apples are tender.  I don’t add them to the oats in the pressure 
cooker until after the oats are cooked and the pressure releases.  If you cook the apples with the 
oatmeal, you will just have apple sauce in your oatmeal.

Overnight Oats Base Recipe:
1/2 cup rolled oats gluten free as needed 
2/3 - 3/4 cup almond milk or your favorite milk 

(for a non-vegan version - you can add half 
milk and half Greek yogurt for creaminess as 
well) 

2 teaspoons chia seeds 
Overnight Oats Base Recipe:
1. Add oats, milk and chia seeds together in a ma-

son jar, resealable container or a bowl. (If you 
like your oatmeal creamier, you can add more 
milk and less if you like them on the chunkier 
side - you can also add an extra 2 tablespoons 
yogurt (dairy free if needed) to make them 
creamier).

Shake jar or mix and combine with a spoon. Seal 
and chill in the  fridge for at least 4 hours or 
overnight.

sired) to a mason jar.

Texas gas prices are unchanged in the past 
week, averaging $2.27 per gallon, according 
to GasBuddy’s daily survey of 13,114 sta-
tions. Gas prices in Texas are 6.8 cents per 
gallon higher than a month ago and  35.4 
cents per gallon higher than a year ago.

 According to GasBuddy price reports, the 
cheapest station in Texas is priced at $1.99 
while the most expensive is $3.19 per gal-
lon. The cheapest price in the entire coun-
try today stands at $1.89 while the most 
expensive is $4.99 per gallon. The national 
average price of gasoline has fallen 2.2 cents 
in the last week, averaging $2.57 per gallon. 
The national average is down 2.4 cents from 
a month ago and stands 34.3 cents per gal-
lon higher than a year ago. 

“To start the first week of a new decade, 
the national average has seen little change, 
but with the U.S. targeting and Iranian 
General in an attack last week, there is a 
distinct possibility that escalations in ten-
sions may have an affect on gas prices mov-
ing forward,” said Patrick DeHaan, head 
of petroleum analysis for GasBuddy. “For 
now, there’s been no physical disruption or 
retribution from Iran, but it has been prom-

ised. Oil markets have risen on the rising 
risk of Iran retaliating, but until it happens, 
don’t expect gas prices to see much of a 
jump. For now, I could see a small 5-10 cent 
per gallon increase over the next couple of 
weeks, but the real potential for fireworks 
at the pump will be contingent on retalia-
tion, and whether that retaliation targets 
oil infrastructure like Iran struck last year. 
For now we’re in limbo, but typically gas 
prices decline slightly in January and Feb-
ruary thanks to seasonally weak gasoline 
demand.”

Texas Weekly Fuel Update and Outlook

State Sales Tax Revenue Totaled $3 Billion in December

Texas Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar said state sales tax 
revenue totaled $3.01 bil-
lion in December, 4.8 per-
cent more than in Decem-
ber 2018. “Growth in state 
sales tax revenue was led by 
receipts from the construc-
tion, information services 
and restaurant sectors,” 
Hegar said. “While revenue 
growth was slightly buoyed 
by collections from remote 
sellers and online market-
place providers, collections 
from retail trade were de-
pressed due to significantly 

fewer Christmas shopping 
days in November this year 
compared to the previous 
year.”  

The majority of December 
sales tax revenue is based 
on sales made in November 
and remitted to the agency 
in December. Total sales 
tax revenue for the three 
months ending in Decem-
ber 2019 was up 6.0 percent 
compared to the same pe-
riod a year ago. Sales tax is 
the largest source of state 
funding for the state budget, 
accounting for 57 percent of 

all tax collections. 
In December 2019, Texas 

collected the following rev-
enue from other major tax-
es: (1) motor vehicle sales 
and rental taxes — $427.3 
million, up 7.9 percent from 
December 2018; (2) motor 
fuel taxes — $310.7 million, 
down 1.1 percent from De-
cember 2018; (3) natural gas 
production taxes — $114.0 
million, down 33.8 percent 
from December 2018; and 
(4) oil production taxes — 
$362.5 million, up 18.3 per-
cent from December 2018.
