DWI, assault cases lead pleas
The 100th District Court heard 

six pleas resulting in convictions in 
cases ranging from Driving While 
Intoxicated to Assault on a Public 
Servant and Burglary when it met in 
Clarendon last Monday, January 24.

A total o f $12,500 in fines was 
assessed as a result o f the pleas that 
took place on January 24. In addi­
tion to the fines, the defendants were 
required to pay a total o f $3,012 in 
court costs and $22,000 restitution.

District Attorney Luke Inman 
prosecuted the cases for the State 
o f Texas with the Honorable Judge 
Stuart Messer presiding.

John L. Louis was placed on 
probation for a period o f five years 
for the third degree felony offense of

assault on a public servant and driv­
ing while intoxicated 3rd or more. 
Louis was convicted and sentenced 
on both charges to ten years in the 
Institutional Division o f the TDCJ, 
but the sentence was probated for a 
period o f five years.

Louis was arrested in Donley 
County on November 3, 2010, by 
Deputy Mike Spier and was later 
indicted by a Donley County Grand 
Jury on January 13,2011, for aggra­
vated assault against a public ser­
vant and driving while intoxicated.

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
Louis is required to pay a $2,000 
fine to Donley County, and is also 
required to pay $941 in court costs, 
along with DWI requirements.

Joe Wayne Clark Jr. pleaded 
true to the allegations listed in the 
State’s Motion to Revoke Probation 
o f Defendant. Clark was convicted 
and sentenced to 12 months in the 
State Division o f the Texas Depart­
ment o f Criminal Justice.

On July 24, 2009, Clark origi­
nally pleaded guilty to the state 
ja il felony offense o f driving while 
intoxicated with a child passenger 
that occurred on June 23, 2009 in 
Donley County.

The State filed the motion to 
revoke on January 13, 2010, alleg­
ing four violations o f community 
supervision.

Clark pleaded true to all viola­
tions contained in the State’s motion

and was sentenced to 12 months in 
the TDCJ. Clark is also required to 
pay $565 in court costs to Donley 
County and a $1,500 fine.

David Andrew Vinson was 
placed on probation for a period 
o f one year for the Class A Misde­
meanor offense o f driving while 
intoxicated. Vinson was convicted 
and sentenced to one year in the 
Donley County Jail, but the sen­
tence was probated for a period of 
one year.

Vinson was arrested in Donley 
County on September 5, 2010, by 
Deputy Mike Spier and was later 
indicted by a Donley County Grand 
Jury on October 27, 2010 for driv-

FSA announces new CRP sign up
Bruce Ferguson , Executive 

Director for the Donley County 
USDA Farm Service Agency 
(FSA), has announced a Conserva­
tion Reserve Program (CRP) signup 
March 14, 2011 through April 15, 
2011. This is the second consecu­
tive year that USDA has offered a 
general CRP signup.

“Financial incentives available 
through CRP afford farmers and 
ranchers a low risk opportunity to 
implement a variety of conservation 
practices that will benefit the envi­

ronment in a number of ways,” said 
Ferguson.

“Over the past 25 years, CRP 
practices have improved water and 
air quality, increased wildlife habi­
tat and prevented soil erosion,” he 
said.

Landowners enrolled in the 
CRP program receive annual rental 
payments and cost-share assistance 
to establish long-term, resource 
conserving covers on eligible farm­
land.

Land that is not currently

enrolled in CRP can be offered 
during sign-up if all eligibility 
requirements are met.

CRP participants with con­
tracts expiring this fall can make 
new contract offers during the 
signup period. Contracts awarded 
during this general signup will 
become effective October 1, 2011.

All CRP offers are evaluated 
and ranked using an Environmen­
tal Benefits Index (EBI) that indi­
cates the environmental benefits 
of enrolling land in CRP. There

are five environmental factors that 
make up the EBI: wildlife, water, 
soil, air, enduring benefits and cost. 
Decisions will be made following 
the end of the sign-up period and 
after analyzing EBI data on all of 
the offers.

In addition to the general sign­
up, the continuous CRP sign-up 
program will be ongoing.

Economics 
of the State 
of the Union

The news from Egypt has thrust President 
Obama’s State of the Union off the front pages. While 
that news is critical, so is further analysis of the State 
of the Union, especially from an economic perspec­
tive. My previous column focused on the political 
dimensions of the State of the Union address, about 
how Barack Obama has already entered full campaign 
mode in an attempt to woo the 5 or 10 percent of the 
swing vote that he needs for re-election. Today, let’s 
look at the economic aspects of the speech.

One would hope that, after two years of failed 
policies and economic stagnation, President Obama 
would have seen the need for a changed economic 
strategy. Alas, beyond a few cosmetic touches, 
Obama's approach to economics remains substantially 
unchanged.

Here are a few examples:
In the address, Obama stated a self-evident truth: 

“None of us can predict with certainty what the next 
big industry will be.”

Agreed. But then, apparently unaware of the 
incongruity, the president proceeded to advocate 
increased government funding to three specific indus­
tries: biomedical research, information technology, 
and clean energy. So deeply ingrained is Obama's love 
of central planning, so confident is he in his ability 
to foresee what future generations will need, that he 
specifically called for 80 percent of electricity to come 
from renewable energy sources by the year 2035. as if 
anyone knows what relative costs will be or what new 
technologies will be available that far ahead.

Indeed, President Obama seemed blithely 
unaware of the sad history of federal support for 
alternative energies— wasteful boondoggles, such 
as Synfuels and ethanol. At least he was consistent, 
though. He also appealed for federal support of high­
speed railroads, another industry' in which the federal 
government already has shown its incompetence.
In the 1800s. there was only one railroad connect­
ing the Midwest to the Pacific Coast that did not go 
bankrupt— James J. Hill’s Great Northern, notable for 
being the only such railroad not to have received fed­
eral subsidies.

Obama stated the obvious truth that Uncle Sam’s 
deficit spending is “not sustainable.”

How could he say this with a straight face when 
the current fiscal year’s deficit is projected to be $1.5 
trillion— an all-time record'7 How serious is he, given 
that he offered only two specific areas for spending 
cuts: defense spending and subsidies to oil companies?

Well, he did say something about cuts for com­
munity action groups, but since ACORN is drowning 
in criminal charges, cutting spending there was a 
foregone conclusion. And, for the record, I support 
withdrawing all subsidies for oil companies. But let’s 
withdraw taxpayer-funded subsidies from all energy 

producers. Percentage-wise, the subsidies for wind and 
solar are many times as great per kilowatt of energy 
than they are for oil. Amazingly, President Obama 
wants to increase subsidies to— actually, he uses the 
words “invest in”— those wretchedly uneconomic 
forms of energy.

The president mentioned a government loan to 
a company that became successful. Fine. But private 
loans are just as capable of starting businesses and 
creating jobs, and they do it without dipping into the 
taxpayers’ pockets. Government doesn’t need to be 
“encouraging investment,” as Obama said; rather, 
government should stop discouraging investment and 
job creation, which it does when it siphons precious 
resources from the productive private sector.

Let’s have “a government that is more ... effi­
cient,” proclaimed President Obama.

Sounds good, but how? Government bureaucra­
cies, insulated from the profit-loss discipline of com­
petition, are inherently inefficient. Why single out the 
Pentagon for spending cuts? ALL bureaucracies are 

wasteful. Thai’s the nature of the beast. If he really 
wanted a more efficient government, Obama would 
have recommended the elimination of specific agen­

cies and bureaucracies.
Obama called for more government “investment” 

in infrastructure. (At least he’s not calling it this kind 

of spending “stimulus” anymore.)
Yes, infrastructure clearly needs some repairs, but 

I don’t trust Team Obama to do it right. I ’m mindful of 
the nearby exit ramp that was widened to two lanes as 
part of Obama’s stimulus package, even though it is so 
lightly used that mine is usually the only vehicle on it.

Obama promised a new website that would show 
us where our tax dollars are going. When I recall how 
inaccurate was his stimulus/jobs website, my response 
to the president is, “No thanks, save the money.”

The State of the Union address showed an appall­
ing ignorance of basic economics and the lessons 
of history. Sadly, President Obama still thinks like a 
central planner, even as he seeks to widen his appeal to 
the middle. He is decades behind the times. His is the 
path that leads to stagnation.

Leaders choose unsustainable path

Over the last decade, America’s 
leaders chose to address the unsustain­
able growth o f an already bloated federal 
government by spending unprecedented 
amounts o f borrowed money.

When will our leaders get the mes­
sage? All told, both parties have added 
more than $8 trillion (and counting) to 
the national debt over the last ten years 
-  an avalanche o f deficit spending that 
has our nation fast approaching fiscal 
Armageddon.

Given the dimensions o f this loom­
ing crisis, it’s understandable that the 
debate in Washington, D.C. is focused 
almost exclusively on dollars and cents. 
Yet as limited government advocates 
continue to drive this fiscal dialogue, it 
has become increasingly apparent that 
we cannot turn a blind eye to the govern­
ment’s “other” gluttony -its  voracious­
ness with respect to gobbling up our 
individual liberties.

That loud sucking sound you hear 
in cities and towns all across America 
isn’t just money being vacuumed out 
o f your wallet or pocketbook -  it’s 
the steady vacuuming up o f our once- 
inalienable rights.

This trend goes much deeper than 
the unconstitutional individual mandate

o f “Obamacare,” which would force 
Americans to pay fines o f up to 2.5 
percent o f their annual income if they 
decline to purchase insurance.

It’s about Americans being physi­
cally molested by Homeland Security' 
agents and having their laptops and cell 
phones seized without probable cause. 
It’s about the FCC infringing on freedom 
and commerce on the internet while the 
SEC is empowered to seize and liquidate 
financial institutions all over the coun­
try' on a whim. It’s about the Federal 
Reserve investing trillions o f dollars in 
secret while government at all levels 
continues inventing new definitions o f 
“public use” to take away your private 
property.

And yes, it’s about the U.S. House 
o f Representatives -  our House -  going 
behind closed doors to debate funding 
for our nation's domestic spying pro­
gram (which it did in 2008).

It’s about overzealous politicians o f 
both parties handing down overreaching 
legislation to overpaid bureaucrats and 
overstepping judges. It's about the cre­
ation o f convenient enemies, the cultiva­
tion o f fear -  and never letting a crisis go 
to waste.

“It’s sometimes easy to lose per­
spective o f just how extreme and out­

rageous certain erosions are,” author 
Glenn Greenvvald noted in a recent piece 
about warrantless computer seizures 
at America’s borders. “One becomes 
inured to them, and even severe incur­
sions start to seem ordinary.”

Sadly, the dangers that Americans 
face with respect to our individual liber­
ties were laid bare by the tragic shooting 
in Tucson, Arizona earlier this month.

“The saddest epitaph which can be 
carved in memory o f a vanished liberty 
is that it was lost because its possessors 
failed to stretch forth a saving hand 
while yet there was time,” Supreme 
Court Justice George Sutherland wrote 
more than seventy years ago.

And obviously the most dangerous 
assaults on liberty' come not from sweep­
ing edicts -  but rather gradual incursions 
bom out o f the opportunism o f the latest 
crisis.

As limited government advocates, 
we must continue to vigorously advance 
free market solutions in response to our 
nation’s fiscal implosion. But as we do 
so, let’s make sure we do not ignore gov­
ernment’s “other" gluttony.

Doing so would invite an even
more pernicious fate.

P resident’s actions spea k loudest
In President Barack Obama’s 

January' 25, 2011, State o f the Union 
address, America witnessed a shift in the 
president's message and tone, and that is 
a welcome change. But what the presi­
dent does is much more important than 
what the president says. The key will be 
whether there is follow-through resulting 
in meaningful changes to the damaging 
actions o f the past two years.

Since the president took office, the 
size and scope o f the government has 
grown and spending has skyrocketed 
to unsustainable levels. Republicans 
in Congress are committed to bringing 
down the debt, reining in spending, and 
stopping the overregulation o f business 
that is stifling job  creation in the private 
sector. Recognizing that there are major 
challenges facing our nation, I hope we 
can work together with our colleagues to 
reach real solutions.

If  we can agree on anything, it’s 
that we must bring down spending and 
reduce the deficit. Just one day after the 
Stale o f the Union, the Congressional 
Budget Office announced that the gov­
ernment’s deficit will hit $1.5 trillion in 
2011.

Those same budget experts expect 
a 1.1 trillion deficit in 2012. That means 
President Obama would rack up $2.6 
trillion in new debt over the next two 
years. In the president’s speech, he 
called for a five-year freeze on non­
security discretionary spending.

That is not a sufficient response. It 
is like an overweight person deciding 
he/she won’t eat more than they already 
do, rather than try ing to trim their calo­
ries, in an efiort to lose weight. It won’t 
work! Maintaining the status quo on

spending won’t 
work either.
We must reduce 
spending, not 
freeze it at 
unsustainably 
high levels.
Republicans 
are working 
to bring down 
federal spend­
ing to 2008 levels, which is a modest but 
meaningful start to cutting the fat out o f 
our national budget.

We must also be wary o f new 
spending masquerading as “investment.” 
If  we look back at President Obama’s 
State o f the Union address in 2009, he 
presented the $800 billion ‘Stimulus’ 
bill, which I did not support, as an 
“investment.” But his choice o f spend­
ing priorities did not spur job creation 
in the private sector. Instead, the failed 
Stimulus merely protected government 
jobs, and unemployment continues to 
hover above 9 percent nationally.

1 do believe increased investment 
in scientific research can trigger innova­
tion, competition, and economic growth. 
Research related to space exploration 
has created medical products and satel­
lite technology that have created thou­
sands o f jobs and improved quality o f 
life. Scientific research that results in 
new life-saving medicine and treatments 
can sustain life with diseases that used 
to kill people. America’s key contribu­
tions to the global economy come in the 
form o f innovation, and that is where we 
should focus our investments.

Another issue that the president 
briefly addressed was the health reform

law. Although he expressed he could be 
open to fixing some small aspects o f the 
bill, the problems with the health care 
law are foundational -  not cosmetic. And 
the consequences for American families 
and businesses are too great for us to 
settle for a patch-job when a do-over is 
needed.

I have met with small business 
owners from across the state o f Texas, 
and they cite the same barriers keeping 
them from hiring: rising costs to insure 
their employees and fines if they do 
not meet the Federal government’s new 
requirements levied by the healthcare 
bill.

I f  we are going to really change the 
direction o f our country', we have got 
to start by eliminating that health care 
reform bill; then repealing it, and replac­
ing it. There is no question the American 
health care system needs to be fixed, but 
we have to get the right reform. I am a 
cosponsor o f a bill to completely repeal 
the Obama health care law. 1 will also 
reintroduce a bill that repeals the harm­
ful provisions in the law that restrict 
the use o f Health Savings Accounts and 
Flexible Spending Accounts.

With the start o f the 112th Con­
gress, our nation is confronted with 
some o f the most pressing challenges I 
have witnessed during my time in public 
office. But America is up to the chal­
lenge, and I am confident that Congress 
will rise to the occasion. I am eager to 
work alongside my colleagues in the 
House and Senate, as well as with the 
president, to generate ideas and produce 
solutions that will put Americans back to 
work and set the government back on a 
fiscally responsible course.

belt Electric Cooperative. Inc., broke 
ground Monday, January 31. for 
a new office building in Wheeler 
which will be located on Highway 
83 South of Maxey’s Steakhouse.

The 7,200 square foot building 
will be constructed on five acres of 
land and will be used for warehouse 
storage, office space and a lineman’s 
area.

The yard will be used for stor­
ing materials such as transformers, 
poles, and wire.

Other expansion plans are to 
add a construction crew to the exist­
ing service crew already in Wheeler, 
making a total of five employees in 
the Wheeler. A digger truck, a large 
bucket truck and two smaller bucket

trucks will be located at the new 
facilities.

These additions are being made 
to meet G EC’s growing electrical 
demand in Wheeler County.

“G EC's electrical loads in 
Wheeler County are expected to 
increase substantially in the next 
18 months," stated G EC’s General 
Manager, Stan McClendon.

Rick Bond. G EC’s Operations 
Manager added, “Having additional 
personnel and equipment will assure 
that we can meet our growing loads 
and bring value to our current mem­
bers.”

Greenbelt EC is very excited 
about this expansion and the hiring 
of additional employees for the 
Wheeler service area.

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Physics classes compete in
The physics classes at 

Clarendon High competed last 
week in a balsa wood bridge build­
ing contest. Fifteen groups were 
issued three-foot long sticks o f 1/8” 
x 1/8” balsa wood and asked to build 
a bridge from 25 to 30 centimeters 
long and from 5 to 7.5 centimeters 
wide.

The bridge had a hook attached 
to a small board placed on the bridge 
roadbed, a bucket hung from the 
hook, and weights were added to 
the bucket until the bridge failed. 
Bridges were judged on the “weight 
held to bridge mass ratio”. The team 
with the highest ratio won the con­
test, and this year’s winners were 
Brandon McAfee, Caleb Mitchell, 
and Mason Lowry. Their bridge 
weighed less than 1 lA ounces but

held over 110 pounds o f weight 
before breaking. Their ratio was 
nearly 4 pounds held per gram of 
bridge mass, or almost 1800 times 
the weight o f the bridge!

Placing second were Amber 
Keel in and Kelsey Floyd, whose 
bridge held up a new record o f 128 
pounds o f weight, but because their 
bridge was more massive their ratio 
wasn’t quite as high as the first place 
bridge.

Keelin could actually have 
been suspended from here 1 1/3 
ounce bridge without it breaking! 
Third place went to Lubo Cellar, a 
Clarendon student from Slovakia. 
Congratulations to the winners.

The next project for the classes 
in mid-February will be balsa wood 
towers.
