Everyone is vulnerable: the
young, the old, the weak, and the
strong.

[t can strike during the day or
at night.

Or in Ronna (Edwards) New-
man’s case, while running track.

“I was fourteen in 1999, and
it was the first day of eighth grade
track practice,” Ronna said. “I
don’t remember that day at all, but
from what they told me, I didn’t
feel good. We were supposed to
run three laps, and the beginning
of the third lap I collapsed and
went into cardiac arrest.”

February 1s American Heart
Month. Heart disease 1s the
number one cause of death iIn
women and 90 percent of women
have one or more risk factors for
developing the disease.

In fact, if not for fast reac-
tions from two coaches, Ronna
probably would not be here today.

“The coaches performed
CPR until the ambulance got
there,” Ronna said. “They had to
use the external defibrillator two
times, and the third time they
finally got a heartbeat. They took
me to Claude and then airlifted
me to Amarillo where [ was in the
hospital for a couple of weeks.”

Ronna was diagnosed with
a rare heart condition, called
Arrhythmogenic Right Ventricular
Dysplasia, which 1s known to be
among the top causes of sudden
cardiac death among young ath-
letes.

“My heart rate would get
over 200 beats a minute,” Ronna
said. “I didn’t know 1t though
because I was born that way, and
it was just normal for me. There
had been no other heart problems
in my family, just high blood pres-
sure.”

Ronna left the hospital with
an internal defibrillator and an
altered lifestyle.

“I can’t do anything that will
get my heart rate up, so of course
| couldn’t run anymore,” Ronna
said. “That’s when [ started play-
ing golf. I haven’t had any prob-
lems with my heart since then.”

Ronna is not the only woman
in Clarendon who has experi-
enced a heart attack. For Melinda
McAnear, president of the Donley
County Hospital District, she was
watering her flowers when it hap-
pened.
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Heart attack survivor Ronna Edwards.
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“I'was 56 on June 23, 2006, and
| had a pain 1n my chest,” Melinda
said. “It was nothing real bad, so |
blew it off for a little bit. In ten min-
utes it had not gone away, but it had
not gotten worse. It was like noth-
ing I had ever experienced.”

After calling her husband,
Ronnie; Mélinda decided to call the
ambulance. She now regards this as
one of the best decisions she ever
made.

“The EMTSs told me that I was
having a heart attack, and I didn’t
believe them at first,” Melinda said.
“I always thought that having a
heart attack would be excruciating
pain, but it wasn't. I had none of the
classic symptoms of a heart attack,
like radiating pain in my left arm

or shortness of breath. It was just
‘uncomfortableness’ in my chest.”

Melinda remained conscious
throughout the ambulance nide to
BSA , where she was diagnosed
with Coronary Artery Disease. She
received a heart stint.

“l had never had heart prob-
lems before that, but there are cases
of heart disease on both sides of my
family,” she said. “Fortunately there
was no heart or muscle damage. I
had 90 percent blockage; and if I
would’ve waited any longer, I prob-
ably would have died from a mas-
sive heart attack.”

From her heart attack, Melinda
said she learned a valuable lesson.

“When you have a gut feel-
ing that something is wrong, you

need to listen to your body because
it’s trying to tell you something,”
Melinda said. “I listened and paid
attention, and I'm sure glad I did.”

In recognition of Heart Month,
Melinda wears a red dress pin,
which 1s the symbol for women
fighting heart disease.

“My cardiologist gave it to me
the year after my heart attack, and
['ve worn it ever since in February,”
Melinda said.

Ronna and Melinda stress the
importance of heart check-ups,
because neither one ever expected
to have a heart attack.

“It's a good thing to get
checked up, because it can happen
to anyone,” Ronna said. “You never
know when i1t may happen.”

Few step
foward

to run for
elections

Only three candidates have
stepped forward to run for office
one week into the sign-up period for
local elections.

Former Clarendon alderman
Tommy Hill has filed paperwork
to run for that position again. The
city will elect two aldermen and the
mayor this year. Those positions are
currently held by Mayor Larry Hicks
and Aldermen Janice Knorpp and
Ann Huey.

Donley County Hospital Board
Director Melinda McAnear (Place
3) 1s seeking re-election. The hos-
pital district has three positions
coming up on its board this year. The
other positions are currently held
by Bubba Newhouse (Place 2) and
Wayne Tubbs (Place 1).

At Hedley ISD, Ted Wright has
made it official that he will run for
the remainder of the unexpired term
he was appointed to last year. HISD
also has three full positions up this
year on the school board, and those
seats are held now by James Lee
Potts, Tonja Ruthardt, and Karen
Watt.

Three other local governments
have not had any candidates sign up
as of Tuesday morning.

Clarendon ISD has two trust-
ees’ positions up this year, and those
seats are currently held by Weldon
Sears and Lance Thornberry.

Howardwick also has the
terms of its mayor and two alder-
men up this year. They are currently
occupied by Mayor Del Essary and
Aldermen Gene Rogers and Norm
Hagood.

Three positions on the Hedley
Board of Aldermen are up this year,
and those positions are now held by
Travis Ruthardt, Tonya Metcalf, and
David Wells.

Positions on city boards of
aldermen and the hospital board are
two-year terms, and school board
terms are for three years. All posi-
tions are elected at-large, but hospi-
tal board candidates must sign up for
a specific place.

Filing for these local offices
continues through Monday, March
14.

Election Day for local govern-
ments will be held on Saturday, May
14, 2011.

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Governors
should just
say ‘no’ to
ObamaCare

So far, two Republican governors — Florida’s
Rick Scott and Alaska’s Sean Parnell — have
announced they will implement no part of ObamaCare.
[n the interest of both principle and practicality, the
other 48 governors should follow their lead.

Governors are understandably confused about
their obligations under ObamaCare. When federal
Judge Roger Vinson declared last month in Florida
v. HHS that the entire law was unconstitutional, he
apparently wasn’t clear enough about what his ruling
meant.

Vinson granted “declaratory relief” to the plain-
tffs, who include 26 states, the National Federation of
Independent Business (which represents small busi-
nesses) and two individual citizens. Though he did
not 1ssue a formal injunction forbidding the federal
government to implement or enforce the law, Vinson
wrote that declaratory relief 1s the “functional” and
“practical equivalent” of an injunction. Declaratory
relief, Vinson wrote, “is adequate and separate injunc-
tive relief 1s not necessary.”

The Obama administration disagrees, and last
week asked Vinson, essentially, “Didn’t you really
mean that we can keep implementing and enforcing
the law while we appeal your ruling?”

We may not learn Vinson’s answer for weeks, and
even then ObamaCare’s legal status won'’t be resolved
until it reaches the Supreme Court a year or more from
today. Yet governors have to decide what to do right
now.

Choosing the right course of action is simple for
governors who believe ObamaCare 1s unconstitutional.
Every governor takes an oath to support the U.S.
Constitution. Implementing a law they believe to be
unconstitutional would violate that oath.

At a minimum, then, governors who believe
ObamaCare 1s unconstitutional have a solemn obliga-
tion not to implement it. Parnell wisely sought counsel
from his attorney general about whether implementing
ObamaCare would violate his oath of office. But if
Parnell personally believes the law 1s unconstitutional,
then that should tell him what he needs to know.

Swearing an oath to support the Constitution also
obligates governors to use lawful means to prevent its
unlawful abuse. Governors who believe ObamaCare to
be unconstitutional are as duty-bound to stop imple-
menting the law as they are to challenge it in court.

Georgia Gov. Nathan Deal (R), who 1s among
the Florida plaintiffs, disagrees. His spokesman said
that refusing to implement ObamaCare “would put us
too far behind 1f our litigation is not successful in the
end.” But implementing ObamaCare entrenches the
law’s countless subsidies, regulations, and bureaucra-
cies, meaning that Deal himself 1s making it harder
to discard a law that he considers unconstitutional.
With friends like that, the Constitution hardly needs
enemies.

Deal and 20 other governors recently sent a letter
to HHS Secretary Kathleen Sebelius, complaining
of ObamaCare’s ““constitutional infringements™ and
requesting greater flexibility to implement it. Since (by
design) there is zero chance that Sebelius will accede,
those governors should flatly refuse to implement any
part of the law. They won’t be alone.

Last week, Parnell announced, “The state of
Alaska will not pursue unlawful activity to implement
a federal health care regime that has been declared
unconstitutional by a federal court.”

Many reporters missed the fact that Parnell 1s the
second governor to take this stand. Shortly after taking
office, Scott declared he will not implement the law
until the Supreme Court considers the matter. “[The
court| called it unconstitutional,” Scott recently told
an audience of Floridians. “We're not going to put any
effort into implementing that, and I think every other
state ought to do the same thing.”

One of Scott’s first acts as governor was to return
$2 million that the Obama administration gave his
predecessor, Gov. Charlie Crist (R), to help implement
the new law. (Disclosure: I served on Scott’s transition
team.)

Wisconsin and New Hampshire have also
returned ObamaCare money to the federal govern-
ment, which highlights the practical reasons why gov-
ernors should refuse to implement ObamaCare.

It is the height of fiscal irresponsibility to be
making new spending commitments (1) when the
federal deficit is $1.5 trillion and state budget deficits
are a cumulative $175 billion, (2) when those new
commitments create a framework for a massive new
entitlement program, and (3) when that new spending
comes under the auspices of a law that has been invali-
dated by one federal court and may be invalidated by
the nation’s highest court.

Whichever reason they choose — fiscal respon-
sibility or fealty to the Constitution — America’s
governors should just say “no™ to implementing
ObamaCare.

Lone Star State on the red carpet

Just a few days from now, a number
of Texans will compete at an event that
judges their skills and the quality of their
performances. They’ll make a grand
entry, looking their best and wearing a
signature 1tem that they hope will set
them apart from the rest. Musical enter-
tainment will be provided during breaks,
and an announcer will keep everyone
informed and entertained.

But before images of livestock and
cowboys come to mind, let me be clear:
while 1t’s one of my favorite events
of the year, | am not talking about the
Houston Rodeo. In fact, I'm referring
to the 83rd Annual Academy Awards.
Each year, Texans — and movies filmed
in or about Texas — are recognized and
honored at this event. This tradition got
an early start, with the silent film Wings,
shot in Bexar County, winning for best
picture at the very first Academy Awards
show on May 16, 1929.

Since then, Texas has kept her place
among the winners at the annual awards
show. A slew of actors not only have
had the privilege of earning an Academy
Award but also of being a native Texan,
like Rip Torn, Tommy Lee Jones, Jamie
Foxx, Sissy Spacek, Joan Crawford, and
Renee Zellweger. Oscar-winning movies
filmed in Texas include The Last Picture
Show, Bonnie and Clyde, JFK, Apollo
13, No Country For Old Men, Traffic,
Terms of Endearment, and There Will Be
Blood. This year, True Grit, which had
filming locations in Austin, Blanco and
Granger, Texas, has been nominated for
10 Oscars.

Over the years, movies have been
filmed across our great state — from
Marfa to Austin, and Garland to Archer
City. But perhaps the one location that
best represents the Texas film industry
1S a ranch located just north of Brack-
ettville, in Kinney County. It was here,

On November 5, 2009, Fort Hood,
Texas was suddenly thrust onto the front
lines of the War on Terror. On that ter-
rible day, 13 U.S. Army soldiers were
murdered and dozens of others were
grievously wounded in what we now
recognize as the single worst act of ter-
rorism on our shores since 9/11. The
shock of the events that day were further
compounded for the soldiers and their
families when they learned that the man
accused of this heinous act was one of
their own, a U.S. Army officer who had
rejected his oath and embraced Islamic
extremism.

The recent release of a bipartisan
Senate report revealed that the events
at Fort Hood were both predictable and
preventable. This renews our sense of
loss and outrage. Indeed, in the months
preceding the attack there were strong
warning signs that Nidal Hasan posed
a clear and present danger to his fellow
soldiers. Unfortunately the culture of
political correctness seems to have over-
shadowed Hasan'’s increasingly danger-
ous behavior observed by his colleagues
and supervisors who failed to put the
pieces together before it was too late.
Although Hasan may have worn the uni-
form of a U.S. Army officer, he openly
embraced the beliefs and convictions of
our adversaries.

Shahan
reached out to Paramount Studios and
convinced them that Brackettville was
the ideal location for the movie Arrow-
head, which was filmed there in 1951.
But one film was not enough for Shahan.

After hearing that John Wayne
was planning on shooting The Alamo in
Mexico, Shahan went to work building
the case for Brackettville as the appro-
priate and common sense location for
a film whose theme was so central to
Texas history.

Shahan succeeded. Set construction
for The Alamo began on the 22,000-
acre Shahan Angus Ranch in 1957.
Unlike traditional Hollywood sets that
used facades of building fronts and
sides, Alamo Village was a true-to-size
recreation of what the Alamo and the
surrounding village of San Antonio de
Bexar looked like in 1836, including
buildings with four walls, floors and
roofs. This was a strict requirement
imposed by Shahan; there would be no
“false fronts.”

workers who used at least 1.5 million
adobe bricks and 30,000 square feet of
imported Spanish tiles, it took two years
to complete the set. Filming began in the
summer of 1959.

Over the years, Alamo Village
would serve as the set for more than 100
other westerns, 1n addition to television
shows, documentaries and commercials.
Many famous actors have worked on
the Alamo Village set, such as James
Stewart, Dean Martin and Raquel
Welch. Robert Duvall worked at Alamo
Village when he starred in the popular
mini-series Lonesome Dove, which was
filmed there.

For decades, Alamo Village served
not only as a movie set but also a tourist
attraction that drew visitors from around
the world. Each summer, the set was
open to tourists and offered live musi-
cal shows, stagecoach rides, western
melodramas and shoot-out reenact-
ments. Sadly, this Texas-sized attraction,
which brought notoriety and economic
growth to the region for more than 50
years, closed its doors in 2009 after the
death of Shahan’s widow, Virginia. It
was briefly re-opened without shows or
events last summer, but has since been
closed indefinitely. Supporters and local
historians hope it will be purchased by
investors willing to make repairs and
re-open the site to the public.

In 1995, President George W. Bush
named Happy Shahan the “Father of the
Texas movie industry.” Though the doors
to his village have been closed for now,
Happy's dream for Texas to be a leader
in the world of cinema has certainly
been accomplished.

So as you and your family settle
In to watch this year’s Oscars, remem-

_ber, Texas stars are truly big and bright

enough to be seen all the way in Hol-
lywood.

For over half a century, the soldiers
stationed at Fort Hood have made great
sacrifices to protect and defend our
nation, and those killed or wounded on
November 5, 2009, were no different.

[t 1s clear that the victims of Fort Hood
were engaged in enemy combat when
they were attacked, and their service and
sacrifice 1n this war must be acknowl-
edged appropriately.

Those who lost their lives, along
with their families, should receive the
benefits and status afforded to their
fellow servicemen and women fight-
ing in Iraq and Afghanistan who are
wounded or killed in the same War on
Terror. The U.S. government awarded
combat status to casualties from the 9/11
attack on the Pentagon, and the victims
of Fort Hood should not be treated any
differently.

Together with Senator John Cornyn
and Congressman John Carter (R-TX),

[ recently introduced the Fort Hood
Victims and Families Benefits Protec-
tion Act, which would indeed grant the
victims of the Fort Hood attack and the
families of the deceased soldiers the
appropriate legal recognition of combat
casualties. It1s my hope that my col-
leagues in the Senate will join me in
honoring these fallen heroes and their
families in the manner they so rightly
deserve.

Fluoxetine Benefit in Stroke Recovery

Researchers have found that fluoxetine (Prozac), a widely used
medication used for depression, could improve a person’s ability to
recover from a stroke, when given after an ischemic stroke. This new
study was reported in The Lancet Neurology. Ischemic strokes are
caused by a lack of blood flow to the brain. Paralysis and weakness in
the limbs on one side of the body can occur. This study assigned 118
people to treatment with either fluoxetine or placebo after stroke onset.
After three months, significantly greater improvements in overall (both
upper and lower limb) motor function were found in those persons
who took fluoxetine versus placebo. In addition, those who received
fluoxetine were found to be significantly more physically independent
than those in the placebo treatment group.

In general, fluoxetine was well tolerated and side-effects were mild.
However, some experienced nausea and abdominal pain. The positive
effect of fluoxetine on motor function suggests that there may be a new
tteatment for the treatment of ischaemic strokes that includes the use
