The 2011 Regional Champion Broncos.
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Broncos win Regional Championship
Clarendon to play first 
state tourney since ‘70

Wow! No other word describes 

what took place in the Regional 

Tournament over the weekend as 

the Clarendon Broncos battled and 

muscled their way through two good 

opponents to capture the Regional 

Championship in Levelland at the 

Texan Dome on the campus o f South 

Plains College.

Now, it all comes down to 

two games. The two most impor­

tant games o f the season await the 

Bronco team in Austin beginning 

Thursday.

The Clarendon Broncos suf­

fered through a 41-year dry spell 

from the state basketball tourna­
ment, but broke new ground with a 

dominating team and a great coach­
ing staff.

The last appearance at state by 
Clarendon’s basketball team hap­

pened in 1970 when the Bronchos 

played for the state title but were 

defeated by Kennard. Several pres­

ent Clarendon residents were part o f 

that team. The Bronchos also made 

the state tournament the previous 

year but were defeated in the semi­

final game. The 1968 team qualified 
for the Regional tournament but was 

unable to move on.

But this 2011 team is ready to 

make basketball history and is deter­

mined to bring home the gold.

The Broncos were named 
Regional Champions by stomping 

the White Deer Bucks on Saturday 

in the final game o f the Regional 

Tournament.

The 67-52 win over the Bucks 
followed a close 47-40 win over 

Farwell on Friday. There was no 

question as to who was the dominant 

team in the Regional Finals game as 

the Broncos went on a scoring frenzy 
in the first quarter to set the tone for 

the game.

After White Deer posted four 

points to begin the game, the Bron­

cos took control and scored 14 
straight points with about two min­

utes left in the quarter. They quickly 

upped that point spread to 13 at the 
end o f one. Things just got better in 

the next period as the Broncos made 

good on several White Deer turn­
overs and led by 20 at the break. A ll 

in all, the Bronco pressure defense 

caused 35 White Deer turnovers, 

which converted into 33 points for 

the Broncos.
The Broncos were able to coast 

in the second half o f play, but they

never lost their intensity and deter­

mination to win. Johnny Gaines put 

in 22 points, Chris Crump added 

12, and M ike Crump had 10 to lead 

the Broncos. Brayden Phillips had 
eight, Cole Ward put in seven, and 

Justin Shillings had seven.

Surrounded by new displays o f 

gold in his office, first year Bronco 

coach Brandt Lockhart was sporting 

a huge grin on his face as he com­

mented on the games.

“ Our kids played great,”  Lock­

hart said. “ They were ready to go.”
And go they did. The Broncos 

out-hustled, out-played, and out­

lasted the Bucks making the game 

look simple, as they never missed a 

beat on either end o f the court. But it 

was the intense defense that set the 

tone for the lopsided game.

“ We hurt them a lot with our 
pressure defense,”  Lockhart said. 

“ We caused a lot o f turnovers and 

were able to score from them. 

They have worked so hard and they 

deserve this.”

On Friday, the Broncos stayed 

the course against Farwell in a back 

and forth game that was close to the 
end. Twelve clutch free throws in 

the final two minutes o f the game by 

the Broncos gave them the edge they 

needed in the highly contested game.

Last Wednesday, the Broncos 

closed out Gruver 55-50 to earn a 

spot in the Regional Tournament. In 

the Farwell game, Gaines had 19 and 
Phillips scored 15; and in the Gruver 

game, Gaines scored 25, while Phil­

lips added 14.

The Broncos w ill face o ff 

against Tenaha in the semi-final 
round o f the state tournament at 8:30 
a.m. Thursday morning in Austin at 

the Frank Erwen Center; and i f  vic­

torious, they w ill play the winner o f 

Eula and Evadale on Saturday morn­
ing also at 8:30 a.m.

Tenaha is 27-9 going into the 

tournament and is ranked 24th. They 
defeated two top five teams on their 

Way to the state tournament by one 

point in each game.
The Broncos are at 24-6 and 

have been ranked number one all 

season. They are determined to hang 
on to that ranking for the duration 
and have the ability to do so.

“ Tenaha is not tall, but they are 

quick," Lockhart said.

The Broncos are quick as well 
and are in a great place to take it all 
the way. They are, like Coach Lock­
hart said, “ ready to go.”

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Government 
coming after 
salt shakers

I f  you needed an example o f why the federal gov­

ernment has grown too big and too intrusive, a perfect 

one was handed to you recently when the nannies in 
Washington announced the newest target for their 

wrath -  Salt.
Those o f you who keep up with the interference 

o f the Food Nazis were not 

surprised by this since the sub­
ject has come up before. None­

theless, the severity o f their 

recommendations caught even 

your humble editor o ff guard.

Who really objects to free speech?

Free speech has always been one 
o f our most cherished rights. It has 
come under attack repeatedly by those 
who find it to be an inconvenient and 

unwanted obstacle to the attainment o f 

their political goals. Sometimes, those 
in positions o f power ignore the First 

Amendment and issue laws and regula­
tions to silence their opponents. Other 

times, politicians or citizens work on an 

unofficial level, resorting to influence or 
intimidation to achieve censorship.

President John Adams signed the 

Sedition Act to criminalize “ false, scan­

dalous, and malicious w riting" against 
the government or its officials. Ameri­

cans didn't like the federal government 

censoring expression or presuming to 

determine truth, so they canned Adams 
in the next election.

Abraham Lincoln jailed newspaper­

men whose comments on the C ivil War 

were not to his liking.

In 1935, Franklin Roosevelt signed 

the National Labor Relations Act, effec­

tively curtailing employers' freedom 
to talk w ith their own employees about 

their company’s financial condition and 

the affordability o f wages and benefits.

Both Roosevelt and Richard 

Nixon imposed various wage and price 

controls. Since prices are the language 

through which present value is com­

municated between potential buyers and 
sellers, they essentially banned a form o f 

free economic speech.

The assault on free speech seems to 

have accelerated in recent years. Free­
lance censors on the left have prevented 

dozens o f conservatives from giving 
scheduled speeches on college campuses 

by shouts, chants, and even physical 

aggression.
A favorite tactic o f global-warming 

propagandists has been to try to suppress 
dissenting views by urging reporters to 

ignore opposing viewpoints. Stephen 

Schneider, from his well-funded govern­
ment perch at the National Center for 

Atmospheric Research, called it “jour­

nalistically irresponsible to present both 

sides”  o f the story. A1 Gore used to tell 
journalists not to waste time interview­

ing global-warming skeptics.

Under the Patriot Act, the FBI is 

empowered to issue gag orders against 

those whom they investigate— even 
harmless little old ladies. (See Judge 

Andrew Napolitano’s YouTube clip.)

The Obama administration seems 

particularly unfriendly toward free 

speech. Consider just a few examples:

—  The president’s FCC diversity 
officer, Mark Lloyd, has lamented 

that private media companies almost 

thwarted Hugo Chavez’s “ incredible”  

revolution in Venezuela, and wants to 

impose punitive fees on radio stations 

that broadcast conservative talk show's, 
lest they interfere with the accomplish­

ment o f the Obama revolution.

In November, Sen. Jay Rockefeller 

(D -W V) mused publicly about the FCC

shutting down Fox News and MSNBC 

(not exactly an equal trade, since rela­

tively conservative Fox has multiples 

o f the viewers o f relatively liberal 

MSNBC) so that Americans could “ have 
some faith in their government.”  Yep, 

don’t let the people hear about what our 
great leaders are doing in Washington!

More recently, some voices on the 
left have exploited the tragedy in Tucson 

to rail against free political speech. (Per­

sonal disclaimer: I can’t stand strident 
rhetoric and am on record in advocat­

ing self-restraint from hateful rhetoric.) 

The left shows a remarkable lack o f 

confidence in the attractiveness o f its 
agenda by resorting to attempts to sup­

press opposing points o f view. Thomas 

Jefferson wrote, “ It is error alone which 

needs the support o f government. Truth 

can stand by itself.”
Rather than attempt to censor 

those with whom we disagree, let us 

welcome a vigorous debate. I f  you don’t 

like what you hear, turn it off, but don’t 

deny others the freedom to speak or hear 

various viewpoints. Jefferson again: I f  
an opinion or argument “ be false in its 

facts, disprove them; i f  false in its rea­

soning, refute it. But for God’s sake, let 

us freely hear both sides i f  we choose.”  

Amen.

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GAO finds billions in wasted money
On the heels o f a contentious debate 

in Congress over the federal budget, 

spending cuts, and talk o f a government 

shutdown, the nonpartisan Government 

Accounting Office (GAO) released a 

very timely report on government waste. 

Its findings reveal numerous duplicative 

and unfocused government programs 

that are wasting billions o f taxpayer dol­

lars each year.

The GAO found 82 different 

programs for monitoring teachers, 80 

programs for economic development, 

and 15 different federal agencies have 

food safety programs. The facts speak 

for themselves. This report should serve 

as a call to action elevating the level 

o f urgency for the White House and 

Congressional Democrats to finally get 

serious about tackling the out o f control 

deficit spending.

This recent GAO report under­

scores that, Congress can cut wasteful 
federal spending. Although the overall 

favorable reaction to the GAO report 

from leaders o f both parties has been an 

encouraging sign, in the end actions w ill 

speak louder than words.

House Republicans recently passed 

a long-term bill to fund government 

operations, cutting $100 billion from 

President Obama’s budget proposal and 

$61 billion from current spending levels. 

But Democrat leaders in the Senate 

refused to even consider the legislation 

or offer an alternative long-term funding 

b ill that would cut spending. Instead, in 

order to avoid a government shutdown, 

a compromise was reached with a short­

term funding bill that w ill keep the 

government running for two more weeks 

and that cuts $4 billion in spending. It is 

a small step, but at least one that is head­

ing in the right direction.

Cutting government spending is 

how we can and must put our country

back on a fis­

cally respon­

sible path. I 

support cutting 

discretionary 

spending while 

carefully pri­

oritizing invest­

ment in areas 

o f strategic 
national impor­

tance. Spending restraint is needed to 

give businesses and investors the confi­

dence to save and create jobs and bolster 

our economy through investment, and to 

ensure jobs for American workers and 

provide re lief to struggling families.

While lawmakers in Congress 

continue to debate a sustainable federal 

budget, I am calling for immediate Con­

gressional action to find cost-savings. 

The GAO report has shed light on dupli­

cative government programs and can 

help inform our efforts to find efficien­

cies to reduce spending.

I plan to introduce an amendment to 

the final, long-term funding legislation 

when it comes before the Senate that 

w ill cut nearly $800 m illion by eliminat­

ing unnecessary construction for new 

U.S. m ilitary infrastructure overseas in 

places like Germany.

In Germany, massive plans are 

underway to move U.S. Army Head­

quarters from Heidelberg to Wiesbaden 

even though European and African Com­

mands already have substantial infra­

structure in Stuttgart, where efficiencies 

would be available. These projects 

would create thousands o f foreign jobs 

and require continuous taxpayer funding. 

This is a poor investment considering 

the serious limitations to U.S. m ilitary 

training and deployment capabilities 

overseas, and it would create duplicative 

headquarters. Furthermore, it costs 15

percent less to build in the United States 

than in Germany, and the work would be 

done by American workers.
In July o f last year, I met with 

Defense Secretary Robert Gates to raise 

concern over the cost o f overseas basing 

and its implications for Americans. 

Several months later, the GAO released 

report that I had requested specifically 

examining the costs and benefits o f 

basing alternatives for Arm y Forces in 

Europe. It concluded that keeping four 

Brigades in Europe, instead o f returning 

two Brigades as originally planned, w ill 

cost taxpayers nearly $2 billion.

I f  we decrease funding for overseas 

m ilitary construction, it w ill mean more 

troops stationed, trained and deployed 

from our own soil. In addition to m il­

lions o f dollars in savings for the Ameri­

can taxpayer, increasing m ilitary basing 

at home would meet our modem Armed 

Forces’ strategic principles, while 

increasing troop readiness and quality o f 

life for m ilitary families.

Throughout the last Congress, I 

worked tirelessly on this issue and plan 

to continue this fight. But this is just one 

example o f a substantial and strategic 

way to reduce spending -  there are many 

more opportunities for commonsense 

budget discipline.

We face a critical time in our 

nation’s history when cutting spending 

has never been so vital to ensuring our 

economic stability and growth, over both 

the short and long term. In cases where 

efficiencies can be found that w ill bring 

spending down, consensus and swift 

congressional action should be a no 

brainer. It is my hope that my colleagues 

in Congress and the American people 

w ill be moved by the realities presented 

in this recent GAO report on government 

waste and open to supporting respon­

sible proposals that w ill cut spending.

Time running out for DRP amnesty
O f the 713,444 people who are 

eligible to participate in the Driver 
Responsibility Program amnesty, 

only 54,035 (about 7.5 percent o f 

the total) have signed up so far. The 

amnesty program allows delin­

quent drivers 
to pay just 10 

percent o f the 
original amount 

owed on all 

s u rc h a rg e s  
combined, or 

a maximum o f 
$250.

Drivers are 

not required to 

make a payment 
when they sign 

up, however 

they must pay 
o ff  all money

owed by April 17 to retain their 

driving privileges. Eligible drivers 
have until April 7 to sign up for this 
program and must pay all surcharge 
amounts by April 17.

This one-time amnesty applies 

to drivers who had a surcharge 
assessed between Sept. 30, 2004, 

and Dec. 31, 2008, and are delin­
quent on those payments.

Once the online or telephone 
application is approved, the sur­

charge suspensions w ill be cleared 

on the applicant’s driving record 

w ithin three business days. After 

three business days, the applicant 

can review the reduced amount on 
line and begin making the necessary 

payments.

insurance, driving while license sus­

S ta te  plans tw o Local man gets

College, 
school 
funding 
at risk
By Roger Eetiack. Cterondon Enterprise

Clarendon College and local 
public schools are bracing them­
selves for what could be severe 
budget cuts as slate legislators deal 
with a huge revenue shortfall this 
year.

Local officials are not yet sure 
how badly their budgets w ill be 
impacted a> lawmakers in Austin 
search for ways to bridge the gap of 
an estimated deficit o f between SI5 
billion and S27 billion, but they say 
people need to act now and makes 
their voices heard in support o f edu­
cation.

CC President Phil Shirley 
testified before the State House 
Appropriations Higher Education 
Subcommittee in Austin two weeks 
ago. and he reports that the col­
lege is facing the possible loss of 
between $800,000 and SI.3 million 
over the next two years In the worst 
case, Shirley said CC would have to 
shed between 10 and 15 employees 
and look at every aspect o f college 
spending.

“ Nothing w ill he sacrosanct," 
he said. "We’ ll look at programs, the 
course offerings, everything We’re 
just going to try to protect our stu­
dents as much as we can.”

Gov. Rick Perry has said he 
is against balancing the budget by 
using the state’s Rainy Day Fund, 
which is expected to reach S9.8 
billion by 2013. But many people, 
including Shirley, say now is the 
time to tap the fund.

“ It is a wet and rainy day.”  Shir­
ley said, "and I can’t imagine how 
we could get to a time that wc need 
it more This is what it ’s there for.”

Shirley says citizens need to 
speak up and let lawmakers, know 
that education must be a priority

“ Wc have not shown that wc 
care (about our community col­
lege |,”  he said. “ They need some 
voices that they can hear down there. 
If people got logcthcr and spoke up, 
I feel they would back off.”

Clarendon School Superinten­
dent Monty Hysingcr agreed with 
Shirley and said it is time.

Drug for Depression Eases Hot Flashes
According to recent study findings published in the Journal o f  

the American Medical Association, the antidepressant, Lexapro 

(escitalopram), may reduce the frequency and severity o f  hot flashes 

in w'omen over the age o f  40.

A M A R ILLO  -  Biofuel feed­

stock production in the Texas High 

Plains could significantly change 

the crop mix, which could affect 

regional income and groundwater 

consumption, according to Texas 

AgriL ife  Research and Texas AgriL- 

ife Extension Service economists.

Dr. Steve Amosson, A g riL ­
ife Extension economist in Ama­

rillo. and Dr. Seong Park, AgriL ife  

Research economist in Vernon, are 
jo in ing other economists to model 

the socio-economic effects o f c li­

mate change on the Ogallala Aquifer.

The project, Economics and 

Groundwater-Use Implications o f 
Bioenergy Feedstocks Production 
in the Ogallala Aquifer Program 

Region, is funded by the Ogallala 
Aquifer federal research program o f 

the U.S. Department o f Agriculture- 

Agricultural Research Sendee.

"The High Plains' crops, live­
stock and meat processing sectors, as 

well as oil and gas production, liter­

ally run on water from the Ogallala 

Aquifer,”  Amosson said. "However, 
this region is facing an uncertain 

future, after significant pumping for 

the past 50 years has caused water 

tables to fall generally across the 
aquifer.”

With water demand so strong 

and the aquifer serving as the primary 
source o f that water, it is important to 

know how climate change and biofu­

els development in the future could 

affect availability. Amosson said.

“ Projections o f a warmer and 

drier future for this region threaten to

raise cropping water needs and thus, 
the rate o f aquifer depletion, while 

also lowering the natural recharge,”  

he said. "The current biofuels policy 
and associated high commodity 

prices contribute additional pres­

sures on those water resources.”

The information generated 
from the study w ill present a com­

prehensive characterization o f the 

economic and groundwater implica­
tions regarding allocation o f limited 

agricultural land and water between 

crops and biofuel feedstock produc­

tion, Amosson said. Then they can 

determine potential implications for 

farm income and regional activity.

Park said i f  more farmers begin 

producing a cellulosic feedstock or a 
drought-tolerant one, those changes 
would affect the Ogallala Aquifer 

water use.

“ We want to look at the effects, 
look at the changes o f land use, and 

see w'hat the regional impact w ill be 

both economically and socially.”

“ In addition to the job cre­
ation aspect, we want to look at the 

environmental or carbon footprint 

as related to water use. We want to 

see what water consumption versus 

greenhouse gas production is.”

“ What i f  carbon emission rates 

change, how does that affect things?”  

Park said. “ This is a key point for our 
stakeholders.”

It w ill be important for produc­

ers to know how to adjust water use, 

cropping and land-use practices, 

and w'ater-management practices to 

adapt to climate change and increas­

ing agricultural demands to provide 

sustainability o f the Ogallala Aqui­
fer, he said.

Through the study. Park said, 

they hope to be able to outline the 
implications o f climate change for 

the region and biofuel feedstock pro­

duction possibilities.
They w ill look particularly at 

cellulosic production using perennial 

grasses such as switchgrass on mar­

ginal land with fewer inputs o f water 

and fertilizers.

The two-year project began 

in January with the assimilation o f 

information already gathered by the 

Intergovernmental Panel on Climate 

Change and local scientists, he said.

The plan is to develop over 
the next two years a dynamic m ulti­

count)' land allocation model that 

integrates agriculture, hydrology, 

climate and geography, he said. 

This has already been completed for 
Dallam County.

Another component o f the 

study w ill include greenhouse gas 

emissions and carbon sequestration, 

based on the Forest and Agricul­

tural Sector Optimization Model- 

Greenhouse Gas Version developed 

by a team led by Dr. Bruce McCarl, 

Nobel laureate and Texas A & M  U ni­

versity Distinguished and Regents 
professor o f agricultural economics.

“ Once it is developed, this 
linked hydrological land-use region­

alized groundwater model can be 

used to address a variety o f future 

issues regarding land-use and water- 

use planning,”  Park said.
