Greenbelt nears Stage 3 drought level
Conserve where you can and 

pray for rain. That’s the message this 
week from Greenbelt Municipal &  
Industrial Water Authority, which is 
giving notice that it is in Stage 2 o f 
its drought contingency plan and is 
nearing Stage 3.

The plan in both stages seeks 
to reduce consumption o f water, 
but Greenbelt General Manager 
Bobbie Kidd says the real concern is 
weather.

“ The problem is not usage. I t ’s 
pure lack o f rainfall and this hot, dry 
w ind,”  Kidd said.

Greenbelt says the reservoir 
looses a huge amount o f w'ater -  
almost equal to what is consumed 
-  to simple evaporation, which is 
worse in hot, wind) weather.

Usage meanwhile is falling 
due to a declining population in the 
member cities that Greenbelt serves, 
Kidd said.

That doesn’ t mean people 
should not conserve water wherever 
they can. because, as Kidd points

out, “ Every bit helps.”
Greenbelt Lake has been in 

Stage 2 for three years, although it 
did come out o f it briefly last year 
when wet weather brought the lake 
level up five feet. Now the lake is 
just barely one foot above the Stage 
3 level.

On Monday, the lake depth 
was at 52.07 feet. Stage 3 kicks in 
when the lake falls to 51 feet, and 
the plan calls for the authority to 
reduce the levels in municipal stor­
age tanks, which Kidd said reduces 
water pressure and therefore reduces 
usage. Greenbelt’s board would 
decide whether to implement that 
rule though.

“ It may not come to that,”  Kidd 
said. “ The lake's not changing real 
fast, and i f  w'e can catch some rain, 
the iake w ill come up fast.”

For now' the biggest concern 
is that lower lake levels w ill impact 
recreation at Greenbelt, which has 
two boat ramps open. Kidd says 
those ramps probably can’t be

extended any further.
“ That could impact money in 

[Clarendon] i f  recreation suffers,”  
Kidd said, but he noted that fore­

casts are calling for a cooler, wetter 
summer later this year. But until 
the weather pattern changes, Kidd 
advises, “ Don’t waste any.”

District court hears nine pleas from  five counties
The 100th District Court heard 

nine pleas in cases from all five 
counties in the district w-hen it met 
in Clarendon on Monday, April 11.

The pleas resulted in four con­
victions and five deferred adjudica­
tions in Clarendon. Out o f the four 
convictions, three defendants were 
sent to the Institutional Division o f 
the Texas Department o f Criminal 
Justice

District Attorney Luke Inman, 
assisted by Greg Buckley, pros­
ecuted the cases for the State o f 
Texas with the Honorable Judge 
Stuart Messer presiding.

A total o f S20.250 in fines was 
assessed as a result o f the pleas that 
took place on A pril 11. In addition

to the fines, the defendants were 
required to pay a total o f $3,422 in 
court costs and S4,445.95 restitu­
tion.

Catherine Brooke Ingram was 
convicted and sentenced to ten years 
in TDCJ. Ingram, 35-year-old resi­
dent o f Amarillo, was sentenced for 
the second felony offense o f posses­
sion o f a controlled substance.

Ingram was arrested for the 
offense that took place on March 
2, 2011 in Hall County by Sher­
i f f  Wiginton and Tiedemann after 
Wiginton conducted a routine traf­
fic stop on the vehicle Ingram was 
travelling in. Ingram pleaded guilty 
to a complaint filed by the State on 
A pril 8,2011.

“ The law enforcement agen­
cies in Hall County are working 
hard to take drug traffickers away 
from their community,”  said Inman. 
“ They make good cases and this 
plea is the direct result o f their 
efforts.”

In addition to the sentence, 
Ingram is also required to pay $376 
in court costs to Hall County, $140 
restitution, and a $1,000 fine.

Lynda Soyla Ceballos was con­
victed and sentenced to four years 
in the TDCJ. Ceballos, 24-year-old 
resident o f Wellington, was sen­
tenced for the third felony offense 
o f failure to appear.

Ceballos was arrested for the 
offense that took place on January'

25, 2011 in Collingsworth County 
and pleaded guilty to a complaint 
filed by the State on April 8,2011.

In addition to the sentence, 
Ceballos is also required to pay 
$376 in court costs to Collingsworth 
County and a $1,000 fine.

Gillene Olivas was placed on 
probation for a period o f ten years 
for the first degree felony offense 
o f possession o f a controlled sub­
stance. Olivas was convicted and 
sentenced to ten years in the Institu­
tional Division o f the TDCJ, but the 
sentence was probated for a period 
o f ten years.

Olivas, 23-yearold resident o f 
Las Vegas, Nevada, was arrested in

H’wick 
to vote 
on sales 
tax hike
Early voting begins 
May 2 for city, school

Early voting by personal 
appearance begins Monday for four 
local governments, including the 
City o f Howardwick, where citizens 
w ill decide raising that c ity ’s sales 
tax rate to fund street maintenance.

Howardwick Mayor Del Essary 
is the only candidate on his c ity ’s 
ballot -  although incumbent Gene 
Rogers is a write-in candidate for 
one o f two vacant seats on the board 
o f aldermen -  but the mayor hopes 
his citizens w ill turn out to the polls 
and vote for a quarter-cent sales tax 
to help fix up the streets.

"The tax won’ t be enough for 
us to pave streets or top any streets, 
but it w ill help us maintain what we 
have,”  Essary told the Enterprise. “ I 
figure it w ill generate about $3,350 
per year.”

Essary said he has only heard 
positive comments about the tax pro­
posal from people in How-ardwick, 
which would bring the total local 
and state sales tax in the city to 7.5 
percent.

“ People realize that i t ’s not 
going to be just us paying the tax, 
but then i t ’s not just us driving on the 
streets either,”  the mayor said.

Texas cities can ievy a maxi­
mum sales tax o f two percent, but 
Howardwick only collects one per­
cent right now. The law allows a city 
to levy one-quarter o f one percent 
for maintenance o f streets.

“ It amounts to one penny for 
every $4 spent in our town,”  Essary 
said. “ It w ill certainly help us buy 
materials and maybe help with an 
annual payment on better machin- 
ery.

Other local entities having 
elections this year are the City o f 
Clarendon, Clarendon ISD, and the 
C ity o f Hedley.

Clarendon Mayor Larry Hicks 
has filed to run for his office again, 
and three candidates are running for 
the two open aldermen's positions 
-  incumbent Janice Knorpp and 
former aldermen Tommy H ill and 
Terry Noble.

Clarendon ISD has three candi­
dates for two trustees’ positions up 
this year. Incumbent Weldon Sears is 
seeking re-election, and Che Shadle 
and former board member Renee 
Betts are also candidates.

The City o f Hedley has four 
candidates for its three alderman 
positions -  incumbents Tonya Met­
calf, Travis Ruthardt, and David 
Wells and challenger Michelle Cope- 
lin.

Positions on city boards of 
aldermen and the hospital board are 
two-year terms, and school board 
terms are for three years. A ll posi­
tions are elected at-large, but hospi­
tal board candidates must sign up for 
a specific place.

Howardwick and Hedley voters 
can cast ballots at their respective 
city halls. Ballots for the City o f 
Clarendon and Clarendon ISD can 
be cast at the Donley County Clerk’s 
Office in the Courthouse Annex.

Early balloting continues 
through May 10. Election Day w ill 
be Saturday, May 14, 2011.

The Complete 
Conservative

What is the Tea Party? Who is the Tea Party?
Big media types and the larger left have their dema­
gogic spin: Tea Partyers are racist, backwoods, anti­
government dunderheads with a predisposition toward 
domestic terrorism. In a word, they're “ extremists.”

This disingenuous political packaging w-as 
recently divulged as an official Democratic talking 
point in a gaffe by the ever-loquacious Sen. Charles E. 
Sehumer, New' York Democrat. During a super-secret 
conference call with reporters he explained that, while 
referencing the Tea Party, “ I always use the word 
‘extreme.’ That is what the caucus instructed me to use 
this week.”

This characterization, o f course, is twaddle and 
liberals know it. But when called out on what con­
stitutes genuine extremism, the ad hominem attack 
remains the “ progressive”  device o f choice for those 
endeavoring to “ fundamentally transform”  America.
It’s impossible to make a secular-socialist omelet w ith­
out breaking a few constitutionalist eggs.

Rule 13 o f “ community organizer" Saul Alinsky's 
“ Rules for Radicals”  presents the budding provocateur 
with a template: "Pick the target, freeze it, personalize 
it, and polarize it.”

And so “ progressive”  ideologues like Chris Mat­
thews, Sen. Harr\' Reid and the backbiting hate mer­
chants over at the Southern Poverty Law Center busily 
paint self-serving swastikas across Tea Party Granny’s 
OP Glory sweater. It ’s dishonest, i t ’s tired and America 
isn’t biting. The more they do it, in fact, the greater the 
backlash.

Still, truth is that one can more easily nail Je ll-0  
to a wall than precisely characterize the Tea Part)' 
demographic. Its membership crosses racial, genera­
tional and part)' lines. The Tea Party is not so much 
defined by “ who”  as it is by “ what.”

I recently attended the Ronald Reagan Centen­
nial Celebration hosted by the Republican Party o f 
Virginia. It was co-sponsored by, among others, the 
Ronald Reagan Institute for Conservative Leadership. 
Michael Reagan, the oldest child o f the man w idely 
considered our greatest modem president, was the 
keynote speaker.

Mr. Reagan said something that I think concisely 
sums up the core values shared by the ragtag m il­
lions w'ho comprise the Tea Part)' movement. “ People 
often ask me i f  Ronald Reagan would have supported 
the Tea Party,”  he said. “ Ronald Reagan was the Tea 
Part).”

About three-quarters o f the 1,500 or so in atten­
dance erupted into enthusiastic applause. Those who 
did not responded, instead, w ith scowls o f pragmatic 
disapproval. These hushed naysayers represent, I 
think, the dwindling minority o f liberal-leaning RINOs 
(Republicans in Name Only) w ithin the establishment 
GOP. Yes, Republicans can be elitist, too.

How true, I thought. Tea Party conservatives are 
simply Reagan conservatives by another name: same 
values, different decade.

I ’ ve said it before. Ronald Reagan often spoke 
o f a “ three-legged stool”  that undergirds what I call 
“ complete conservatism.”  The legs symbolize a strong 
national defense, strong free-market principles and 
strong traditional social values.

A Republican, for instance, who is conservative 
on social and national defense issues but liberal on 
fiscal issues is not a complete conservative. He is a 
quasi-conservative socialist.

A Republican w'ho is conservative on fiscal and 
social issues but liberal on national defense issues is 
not a complete conservative. He is a quasi-conserva­
tive dove.

By the same token, a Republican who is conser­
vative on fiscal and national defense issues but liberal 
on social issues - such as abortion, homosexual rights 
or the Second Amendment - is not a complete conser­
vative. He is a socio-liberal libertarian.

I was discussing Reagan’s three-legged stool the 
other day with my friend Mark Lloyd, chairman o f the 
Virginia Tea Party Patriot Federation and president o f 
the aforementioned Ronald Reagan Institute.

“ What do you suppose holds together those three 
legs o f the stool?”  he asked. “ Do te ll,”  I replied. “ The 
seat,”  he said. “ And the seat, which is sustained by all 
three legs - a strong defense, the free market and tra­
ditional social values - is where we as Americans can 
rest steady.”

“ What does the seat signify?”  I asked. “ The seat 
represents those certain unalienable rights granted by 
our creator, addressed in the Declaration o f Indepen­
dence and enumerated in the US Constitution. The seat 
is our individual life, liberty and pursuit o f happiness, 
bound together by faith in God and love o f country,”  
he concluded.

Indeed, the ongoing Tea Party uprising is a monu­
mental grass-roots clamoring for a national return to 
Reagan conservatism. Reagan conservatism is merely 
an extension o f the fundamental principles held near 
and dear by our Founding Fathers.

The die is cast and the cast is clear. In today’s 
revolution King George and the Redcoats are chan­
neled by Barack Obama and his like-minded “ progres­
sive”  lackeys in the media and elsewhere. “ Taxation 
without representation”  signifies the larger secular- 
socialist agenda they seek to impose.

But that’s fine. When spurred by the cause o f 
freedom, “ right-wing extremists”  -  like those who 
pledged lives, fortunes and sacred honor in order “ to 
form a more perfect union” -  have never backed down 
from a good fight.

For those wishful thinking “ progressives”  and 
lukewarm RINOs who imagine that the Reagan revo­
lution is over, I say it ’s only just begun.

S&P declares the obvious about US

I f  you had been living on another 
planet the last three years, you would be 
shocked to learn that the credit-rating 
agency, Standard and Poor’s (S&P), has 
placed the current A A A  credit rating for 
the debt issued by the US Treasury on a 
“ negative watch”  status.

Most o f us who live on planet earth 
had already concluded that the credit 
worthiness o f our sovereign debt would 
be dow ngraded -  unless Congress and 
the president were to fix the nation’s 
debt problem. Although the financial 
markets reacted to this “ negative watch” 
news as i f  it wasn't really news, S&P 
did get the nation’s attention. After all, 
it was the first time since the attack on 
Pearl Harbor (70 years ago) that a down­
grade on the outlook for US Treasury 
securities had been issued. Like Pearl 
Harbor, Americans don’ t have a minute 
to waste in responding to the threat.

What prompted this change in the 
credit outlook by S&P? To answer that 
question, consider the follow ing:

Suppose you were to buy a home 
using a 30-year, fixed-rate, $200,000 
mortgage that cost you 5 percent. Your 
monthly payment would be $1,070 for 
30 years. Your debt level is in itia lly fixed 
and declines going forward. Other than 
the assumption that you have the income 
security to maintain the monthly pay­
ments, the risks associated with the debt 
and its cost are defined and fixed.

Now consider the case o f our 
national debt. The level o f debt is not

fixed. It ’s set to grow almost exponen­
tia lly  going forward. The cost o f fund­
ing the debt is not fixed either. Current 
Treasury debt yields are at a historic 
low- and set to rise going forward. The 
assumption that we have the ability as a 
nation o f taxpayers to service our debt 
via tax revenue is dependent on the 
variability o f the growth rate o f the US 
economy going forward. Clearly, the risk 
connected to our ability to service our 
nation’s debt is not defined and fixed; 
yet, it ’s set to rise dramatically.

Specifically, the total federal debt 
level w ill exceed $14.3 trillion  in the 
very near future. The portion o f that debt 
held in the form o f marketable securities 
is over $9 trillion. The current interest 
expense on the marketable portion o f the 
debt is $200 billion (2.2 percent). Over 
20 percent o f this debt w ill mature in 
under one year and just under 50 percent 
o f the debt w ill mature in less than three 
years. Moreover, the annual deficit (new 
debt) is projected to be over $1.5 trillion 
and w ill remain as an additional ongoing 
annual borrowing requirement for as far 
as the eye can see.

America’s current borrow ing cost 
is at a historic low o f about 1 percent 
compared to a historical average cost 
o f funding slightly over 5.5 percent. As 
noted above, the current annual budget 
interest expense is projected to be $200 
billion per year. What happens i f  the cost 
o f financing returns to anyw'here near the 
historic average o f over 5.5 percent?

A recent analysis published by

Lawrence B. Lindsey projects that mar­
ketable debt held by the public could 
rise to $13.1 trillion by 2015 and $16.7 
trillion by 2019. The interest expense is 
projected to rise to $847 billion by 2015 
and $1.15 trillion by 2019. As a per­
cent o f the tax revenue flowing into the 
federal treasury, interest expense could 
easily exceed 30 percent and approach 
as much as 50 percent. A ll other forms 
o f budget expenditure would be threat­
ened by this major claim on the nation’s 
tax base. This is the future financial 
trap being laid out by the policies o f the 
current government and finally being 
acknowledged by S&P.

Oh. and here’s the rest o f the news 
flash S&P forgot to mention for our pro­
fessional political class in Washington:

The day o f reckoning for this 
national financial train wreck is 
approaching much faster than you think. 
The federal government’s current poli­
cies o f extend and pretend w ill no longer 
appease the financial markets. I f  our 
politicians don’ t fix  the nation’s debt 
problem on their own terms now, with 
substantive and credible policy changes, 
then the financial markets w ill fix  the 
problem for them later. Specifically, 
later is sometime between now and the 
November 2012 elections. The clock is 
ticking.

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Access US energy to create jobs
One year ago, the Deepwater Hori­

zon rig exploded, tragically k illing  11 
people and causing the massive oil spill 
o ff  the G u lf Coast that has had sweeping 
economic and environmental conse­
quences.

Since the oil spill, lessons have 
been learned from the accident. The oil 
and gas industry' have put in place new 
advanced environmental safeguards, 
helping to ensure a safer and stronger 
energy future. Today, we are able to pro­
duce domestic energy more safely than 
ever before.

Nevertheless, the administration’s
energy policies have failed to keep up
with this progress. In the aftermath o f ■
the accident, the administration put a 
10-month freeze on deepw'ater drilling 
permits, until they awarded their first 
permit in late February 2011. To date, 
only 10 deepwater permits have been 
issued. The shallow water moratorium 
was “ o ffic ia lly”  lifted on May 20, 2010, 
but now almost one year later, only 49 
new drilling permits have been issued. 
Prior to the oil spill, approximately 10 
shallow water permits were issued per 
month.

With gasoline reaching $4 a gallon 
in many parts o f Texas and around 
the country, as well as the ongoing 
uncertainty in the Middle F.ast, there 
is no justification for the government’s 
permitting delays that have prevented 
thousands o f G u lf Coast energy workers 
from going back to work and opening 
new supplies that w ill bring down gas 
prices.

We are 
beginning to 
see the impact 
the Obama 
Administra­
tion ’s policies 
are having 
on domestic 
energy produc­
tion. Accord­
ing to the US 
Energy Information Administration, 
offshore oil production, most o f which 
comes from the Gulf, is expected to 
average 1.55 m illion barrels a day this 
year, down 13 percent from 2010.

As a result o f the drilling  niorato- 
ria and the slower permitting process, 
essentially a de-facto moratorium for 
both deep and shallow water drilling, 
this year there is an estimated loss o f 
375,000 barrels o f oil a day. To put this 
number in perspective, that is roughly 
a third o f the production that has been 
currently cut o ff in Libya because o f the 
political turmoil in that country'.

While bureaucratic permitting 
delays are certainly hurting energy 
production in the short term, the admin­
istration’s policies are also adversely 
affecting the leaseholders who were 
exploring for energy resources at the 
time o f the oil spill. During the morato­
rium, the leaseholders in the G u lf had 
to pay “ rent”  while time ticked away on 
their leases. Now, despite the official ban 
on drilling being lifted, these leasehold­
ers have not been given back the time 
they lost on their leases through no fault

o f their owrn.
Companies in the G u lf invest m il­

lions o f dollars on a single lease, typ i­
cally spending nearly a decade in the 
exploration phase, and they must follow  
a strict timeline in order to eventually 
produce oil. Any time lost on a lease can 
jeopardize energy production and the 
success o f an entire project.

To address this issue, I introduced 
the Lease Extension and Secure Energy 
(LEASE) Act o f 2011 which w ill grant 
a one year extension on all exploration 
leases in the G u lf that were impacted by 
the administration’s drilling moratoria. 
By fairly restoring the time lost, lease­
holders w ill be able to use the fu ll length 
o f their lease, providing the certainty 
needed to protect and create jobs and 
produce energy domestically.

With the many bureaucratic hurdles 
the administration has put in place, 
from permitting delays to their failure to 
restore the time leaseholders lost during 
the moratorium, it is not surprising that 
we are seeing companies leave the G u lf 
to d rill for oil overseas, taking jobs and 
tax revenue w ith them. Offshore energy 
producers are vital to America’s eco­
nomic growth and energy security, and 
our national energy policies need to start 
reflecting that reality.

We cannot afford to wait another 
day to leverage fu lly our vast domestic 
energy resources. I t ’s lime to put energy 
workers in the G u lf Coast baek to work 
and to bring dow n soaring energy costs 
for American families and businesses.

Carson County on March 5, 2011. 
and pleaded guilty to a complaint 
and information filed by the State on 
April 8,2011. >

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
Olivas is required to pay a $5,000 
fine to Carson County, and is also 
required to pay $330 in court costs, 
$140 restitution, and complete 400 
hours o f community service.

Rex Hazelwood Marshall IV 
was placed on probation for a period 
o f two years for the second degree 
felony offense o f aggravated assault. 
Marshall IV  pleaded guilty and was 
placed on deferred adjudication.

Marshall, was arrested in 
Donley County on September 14, 
2009. Marshall was later indicated 
by a Donley County Grand Jury on 
October 27, 2010.

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
Marshall is required to pay a $250 
fine to Donley County, $473 in court 
costs, and successfully complete 300 
hours o f community service. I f  Mar­
shall violates probation, he could 
face up to 20 years in the Institu­
tional Division o f the TDCJ.

Ricco Ruben Granadoz was 
placed on probation for a period 
o f four years for the second degree 
felony offense o f burglary o f a habi­
tation. Granadoz pleaded guilty and 
was placed on deferred adjudication 
for the offense.

Granadoz, 18 from Welling­
ton. was arrested in Collingsworth 
County for the offense that took 
place on December 2, 2010. Gra­
nadoz was later indicated by a 
Collingsworth County Grand Jury 
on February 10, 2011.

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
Granadoz is required to pay a $1,500 
fine to Collingsworth County, $376 
in court costs, and successfully com­
plete 300 hours o f community ser­
vice.

Joe Anthony Arreloa was 
placed on probation for a period 
o f four years for the second degree 
felony offense o f burglary o f a habi­

tation. Arreloa pleaded guilty and 
was placed on deferred adjudication.

Arreloa, 25 from Welling­
ton, was arrested in Collingsworth 
County for the offense that took 
place on December 2, 2010. Arre­
loa was later indicated by a Colling­
sworth County Grand Jury on 
February 10, 2011.

Pursuant to the plea agreement, 
Arreloa is required to pay a $1,500 
fine to Collingsworth County, $376 
in court costs, successfully complete 
300 hours o f community service, and 
attend drug rehab.

Darry l Anthony Smith pleaded 
true to the allegations listed in the 
State’s Motion to Revoke Com­
munity Supervision o f Defendant. 
Smith was convicted and sentenced 
to five years in TDCJ.

On March 25, 2010, Smith 
originally pleaded guilty to the third 
degree felony offense o f engag­
ing in organized criminal activity 
that occurred on March 12, 2010 in 
Donley County.

The State filed the motion to 
revoke on October 20 ,2010, alleging 
one violation o f community superv i­
sion.

Smith pleaded true to the viola­
tion contained in the State’s motion 
and was sentenced to five years in 
the TDCJ. Smith is also required to 
pay $443 in court costs to Donley 
County, a $500.00 fine and $3,885.95 
restitution.

Amber Suzanne Noonan was 
placed on probation for a period o f 
three years for the third degree felony 
offense o f possession o f a controlled 
substance. Noonan pleaded guilty 
and was placed on deferred adjudi­
cation for the offense.

Noonan, 21 -year-old resident o f 
Whittier, CA, was arrested in Chil­
dress County on March 17, 2011 
by DPS Trooper Riley Barham and 
pleaded guilty to a complaint and 
information filed by the State on 
April 8, 2011.

Pursuant to the plea agreement,

Noonan is required to pay a $1,500 
fine to Childress County, and is also 
required to pay $376 in court costs, 
$140 restitution, and complete 200 
hours o f community service.

Donnie Lynn Schilling was 
placed on probation for a period o f 
eight years for the first degree felony 
offense o f possession o f a controlled 
substance. Schilling pleaded guilty 
for the offense that took place on 
November 10, 2010 and was placed 
on deferred adjudication.

The Classy Class, Part 11

Year seems to last forever for the Jaunty Juniors, 1959-1960
Editor's Note: This is a con­

tinuation o f the class history o f the 
Clarendon High School Class of 
1961 as compiled by Jo Shaller. Visit 
the Burton Memorial Library' to read 
the complete, unabridged version of 
the history.

I have concluded that our jun ior 
year was a time warp. We felt like 
we had been in high school forever 
and that graduation was so far out in 
the distance. We thought we were so 
ready for life, for what would later 
be called “ the real world.”  Jerry 
Hicks was so ready that he joined the 
m ilitary and took o ff for Korea. Alice 
Johnson married that old Davis boy, 
and Lee Ellen Bell married Roddy 
Seago from Lelia Lake.

Several others just quit school 
in their eagerness to get on with it. 
Some boy friends had graduated, and 
those still in school were checking 
out the little sophomore and fresh­
men girls. Besides that we had to 
be responsible for the Jr.-Sr. Prom 
expense, planning, and execution.

Class pictures were made 
within a couple o f weeks o f school 
starting. Please note in these pre sun­
screen days how tanned brown most 
o f us were. My face wasn’ t because 
Mom made me wear a hat when I 
chopped cotton, but you just should 
have seen my brown legs. Some of 
those tans were the result o f hours of 
country club sun. Also look at those 
o ff the forehead hair dos for half 
us gals. Some o f us came to school 
with little indentions in the middle of 
our foreheads where the pink plastic 
pin held the plastic rollers tightly in 
place. The other half wore either tiny 
half or full tightly curled bangs.

The action shot with our class 
pics shows how crowded the halls o f

Clarendon High School were during 
breaks between the bells. We jostled 
and joked and tried to get to our 
lockers and classrooms.

James Childers was our new 
speech and English teacher. Mr. 
Childers was different and interest­
ing. Mike McClesky was the presi­
dent o f the drama club. M ike felt the 
need to add drama to his life so he 
told Mr. Childers that his parents, 
Dorothy and Flip, were drug deal­
ers and addicts. Isn’ t it amazing that 
Mike turned out as well as he did.

Mr. Patterson was my Physics 
teacher. I tried to take Chemistry, 
but had a schedule conflict. I decided 
Physics sounded difficult enough 
to be challenging. I was the only 
female in the small class that turned 
out to be a joke. I never did discover 
what physics even was. Patterson sat 
through class with his feet up on his 
desk while he ate peanuts and drank 
coke. He also enjoyed his jodk itch.

Just to prove there is justice, 
Philip Abel and I were elected Stu­
dent Council representatives and 
then officers. Principal Vaughan was 
our sponsor. He came up with the 
idea of a Suggestion Box in the hall 
that the Student Council would open 
at our regular meetings and discuss 
possibilities o f fu lfilling  the sugges­
tions. We were warned o f the confi­
dentiality o f the suggestions.

Now fifty  years later, 1 can 
reveal what some o f the suggestions 
were. The first time we opened the 
box, Mr. Vaughan asked me, the sec­
retary, to read the suggestions. So 
when 1 gleefully and in full agree­
ment read “ Fire Mr. Lewis” , Mr. 
Vaughan look over the reading for 
purposes o f censorship. Over half o f 
the suggestions were wadded up and

never read aloud which we all took 
to mean, several students were not 
fond o f Mr. Lewis.

One o f the other suggestions 
concerns the justice part I mentioned. 
That suggestion was “ let us sit iaour 
cars during lunch break” . And Mr. 
Vaughan would look directly at the 
Secretary o f the Student Council and 
say, “ we all know why you cannot 
sit in your cars at noon.”  The Secre­
tary would blush the rest o f the way 
through the meeting.

Can any girl who took book­
keeping from Roy Lewis remem­
ber meeting as a group out at Beth 
Johnson's house and copying her 
Practice Set? We each had the same 
“ business”  that we were supposed to 
be keeping books on. This Practice 
Set was a major part o f our semes­
ter grade. Beth was our hero because 
she was the only one who had a clue 
what was going on.

Poor Leon Gibbs! Frances 
Wallace, Frances Mann, and 1 were 
riding in the back seat o f Leon’s car 
after lunch. Ronnie Tyra and possi­
bly Gary Longan were in the front 
with Leon. We got a little bored with 
at least half an hour to cruise the 
boulevard. The driver’s side door did 
not latch. Leon had solved the prob­
lem with dozens o f rubber bands 
stretched from the front door to the 
back. Well, we three girls decided 
how funny using France Wallace’s 
nail clipper to clip through the rubber 
bands would be. O f course, we had 
to do this quietly without letting 
Leon in on our secretive activities.

I f  you remember, we made 
a u-turn at the west end o f the gym 
and school building. As each rubber 
band was clipped, so was Leon’s 
safety (we were just dumb kids not

realizing he could have really been 
hurt. After all he was just a sopho­
more). Anyway as Leon made the 
last U-turn before class, his door 
swung open and had it not been for 
holding onto the steering wheel, he 
would probably have fallen out—  
o f course, we girls laughed and 
laughed.

Ronnie also remembers a time 
that he was driving and the steering 
wheel came completely o ff in his 
hands. Oh. the joys o f being teen­
agers.

We elected new officers: Presi­
dent Howard Talley, Vice President 
Neel Carter, Secretary Martha Jo 
Risley; Treasurer Sherry Montgom­
ery, Reporter Oveta Garman, Ser- 
geant-at-Arms Lowell Hall. We also 
elected Canteen representatives Shir­
ley Nickels and Tommy Messer and 
Students Council members Martha 
Jo Risley and Philip Abel.

When the Bronchos scrim­
maged Silverton, Coach Tom Jinks 
and his assistant Mack Choate, 
stated that the boys were looking 
about as well as can be expected for 
this early in the year.

Drugs in the News

New Skin Cancer Treament Approved
Recently, the FD A approved a new treatment that has been shown to 
be the first to extend the lives o f  people who experience advanced 
metastatic melanoma, the most deadly type o f  skin cancer. The 
approval provides firs t-line  or in itia l treatment. This new' treatment is 
a drug called Yervoy (ip ilim um ab). It is described by researchers as the 
first o f  a class, o f  drugs that are designed to fight cancer by blocking 
a molecule called D LA -4 . This molecule is thought to slow down the 
body's immune system response to cancer. In an international study o f 
676 individuals w'ith late stage melanoma who had not responded to 
other drugs approved for this cancer, those who received Yervoy lived 
an average o f  10 additional months. Significant side effect noted in 
the study requires that health professionals be provided a medication 
guide to inform  them o f  the potential for such effects.
Melanoma is listed as the leading cause o f  death from skin disease. 
The National Institute o f  Health reports that over 8,000 people liv ing  
in the United States died from this cancer in 2010.

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Seven ways m en can protect them selves from  cancer
A M A R ILLO  -  Men in their 

20s and 30s might feel invincible, 
but lack o f knowledge and lifestyle 
choices in their young adult years 
could greatly increase their chances 
o f developing cancer. The dangers of 
tobacco, overeating, heavy drinking, 
and a sedentary lifestyle are already 
well documented, but new research 
indicates that unsafe sex is respon­
sible for many infections that could 
lead to cancer.

According to a recent study 
published in The Lancet, half o f all 
American men ages 18 to 70 now 
have the human papillomavirus 
(HPV), which causes warts, some 
forms o f head and neck cancer, 
penile cancer, and anal cancer. HPV 
is linked to 90 percent o f anal can­
cers. Although HPV-related cancers 
are increasing, they are highly treat­
able i f  diagnosed early.

“ Unhealthy behavior by men in 
their 20s and 30s can have devastat­
ing consequences as they age," said 
Dr. Kevin Doner, medical oncolo­
gist at Texas Oncology. “Abstinence 
and safe sex not only protect against 
sexually transmitted diseases, but 
they also help prevent HPV-related 
cancers. In addition. HPV vaccines 
are a very effective way to prevent 
infection”

Doctors say that the reluctance 
o f many men to visit a doctor or 
undergo annual physical examina­
tions also prevents their best chances 
for early cancer detection and effec­
tive treatment. More than 25 percent 
o f men have not visited a doctor 
within the past year and a similar 
percentage does not have a regular 
place o f healthcare, according to the 
Centers for Disease Control and Pre­
vention.

The following describes sev­
eral cancers that can either occur in 
young adult men or are caused by 
harmful habits that typically begin in 
the late teens and early 20s.

Testicular Cancer
Early treatment is the key to 

overcoming testicular cancer, which 
is the most common cancer found in 
men ages 15 to 34. Testicular cancer 
rates are now twice as high for white 
American men than 40 years ago and 
the rates for African American men 
are beginning to rise.

Although the disease is essen­
tia lly unpreventable with risk factors 
present at birth, more than 95 per­
cent o f patients are cancer-free after 
completing treatment, especially i f  
the testicular cancer is detected early 
enough before it spreads to other 
parts o f the body.

Self-examinations and consul­
tations with physicians are the best 
ways to ensure early detection. More 
physicians are now focusing on fer­
tility  preservation as part o f cancer

treatment for young men.
Lung Cancer
Lung cancer is responsible for 

the most cancer-related deaths in 
Texas and has one o f the lowest sur­
vival rates. Only 16 percent o f lung 
cancer patients live more than five 
years beyond their initial diagnosis. 
A recent major study found that CT 
scans may help identify lung cancer 
in smokers. However, until further 
research is completed to solidify the 
findings, lung cancer remains w ith­
out a screening tool that allows can­
cers to be caught early.

According to the American 
Lung Association, tobacco smoke 
is the leading cause o f lung cancer 
cases even though the effects o f the 
disease might not show up for years. 
Despite decades o f warnings about 
the dangers o f tobacco, research sur­
veys reveal that smoking prevalence 
is highest among people ages 25 to 
44 years (23.7 percent) and more 
males than females smoke. For those 
26 years and older, 28.3 percent had 
used some form o f tobacco product 
in the last month. Ovpr time, that 
trend can have a devastating effect.

Most new cigar users are teen­
agers and young adults ages 18 to 
24 who smoke only occasionally, 
typically at parties or with friends. 
In addition to lung cancer, cigar 
smoking can cause cancer o f the 
oral cavity, larynx, esophagus, and 
possibly the pancreas. Nationwide, 
about 7 percent o f men ages 18 and 
older and 15 percent o f high school 
boys use chewing tobacco, snuff, 
or dip. Doctors remind patients 
that tobacco, in any form, is highly 
addictive.

Colon Cancer
A high-fat diet, obesity, diabe­

tes, and family history o f the disease 
raise the likelihood o f developing 
colon cancer, which is the second- 
leading cancer k ille r o f men and is 
among the most d ifficu lt to detect, 
because it lacks symptoms in early 
stages.

Men may decrease the risk o f 
colorectal cancer through a regular 
exercise schedule and a healthy diet 
that includes plenty o f fruits, veg­
etables, and w'hole-grain foods while 
lim iting high-fat foods, red meat, 
and alcohol consumption.

Continue Cancer Vigilance 
Throughout Life

In addition to tobacco use, other 
unhealthy habits by young adult 
males can lead to problems as they 
age. One-third o f cancer deaths are 
linked to poor nutrition, lack o f exer­
cise, and excess weight.

“ Regular screenings and a 
healthy lifestyle are essential to help 
avoid debilitating cancer,”  Dr. Doner 
said.

“ Clean, healthy living might

not make a person the life o f the 
party, but it certainly increases the 
chances of that person living longer 
with a higher quality o f life.”

Seven Things Young Adult Men 
Should Do to Prevent Cancer

1. Exercise regularly.
2. Eat a healthy diet with 

plenty o f fruits, vegetables, and 
whole grains while lim iting intake of 
red meat or high-fat foods.

3. Avoid tobacco smoke and 
using any form o f tobacco.

4. Avoid heavy consumption 
o f alcohol. Men should either abstain 
from alcohol or lim it alcohol use to 
the equivalent o f no more than two 
beers a day.

5. Avoid unsafe sexual prac­
tices.

6. Be aware o f changes or 
unusual symptoms that could point 
to a problem.

7. Identify a preferred doctor 
and make appointments for regular 
physical examinations and regular 
screenings.

April, as National Sexual 

Assault Aw'areness Month, calls c iti­
zens around the nation, including the 
northeast Texas Panhandle served by 
Tralee Crisis Center, to “ speak out”  
against sexual violence in their com­
munities.

“ I t ’s time to get involved,”  says 
Dee Dee Laramore. Tralee Crisis 
Center executive director.

“ We, as engaged bystanders, 
have the opportunity to act and pre­
vent an assault by stepping in when 
we see something that doesn’ t look 
right.

Maybe we heard someone 
say something sexist or degrading. 
Maybe we witnessed someone trying 
to take advantage o f a friend. Speak­
ing up may seem hard in a society 
that promotes a ‘mind your own 
business’ message, but it doesn’t 
have to be."

Laramore encourages con­
cerned bystanders to approach a pos­

sible sexual violence situation as i f  it 
involved a friend or loved one.

“ I f  you see something that 
doesn’t seem right, it probably isn’ t,”  
she said.

“ I f  you think someone is in 
trouble, ask i f  they are okay. Be 
honest and direct in explaining your 
concerns and reasons for interview­
ing. I f  you don’ t feel comfortable 
approaching a situation on your own, 
ask a friend, co-worker-anyone-for 
help.

You aren’ t ruining someone’s 
fun or being a jerk to speak up. You 
are watching out for someone’s 
brother, sister, child, neighbor, or 
friend. Next time, it could be your 
loved one that needs help.”

For 26 years, hundreds o f 
sexual assault and sexual abuse have 
turned to Tralee Crisis Center for 
comprehensive victim  support ser­
vices throughout the agency’s eight- 
county service area which included

Carson, Childress, Collingsworth, 
Donley, Gray, Hemphill, Roberts 
and Wheeler counties.

Laramore said since September 
I , Tralee has assisted 36 new victims 
o f sexual assault and provided con­
tinuing services to 194 more. This 
includes three cases o f aggravated 
sexual assault o f a child. Last year, 
87 new sexual assault victims came 
to Tralee Crisis Center for help. 
Since September, Tralee’s hotline 
has received 109 calls regarding 
sexual assault or sexual abuse, she 
added.
