TxDOT project will 
improve Hwy. 287

The Texas Department o f 
Transportation hosted a pre­
construction meeting on Friday, 
May 13, to discuss the upcoming 
project for an asphaltic concrete 
pavement overlay on US 287 
beginning at the east city lim its o f 
Clarendon to the west city' limits 
o f Hedley, a distance o f 12 miles.

The $2.2 m illion contract 
was aw-arded to J. Lee M illigan, 
Inc. o f Amarillo. Construction 
efforts began on May 16, and 
completion o f this project is antic­
ipated, weather permitting, to be 
August 2011 or three months.

According to Chris Reed, 
Childress Area Engineer, “ The 
contractors w ill begin m illing on 
Monday starting at Lelia Lake to 
Hedley. The 16’ passing lane w ill 
be milled first and then paved. 
Traffic w ill not be allowed on 
this section during this operation 
and w ill be diverted to the driv­
ing lane. The driving lane and 
shoulder w ill be milled and paved 
next with the same scenario as 
the first phase. The operation w ill 
then move to begin at Hedley to 
Clarendon.”

City Aldermen cut funds to Chamber

The Clarendon Chamber of 
Commerce lost its major funding and 
its executive director last week, but 
chamber officials say they are still 
prepared to help host this summer's 
July Fourth activities.

During their regular meeting 
last Tuesday, the Clarendon Board 
o f Aldermen voted unanimously to 
terminate the city's tourism services 
contract with the chamber. That 
contract provided the chamber with 
quarterly payments o f $5,000 each -  
a total o f $20,000 a year -  from the 
c ity ’s Motel Bed Tax Fund to pro­

mote tourism.
City officials said they had 

expressed concerns to Chamber 
Executive Director Judy Burlin 
about how the organization accounts 
for the money it receives from the 
city, and in February the Board of 
Aldermen gave the chamber 90 days’ 
notice to change the way did busi­
ness or risk losing funding. The city 
also asked for financial records for 
the last four years.

Burlin took a leave o f absence 
about that same time and then sub­
mitted a letter o f resignation to the 
chamber dated May 9, 2011, and

sighting her mother’s health and 
other circumstances as her reasons 
for leaving.

Chamber President Charlie 
Smith and chamber board members 
Britton Hall and Carol Braddock 
attended Tuesday’s city meeting, 
where aldermen were presented with 
four plastic tubs containing receipts 
and bank statements for the last four 
years.

Smith said city funds were 
deposited into a separate account but 
then moved into the chamber’s gen­
eral account, which city officials said 
was improper.

Looking through the receipts. 
City Secretary Machiel Covey told 
Braddock, “ This is a phenomenal 
amount o f work, but it doesn't show 
me clearly where the money went.”  

Mayor Larry Hicks also 
expressed his displeasure with the 
chamber.

“ We’ve had happen just what 
we asked not to happen,”  Hicks said 
o f the boxes o f financial records. 
“ We asked that it not be brought 
to us at the last minute like this. I 
would like to ask that we discontinue 
funds until such time that we can sort 
through this or have it brought to us

in a manner it can be understood.”  
But Hicks also voiced his sup­

port for the chamber and said he 
thinks the city can come to a new 
agreement with the organization.

“ The City o f Clarendon wants 
to promote tourism, and I believe 
that the Clarendon Chamber of Com­
merce is the best vehicle for provid­
ing those services,”  Hicks said in a 
statement to the press. “ Our hope is 
that the Clarendon Chamber o f Com­
merce w ill assess their situation and 
w ill return to us with a new proposal 
to provide promotion of tourism

Gaines brings home silver medals

Johnny Gaines is no ordinary' person and 
certainly no ordinary athlete.

Gaines qualified for the State Track Meet 
in Austin last weekend in three events, and even 
though Gaines missed out on the gold, by a com­
bined two and three-fourths inches in the two 
events, his performance in the meet was stellar.

Gaines jumped to two silver medals and 
ran for a seventh-place finish in the 300-meter 
hurdles.

Gaines jumped a distance o f 22’2 Vi”  in 
the long jump for second place, which was only 
three-fourths o f an inch behind the gold medalist.

He then put together a fantastic leap in the 
triple jump at 45 '4" to tie the longest distance 
at the meet in class 1A. Because o f the tie, the 
winner was determined on the young men’s 
second longest mark and Gaines fell short again, 
and this time it was two inches.

“ Forty-five feet four inches was his personal

best,”  coach Johnny Nino said. “ And achieved 
that jump on his last jump in the finals. He tied 
for first, but his next jump o f 45’ 1”  was less than 
the other jumper.”

Gaines ran a time o f 40:33 in the 300-meter 
hurdles for a seventh-place finish. The winner o f 
that race ran the distance in a time o f 38.37.

“ This was Johnny’s third trip to Austin, 
which is quite an accomplishment,”  Nino said. 
“ This year he received his first two medals. I 
was proud o f the way he competed. Johnny has 
always represented himself and Clarendon very 
well. This year was no different. I was very 
happy for him to finally get a medal at the state 
meet and I w ill surely miss his competitive spirit 
and leadership.”

The Lady Bronco 800-meter relay also 
competed in the state meet and finished the race 
in a time o f 1:48.85, which was good enough for 
8th place. The 1A team from Snook won the 
gold at a time o f 1:43.28. Members o f the relay

are Amber Keelin, Sarah Luttrell, Marqueda 
Gaines, and Glory Bryley. Coach Alton Gaines 
was pleased with the ladies’ performance at the 
state level.

“ The state meet was a real reward on the 
year for coaches and girls,”  Gaines said. “ They 
really worked hard this year to get to that point 
in the season. I am so honored to be their coach. 
They put another clip on my highlight reel. 
Ladies, thank you.”

Gaines knows the girls that ran at state are 
young and the experience they gained in Austin 
was huge.

“ The meet was pretty intimidating,”  Gaines 
said. “ They were able to see what it is going to 
take to get back to the state meet next year and 
the hard work they are going to have to invest 
in, in order to run with that type o f competition. 
They ran really well and we got the experience 
we needed to repeat next year. Again, thanks for 
a heck o f a year ladies.”

Higher tax  
approved  
in H ’w ick

Howardwiek voters over­
whelming supported a ballot mea­
sure Saturday that w ill raise taxes in 
that city for street maintenance.

With an approval rating of more 
than 98 percent, voters approved the 
measure 55-1, which w ill raise the 
sales tax rate by one-quarter o f one 
percent and generate one penny for 
every dollar spent in that city.

Howardwiek officials expect 
the new tax to bring in about $3,350 
per year in new revenue.

Also on Howardwick’s ballot, 
Mayor Del Essary was re-elected 
with no opposition and 55 votes, 
and unopposed incumbent write-in 
Alderman Gene Rogers received 50 
votes.

In Clarendon, a close election 
put two former aldermen back on 
the city board with Tommy H ill and 
Terry Noble garnering 142 votes and 
136 votes each. Alderman Janice 
Knorpp lost her election bid by three 
votes, receiving 133. Unopposed 
Mayor Larry Hicks received 193 
votes, and 233 ballots were cast.

In the race for Clarendon School 
Board, Weldon Sears was re-elected 
with 231 votes, and former board 
member Renee Betts was elected to 
the other open seat with 241 votes. 
Che Shadle received 77 votes.

A ll three incumbents were 
returned to the Hedley Board o f 
Aldermen with Tonya Metcalf 
receiving 28 votes, Travis Ruthardt 
getting 27, and David Wells-getting 
25. Challenger Michelle Copelin 
received 19 votes.

CEDC awards bids for restoration of M ulkey m arquee
Signs o f progress are begin­

ning to be seen at the Mulkey The­
atre after the Clarendon Economic 
Development Corporation accepted 
two bids to begin working on the 
theatre's marquee.

In called meeting last Thursday, 
the CEDC Board accepted a bid from 
Wellborn Sign Company in Amarillo 
to repair the porcelain enamel on the 
marquee and restore the neon lights 
on the front and letters o f the mar­
quee for a total o f $ 12,940.

The board also accepted a bid 
from J.B. Covey o f Hedley to repair 
the framing and decking o f the mar­
quee overhang over the old barber­
shop for $445.

The marquee work approved by 
the CEDC board w ill be paid for by 
money donated to the Mulkey Advi­

sory Committee’s “ Bring Back the 
Mulkey Campaign.”

The CEDC also authorized the 
hiring o f an electrician to run six new 
circuits to the marquee and discussed 
different options for repairing, 
updating, or replacing the marquee 
faces -  the white glass areas where 
movable letters announce the current 
attractions. The board agreed to try 
to preserve the faces as close as pos­
sible to their original condition.

The CEDC also requested the 
city move forward with an agree­
ment to provide power to the theatre 
as a step toward creating a visitors’ 
center in the old barbershop.

Next up on the repair agenda 
w ill be repairing the roof o f the mar­
quee overhang and clearing drains 
from that area as necessary steps

before restoring neon underneath the 
marquee.

Donations are still be accepted 
to help Bring Back the Mulkey. 
Donors who give $50 or more w ill 
be recognized inside the theatre, and 
donations can be made to Donley 
County Historical Commission, PO 
Box 905, Clarendon, TX 79226 and 
note “ Mulkey" in the memo o f your 
check.

Clarendon's downtown mer­
chants are also supporting the effort 
by selling paper light bulbs which 
can be purchased for $1 and are dis­
played in stores downtown.

City needs 
Chamber of 
Commerce

The Clarendon Board ol'Aldermen last week low­
ered the boom on the Chamber o f Commerce, cutting 
o ff  $20,000 in annual funding for the organization.

Clarendon has for many years given the Chamber 
a share o f the Motel Bed Tax revenue collected by the 
city, and in recent years has 
occasionally questioned how 
that money was spent. Three 
months ago the Chamber 
didn't answer that question 
satisfactorily, and the city 
gave the Chamber 90 days 
to produce accurate financial 
records. The city never really 
accused the Chamber o f mis­
spending the Motel Bed Tax 
funds, but they did say that the 
Chamber's record keeping was inadequate.

The Chamber has had its critics -  including your 
editor from time to time, but it is an important asset 
to our community. And Judy Burlin has done a lot o f 
good work for Clarendon as the head o f the chamber. 
She did her best to present a positive image o f her 
community and was always enthusiastic in her support 
o f the town and its people. Clarendon owes her a sin­
cere "thank you" for her service.

But now the city has cut o f  the funds, and Cham­
ber Executive Director Judy Burlin has resigned. So 
what’s next?

City officials all seem to agree that they want the 
Chamber o f  Commerce to have funds from the Motel 
Bed Tax. but they want clear record keeping, which 
isn’t too much to ask when you’ re giving someone 
$20,000 a year.

Our community needs and deserves a good 
Chamber o f Commerce -  one that promotes tourism, 
encourages support and growth o f local businesses, 
and can answer any question about our community 
when a prospective business or family considers 
moving here.

The Chamber board now must act quickly but 
judiciously to hire a new Executive Director and set 
a positive course for the organization. In other words, 
the board must lead and show the city that the Cham- 
ber is w orthy o f their money. To do that the board 
needs to step up and show that the Chamber can be run 
effectively, efficiently, and professionally.

Like so many great tasks, it w ill take everyone 
pulling together to get the Chamber back on its feet.
The board, the members, the community, and city o ffi­
cials w ill have to make an effort to give Clarendon the 
Chamber o f Commerce it deserv es and needs.

Western Swing: A Lone Star Tradition
Amidst the hardship, hunger, and 

bleak outlook o f the Great Depression, 
one medium in particular succeeded in 
providing a bright spot on dark days for 
many Americans: the radio. Through 
radio, many Americans looked forward 
to a few minutes each day when they 
could put their troubles aside, tune in, 
and be truly entertained.

In Texas, a unique genre o f music 
was born out o f these troubled days and 
its popularly grew in part because o f 
its wide appeal on the radio. This was 
the sound o f western swing. The music 
combined everything from ragtime, 
jazz, swing, pop, fiddle breakdowns, 
polkas, and country ballads to blues and 
a number o f other sounds. Two o f the 
fathers o f western swing were Texans 
Bob W ills and M ilton Brown. They dis­
covered there was a strong market for 
their new sound on radio.

Radio sponsors were drawn to 
western swing because o f its diverse 
makeup and fans. By backing a western 
swing band, a sponsor company could 
market its product to a wide variety 
o f listeners who tuned in to hear their 
favorite sound -  be it jazz or blues, 
polka or ragtime -  played in the blend 
that was western swing.

Fiddler James Robert W ills was 
bom in Kosse, Texas on March 6, 1905. 
His fam ily soon relocated near the small 
Panhandle town o f Turkey, Texas. It was 
in Turkey that W ills learned to play the

fiddle from 
his father, and 
the pair would 
often play at 
dances and par­
ties. But W ills ’ 
musical inter­
ests were not 
limited to tradi­
tional country 
music. He also
learned to play the blues from local 
African Americans, as well as mariachi 
music from Mexican migrant workers. 
As a teenager, his ear was drawn to the 
sounds o f 1920s jazz, and soon Wills 
was experimenting and combining the 
music o f his father and predecessors 
w ith blues, jazz and other new sounds.

In 1929, W ills moved to Fort Worth 
where he connected with M ilton Brown, 
Sadly, Brow-n passed away from compli­
cations related to a car accident in 1936. 
Many music historians agree: Brown 
played a central role in developing west­
ern and Texas swing and would have 
continued to be a driving force behind 
the genre’s success had he not died at 
such a young age.

His original bandmate. Bob Wills, 
went on to form Bob W ills and his Texas 
Playboys, which enjoyed tremendous 
success for the next 4 decades -  play­
ing across the country', appearing in a 
number o f movies, and selling millions 
o f records. Wills, often referred to as the

"K ing o f Western Swing," was inducted 
into the Country Music Hall o f Fame in 
1968.

This year, thousands o f gatherers 
in Turkey, Texas, celebrated the 40th 
annual Bob W ills Day Festival, from 
April 28-30th. Several other similar, 
Texas-based festivals are held through­
out the summer, including the Texas 
Natural &  Western Swing Festival in 
San Marcos, May 21st; the Texas Swing 
Festival in Athens, May 28th, the West­
ern Swing Festival in Snyder, June 7; 
and the 24th Annual Legends o f Western 
Swing in Wichita Falls, June 17th.

Today, this uniquely Texas sound is 
celebrated, listened and danced to across 
the nation. My good friend Ray Benson, 
the front man o f Austin-based Asleep at 
the Wheel, has continued the western 
swing tradition for more than 40 years, 
releasing more than 20 albums and earn­
ing nine Grammy awards.

In fact, Benson co-wrote the musi­
cal “ A Ride With Bob,”  which is the first 
o f its kind to chronicle the life and music 
o f Bob Wills. It debuted in 2005 and has 
toured around the country, including a 
sold-out performance at the Kennedy 
Center in Washington. D.C.

Western swing is truly one o f our 
state’s great treasures. No matter where 
1 am, 1 can hear just a few, notes o f west­
ern swing and be taken right back to the 
place I ’d always rather be: Texas.
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Graduations m ark great achievements
Every year, as the wildflowers are 

blooming and the air begins to feel more 
and more like summer, it ’s graduation 
season in Texas. Students across the state 
w ill receive their diplomas and degrees, 
signifying the culmination o f many years

13 years later, the assault 
against higher education in Texas is 
coming from within -  not without. Our 
Texas state leaders arc struggling with 
internal contention over the direction 
and focus o f education at our state's flag­
ship universities, UT and A & M .

No matter what challenge Texas 
faces -  be it fiscal or philosophical 
-  there should be no debate over the 
simple truth that a vibrant academic

research community is critical to the suc­
cess and stature o f universities. Attract­
ing the best faculty through research 
opportunities w ill give our students 
access to the highest quality programs 
and contribute to the success o f our state.

During my career in the Senate, 
one o f my greatest passions has been to 
strengthen higher education in Texas, 
and to bolster science and research at our 
state’s institutions by strengthening their 
scientific centers o f excellence. In the 
state o f Texas, the faculty and students at 
our research universities have achieved 
remarkable breakthroughs. And these 
accomplishments not only enrich the 
learning-experiences o f the students but 
have improved the quality o f life o f all 
Texans.

Innovative work and cutting-edge 
research w ill help draw the best compa­
nies, the most innovative entrepreneurs 
and good jobs to Texas. For our state to 
continue to thrive, we must be commit­
ted to maintaining and advancing the 
stature o f our state’s research universi­
ties. This cannot merely be an aspiration; 
it is an imperative.

I am confident that this May our 
universities in Texas w ill turn out 
graduates who are prepared to contribute 
talent to our state and our world.

Mrs. Mulkey watched over moviegoers
Saturdays in Clarendon -  nothing to 

do except drag main street or see a show. 
This was what most teenagers did back 
in my young days in the 1950s. Mulkey 
Theatre was the place to be -  warm in 
the winter and cool in the summer.

I do not remember the age when 
you started paying adult prices. I could 
hardly wait though. My birthday finally 
came around -  the big day. I remember 
marching up to the pay window, putting 
my adult pay down, going on into the 
lobby, and then feeling someone tap my 
shoulder. Mrs. Mulkey had come out o f 
her pay booth. She said. "You paid me 
too. Here is your change.”  I tried to tell 
her that I was now old enough to pay

adult tickets. She would have none of 
it. I continued to pay child's price for a 
long time. I felt so let down.

Mrs. Mulkey watched over us all. 
Once we were inside, our parents knew 
we would be alright. Shows did not need 
to be rated -  all were clean and nothing 
going on like today’s.

I remember that most parents sat on 
the right side facing the screen. Those 
with children were in the middle, and 
teenagers were on the left side. Those 
wanting more privacy were up in the bal­
cony. I never went up there but one time. 
A group o f girls went up to see it but 
didn't stay. It was too high up for me.

There was a baby cry room on the

left behind the seats. Mothers could go 
in there and yet see and hear the movie.

Those w-ere the good old days. The 
only thing people worried about was if  
your friends were going to be there and 
who w'as going to sit by whom. I remem­
ber on time there was a movie shown for 
adults in a building in the other block 
|the Pastime]. The Mulkey was open for 
babysitting while parents were there. 
Women had one night to see the movie 
and men had another night. They could 
not see it together. Years later I saw' it 
on TV. and it w-as really nothing much to 
see compared to what children see today.

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District court hands down 
convictions after pleas

Four defendants were con­
victed after entering pleas when the 
100th Judicial District Court met in 
Clarendon on May 6.

Luke Inman, the District A ttor­
ney for the 100th Judicial District, 
assisted by Greg Buckley, prose­
cuted the cases for the State o f Texas 
with the Honorable Judge Dan Mike 
Bird presiding by assignment.

A total o f $3,000 in fines was 
assessed as a result o f  the pleas that 
took place on May 6. In addition 
to the fines, the defendants were 
required to pay a total o f $2,113.50 
in court costs.

Daniel Ford o f Lawton, Okla., 
was sentenced to 20 years in the 
Institutional Division o f the Texas 
Department o f Criminal Justice. 
Ford, age 26, pleaded not true to alle­
gations listed in the State’s Motion to 
Adjudicate Guilt o f  Defendant and a 
contested hearing was held, which 
involved a competency hearing.

On October 6, 2008, Ford orig i­
nally pleaded guilty to the second 
degree felony offense o f burglary o f 
a habitation that occurred on April 
20, 2007 in Donley County.

The State filed the motion to 
adjudicate on December 10, 2008, 
alleging one violation o f community 
supervision.

“ This defendant was on proba­
tion for approximately two weeks 
before committing another felony 
in another jurisdiction,”  said Inman. 
“ He obviously did not benefit from 
the opportunity this district provided 
him, and he received the maximum 
sentence from the court.”

Ford pleaded not true to the vio­
lation contained in the State’s motion 
and Bird sentenced Ford to 20 years 
in the TDCJ. Ford is also required 
to pay $270 in court costs to Donley 
County.

Gabriel Callis pleaded true 
to allegations listed in the State’s 
Motion to Revoke Community 
Supervision o f Defendant and was 
convicted and sentenced to three (3) 
years in the Institutional Jail D iv i­
sion o f the Texas Department o f 
Criminal Justice.

On May 3, 2007, Callis orig i­
nally pleaded not guilty to the second 
degree felony offense o f indecency 
with a child that occurred on January 
1, 2006 in Donley County. A jury 
trial ensued and he was sentenced to 
five years in the Institutional D iv i­
sion o f the TDCJ. However, the jury- 
probated his sentence for eight years.

The State filed the motion to 
revoke on December 17,2010, alleg­
ing five violations o f community 
supervision.

Callis pleaded true to viola­
tions contained in the State’s motion 
and was sentenced to three years in 
the TDCJ. Callis is also required to 
pay $521 in court costs to Donley 
County.

Jacob Israel Brashears pleaded 
true to allegations listed in the 
State's Motion to Adjudicate Guilt 
o f Defendant and was convicted and 
sentenced to ten years in the Institu­
tional Division o f the Texas Depart­
ment o f Criminal Justice, but the 
sentence was probated for a period 
o f five years.

On November 16, 2010,
Brashears originally pleaded guilty 
to the third degree felony offense 
o f injury to a child that occurred on 
October 31,2009, in Donley County.

Dustin Dean Dann was con­
victed and sentenced to 18.5 years 
in TDCJ for enhanced fam ily assault 
violence. Dann was also sentenced 
to 10 years in the TDCJ pursuant to a 
revocation proceeding.

Dann, 39-year-old resident 
o f Childress, was sentenced for 
the third felony offense o f assault 
against fam ily member, enhanced to 
a second degree felony due to a pre­
vious felony conviction.

“ Sergeant Justin Hunter with 
the Childress Police Department 
did an excellent job  investigating 
this assault,”  said Inman. “ Assaults 
on family members are taken very' 
serious by law enforcement and this 
office. We w ill do everything in our 
power to stop the violence once we 
are made aware o f it.”

Dann was arrested for the 
offense that took place on November 
21, 2008 in Childress County. Dann 
was indicted by a Childress County 
Grand Jury on March 26, 2009.

Dann also pleaded true to alle­
gations listed in the State’s Motion 
to Revoke Community Supervision 
o f Defendant and was convicted 
and sentenced to ten (10) years in 
the Institutional Jail Division o f the 
Texas Department o f Criminal Jus­
tice.

On September 10, 2007, Dann 
originally pleaded guilty to the first 
degree felony offense o f engaging 
in organized criminal activity that 
occurred on December 28, 2006 in 
Childress County.

The State filed the amended 
motion to revoke on March 7, 2011, 
alleging ten violations o f community 
supervision.

Dann pleaded true to violations 
contained in the State’s motion and 
was sentenced to ten years in the 
TDCJ. Dann is also required to pay 
$347.50 in court costs to Childress 
County.

The State filed the motion to 
adjudicate on February 17, 2011, 
alleging two violations o f commu­
nity supervision.

Brashears pleaded true to the 
violations contained in the State’s 
motion and Brashears was sentenced 
to ten years in the TDCJ, probated 
for five years. Brashears is also 
required to pay $599 in court costs 
to Donley County and a $3,000 fine.

Drugs in the News
Meningitis Vaccine Approved lor Infants
The FDA recently approved the first vaccine fo r the prevention o f 
meningitis in infants as young as 9 months o f  age. The vaccine, called 
Menactra (Meningococcal Vaccine), had previously been approved for 
children 24 months o f  age and older. Since infants and toddlers are 
susceptible to this condition, as well as older children, most health 
o ffic ia ls felt that lowering the age fo r vaccination o f  infants as young 
as 9 months would go a long way in reducing the overall incidence o f 
meningitis in this country. The vaccine is given in a two dose series. 
The most common side effect reported is injection site tenderness and 
redness. Some children may develop a m ild fever.
M eningitis is a central nervous system disorder in which the protective 
barrier o f the brain and spinal cord (called the meninges) becomes 
inflamed. In infants, this condition is most often caused by a bacteria 
called Neisseria nieningitides. W hile meningitis does not occur often, 
when it does, it can cause serious damage to the brain and nervous 
system and possibly death. Early signs include a s t if f  neck, headache, 
irritab ility , and lethargy.

Property Tax Protest and 
Appeal Procedures

The law gives property owners Ihe right to protest actions concerning 
their property tax appraisals. You may follow these appeal procedures if  
you have a concern about:

The market or special appraised value placed on your property.
The unequal appraisal o f your property
The inclusion o f your property on the appraisal roll
Any exemptions that may apply to you
The qualification for an agricultural or limber appraisal
The taxable status o f your property
The local governments which should be taxing your property
The ownership o f property
The change o f use o f land receiving special appraisal
Any action taken by the chief appraiser, appraisal district or
appraisal review board that applies to and adversely affected
you.

Informal Review
For information about informal review and obtaining property lax 
records, call your appraisal district at the number listed on the Notice o f 
Appraised Value.

Review by the Appraisal Review Board
I f  you cannot resolve your problem informally with the county appraisal 
district (CAD) staff, you may have your case heard by the appraisal 
review board (ARB).

The ARB is an independent board o f citizens that reviews problems with 
appraisals or other concerns listed above. It has the power to order the 
CAD to make the necessary changes to solve problems I f  you file a 
written request for an ARB meeting (called a Notice o f Protest) before 
the deadline, the ARB w ill set your case for a hearing You will receive 
written notice o f the time, date and place o f the hearing I f  necessary, 
you may request a hearing in the evening, Saturday or Sunday. Prior to 
your hearing, you may ask to review die evidence the CAD plans to 
introduce at the hearing to establish any matter at issue The CAD mtghi 
ask you for a copy o f the evidence you plan to present. The law provides 
that before a hearing on a protest or immediately after the hearing begins, 
you or your ageni and the CAD shall each provide the other with a copy 
o f any written matcnal intended to be ottered or submitted to the ARB at 
the hearing. To the greatest extent practicable, the heanng w ill be 
informal. You or a designated agent may appear in person to present 
evidence or you may send notarized evidence for the ARB to review at 
your hearing.

The CAD representative w ill present evidence about your case. 
You may cross-examine the CAD representative. The ARB 
w ill make its decision based on the evidence presented In 
most cases, the CAD has the burden o f establishing the 
property's value by a preponderance o f the evidence presented 
In certain protests where the owner has submitted an 
independent appraisal before the hearing, the chief appraiser 
has the burden o f proving the property’s value by dear and 
convincing evidence. A protest form has been included and 
can be found on the backside o f this form.

Note: You shouldn’t try to contact ARB members outside o f 
the hearing. The law requires ARB members to sign an 
affidavit saying that they have not talked about your case 
before the ARB hears it.

Review bv the District Court or an A rb itra to r or SOAH
After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy o f its 
order by certified mail. I f  you’ re not satisfied with the 
decision, you have the right to appeal. I f  you choose to go to 
court, you must stall the process by filing a petition within 60 
days o f the date you receive the ARB’s order. In certain cases, 
as an alternative to filing an appeal in district court, you may 
file, not later than the 45* day after you receive notice o f the 
ARB order, a request for binding arbitration with the county 
appraisal district. In certain cases originating in certain 
counties, as an alternative to filing an appeal in district court, 
you may appeal to the Stale Office o f Administrative Hearings 
(SOAH). An appeal to SOAH is initiated by, not later than the 
30th day after you receive notice o f the ARB 's order, filing with 
the chief appraiser o f the county appraisal district a notice of 
appeal with the applicable filing fee.

Tax Pa)mcnt
You must pay cither the amount of taxes due on the portion of 
the taxable value not in dispute or the amount o f taxes due on 
the property under the order from which Ihe appeal is taken.

More Information
You can get more information by contacting your appraisal 
district at the address and telephone number shown on the 
Notice o f Appraised Value. You can also get a pamphlet 
describing how to prepare a protest from the appraisal district 
or from the State Comptroller s Property Tax Assistance 
Division at P.O, Box 13528, Austin, Texas 78711-3528.

Deadline for Filing Protests 
With the ARB*

Usual Deadline
On or before May 3 1 (or 30 days after a Notice o f Appraised Value was 
mailed to you, whichever was later).

Late protests are allowed i f  you miss the usual deadline for good cause. 
Good cause is some reason beyond your control, like a medical 
emergency, the ARB decides whether you have good cause.

Late protests are due the day before the appraisal review board approves 
records for the year. Contact your appraisal district for more 
information.

Special Deadlines
For change o f use (the appraisal dislrict informed you that you are 
losing agricultural appraisal because you changed the use o f your land), 
the deadline is not later than the 30th day after the notice o f the 
determination was mailed to you.

The deadline is postponed to the next business day if it falls on a weekend or holiday.

For ARB changes (the ARB has informed you o f a change that 
increases your tax liability and (he change did not result from a 
protest you filed), the deadline is not later than the 30th day 
after the Notice o f the Determination was mailed to you.

I f  you believe the appraisal district or ARB should have sent 
you a notice and did not, you may file a protest until the day 
before taxes become delinquent (usually February I ) or no later 
than the 125* day after the date you claim you received a tax 
bill from one or more o f the taxing units that tax your properly. 
The ARB decides whether it w ill hear your case based on 
evidence about whether a required notice was mailed to you.

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Confederate Veteran was one of the Immortal Six Hundred’

A hero is hard to define and 
hard to find. Not much thought is 
given to the word today, as it is not 
used very often. What is a hero? Is 
it someone who is admired for his 
brave deeds? Is it someone who pos­
sesses great courage and risks his 
life for a noble purpose? Are there 
heroes in an unpopular war?

This year’s Memorial Day in 
Clarendon w ill be celebrated by 
honoring Peru Hardy (P.H.) Benson, 
an exceptional man who very well 
may be considered a hero. Benson is 
a long-forgotten Confederate veteran 
who is buried in Citizens Cemetery 
south o f Clarendon.

P.H. Benson’s name was discov­
ered on a list o f Confederate soldiers 
by a C ivil War researcher, but with 
the added distinction of also being 
listed as a member o f the Union pris­
oners o f war w ho became known as 
the “ Immortal Six Hundred.”

The Donley County Historical 
Commission was contacted for help 
in finding information concerning 
the C ivil War soldier. C.L. Benson, 
who lives in Clarendon and cel­
ebrated his I00,h birthday last year.

was interviewed and explained that 
Peru Hardy Benson was his grand­
father. C.L. helped locate a Benson 
family history in which P.H. tells, 
in his own words, the fascinating 
story' o f how he was captured by the 
Union Army and spent two years as 
a prisoner o f war. He marched with 
other Confederate soldiers from one 
battlefield to another to be used as 
a human shield against their own 
troops.

The prisoners were told they 
would be given extreme punishment 
to avenge the atrocities o f the Andcr- 
sonvillc prison in the South. The men 
became known as the “ Immortal Six 
Hundred”  because o f the number 
who survived deliberate starva­
tion. exposure to freezing weather, 
lack o f sanitation, lack o f medical 
care, physical abuse by the guards, 
and imprisonment in the line o f fire 
according to survivors' testimonies.

Against incredible odds, Peru 
Hardy Benson survived and was able 
to rejoin his fam ily when the war 
ended.

His remarkable life had its early 
beginnings un Elkton. Giles County, 
Tennessee where he w'as born on

---------------------------  son Island on
Lake Erie. The prisoners o f war were 
moved to seven different prisons 
and placed in strategic positions on 
the battlefields between the Union 
forces and the advancing Confeder­
ate forces. Many died o f cannon lire 
from their own forces as well as star­
vation and disease. After they took 
the oath o f allegiance, the prison­

ers were released on June 12. 1865, 
from For Delaware and P.H. started 
the long walk home.

He returned to Clay County, 
Arkansas where reconstruction was 
very slow'. In 1877, P.H., with his 
wife and family, left his war-rav­
ished state and moved to Texas to get 
a new' start. They settled in the Alvo- 
rado District o f Johnson County. 
P.H. became a farmer and his son. 
Arthur, became a carpenter. When 
Hall County was organized in 1890. 
the Benson family moved and filed 
on the newly opened land. Arthur 
and his younger brother Custis Lee 
were settled in Mulberry' Flats in 
Hall County by 1892. A school was 
established in one o f the homes, and 
a post office was awarded after the 
young settlement was named Brice. 
Custis Lee also bought land in the 
Brice area and moved his family to 
Clarendon so his children could get 
a better education.

The Benson families still own 
some of the land around Brice that 
was filed on by P.H. Benson and his 
sons.

P.H. wrote about his war experi­
ences for his family when he was in

his sixties. He prefaced his memoir. 
“ Hardships o f War”  w ith an explana­
tion, “ This narrative o f adventure is 
written not in a spirit o f hatred, nor to 
arouse animosities concerning acts 
done during the War. but simply to 
show the suffering which I endured 
and yet survived. I have learned to 
recall my prison experiences, at least 
with calmness.”

Peru Hardy Benson died in 
Hall County. Texas, on October 14. 
1906. Those men who were impris­
oned wore deep scars, as nothing 
would erase the nightmarish years 
in Yankee prisons. No awards or 
medals were given to the survivors 
but their names were held in honor 
by other Confederate veterans. The 
“ Immortal Six Hundred”  were con­
sidered heroes o f an unpopular war.

The Plemons-Shelby Camp 
464 o f The Sons o f the Confeder­
ate Veterans, dressed in authentic 
uniforms and arms, will present a 
memorial ceremony honoring P.H. 
Benson on Memorial Day. May 30 
at the Benson gravesite in Citzens' 
Cemetery, Clarendon at 12 p.m. The 
public is invited to attend. Please 
bring your own chairs.

Workshop in Lubbock to address ‘grape expectations’

LUBBOCK -  The Texas AgriL- 
ife Extension Service w ill conduct a 
Prospective Wine-Grape Grower 
Workshop from 9 a.m. - 3 p.m. June 
17 for people interestedin commer­
cial wine-grape production.

The workshop w ill be held 
at the Texas AgriL ife  Research 
and Extension Center in Lubbock, 
located at 1102 East Farm-to-Market 
1294. Registration w ill begin at 8:30 
a.m. with the program to immedi­
ately follow.

“ This workshop w ill be useful 
to those considering planting a com­
mercial vineyard or those thinking 
about expanding a smaller operation 
to a commercial scale.”  said Dusty 
Timmons, A griL ife  Extension v iti­
culture adviser lor the High Plains 
and West Texas.

The workshop was developed 
to help small-scale producers deter­
mine i f  it was both economically 
feasible and individually suitable 
for them to commit to a commercial 
vineyard enterprise, Timmons said.

Program topics include necessary 
viticulture expertise, site selection, 
risk factors, labor requirements and 
economics.

He noted that A griL ife  Exten­
sion presents prospective grower 
workshops in regions o f Texas con­
ducive to wine-grape production, 
and the workshop is a prerequisite 
for registration and acceptance into 
the Texas Viticulture Certificate Pro­
gram.

“ This is the last workshop 
before we start taking applications 
for the next viticulture certification 
program," Timmons said. "We hope 
people interested in getting their pro­
fessional certification w ill take this 
opportunity to attend the workshop 
so they can meet that requirement 
prior to applying for that statewide 
program.”

The application period for 
the next certification program w ill 
be from June 1-30. Notification o f 
acceptance w ill occur by about July 
15, with registration approximately 
July I5-Aug. 31. The program w ill

begin on or around Sept. 15.
l or more information on the 

viticulture certification program, 
contact Dr. Ed Heilman, AgriL ife  
Extension viticulture program direc­
tor, at 806-746-6101 or ewhelhnan@ 
ag.tamu.edu.

The AgriL ife  Extension v iticu l­
ture team also offers advanced pro­
grams for learning more about the 
nuts and bolts o f grape growing in 
Texas, Timmons added.
