A C ivil War veteran w ill be 

recognized in one o f three ser­
vices planned in Donley County in 
observance o f Memorial Day next 
Monday.

The late Peru Hardy Benson, 
who is buried in Clarendon’s C iti­
zens Cemetery, w ill be honored by 
the Plemons-Shelby Camp 464 of 
The Sons o f the Confederate Veter­
ans, dressed in authentic uniforms 
and arms, with a memorial cer­
emony. The activity w ill fake place 
at the Benson gravesite in Citzens’

Cemetery at noon. The public is 
invited to attend. Please bring your 
own chairs.

Benson was a Prisoner o f War 
who spent two years in Yankee pris­
ons and was among a group o f Con­
federates who became known as the 
“ Immortal Six Hundred” because of 
the number who survived deliber­
ate starvation, exposure to freezing 
weather, lack o f sanitation, lack of 
medical care, physical abuse by the 
guards, and imprisonment in the line 
o f fire. Following the war, Benson

settled in Hall County where he died 
on October 14, 1906. His family still 
owns some o f property he settled 
near Brice, and his grandson, C.L. 
Benson, lives in Clarendon.

Earlier on Monday, two services 
w ill be held in honor o f Memorial 
Day at 10 a.m. -  one in Clarendon 
and one at Rowe Cemetery near 
Hedley.

The Adamson-Lane Post 287 of 
the American Legion in Hedley w ill 
hold its annual Memorial Day ser­
vices at the Rowe Cemetery Monday

morning, May 30, 2011 at 10 a.m.
The post members w ill place 

American flags on the graves o f 225 
veterans buried in the Rowe Cem­
etery. The flags w ill remain there 
through Monday in honor o f those 
departed comrades that have served 
this country.

The program w ill be conducted 
by members o f the American Legion. 
The Memorial Day address w ill be 
entitled “ Preserving the Memory of 
the Fallen.”

The program w ill include the

ceremony honoring the Missing In 
Action and the Prisoners O f War, 
still unaccounted for. The post adju­
tant w ill read the roll call o f the 225 
veterans buried in the Rowe Cem­
etery.

The program w ill be concluded 
with the laying o f the memorial 
wreath and the playing o f taps.

The Donley County Memorial 
Post o f the VFW 782 w ill also hold 
a memorial service at the Donley 
County War Memorial on the Court­
house Square at 10 a.m.

Wildfire burns 300+ acres
A w ildfire north o f Hedley consumed 

more than 300 acres last Thursday and Sat­
urday, highlighting the need for caution as 
drought conditions continue.

Clarendon Volunteer Fire Department 
Assistant Chief Jeremy Powell said people 
need to be extremely careful and also said 
last week’s blaze threatened three struc­
tures -  two barns and one house.

The fire began after 5 p.m. last Thurs­
day, May 19, near FM 2944 and State 
Hwy. 203. and Powell said wind knocking 
a power line into tree limbs is believed to 
have started the blaze.

Hedley and Clarendon volunteer fire­
men worked until after midnight to get 
the blaze under control but not before it 
burned about 40 acres.

The fire re-ignited Saturday before 
noon and was brought back under control 
at about 2:30. but it caught fire again about 
4 p.m. and jumped FM 2944 and burned 
northeast toward County Road 32.

Hedley fireman Leon Ward said the 
wind blew the fire through thick brush 
making it hard to get to with fire trucks and 
other equipment.

Assistance was called in from neigh­
boring fire departments as well as from 
state and federal resources, and the fire 
was extinguished after 11 p.m.

The following fire departments 
helped with the fire on Saturday: Hedley, 
Clarendon, Briscoe, Wellington, Kelton, 
Allison, Wheeler, Mobeetie. and Samnor- 
wood.

Also helping were Donley County 
maintainers and the US and Texas forest 
services. A ir tankers and a helicoper were 
brought in to assist the local effort. Powell 
said.

Clarendon sales tax revenue up nearly 7 percent
Sales tax revenue continues to climb for the 

City o f Clarendon according to figures released 
by the stale comptroller’s office.

Clarendon received an allocation of 
$33,908.49 this month, up 6.98 percent from the 
same period one year ago.

The city is now 12.59 percent ahead for the 
calendar year-to-date with sales tax revenue o f 
$ 143,201.99 compared to $ 127,182.88 last year.

City Hall said higher fuel prices and 
increased car sales are likely the cause o f the 
higher sales tax figures.

Texas Comptroller Susan Combs said state­
wide sales tax revenue in April was $1.87 billion.

up 11.4 percent compared to April 2010.
“ This is the 13th straight month in which 

state sales tax revenue has increased,”  Combs 
said. “ Business spending in sectors such as the 
oil and gas industry helped boost sales tax col­
lections. Tax revenue from retail spending also 
showed growth.”

Howardwick’s sales tax revenue is also up 
slightly this month with an allocation o f $670.38, 
up 3.08 percent from the same period last year. 
That city is up 4.6 percent for the year-to-date at 
$4,941.81.

Hedley was down 4.14 percent with a May 
allocation o f $894.64 and is down 2.44 percent

for the year so far at $3,102.90.
Across the state. Combs distributed $600.1 

m illion in local sales tax allocations on Friday, 
May 13, up 5.8 percent compared to May 2010. 
Combs sent May sales tax allocations o f $403.4 
m illion to Texas cities, up 4.7 percent compared 
to May 2010. Calendar year-to-date, city sales 
tax allocations are up 6.2 percent compared to 
the same period last year.

The sales tax allocations to local govern­
ments represent March sales reported by monthly 
tax filers and January, February and March sales 
reported by quarterly tax filers.

The next sales tax payment w ill be June 10.

US could be global energy superpower
Legislature  
sends mixed  
sm oke signals

The 2011 session o f the Texas Legislature is 
shaping up to be an example o f what is good and bad 
about the state Republican Party as the GOP superma­
jority  advances its agenda in Austin.

Many things could have and should have been 
expected -  cuts to social programs, a b ill that tries to 
discourage abortions, a possible increase in the speed 
lim it, new restrictions on the 
use o f eminent domain to take 
private property for public use.

But then there is the cur­
rent issue winding its way 
through the legislative sausage 
maker -  a state ban on smok­
ing in public places. The ban 
has-been placed as a house 
amendment to a senate spend­
ing b ill (SB 1811) and passed 
earlier this week. 73-66. It still has some hoops to 
jump through to become law though.

Proponents o f the b ill say banning smoking 
in bars and restaurants would save $31 m illion in4
Medicaid costs over the next two years. Rep. Myra 
Crownover (R-Lake Dallas) has been working on this 
issue for several ye<irs, and now. with the state in a 
budget crunch, she may have found an opening to push 
it through.

Americans for Prosperity State Director Peggy 
Venable said the following in a statement about the 
proposed ban: “ Where does government stop regu­
lating our behavior? One legislator said i f  we were 
truly focused on health, we should outlaw tobacco but 
because we count on over $1 billion in sales tax rev­
enue to the state from the sale o f tobacco, we do not 
consider a prohibition.’’

Amen, sister!
Whether I allow smoking in my place o f business 

is no one's business but mine. I may lose customers, 
but that's also my business. Likewise, i f  a restaurant 
allows smoking in its establishment, I can choose to 
go or not go based on the quality o f their food, my 
concern for my health (ha ha ha), and how' good their 
margaritas are among other factors. But it is certainly 
no business o f the government -  local, state, or federal
-  w hether smoking is allowed in the establishment. As 
tenable notes, “ No one holds a gun to your head and 
forces you to a pool hall or bar which allows smoking. 
It ’s a choice.”

W'here does this stop i f  w'e allow the slate to 
infringe on private property rights and ban smoking? 
We see w'hat’s going on in the national arena. Food 
is the new tobacco; obesity is the new' cancer. The 
busybodies who were so adamant about going after the 
tobacco companies 15 years ago have now' turned their 
sights to fast food companies and more recently have 
begun rattling their sabers about salt content in food, 
and they are employing the same tactics. First, they

ing- or fat-related illnesses through Medicaid.

W ill this Crownover gal next w'ant to send Ronald 
McDonald and the Morton Salt girl to the marketing 
junkyard, or w ill she just try to ban salt shakers on res­
taurant tables as a method o f saving Medicaid dollars?

If  the GOP is truly about individual responsibil­
ity and protection of property rights, then its members 
need to step up right now and tell Crownover and her 
friends to butt out o f other people's business.

This nannyism has gone loo far at both the state 
and federal levels, and the Party o f Perry needs to 
drive a slake through this beast's heart ASAP.

Saudi Arabia has long been the 
dominant producer o f petroleum on the 
planet. Nature endowed the Arabian 
Peninsula with gigantic deposits o f this 
vital source o f energy. Many o f us have 
lamented the quirk o f  nature that placed 
much-needed oil in the most geopoliti- 
cally unstable region in the w'orld.

Although Saudi Arabia is the king 
o f oil producers at present, there is 
another country that has far more exten­
sive deposits o f fossil fuels. Because 
fossil fuels are the most economical and 
reliable energy sources know n to man, 
the country that has the largest share o f 
them is fortunate indeed. What is this 
richly endowed country? It is none other 
than the United States o f America.

Perhaps you have heard the United 
States described as “ the Saudi Arabia o f 
coal.”  Actually, that may be an under­
statement, for while the U.S. Department 
o f Energy estimates that the Saudis have 
20 percent o f the world’s known petro­
leum reserves, the United States has 
an even larger share— 27 percent— o f 
the world ’s know n deposits o f coal. As 
engineers continue to develop more and 
more “ clean coal" technologies, this 
abundant resource w ill continue to serve

our energy needs for as long as we need 
it.

In addition to our immense coal 
deposits, the United States contains 
gigantic natural gas deposits. Currently, 
the United States ranks fourth in natural 
gas production, but domestic reserves 
are soaring as horizontal drilling and 
“ fracking" tap the mind-boggling dimen­
sions o f the natural gas fields located 
here in Pennsylvania (the Marcellus 
formation), Louisiana (the Haynesville 
formations), and elsewhere across the 
low'er 48. I f  fracking can be done w ith­
out contaminating precious water sup­
plies. it is possible that the United States 
may also become "the Saudi Arabia o f 
natural gas.”

There is even more good news: 
Besides being the Saudi Arabia o f coal 
and potentially natural gas. we may 
become the next “ Saudi Arabia”  o f oil. 
This won’t be the light, sweet crude that 
the Saudis pump at little cost and with 
relative ease, but it ’s oil nonetheless. The 
Green River shale rock formation under 
just three o f our states— Colorado, Wyo­
ming. and Utah— is estimated to hold 1.8 
trillion barrels o f oil, about seven times 
as large as the Saudis' crude oil reserves.

Beyond the vast petroleum deposits

in the Green River formation, we have 
the Bakken field in North Dakota and 
Montana, where ever-more reserves are 
being found, the untapped deposits in 
Alaska, the continental shelf, and other 
existing fields in the low'er 48 states.
Add to those immense reserves yet-to- 
be-discovered petroleum deposits and 
technological improvements, such as 
those that improved recovery rates from 
20 percent to 35 percent o f oil deposits 
in recent years (yes, that means that most 
o f the oil is still there), and you can see 
that the prospects for domestic oil pro­
duction are mind-boggling.

Ours is a case o f geological good 
new's and political bad news. We have 
under our feet the world’s greatest trea­
sure trove o f energy supplies. The bad 
news is. we have a president and a party 
that have made it their full-time policy to 
obstruct, thwart, and forbid extraction o f 
those immense resources, while encour­
aging other countries to drill, drill, drill.

We have all that we need, friends. 
We just need the freedom to go get it.

Bus safety cannot ta k e  back seat
The summer driving season is about 

to begin. With gas prices approaching 
$4.00 a gallon, more Americans w ill 
likely turn to buses as an economical 
and affordable alternative to traveling 
by car. According to the American Bus 
Association, there w'ere more than 720 
m illion passenger trips by motor-coach 
in 2009, covering more than 1.73 billion 
miles. A recent study says bus travel has 
outpaced both air and rail transportation 
as the fastest growing mode o f transport, 
and rising fuel prices w ill only accelerate 
this growth.

Unfortunately, although seat belts 
are mandator)' on planes, and have been 
required safety equipment in cars since 
1968, passenger buses are not required 
to install this most basic and ubiquitous 
safety feature. This lack o f obvious 
protection needlessly leaves millions o f 
Americans vulnerable to serious injury 
and even death on our nation’s highways 
each and every day. It is a tragic fact that 
in recent bus accidents, more than ha lf 
the fatalities occurred as a result o f ro ll­
overs, and 70 percent o f the individuals 
killed were ejected from the bus. Seat 
belts and other basic safety improve­
ments could have protected many o f 
these accident victims.

I f  we heard reports about airplane 
crashes as often as we hear about bus 
crashes, there would be Congressional 
outrage. We should hold buses to the 
same high safety standards. Minimum 
and reasonable safety standards that 
are taken for granted in other modes o f 
transportation, such as cars and planes, 
are absent in most buses today.

Sen. Sherrod Brown (D-Ohio) and I 
have introduced legislation (The Motor- 
C'oach Enhanced Safety Act o f 2011) to 
overhaul and dramatically increase the 
safety o f buses to reduce deaths and seri­
ous injuries caused by these accidents. 
Our bill, S. 453, has already passed the 
Senate Commerce, Science and Trans­
portation Committee and we hope to 
bring it to a vote in the full Senate soon.

Sen. Brown and I are strong advo­

cates for this 
critical issue 
because both o f 
our states have 
experienced 
several tragic 
and preventable 
bus crashes.
In 2006, two 
students from 
Beaumont West 
Brook High School in Texas were killed 
and 21 people injured after their charter 
bus overturned. The bus did not have 
seatbelts, and the oversized windows 
that covered much o f the bus were not 
impact resistant. Our legislation would 
directly address these shortcomings by 
requiring seatbelts, stronger windows 
and crush-resistant roofs so that buses 
can better withstand rollovers and pas­
sengers are not thrown from their seats.

Congressional action is needed 
because the Department o f Transporta­
tion has not acted on many basic pas­
senger safety protections even after the 
National Transportation Safety Board 
suggested a lengthy list o f bus-safety 
improvements, including several cited 
in our legislation- safety belts, crush- 
resistant roofs and stronger windows.

Another critical issue that directly 
affects bus safety and must be addressed

is that o f ‘ reincarnated’ carriers. Reincar­
nated carriers are bus companies, often 
providing charter buses for school and 
group trips, that are taken out o f service 
because o f extensive safety violations 
and then quickly begin operating and are 
on the roads again under a new- name.

This practice allows these risky 
carriers to continue operating without 
having to address and correct any o f 
their —  often multiple —  safety viola­
tions. This issue was one o f the factors 
that led to a devastating bus accident in 
Sherman. Texas, that claimed 17 lives 
in 2008.

Our bus-safety legislation would 
close this loophole by requiring motor- 
coach vehicle safety inspections o f all 
new bus operators to ensure they are 
able to operate safely before they carry a 
single passenger, and it would help stop 
the growing problem o f ‘ reincarnated’ 
carriers.

Now is the time to pass the Brown- 
Hutchison comprehensive bus safety 
legislation. Our proposal presents a 
sensible pathway to help prevent many 
senseless tragedies. As Americans climb 
on board buses and hit the road this 
summer, let us be sure that we are doing 
everything possible to make their trip a 
safe one.

According to a recent evaluation o f  nine individual studies invo lving 
about 100,000 men and women regarding aspirin use in heart disease 
prevention, it was found that small doses o f  this well known pain 
reliever can lower the risk o f  a heart attack in persons who have 
never had heart disease. The overall finding o f  the study, which was 
reported in the American Journal o f  Cardiology, was that there w as a 
19% reduction in nonfatal heart attacks in persons who took aspirin, 
compared to persons who did not. However, according to experts 
who evaluated the stud}, those who took aspirin did not experience 
an overall reduction in death from heart disease. Others expressed 
concern about bleeding, suggesting that those who take aspirin in low 
doses ever}' day should consult w ith their doctor first.

‘Click It or Ticket’ kicks off Monday
From May 23 to June 5, DPS 

troopers and law enforcement o ffi­
cers across the state are participat­
ing in the 10th annual “ C lick It or 
Ticket”  enforcement mobilization.

“ State law' requires every one in 
the vehicle to be restrained no matter 
where they are seated,”  said Assis­
tant Director David G. Baker, who 
is the Chief o f the Texas Highway 
Patrol. “ Seat belts save lives, and 
that is the primary reason to buckle 
up. but we w ill have a zero-tolerance 
policy during this period, and viola­
tors w ill be ticketed i f  need be.”

Since the “ C lick It or Ticket”  
campaign began in 2002, Texas seat 
belt usage has climbed from 76.1 
percent to 93.8 percent. Experts at 
the National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration estimate that this 
increase has resulted in 2,843 fewer 
traffic fatalities and 48,000 fewer 
serious injuries in Texas the past 10 
years.

Despite these gains, just under 
ha lf o f the 3,089 people who died in

Texas traffic crashes in 2009 were 
not properly buckled up, and traffic 
crashes remain the leading cause o f 
death for people between one and 44 
years o f age.

“ Driving is still dangerous busi­
ness. Why wouldn’t you take advan­
tage o f the most basic thing you can 
do to protect yourself and your loved 
ones?”  said Baker.

Wearing a seat belt reduces the 
risk o f fatal injury by 45 percent. 
That number increases to 60 percent 
in pickups, because they are more 
likely to roll over in a crash. (Pickup 
drivers and passengers still lag 
behind in seat belt usage compared 
with motorists in cars.)

State law requires everyone in a 
vehicle to be secured by a safety belt. 
Also, children younger than 8 years 
old must be in a child safety seat or 
booster seat unless they are taller 
than 4 feet, 9 inches. Fines can range 
up to $250, plus court costs.

Funding priorities needed for EQIP Program
TEMPLE -  The USDA Natu­

ral Resources Conservation Service 
(NRCS) and the Soil and Water Con­
servation Districts (SWCDs) invite 
the public and any agencies with an 
interest in conservation issues to par­
ticipate in Local Work Group (LWG) 
meetings taking place across Texas 
during the months o f May and June.

The purpose o f the public meet­
ings is to receive input from farmers, 
ranchers, local agencies, organiza­
tions, local agricultural leaders, busi­
nesses, and other individuals that 
have an interest in natural resource 
concerns.

Input received w ill allow the 
LWG to identify and prioritize the 
resource concerns that need to be 
addressed for eligible practices and 
ranking for county based funding. 
Recommendations provided by the 
LWG meetings w ill be reviewed by 
the State Technical Advisory Com­
mittee (STAC) to help implement the 
Environmental Quality Incentives

Program (EQIP), and other conser­
vation programs offered by NRCS.

The 2008 Farm B ill stipulates 
that conservation programs must 
continue to be locally led.

Through stake holder meetings, 
the public is given an opportunity to 
help local conservation leaders set 
program priorities. Funding for these 
programs may be made available to 
eligible producers through the appli­
cation process.

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Texans support 
some budget 
cuts but not all

AUSTIN -  As the state legisla­
tive session nears its end, a majority 
o f Texas voters continue to support 
cutting the state budget, but do not 
back specific cuts to education and 
social programs that have taken 
center stage at the Capitol, according 
to a University o f Texas at Austin/ 
Texas Tribune poll.

The statewide poll o f 800 reg­
istered voters was conducted May 
11-18, as the legislature began 
final discussions about how to fill a 
budget gap estimated to be as great 
as $27 billion. The overall results o f 
the survey have a margin o f error o f 
3.46 percent.

When asked about how they 
prefer to balance the budget, 49 
percent o f Texans leaned toward 
budget cuts, with an additional 22. 
percent saying the budget shortfall 
should be made up entirely through 
budget cuts. Another 22 percent said 
the state’s efforts should be evenly 
split between cutting spending and 
increasing revenue.

Yet the majority o f survey 
respondents do not support some o f 
the prominent cuts being considered 
by the legislature. Only 15 percent 
favored cutting the state’s share o f 
funding for primary and secondary 
education and 27 percent favored 
cutting state funding o f higher edu­
cation.

Given a list o f possible cuts to 
balance the budget, 40 percent o f 
voters favored ending funding for 
pre-kindergarten classes, the highest 
response among the proposed cuts. 
Thirty-five percent favored reduc­
ing state contributions to teacher and 
state employee retirement programs.

“ Texans remain consistent in 
their inconsistency when it comes 
to the budget,”  said James Henson, 
director o f the Texas Politics Project 
and a lecturer in the Department o f 
Government at The University o f 
Texas at Austin.

The poll respondents also 
opposed most new taxes by large 
margins. Ninety-four percent 
opposed introducing a state income 
tax on individuals and 88 percent 
opposed increasing the state sales 
tax rate beyond the current 6.25 per­
cent. “ Sin taxes”  had more support: 
49 percent o f respondents supported 
increasing taxes on alcoholic bever­
ages and 62 percent supported legal­
izing gambling and imposing taxes 
on gambling establishments.

This is the latest in a series o f 
polls conducted by the Texas Politics 
Project and the Texas Tribune.
