Edes faces charges related to boy’s death
A Clarendon woman is out 

on bond this week, facing a felony 
charge related to the death o f her 
grandson, Chance Jones, last year.

Gayle Edes, age 67, was 
indicted by the Donley County 
Grand Jury last Wednesday, January 
4, 2012, on the first degree felony 
charge o f Injury to a Child by Omis­
sion, District Attorney Luke Inman 
said. She was arrested by Donley 
County Sheriff Butch Blackburn that 
evening, and arraigned by Justice of 
the Peace Connie Havens, who set 
bond at $50,000.

The arrest came exactly one year 
after local authorities were called to 
the rural Donley County residence of 
Edes’ son, Robert Babcock, where 
they found four-year-old Jones unre­
sponsive and obviously beaten.

Jones died the next morning at

Northwest Texas 
Hospital in Ama­
rillo , and author­
ities believe his 
death could have 
been prevented 
i f  Edes had 
reported what 
was going on or 
taken action.

“ She knew
for two weeks -------------------------
and helped hide the fact that the boy 
was being abused,”  Sheriff Black­
burn said. “ She made a conscious 
decision not get him medical care.”

Blackburn said he would have 
charged Edes much earlier in the 
investigation but said he held o ff 
because the district attorney wanted 
more information. He said the DA 
finally got enough information to

present the case against Edes to the 
Grand Jury last week.

“ I ’ve wanted to arrest her since 
about January 14,”  Blackburn said.

Court records allege that on 
January 3. 2011, Edes intentionally 
or knowingly, by omission, caused 
serious bodily injury to Chance 
Mark Jones by her failure to get 
medical attention for the boy and

that she had care, 
custody, or con­
trol o f the child 
at that time.

“ She was 
helping take care 
o f him, which 
puts a greater 
burden on her 
to protect the 
child,”  Black- 

-------------------------  burn said.
Edes was taken to the Colling­

sworth County Jail for holding fo l­
lowing her arrest and posted bond 
the next day. I f  convicted, Edes 
could face a sentence o f five to 99 
years or life in prison and a fine up 
to $10,000.

Babcock remains in the Donley 
County Jail facing a capital murder 
charge in Jones' death with a bond

set at $1 million. According to pre­
vious reports, Babcock had only 
recently met his son and only had 
custody o f him for a few weeks 
before, according to investigators, he 
began abusing the boy on December 
24, 2010, and continued abusing him 
until January 4, 2011.

An autopsy conducted January 
6, 2011, revealed that the boy died 
from blunt force trauma to the head 
and that he also suffered internal 
injuries from trauma to the torso. 
Investigators at the time called the 
case the worse they had ever worked.

District Attorney Inman would 
not comment last week on the 
charges facing Gayle Edes, saying 
that his office is focused right now 
on the charges against Babcock, 
whose trial has been moved to Hall 
County.

Shooting of 
hunter under 
investigation

Investigators are still looking 
for answers in the case o f a 63-year- 
old Amarillo man who was shot last 
Wednesday night, January 4, while 
hunting in Briscoe County.

Sava Garcia, Jr., was reportedly 
hunting on the Prairie Dog Town 
Fork of the Red River near the bridge 
on Texas Highway 256 when he was 
shot once in the shoulder between 
3:30 and 6 p.m.

Donley County Sheriff Butch 
Blackburn said Garcia reportedly 
walked for some distance before 
collapsing and then being found by 
Antonio Padilla, Jr., age 53 o f Spring 
Lake. The two men were hunting 
together.

Padilla transported Garcia into 
Donley County where they were met 
by local EMS personnel about eight 
miles south o f Clarendon. Garcia 
was then transported to Clarendon 
and airlifted to Northwest Texas 
Hospital in Amarillo where he

Democrats 
just keep on 
spending

Despite pledges to cut spending by the new 
Republican House majority, it appears spending during 
the current fiscal year, which ends on Sept. 30, w ill 
actually be greater than in fiscal 2011. The House 
Republicans were filled with good intentions, but they 
got snookered by President Obama and Senate Major­
ity Leader Harry Reid. Fool me once, shame on you. 
Fool me twice, shame on me.

The Tea Party crowd and other Americans who 
believe in fiscal responsibility are unlikely to be toler­
ant o f and re -  elect Republicans who are so incom­
petent that they cannot reduce federal spending and 
continue to fund programs that most o f their voters 
oppose. The Constitution is clear. Article I, Section 9 
states, “ No Money shall be drawn from the Treasury 
but in Consequence o f Appropriations made by Law.” 
That is, only Congress can authorize the spending of 
money.

It is true that the Republicans only control one 
half o f Congress, the House, and that many o f the 
Senate Democrats want higher spending, so the House 
Republicans are not going to be able to get all o f the 
spending reductions they w’ish. But it also is true that 
the House Republicans can insist on reductions in 
overall spending and, particularly, get rid o f unpopular 
and nonessential programs as a price for passing any 
o f the necessary appropriations bills.

The Republicans allowed themselves to get 
snookered last year by not insisting on the “ regu­
lar order,”  whereby both the House and Senate are 
required to pass a budget resolution that sets the 
framework for overall spending. The various appro­
priations committees then are supposed to make their 
spending decisions within the lim its set by the budget 
resolution. The House dutifu lly complied with the 
Budget Act and passed a budget resolution. The Senate 
did not -  in fact, it has been three years since the 
Democrat -  controlled Senate passed a budget resolu­
tion. Without a binding budget resolution signed onto 
by both houses o f Congress, the appropriators basi­
cally had free rein, which is exactly what the majority 
o f Democrats wanted.

' The president and many o f the Democrats demon­
strate time and time again that they care little about the 
rules or the Constitution. Just last week, Mr. Obama 
made clearly unconstitutional “ recess”  appointments 
even though the Senate was not in recess. As former 
Attorney General Ed Meese and Todd Gaziano o f the 
Heritage Foundation wrote: “ I f  Congress does not 
resist, the injury is not just to its branch but ultimately 
to the people. James Madison made clear that the 
separation o f powers was not to protect government 
officials' power for their sake, but as a vital check on 
behalf o f individual liberty. To prevent future tyranni­
cal usurpations o f power. Congress must act to redress 
this serious threat to our liberty.”

Again, Congress still has control o f the purse, 
and even the big -  spending senators cannot force an 
appropriation i f  the House majority does not approve 
it. Therefore, the Republican leaders must make it 
clear to the president. Democrats in the Senate and 
the American people that they w ill not approve any 
spending for programs or people that operate against 
the best interest o f America or operate outside what is 
constitutionally permissible.

Republicans should prepare a specific list o f 
spending non -  starters and make it known to all. They 
need to be clear that i f  any o f the items are contained 
in a future appropriations b ill or continuing resolution, 
they w ill make sure it is defeated. The list should con­
tain only those items that would cause the president to 
have a politically impossible public -  relations prob­
lem i f  he threatened to veto the specific appropriation 
b ill or continuing resolution and thereby shut down the 
government i f  the items were not included.

Republicans could start by insisting that no 
expenditure for salaries could be made for people 
not properly appointed with the advice and consent 
o f the Senate as called for in the Constitution -  that 
is, phony, non -  recess appointments would not be 
funded.

The GOP and others have rightly complained 
about regulatory excess, but they need to put some- 
teeth in these complaints by refusing to allow funding 
for regulations that have not been justified by a truly 
independent cost -  benefit analysis, so the Environ­
mental Protection Agency could not get away with 
unnecessarily attempting to shut down many needed 
power plants. The cost -  benefit requirement also 
should be applied to the Internal Revenue Service and 
Treasury so they could not continue such outrages 
as making it almost impossible for Americans living 
abroad to get bank accounts and driving hundreds of 
billions o f dollars o f foreign capital out o f the United 
States.

Republicans may not be able to reduce spending
«

greatly until they have control o f both houses o f Con­
gress, but they can stop specific spending programs 
that have little or no popular support and do great 
damage. They need to insist on the regular order and 
provide their list o f non -  starters now and not wait 
until the next budget crisis when, once again, they are 
likely to gel snookered.

The undependable wealthy taxpayer
%

The President recently took the 
stage in Osawatomie, Kansas and deliv­
ered what looks to be his administra­
tion’s definitive statement on income 
inequality.

Obama called this a “ make or break 
it”  moment for the American middle 
class. And he made it explicitly clear his 
favored solution for inequality is higher 
taxes on the rich, calling the current 
tax rules on top earners “ the height o f 
unfairness.”

This idea is picking up steam well 
beyond the Democratic caucus. Even 
Warren Buffet wants higher rates on the 
wealthy. In this push, however, tax activ­
ists are ignoring an inconvenient truth: 
a tax system heavily dependent on the 
wealthy is highly volatile and a breeding 
ground for bitter budget battles.

Consider three examples.
The first is California. The Golden 

State has been stumbling for years. We 
can blame its economic woes on a wide 
range o f things, including environmental 
regulations, unstable electricity markets, 
and tax rates that have driven businesses 
to'Colorado, Texas and elsewhere. But 
we can also see that its budget deficits 
are, in large part, due to movement in 
one category o f taxpayers.

From 2007 to 2008, California saw 
a sharp decline in taxes paid by those 
with incomes above $200,000 a year. 
A fter crunching the numbers, UCLA 
professors Andrew G. Atkeson and W il­
liam E. Simon Jr. concluded in January 
that this decline accounted for “ fu lly 
93 percent o f the decline in total tax

revenues from 2007-08.”  A collapse in 
taxes paid by the wealthy put the state 
into the red.

The second example is New York. A 
full fifth o f the Empire State's revenues 
come from taxes on financial companies. 
So the economic collapse o f the past few 
years has led to plummeting revenues 
and a huge increase in public debt. In 
June 2007, the sixteen highest taxed 
banks paid $173 m illion to the New York 
treasury. A year later, as the country 
was about to plunge into financial panic, 
those same firms paid just $5 m illion in 
state taxes -  a 97-percent decrease.

For all the trouble they have had, 
at least California and New York have 
confronted their budget problems in real 
time -  however misguided their tax-rate- 
raising approach.

Our third example -  the federal 
government -  shows us that putting o ff - 
the day o f reckoning doesn’ t make it 
easier to solve deficit problems.

According to data from the IRS, 
between 2007 and 2009, the number of 
tax filers with reported incomes o f $1 
m illion or more decreased frdm 390,000 
to 237,000. As a result, the taxes paid 
by this group dropped 42 percent -  from 
$309 billion to $178 billion. The drop­
o ff in tax payments gets steeper the 
higher up the income ladder you go.

In the same period, the number of 
Americans with incomes o f $10 m illion 
or more fell by 55 percent -  from 18,394 
to 8,274 -  causing tax revenue from this 
category to drop by 51 percent. Fall­
ing tax revenue from the rich is a huge 
reason federal revenues are now just

15 percent o f GDP, down from 18% or 
more in recent years.

Back in the early 2000s, when 
public officials thought tax revenues 
from the wealthy would remain robust, 
it looked like the feds might actually pay 
o ff the national debt. Today, with spend­
ing far outstrips revenues total federal 
debt has climbed to $15 trillion.

This is spike in national debt is pre­
cisely the danger o f a tax system overly 
dependent the rich. And it ’s a very good 
reason to believe that hiking rates on the 
“ one percent”  won't solve our budget 
problems.

The truth is that the wealthy are 
unreliable taxpayers because their 
income is volatile. So a deadlocked 
super committee might have saved us 
from a Washington deal that would have 
left us more dependent an unstable tax 
source -  the rich -  and thereby has pro­
vided us with an opportunity to debate 
a reliable solution to our debt problems: 
economic growth.

Instead o f seeking to tax the rich, 
we would do better to curb excessive 
spending and concentrate on enact­
ing policies, such as tax simplification, 
aimed at sparking economic growth.
With growth all things are possible. We 
can lower unemployment, raise living 
standards, and pay down our national 
debts. What’s more, in a booming 
economy we’ ll also likely find that the 
wealthy are once again paying a bumper 
crop in taxes.

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Texas leads in science, innovation
Our state's world-class research 

institutions, combined with our state’s 
pro-growth tax and regulatory policies, 
have made Texas an oasis for scientists, 
researchers, and inventors. As incuba­
tors for groundbreaking new technolo­
gies and research, our university-based 
innovation hubs are also magnets for 
savvy entrepreneurs, new businesses and 
industries -  and for the new j'obs that 
they create.

This past year, our state’s leader­
ship in the fields o f science, technology, 
engineering and math (STEM) was 
underscored by the international recogni­
tion garnered by two o f Texas' brightest 
stars, one a distinguished scientist with 
decades o f experience and the other a 
high school student beginning her career.

Dr. Bruce Beutler o f The University 
o f Texas Southwestern Medical Center 
won the 2011 Nobel Prize in physiology 
/  medicine. His research enables scien­
tists and doctors to understand humans’ 
abilities to respond to infectious diseases 
and cancer, and is helping to develop 
new treatments for a broad spectrum of 
diseases. As a member o f The Academy 
o f Medicine, Engineering, and Science 
o f Texas (TAMEST), and now as the 
state’s 10th living Nobel Prize laureate. 
Dr. Beutler proudly carries on the Texas 
tradition o f achievement in the STEM 
fields.

TAMEST took shape in 2004, 
when I joined with Nobel Laureates Dr. 
Michael Brown o f UT Southwestern 
and the late Dr. Richard Smalley of Rice 
University to create a means for our 
state’s best scientists in all fields to share 
information and knowledge. We wanted

to encourage 
greater collabo­
ration, not com­
petition. among 
university 
researchers.

This 
vision hasi
paid off. First, 
by increas­
ing cross-
disciplinary science in our state we have 
improved the quality and impact o f the 
research that Texas produces. Second, 
TAMEST has been a terrific tool for 
attracting the best scientific talent to our 
state. Third, since TAMEST’s creation 
in 2004, Texas' share o f federal research 
and development dollars to universities 
has increased to more than $1.8 billion 
annually -  from 6th to 3rd in the nation. 
On January 11th, TAMEST w ill kick 
o ff its 9th Annual Conference in Hous­
ton -  welcoming 17 new members -  all 
o f whom have achieved membership in 
the national academies, as is required 
for every scientist, engineer, and doctor 
invited to jo in  TAMEST.

As successful farmers know, you 
can't eat your seed corn. Likewise. 
America must continue investing in 
research to foster the innovation that 
fuels our economy. A year ago last 
month, the America COMPETES Act, 
legislation to reauthorize the key sci­
ence agencies responsible for supporting 
basic research, was approved by strong, 
bipartisan majorities o f Congress. As the 
ranking Republican on the U.S. Senate 
Commerce Committee, which brought 
forward this legislation, I ’m also proud

that Congress acted in a fiscally respon­
sible way, by eliminating several dupli-' 
calive federal programs in order to focus 
on high-value research.

One o f the goals o f the America 
COMPETES Act is to encourage our 
young people to take science and engi­
neering courses in college, so they can 
keep our economy strong in the future 
through research and innovation.

This past year, one Texas high 
school student stood out: Shree Bose of 
Fort Worth. Following in the footsteps 
o f giants like Dr. Beutler, Shree won 
the 2011 Google Science Fair’s $50,000 
Grand Prize Award for her research on 
ovarian cancer, which she conducted 
with her mentor at the University o f 
North Texas.

Shree’s achievements underscore 
our nation's need to develop (many) 
more math and science graduates. We 
must inspire our students to pursue
STEM fields at an early age, and that

$

depends in large part on having enough 
teachers trained in the STEM fields.

The UTEACH program, which was 
originally started at the University of 
Texas, is helping to meet that challenge 
by allowing undergraduates to earn a 
core degree in a STEM field while pur­
suing teacher training and certification.

As wc celebrate the successes 
o f our newest Nobel Laureate and 
our Google Science Fair winner, let’s 
remember that the future w ill belong 
to those who press further and faster in 
science and math. America must lead 
the way. ■

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A pp ra isa l D is tr ic t o ffe rs  new con tac t m e thods
Under a new law, chief apprais­

ers o f county appraisal districts, 
appraisal districts, and appraisal 
review boards may communicate 
electronically through email or other 
methods with property owners or 
their designated representatives.

According to a press release 
from the Donley County Appraisal 
Distnct, written agreements arc 
required for notices and other docu­
ments to be delivered electronically 
in place o f mailing.

Certain guidelines must be fo l­
lowed for this local option:

• Written agreements with 
the county appraisal district must

be entered first, ensuring what 
electronic means o f delivery are 
acceptable. I f  you are interested in 
receiving communications in elec­
tronic format, you should contact 
your local appraisal district.

• Public notice regarding the 
availability o f agreement forms 
authorizing electronic communica­
tions may be published in a news­
paper o f general circulation in the 
district on or before Feb. 1 each year, 
or agreement forms may be deliv­
ered on or before Feb. 1 each year to 
property owners shown on the certi­
fied appraisal roll for the preceding 
tax year.

• The chief appraiser may deter­
mine the medium, format, content 
and method to be used for electronic 
communications other than notices 
required by Section 25.19 o f the 
Tax Code, which are prescribed by 
Comptroller rule.

• A decision by the chief 
appraiser not to enter into agree­
ments may not be the subject o f an 
appraisal review board protest, a 
lawsuit or a complaint to the Texas 
Dept, o f Licensing and Regulation.

Ambulance Authority answers 758 calls in ‘11
When I was elected to the 

Donley County Hospital board 
last year, I was wondering why we 
needed a Hospital Board and just 
what they did. I knew they were over 
the ambulance service and that we 
had an excellent ambulance service. 
What I found out is that the hospital 
board members are a very dedicated 
group. They take care o f business 
and are spending tax dollars wisely 
and providing Donley County with 
one o f the top rural ambulance ser­
vices in the Texas Panhandle.

1 know some o f you think that 
we should go back to a volunteer 
service, as it was in the 1970s, when 
the funeral homes stopped operating 
an ambulance service and volunteer 
services were set up. Then people 
volunteered to study and become 
EMTs. Today all those have moved 
away or gown older and retired. State 
requirements for ambulances and 
personnel has grown much harder 
and finding people who w ill volun­
teer, to spend the time to train, as the 
state requires, is almost impossible.

McLean has shut down their 
ambulance service due to the lack 
o f certified staff. Groom may shut 
down; Shamrock, Wellington, and 
Memphis are struggling with little

or no way to have operating funds. 
Clarendon is indeed fortunate to 
have in place a way to supplement 
our ambulance service. Medicare 
and insurance payments w ill not 
cover operation cost. Our citizens 
are an ageing group and the traffic 
on 287 has increased.

1 w ill get o ff my soapbox and 
present you some facts from 2011.

Total calls for 2011 were 758, 
for an average o f 2.07 runs a day. 
Runs that were chargeable for pay­
ment were Code 1 (stable) 374, Code 
3 (unstable) 35, and Mutual Aid 06, 
total 415. There were 245 refusals o f 
transport, 116 medical calls, and 129 
traumas. These calls are expensive 
and the hospital board is considering 
a minimum charge for medical sup­
plies used. A breakdown on trans­
port calls reveals 316 medical, 92 
traumas, and 13 were dead on scene.

The cooperation between the 
ambulance service, the three fire 
departments and the sheriff’s office 
is outstanding. To protect our fire 
departments men and women, who 
serve as volunteers, the ambulance 
service stood by 92 times, treating 
injuries, providing water and a place 
to rest when needed. An additional 
45 times at sporting events, rodeos,

also assisted the Life Star helicopter 
10 times as mutual aid.

o f these units are 2010 models. Unit 
1 has a total o f 67,113 miles with 
34,110 o f these in 2011. Unit 2 has 
a total o f 45,229 miles with 18,590

model, 4-wheel drive and a 1991 
box, with a total o f 123.851 miles 
with 2,267 in 2011. Total miles 
driven in 2011 were 55,067.

In 2011. we served 524 Donley 
County citizens and 151 out o f 
county citizens.

The staff o f five has full time 
Paramedics, three part time Para­
medics. nine part-time EMT Basic. 
Anna Howard is the Administra­
tor. Anna is a Paramedic and holds 
additional certification as a Texas 
Department o f Health Coordinator, 
Instructor and tester. Anna not only 
trains our own staff but teaches First 
Aid. CPR, and other classes to our 
citizens, and school children. Pres­
ently she is teaching a paramedic 
class nightly with 15 students with 
some from as far away as Perryton. 
The staff is proficient in collecting 
from insurance and Medicare. Many 
times all three ambulances are out, 
and then we are covered by other 
staff that serve with only a jum p bag 
and use their own vehicles.

The Hospital Board meets at 
7:00 p.m., the third Tuesday o f each 
month at the Ambulance Barn. I 
would encourage you to attend i f  you 
have comments or questions.

The US Department o f A gri­
culture Rural Development has 
announced a decrease in home 
mortgage interest rates for its Direct 
Homeownership Loan program.

The very low interest rate makes 
it a good time for eligible families to 
purchase a home through the USDA

eownership Loan program. Depend­
ing on household income, mortgage 
payments may be further subsidized 
to as low as I percent interest rate. 
The program is available to house­
holds with incomes at 80 percent or 
less o f the county median income.

Funding is for the purchase o f 
an existing home or for new con­
struction in rural areas. For example 
in the rural communities o f Arm ­
strong, Carson, Potter and Randall 
Counties, a family o f 4 with an 
adjusted gross household income of 
less than $46,500 could qualify for 
this program.

Flu Shot O K  for Children with Egg Allergy
According to the results o f  a two year, m ulti-center study presented 

at a recent meeting o f  the American College o f  A llergy, Asthma, and 
Immunology, it is now considered safe fo r children who have a severe 
egg allergy to receive.the annual flu shot. The vaccine is manufactured 
using eggs that contain protein to which some individuals are allergic. 
Previously, the American Academy o f  Pediatrics Red Book considered 
a severe allergy to eggs as a health risk. This risk was actually listed as 
a contraindication, meaning you should not receive this vaccine. That 
contraindication no longer exists.

Health experts now- recognize that the find ing o f  this and other 
studies are important in protecting the health o f  young children, 
even children w ith  a history o f  egg allergy and those w ith  asthma. 
Two different health organizations suggest that i f  the ch ild  can eat 
cooked eggs, the health care provider caring fo r that ch ild  may give 
the flu vaccine. It is further recommended that children w ith  a history 
o f  anaphylaxis (severe allergy) receive their vaccine from health 
providers that are experienced in managing reactions to vaccines.

to help meet financial obligations 
and operating expenses w'hich could 
have been met had the disaster not 
occurred.

“ E lig ib ility  for these loans is 
based on the financial impact o f the 
disaster only and not on any actual 
property damage. These loans have 
an interest rate o f 4% for businesses 
and 3% for private, nonprofit orga­
nizations, a maximum term o f 30 
years, and are available to small

By law, SBA makes EIDLs 
available when the U. S. Secretary 
o f Agriculture designates an agricul­
tural disaster. Secretary Tom Vilsack 
declared this disaster at the request 
o f Governor Rick Perry.

Businesses primarily engaged 
in farming or ranching are not eli­
gible for SBA disaster assistance. 
Agricultural enterprises should 
contact the Farm Services Agency 
(FSA) about the U. S. Department 
o f Agriculture (USDA) assistance 
made available by the Secretary's 
declaration. However, in drought, 
disasters nurseries are eligible for 
SBA disaster assistance.
