City okays requests 
for hotel tax funds

The Clarendon Board of 
Aldermen approved to requests 
for Hotel Occupancy Tax funds 
during its February 14 meeting.

The board approved the use 
o f $2,1-00 o f Hotel Occupancy Tax 
funds by Danny Mullins to help 
fund a Spring musical worship 
service, with attendees traveling 
to Clarendon from out o f town 
and out o f state.

The Council also approved 
$5,000 of Hotel Occupancy Tax 
funds be granted to Clarendon 
College for the annual FFA/4H 
invitational judging competition 
this spring. This event consis­
tently pulls in more revenue to 
the city and county than any other 
event, including the July Fourth 
celebration. Local merchants 
spoke in favor this proposal.

Patten outlined the work John­
son did on the airport, called the 
notion o f taking his name o ff the 
airport “ disrespectful,”  and asked i f  
the city might also rename McClel­
lan Field, Hart-Moore Field, or the 
Burton Memorial Library.

Enterprise editor Roger Estlack 
also spoke against the name change, 
calling Johnson a good man who had 
publicly stood up for a young editor 
at a time when no one else would.

Later in the meeting, Mayor 
Larry Hicks said he had wanted to 
rename the airport for the late Dr. 
Charles Deyhle, who had been a 
longtime supporter o f the airport.

“ This was my idea, and I didn’t 
mean for it to be big deal,”  Hicks 
said. "Chuck Deyhle was a real good

friend o f mine, and he did a lot for 
the airport, and I thought it was fiL- 
ting.

The board agreed to take no 
action on the airport name, and the 
mayor said he hoped that was a suit­
able solution because he did not 
want to do something that would get 
everyone upset.

According to Enterprise files, 
Smiley Johnson was a member o f the 
Board o f Aldermen from May 2000 
to October 2001. He was among a 
group o f men who worked to furnish 
a pilots’ lounge to provide a resting 
place for travelers, and he helped 
efforts to have a water well installed 
at the airport. He also was instru­
mental in acquiring a tower on which 
to re-mount the signal beacon. John­
son’s biggest contribution to the air­

port was considered to be his work 
in obtaining a state grant w'orth more 
than $800,000 to make improve­
ments at the facility. The former 
alderman did much o f the legwork to 
secure the grant, and then mayor Tex 
Selvidge said Johnson made several 
trips to Austin at his own expense on 
behalf o f the city.

The city renamed the airport 
Smiley Johnson Municipal A irport/ 
Bass Field in his honor in April 2004 
while Johnson was in hospice care 
suffering from cancer. He died the 
following month at the age o f 69.

The name “ Bass Field" remains 
attached to the airport in honor o f 
John M. Bass, the former owner o f 
the land acquired in the early 1990s 
to extend the runway.

In other airport news last week,

Aldermen approved a resolution 
authorizing the c ity ’s participation 
in a Texas Department o f Transpor­
tation Aviation Division grant. The 
$80,000 grant would develop a new 
airport layout plan that City Admin­
istrator Lambert Little said could 
then be used to pursue other grants. 
The city w'ould have to put up ten 
percent o f the money, but city o ffi­
cials say that money is already set 
aside in the airport fund.

Little also presented several 
housekeeping items related to the 
grant, including the creation of a 
committee to evaluate a new A ir­
port Layout Plan, for the aldermen’s 
consideration. These items were 
approved, and the city's existing air­
port advisory board w ill serve as the 
committee for the grant.

“ Then Smiley Johnson came to 
town. He poured his heart and soul in 
to the airport, got grants, and worked

Greenbelt 
continues 
studying 
w ater wells

Greenbelt Municipal Water 
Authority continues to investigate 
acquiring new sources o f water 
following the regular meeting of 
the Greenbelt board last Thursday, 
February 16.

The authority is looking at 
two sources that could supple­
ment the dwindling supply in the 
Greenbelt Reservoir. The first is 
a location downstream from the 
reservoir’s dam, and the second is 
a series o f wells formerly used by 
the City o f Clarendon.

The authority’s general man­
ager, Bobbie Kidd, told the board 
that Greenbelt had gotten into four 
o f the c ity ’s wells since the board's 
January meeting.

“A ll we know for sure is that 
there is water there, but we don’t 
know the quantity o f water or con­
dition o f the casing,”  Kidd said.

Last month, the Clarendon 
Board o f Aldermen approved a 
resolution allowing Greenbelt 
access to its former wells, which 
haven't been used in more than 40 
years. Greenbelt then had geolo­
gist Raymond Brady examine the 
wells.

Kidd said three city wells 
were identified as possibly being 
suitable for development. Green- 
belt’s next steps w ill be to put a 
camera down the wells to inspect 
the casing and to test pump the 
w-ells.

I f  Greenbelt choses to 
develop the Clarendon wells and 
construct a pipeline back to its 
filter plant, the city would be com­
pensated for the water. Greenbelt 
Chairman Don Welch o f Crowell 
asked about the cost o f the c ity ’s 
water, and Kidd said an engineer 
would be able to set a cost for the 
water.

Clarendon’s Greenbelt repre­
sentative Gary Campbell said he 
felt that supplying water was the 
most important issue.

‘The important thing is that 
all five o f our cities need water 
now,”  Campbell said.

Kidd said the studying of 
the well casings and test pump­
ing should be completed before 
the Greenbelt board meets next 
month.

CC basketball returns to D1
The Clarendon College Bull­

dog Basketball Teams are making 
a return to compete in the tough­
est jun ior college conference in the 
nation next year.

"A fter approval from the 
National Junior College Athletic 
Association as well as the Western 
Junior College Athletic Confer­
ence, and with final approval from 
the Clarendon College Board of 
Regents, the basketball programs 
w ill move to NJCAA Division I 
competition starting next year,”  CC 
Athletic Director John Green said. “ I 
am thrilled we are making this move 
back into DI status."

Some o f the reasons for this 
move include that during the last 
three years there has been a reduc­
tion o f DII programs in close prox­
im ity to Clarendon College. To

remain D II would have required a 
lot more travel and overnight stays. 
The closest DII basketball college 
was farther away than the farthest 
WJCAC DI basketball college.

“ The level o f competition our 
teams were forced to play included 
way too many JV teams,”  Green 
said. “ We had lost our identity as 
being one o f the toughest home court 
advantages in NJCAA DI competi­
tion. We w ill return to the glory days 
o f the conference games.”

“ I am excited to promote dou­
bleheader basketball coming back to 
Clarendon,”  Green said. “A night of 
fun and exciting basketball compli­
mented with activities, events and 
contest w ill create the best show in 
town.”

Time is now 
to reorganize 
the Chamber

Our Chamber of Commerce is at a crossroads, and 
what happens in the next few weeks and months may 
well determine i f  the organization survives or is even 
worth saving.

Nearly a year since the City o f Clarendon pulled the 
plug on the Chamber’s number one source of funding, 
$20,000 in hotel occupancy tax monies, the organization 
is now making attempts at restructuring itself. And as part 
o f that process. Chamber members are invited to attend 
an “After Hours" Social at City Hall this Friday evening. 
This w ill be an opportunity for businesses to get together 
for networking purposes and to make their feelings 
known about the Chamber itself.

This is a step in the right 
direction, but the Chamber of 
Commerce has a long ways to 
go before it becomes a driving 
force to enhance business and 
tourism activity. The organiza­
tion has several flaws that it 
must overcome to regain its 
sense o f purpose and earn the 
trust o f members and potential 
members.

It has been a tumultuous twelve months for the 
Chamber. It ran afoul with the City over record keeping. 
Its longtime executive director retired, and numerous 
board members -  a majority in fact -  resigned, and. as the 
year progressed, the organization found itself operating 
without a president. Remaining board members seemed 
to be at odds over the cause of the Chamber’s weaknesses 
and w’hat to do next.

The Chamber didn’t find itself in this mess in just a 
year. For a long lime, the Chamber functioned outside its 
by-laws, and the board as a w hole did a poor job of exer­
cising any control over the direction or operation of the 
organization. The results were disastrous.

Now, the time has come to write a new chapter in 
the Chamber's nearly 100-year history. The City and 
the Clarendon Economic Development Corporation this 
month agreed, in principle, to combine their resources 
and hire a professional to lead tourism and economic 
development in Clarendon. The job description and the 
details arc still in the formative stage, but it is intended 
that this person would be available to help the Chamber 
get back on its feet. However, for positive change to 
come about, local business men and women need to come 
together and encourage some much needed reforms. And 
here are a few that should be implemented.

Formally Reorganize: There is a lot of bad blood 
in the Chamber’s recent past -  too much “ he said, she 
said," loo much petty bickering, and too little faith that 
the organization can function in a way that makes our 
community proud. There is also the problem of the 
bylaws. So let’s draft some new ones, hold a formal meet­
ing of dues-paying Chamber members, and start fresh. 
Adopt the new bylaw's, and allow' members to elect a 
new' board comprised of local business men and women 
dedicated to promoting our community and enhancing 
the opportunities that exist here. Put any plans for a 2012 
Chamber Banquet on the back burner this year and focus 
on getting this ship back on course.

Restore the Chamber Name: When the current 
bylaw's were adopted in the 1980s. the organization 
became known as the Clurendon-Donley County Cham­
ber of Commerce. That’s a mouthful and a bit confusing. 
Let’s return to the traditional name of the Clarendon 
Chamber of Commerce. It’s simpler, more recognizable, 
and more marketable. It is also reflective of the fact that a 
majority of businesses -  and therefore members -  arc in 
the City o f Clarendon, and it also acknowledges the fact 
that a sizeable portion of Chamber funding comes (hope­
fully again) from City Hall. O f course, businesses from 
all over Donley County would be welcome members, and 
the Chamber would naturally promote the entire county; 
but for simplicity’s sake and recognition’s sake, the origi­
nal name is preferable.

Hold a Membership Drive: As part ol the adoption 
of new bylaws, a new dues structure should be developed 
based on the number of employees a firm or non-profit 
organization has. Then every employer and every self- 
employed person in and around Clarendon should be 
asked, invited, and encouraged to join the Chamber of 
Commerce. An associate membership should be created 
for individuals who do not formally represent a business 
or non-profit employer, and these "Friends of the Cham­
ber” could show their support for Chamber activities by 
paying low annual dues but not be eligible to vote or hold 
office in the organization.

Focus on the Purpose: Promotion of tourism is a 
vital role for the Chamber, but it is not the only role. It is 
not, after all, the Chamber of ‘Tourism.” Therefore the 
organization needs to hold multiple socials like the one 
this Friday to find out w'hat it can do to promote com­
mercial activity and opportunities for our businesses.
One of the Chamber's most successful endeavors was 
the creation of the Christmas Cash program back in the 
late 1990s. The zero-interest loans from local banks kept 
literally thousands of dollars in the local economy each 
holiday season. But over time the Chamber came to 
regard administrating the program as a bother and spun it 
off. Last year, there was finally no one to volunteer to run 
it, and the program died. Sales tax revenue for the City of 
Clarendon from December sales was dow n about $10,000 
compared to one year ago. Coincidence? Unlikely.

In a recent report to the City, Chamber board 
members expressed their wish that they had been able to 
help out during the Downtown Merchants’ Black Friday 
promotion after Thanksgiving. One board member said, 
“ If we had been more organized, we could have had 
our office open and passed out candy canes and served 
refreshments.” What the merchants really needed was 
someone to help coordinate their efforts, someone to 
listen to what they were trying to do and build on it. They 
needed a functioning, professional Chamber o f Com­
merce... and a well administered Christmas Cash pro­
gram wouldn’ t have hurt cither.

Opportunity abounds: Despite its troubles, 
Clarendon has a lot going for it. The city deserves a 
Chamber that makes it proud and puts forth the best wel­
come mat for tourists and new businesses. The existing 
board has taken the first step to creating a better Chamber 
of Commerce. Now it is up to the members. Let’s all 
show up at City Hall at 5:30 Friday and make it happen.

Barry, tucked in his nice warm 
bed, dreaming exciting dreams about the 
future exploits p f his second son.

Let’s set a form er politician free

In the 1972 election for Texas Gov-
e

ernor. Ramiro (Ramsey) Muniz, Corpus 
Christi and Waco attorney and his La 
Raza Unida Party won 214,000 votes (6 
percent) versus Dolph Briscoe (Dem) 
and Henry Grover (GOP).In Donley 
County, four people voted for him.

On this 30th anniversary o f that 
election Mr. Muniz celebrates his own 
70th anniversary at the Federal Peni­
tentiary in Beaumont, Texas. Muniz, a 
college football star and a Baylor law 
graduate, is serving life without parole 
for his third strike against our drug laws. 
He was sentenced in 1994.

I am certainly not the first to write 
about this. The Internet is replete with 
editorials most by leftist and/or ethi­
cally motivated organizations, such as 
The Prison Abolitionist and Chicano 
Mexicano Prison Project that proclaim 
M uniz’s innocence and denounce those 
who “ framed" him, demanding his 
release. I t ’s hard to discern the actual 
facts when they are obscured by hate and 
covered with venom.

According to his supporters, his 
1994 and final conviction was a gov­
ernment set-up. “ Three strikes you’re 
out”  means there were two other drug 
offenses, so was every pitch a “ foul"?

I ’ve been both an elected district attor­
ney as well as a defense lawyer and 
although anything is possible, it ’s hard 
to believe that Muniz was never guilty 
as charged. Muniz can’ t claim he had an 
ineffective court-appointed attorney, as 
Dick De Guerin defended his last case.

In 2012 where many, including 
a presidential candidate, are advocat­
ing drug legalization; past drug offense 
shouldn’t be shocking. Presidents C lin­
ton, Bush and Obama and scores of 
others admit to such. Muniz however, 
in his last conviction was said to be in 
possession of a trunk full o f cocaine. I 
wouldn’ t expect this from a successful 
attorney, but who really knows?

Even i f  guilty, so what? Accord­
ing to a Texas Criminal Justice Policy 
Council Report the average time served 
for conviction o f an Aggravated Violent 
Offense in 1994 was 5.85 years. Non­
violent offenders served less; an average 
o f 3.74 years. In other words, o f the 
majority o f 1994 convicts, even violent 
offenders, were free in 2000.

Is Muniz a risk? A United States 
Justice Department Study “ Trends in 
Parole”  found that age is among the 
most reliable predictors o f recidivism. 
Whereas over 50 percent o f 18-29 year- 
old offenders return to prison, among

those over 55 the rate was 2 percent. 
Muniz didn’ t live the life o f a criminal. 
He was active in the “ Model Cities’ 
program, Head Start and Drop-out 
prevention programs. While many in 
prison promise they w ill do good deeds 
i f  released, Muniz spent his pre-prison 
career working on youth programs. I 
cannot imagine why someone who tire­
lessly advocated for youth education 
would also be involved in the drugs that 
destroy them.

What 1 do know is Ramiro Muniz 
turns 70 in this, his 18th year o f incar­
ceration. Society is safe from Muniz and 
further prison is a waste o f our money. 1 
never voted for Muniz for Governor, but 
I do acknowledge his place in Texas his­
tory. Let Ramsay Muniz out o f prison to 
live his remaining years with his family 
and those who believe in him.

Recipe: Cheesy Potato Skin 
Pizza: 6 medium-size russet baking 
potatoes, Salt and pepper to taste, 
2 1/2 cups favorite pasta sauce, 
warmed (we used meat-based). Sug­
gested toppings: chopped olives, 
chopped green peppers, sliced and 
sauteed mushrooms, 1/2 cup grated 
Parmesan cheese, 2 cups grated 
mozzarella or other pizza cheese. 
Heat your oven to 400°. Scrub the 
potatoes, poke them with a paring 
knife, then bake them for 50 to 60 
minutes, until they’re tender at the 
center. Cool the potatoes briefly, then 
halve them lengthwise and scoop out 
most o f the flesh (use it for mashed 
potatoes), leaving a thin potato wall. 
Cool the skins. I f  you’re not prepar­

ing the pizza the same day, refrig­
erate them. To continue preparing 
the pizza the same day, heat your 
oven to 400°. Arrange the skins on 
a well-greased baking sheet, radiat­
ing out like the spokes o f a wheel, 
as shown. Cut some skins in half the 
long way and tuck them into the gaps 
between the whole skins. Lightly salt 
and pepper the insides o f the skins. 
Spoon the sauce into the skins, d iv id­
ing it equally. Sprinkle one or more 
toppings over the skins, i f  desired, 
then cover them evenly with the 
Parmesan cheese. Sprinkle with the 
mozzarella. Bake on the center oven 
rack for 15 minutes. Cool for several 
minutes, then serve. Makes 5 to 6 
servings.

Businesses bring change to town in 1911 he|p nonProfits
By Jo Shaller

The year in 1911 in Clarendon 
saw new businesses opening right 
and left. Some moved on in a few 
years and some planted deep roots 
and ended up with their proprietors 
planted in the Citizens Cemetery.

“ We call your attention to the 
large display advertisement o f Head­
rick and Son who have purchased 
the stock o f P.R. Keyes Hardware 
Company located in the Connally 
Building. Both (M ilton W illiam  and 
James Henry Headrick) are experi­
enced business men and have been 
in business for many years and in 
this territory some five or six years 
at Wellington and Memphis and their 
intimate knowledge o f the hardware 
trade in general and the trade o f this 
territory specifically qualifies them 
to successfully meet the demands 
o f the trade and they expect to carry 
complete lines o f all goods the trade 
demands and they ask a continu­
ance o f the patronage o f those who 
have heretofore been customers of 
the house and desire all the people 
to call and get acquainted and price 
the goods when they need anything 
in their line.’’ July 22, 1911

Did anyone else notice how 
long the last sentence o f this 
announcement is? Wouldn’t you love 
to be assigned to diagram that jewel?

Oh, yes, I forgot only old timers 
know anything about diagramming 
sentences.

“ M.H. Headrick, the hardware 
merchant, this week moved his 
fam ily to Clarendon and is occu­
pying the Mrs. Hugh Brown place 
opposite the Episcopal Church on 
West Second Street.”  July 29, 1911

Thirty one year old Jim Head­
rick arrived in Clarendon in the 
summer o f 1911 in partnership 
with his father’s hardware store.- 
Jim Headrick would later marry the 
school teacher, Mertie Cope, who 
was eight years his junior. The pretty 
brown-eyed school teacher, Miss 
Cope, had caught moved his family 
to Clarendon and is occupying the 
Mrs. Hugh Brown place opposite the 
Episcopal Church on West Second 
Street.”  July 29, 1911

Thirty one year old Jim Head­
rick arrived in Clarendon in the 
summer o f 1911 in partnership 
with his father’s hardware store. 
Jim Headrick would later marry 
the school teacher, Mertie Cope, 
who was eight years his junior. The 
pretty brown-eyed school teacher. 
Miss Cope, had caught the atten­
tion o f another very eligible bach­
elor, one o f the town’s dentists. The 
June 24lh issue reports that “ W.W. 
Taylor and wife, C.C. M itchell and

wife, Roy Beverly and Miss Kate 
Wiley and Dr. P.F. Gould and Miss 
Mertie Cope, who formed an auto­
mobile party and went away up on 
the Canadian river for a two weeks 
outing arrived home Tuesday night 
and Wednesday morning. Mr. Taylor 
sold his auto (on the trip) and took 
the train for home. Dr. Gould agreed 
to beat the train into Clarendon and 
was doing so splendidly until all St 
once a tire burst and his party was 
until after midnight getting in; nev­
ertheless, they all report a delightful 
outing and are anxious to go again.”

I have two comments on this 
article. 1) 1 questioned the terminol­
ogy o f the tire bursting instead of 
blowing out and was told that at that 
time tires were not filled with air. Do 
I have a confirmation on this auto 
trivia? 2) When Mr. Taylor sold his 
auto, Dr. Gould had the only auto­
mobile in Clarendon. That decorated 
car was a main attraction in the 1911 
Fourth o f July parade.

September 4-8lh the Clarendon 
School system held a Teacher’s 
Institute. On Thursday September 
7lh, Miss Mertie Cope presented a 
program to the other teachers on 
The Daily Preparation o f a Teacher. 
The school administration had 
described this “ In-service”  as a

best methods o f teaching and school 
management”  and admonished the 
faculty that: “ since the law provides 
pay for Institution week, it is proper 
that you (teachers) put in 5 fu ll days 
o f 7 hours each” . Can you believe 
that teachers could be tempted to 
skip in-service sessions? Perhaps 
you w ill recognize some o f the 1911 
School Board members’ names: 
A.W. McLean, W.A. SoRelle, R .H : 
Alexander, Charles Baldwin, E.F. 
Bryan, T.F. Connally, and A.J. W il­
liams.

Obviously the new hardware 
store owner out courted and wooed 
the beautiful young Mertie, and my 
favorite elementary school teacher 
choose to marry Jim Headrick. Mrs. 
Headrick would continue to teach in 
the CISD until the 1950s. She also 
taught in the Primary Department 
o f the old First Baptist Church for 
many years. Mr. Headrick was the 
C ity Night Watchman in his later 
years. He walked the nightly beat 
and checked doors o f businesses 
over town to be sure they were well 
locked. Their two sons graduated 
from college and went to the Wash­
ington, D.C. area where they were 
both scientists. Now you know the 
rest o f the story o f the James Head­
rick family.

Drugs in the News

Potential Benefits of Statins Keep Adding Up
Statin-type drugs are trad itiona lly  known as cholesterol lowering 

drugs and used in the prevention o f  coronary heart disease. However, 
the potential benefits o f  statin therapy could reach beyond diseases 
related to the heart. According to a study in Primary Care Respiratory 
Journal, those on statin therapy showed a 30% reduction in all-cause 
m orta lity  in persons w ith  chronic obstructive pulmonary disease 
(COPD). I f  proven w ith  further studies, this w ill be a b ig step for 
COPD treatment, considering current treatments are focused on 
symptom reduction. Recent studies have also shown that statins may 
suppress pulmonary inflam m ation possibly adding more benefit for 
those w ith COPD.

Researchers in the medical journa l Cell, have reported statins 
reduced invasive growth o f  breast cancers w ith mutant p53 genes. 
This mutation is present in over 50% o f  cancers, g iv ing  statins exciting 
potential in most cancers. Statin therapy has also been implicated in 
reducing colon and prostate cancer in separate studies. These new 
findings could potentia lly broaden the indications fo r statin therapy.

Drought takes toll and kills 
millions of Texas shade trees

COLLEGE STATION. Texas 
—  An estimated 5.6 m illion trees 
that once shaded homes, streets, and 
parks in communities across Texas 
now are dead as a result o f last year's 
unrelenting drought.

The finding comes from a study 
conducted by Texas Forest Service 
urban foresters, who spent the last 
month surveying tree mortality in 
cities and towns across the state.

"This estimate is preliminary 
because trees are continuing to die 
from the drought," said Pete Smith. 
Texas Forest Service staff forester 
and lead researcher. "This means we 
may be significantly undercounting 
the number o f trees that ultimately 
w ill succumb to the drought. That

number may not be known until the 
end o f 2012. i f  ever.”

Much like the drought, tree 
mortality isn't always uniform and 
can vary from one yard to another.

The study conducted by Texas 
Forest Service —  a member o f The 
Texas A & M  University System —  
focuses on tree mortality in the urban 
forest. The trees that line your street, 
shade your home and give you a 
quiet place to relax at your local park 
are all considered to be part o f the 
urban forest.

Foresters studied satellite imag­
ery taken before and during the 
drought, counting both live and dead 
trees in randomly selected plots on 
both public and private land.
