Extension to offer

pesticide training

WICHITA FALLS - Two
days of training and testing for
Texas Department of Agricul-
ture pesticide applicator licenses,
whether commercial, non-com-
mercial or private, will be offered
November 27-28.

The training will be held
from 8:30 am. to 3:30 p.m.
November 27 in the county’s
AgriLife Extension office, 600
Scott in Wichita Falls.

The training will focus on
four tests offered by the Texas
Department of Agriculture: laws
and regulations and the general
test, plus either the ornamental
and turf test or the right-of-way
pest control test. The program
includes the study guides for each
test, lunch and the training for
$125.

Persons seeking a private
pesticide applicator’s license can
attend a training beginning at 8
a.m. Nov. 28, with testing imme-
diately following, he said. Cost
for the training and study maten-
als 1s $50.

The deadline to enroll for
both training sessions is noon
Nov. 21. To register or for more
information, call 940-716-8610.

AUSTIN - Heading to grand-
ma's house this Thanksgiving?
Results of a reader survey from
Texas Highways — the state’s official
travel magazine - show 48 percent of
Texans said, “yes.” Among those, 92
percent said they will be traveling by
car on Texas roadways, which is why
the Texas Department of Transporta-
tion wants to remind drivers to obey
all traffic laws when driving.

“Historically, the busiest travel
days are the day before and the

Sunday following Thanksgiving,”
said John Barton, TxDOT deputy
executive director. “Thanksgiving is
a time to be spent with family and
friends, so we want to make sure
Texans get to where they need to be
safely.”

In 2011, there were 848 seri-
ous injuries and 26 deaths from
traffic crashes that occurred during
the Thanksgiving holiday reporting
period. In an effort to reduce the
number of traffic fatalities this year,

TxDOT is asking drivers to follow
a few simple rules of the road: Pay
attention, Buckle Put
phone away, Left lane for passing
only, Never drink and drive, and
Obey all traffic laws.

Hazardous weather can also
cause problems for drivers. Motor-
ists can reduce their sk by knowing
some winter weather driving tips and
practicing a few road safety habits,
such as planning ahead, and being
aware of alerts and advisories iIn

seatbelts,

your area. Winter road preparedness
includes the following:

City okays
O percent
trash hike

Garbage rates will soon be
going up after the Clarendon Board
of Aldermen approved Ordinance
420 during last week’s city meeting
on November 13.

City Administrator Lambert
Little said the rate hike will be a five
percent increase on all accounts and
will generate about $10,000 per year
for the city.

Little said the sanitation ser-
vices ought to be a net revenue
stream for the city but should at least
break even. Maintenance costs are
rising in the sanitation department,
he said, due to aging equipment that
i1s breaking down at the same time.

“We cannot maintain our equip-
ment right now,” Little said. “Last
year we bought and re-built a used
truck with grant money. We desper-
ately need two more trucks, but they
cost about $200,000 each and have
life spans of about 10 years.

Little had sought a 30 per-
cent increase in sanitation fees last
year, and the administrator still says
Clarendon could help its sanita-
tion department by recycling more,
which brings in some revenue to the
city.

The new rates are detailed in a
public notice in this week’s Enter-
prise. Commercial customers with
a shared 1'%2-yard Dumpster will
see their rates increase by 95¢ per
month, a shared three-yard Dump-
ster fee will increase $1.90, and a
shared residential Dumpster will go
up 83¢.

In other city business last week,
aldermen approved an application for
a solid waste grant that, if awarded,
would pay for 36 three-yard Dump-
sters for recycling. Little says 1f the
city were to get those new Dump-
sters, the best of the retired recycling
Dumpsters would be repurposed for
trash service.

The board approved a resolu-
tion authonizing the Clarendon Eco-
nomic Development Corporation
to submit a grant application to the
Texas Department of Transportation
for funds to pay for the Phase Two
intertor rehabilitation of the Mulkey
Theatre for use as a movie theatre
and visitor center. The CEDC would
be responsible for coming up with a
20 percent match for the grant.

They're large capacity so we can do a lot
of laundry.” He added, “It’s unbelievable
what clean clothes and a shower will do
on your overall outlook on things.”

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Helping caregivers,
the unsung heroes
of cancer care

Help Wanted:

Rewarding, demanding oppor-
tunity in strategic healthcare sup-
port, including medical technology,
complex medicine administration,
and general nursing care; household
maintenance; meal preparation; lawn
care; financial management; chauf-
feuring; counseling. Part-time (i.e.,
position often 1s additional to full-
time employment) with potential for
long-term engagement.

Skills needed: ability to manage
multiple competing urgent priori-
ties; deftness in understanding and
communicating medical concepts;
steadiness amid crisis including
life and death situations; ability to
function with little sleep, amid high
stress, and for extended periods of
time without time off; wisdom of
Solomon, patience of Job.

If this job description sounds
familiar, you likely are one of the
more than half a million Texans who
served as a caregiver for an elderly or
ailing loved one this year, including
the 110,000 Texans diagnosed with
cancer in 2012.

[f this position is not familiar,
but strikes you as overwhelmingly
challenging, then I ask you to think
of your friends or relatives who hold
this job and consider how you can
help them.

[n our community-based prac-
tice, I frequently meet the unsung
heroes who assume the ‘“always
on” positions alongside their loved
ones who are cancer patients. My
colleagues and I are deeply moved
by their unlimited compassion. We
thank them for all their sacrifices and
support.

Every cancer “case” is a story
about real people — the patient and
their supporting cast of loved ones.
For example, when Texas Oncol-
ogy patient Barbara Warf was diag-
nosed with lymphoma, friend Violet
Parsons and her husband accepted
the job without hesitation — attend-
ing appointments, daily calls, and
so much more. The Parsons even
scheduled a family vacation so that
they could support Barbara during
chemotherapy.

Barbara’s reaction: “Violet 1s
my angel.”

Caregivers indeed are angels.
But they are angels who need angels.

Researchers have confirmed
that the emotional, physical, and
financial toll caregivers pay is sig-
nificant, and that they need support,
encouragement, and respite in order
to stay effective in this demanding
role. Caregivers, like cancer patients,
are at high nsk for depression and
anxiety, stress-related health prob-
lems, and loss of income due to
missed work.

Thank a caregiver - every little
bit helps

During November, National
Family Caregiver month, I urge you
to take time to express your thanks
for these critically important part-
ners in the cancer fight. Many care-
givers who could use help the most
are least likely to ask for it.

Your support can take many
forms. Even a simple acknowledge-
ment can make a big difference. The
Texas Oncology team encourages
you to devote at least one hour this
month to helping a caregiver. Here
are a few suggestions:

* Give a caregiver day off — guilt
free

* Drop off supplies for a favor-
ite hobby (such as knitting yarn or a
new book)

* Invite the caregiver’s children
for a play date

* Ask for a list and run errands

* Organize and schedule other
friends to provide dinner

* Mow the lawn

* Donate house cleaning services

* Stay in touch and be a good
listener

New Drug Approved for Rheumatoid Arthritis

News releases and information from the US Food and Drug
Administration indicate that earlier this month a new prescription
medicine was approved for the treatment of mild to moderate
rheumatoid arthritis (RA). The medication, Xeljanz (tofacitinib),
1s intended for adults with RA who have not responded to
other medicines or the person with RA who does not tolerate
methotrexate, a medicine sometimes given to such individuals. It
is the first pain reliever approved for RA in a new class of drugs
referred to as JAK inhibitors. The new medicine was tested in
seven different clinical trials and in every trial those who took
it showed improvement in clinical responses and physical
functioning. Because it has the potential to cause a number of
undesirable side eftects, the FDA is requiring the manufacturer to
conduct more tests on two different doses of the drug.

RA 1s a chronic condition in which the body’s immune system
mistakenly attacks healthy tissue, which results in joint pain
and inflammation. The condition reportedly affects 1.5 million

CC Regents eye
future campus
improvements

The Clarendon College Board
of Regents discussed future campus
improvements when they met in reg-
ular session last Thursday, Novem-
ber 15.

CC President Phil Shirley said
he presented three phases of reno-
vations to the board focused on the
Livestock & Equine Center, the
baseball and softball fields, and the
administration building.

Improving the LEC is the col-
lege’s top priority, Shirley said, and
plans there call for the construc-
ton of classroom space, a perma-
nent announcer’s booth, concession
stand, and men’s and women'’s bath-
room facilities.

The work on the LEC would
cost an estimated $270,000, but the
president said over the last several
years CC has spent about $35,000 on
portable toilets for events held at the
Livestock & Equine Center.

“We just really don’t want to
keep flushing money away,” Shirley
said.

The next priorty is bathroom
facilities for athletes and spectators
at the college softball and baseball
fields, which 1s expected to cost
about $150,000, and the third prior-
ity would be a cosmetic update to
the 1968 administration building.
Shirley said he wants to see the un-
used planter boxes removed from the
foyers and see wall, ceiling, flooring,
and lighting improvements made to
the foyers and hallways.

The three priorities along with
other desired campus improvements
would likely cost a total of $1.3 mil-
lion, and Shirley said CC must still
find the funding for these projects.

Perry: Texas will not
Implement state

Insurance exchange

AUSTIN - Gov. Rick Perry
today, in a follow-up letter to U.S.
Health and Human Services Secre-
tary Kathleen Sebelius, reiterated
Texas’ decision not to implement a
state insurance exchange as part of
Obamacare. The deadline to inform
the federal government of a state’s
intention regarding a state exchange
1s November 16.

“As long as the federal gov-
ernment has the ability to force
unknown mandates and costs upon
our citizens, while retaining the
sole power In approving what an
exchange looks like, the notion of a
state exchange is merely an illusion,”
Gov. Perry’s letter said.

“It would not be fiscally respon-
sible to put hard-working Texans on
the financial hook for an unknown
amount of money to operate a system
under rules that have not even been
written,”

Any state exchange must be
approved by the Obama Adminis-
tration and operate under specific

federally mandated rules, many of

which have yet to be disclosed. Gov.
Perry previously made clear Texas’
intention not to implement a state
exchange or expand Medicaid under
Obamacare in a letter to Secretary
Sebelius in July.
