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McCary accepts plea agreement

A local man accused of entic-
ing children into his van at the
Clarendon ballpark last summer
accepted a plea deal to a lesser
charge late Tuesday, August 20.

Joe Brian McCary pled "no
contest” to the Class C misde-
meanor of Attempted Enticement
of a Child after his defense attorney
asked for a directed verdict part way
through a jury trial.

County Attorney Landon Lam-
bert represented the state and was
seeking a verdict on a Class B mis-
demeanor of Enticement of a Child,
which would have carried a a maxi-
mum 180 days in jail.

McCary reportedly lured three
small girls into his van on Saturday,

Up in flames

May 19, 2012, during a local little
league game. The mother of one of
the girls testified Tuesday that she
became concerned when her son
and daughter did not return quickly
from going to the restroom. She
went looking for them and found
her son outside a white van and
her daughter with two other girls
inside the van on McCary’s lap.
The woman said she immediately
retrieved her kids and scolded them
and told the other girls to get to their
parents right away.

The daughter, who is now five
years old, later testified that McCary
had told her to come look at his
flower stickers and gave her chew-
Ing gum.

McCary was arrested two days
later.

After the state presented its
case, defense attorney Earl Grif-
fin moved for a directed verdict
because he said the state had not
proved in any way that McCary had
interfered with the custody of the
child, which the statute requires. He
also cited case law of other cases -
including one where a teen girl had
been lured with alcohol to a hotel to
have sex — where the 1ssue of cus-
tody also prevented an Enticement
conviction.

District Judge Stuart Messer,
who was hearing the case for County
Judge Jack Hall, announced that
he was laking the defense motion

under advisement, and the parties
in the case then conferred outside
the presence of the jury. The parties
later returned, the jury was called
back in, and Lambert announced the
plea agreement.

Prior to the jury returning to
the room, Judge Messer told the
defendant his behavior was “despi-
cable.”

In addition to paying a $200
fine and $67 in court costs, McCary
agreed not to go near the victims’
homes and not to go on the grounds

of the Clarendon Independent
School District.
Two related cases against

McCary stemming from the same
incident were dismissed.
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A 2007 Peterbilt truck goes up in a huge fireball on US 287 in Clarendon Saturday, August 17, threatening the building housing
Faith Saddlery. The truck driver, 41-year-old Fasil Mengistu Alemu of Eagan, Minn., escaped from the fire unharmed. The truck was
completely destroyed, but the trailer and cargo were undamaged. The building sustained broken windows and fire damage to the
awning. This was the third time a truck has burned to the ground in Donley County this summer. Responding to the incident were
members of the Clarendon, Hedley, and Howardwick fire departments; Donley County Sheriffs' Office; Donley County EMS; Texas
Department of Public Safety; and the Texas Department of Transportation.

Two smartly dressed young men
going door to door in Clarendon,
Hedley and surrounding towns aren’t
selling encyclopedias or vacuum
cleaners. They are simply on a mis-
sion, literally, to spread a message.

Elder Pack and Elder Romney
represent the Church of Jesus Christ
of Latter Day Saints, and they are
believed to be the first missionaries
to bring the message of the Book of
Mormon to this area.

“We came out here because we
have a message about truth in God
that has helped us and we believe can
help others,” Elder Romney says.

LDS youth are encouraged
to make a two-year missionary
commitment, although it is not
required by the church, according to
Clarendon resident Daniel Burcham,
a member of the LDS church. As a
younger man, Burcham did his mis-
sionary work in Spain; but with the
Iraqg War underway, he was on the
receiving end of anti-American feel-
ings in Europe.

Romney and Pack’s experi-
ence 1n Clarendon over the past
three weeks, by contrast, has been
very welcoming, and they say most
people they have met have been very
nice.

Romney is 18 and calls Utah
home, and Pack 1s 20 years old and
from Washington state. They have to
pay their own way during their mis-
sion and had to take a six-week train-
Ing that included lessons in Spanish.

Burcham says the missionaries
are only looking for people will-
ing to histen and who want to find
answers and truth through prayer.

“We're not here to fight or
contend theology,” Elder Pack said.
“We're here to help people increase
their faith.”

It’s not typical for LDS mis-
sionaries to come to a rural town
like Clarendon. Leaders of the
church pray about where missionar-

1es should take what they call the
restored Gospel.

“We've been called here, and
we believe Clarendon is ready for
our message,” Romney says.

That message 1s that Chnist
has one church; but after His death
and resurrection and the deaths of
the apostles, many truths were lost.
LDS members believe they have the
truth as restored through a prophet,

but Jesus remains at the center of

their beliefs.
“We believe people should

seek the truth for themselves,” Bur-
cham said, “and we believe the best
person to ask 1s God.”

The missionaries say their core
beliefs are the same as other Chns-
tian denominations, but they want
to help clear up any misconceptions
about the Church of Jesus Chnst of
Latter Day Saints and answer ques-
tions.

“We're here to help people
learn and their
faith,” Romney said; and yes, he 1s
very distantly related to the coun-

morc increase

try’s most famous LDS member,
former presidential candidate Mitt
Romney.

Burcham said the closest LDS
congregations to Clarendon are in
Childress, Pampa, and Amarillo.

Pack and Romney have course
material and Books of Mormon
with them that they freely share.
Those interested 1n learning more
about the LDS church are encour-
aged to look at www.mormon.org,
and Burcham 1nvites people to call

Regents
approve
college
budget

Clarendon College Regents
adopted a $9.3 million budget fol-
lowing a public hearing last week.

The budget, which takes effect
September 1, is only slightly higher
than the current budget, CC Dean
of Administrative Services Annette
Ferguson said.

The budget anticipates state
funding of nearly $3 million, income
from student tuition and fees of $4.1
million, and other revenue from
grants, contracts, and interest.

Ad valorem taxes from Donley
County make up $417,500 of the
college’s revenue, which is used for
operations of the physical campus.

Regents adopted the effec-
tive tax rate for Donley County of
$0.222732, which will bring in vir-
tually the same revenue as last year.
County commissioners in both Gray
and Childress counties have ratified
the five-cents per $100 valuation
maintenance tax supporting those
centers.

In other college business, it
was reported that the college had
received seven completed applica-
tions in the search to replace Presi-
dent Phil Shirley, who is retiring
December 31. The priority deadline
for applications was extended to
September 1, and members of the
presidential search committee have
already begun looking at the appli-
cations.

Regents approved changes to
the policy manual and the personnel
and student handbooks for 2013-
2014.

President Shirley reported the
hiring of Fred Gray and Lisa Bilbrey
as part time library assistants and

County tax
increase iIs
called for

Donley County residents are
being asked to pay a little more to
support a $2.1 million budget for
fiscal year 2014.

Commissioners have proposed
raising the county’s total tax rate by
a little more than three cents from
$0.598656 to $0.632279 per $100
valuation. The total county tax levy
on a $50,000 home would increase
by about $16.81.

The total proposed budget for
the coming year is on file with the
county clerk’s office and is $74,862
above the current budget

The budget includes three per-
cent raises for county employees and
reflects increased health insurance
premiums of about 5.3 percent.

The budget eliminates money
for a currently unoccupied position
in the Donley County Extension
Office and shifts those funds to make
the Extension secretary a full time
position.

Other significant changes 1n
the budget include reducing the
outlay for expenses related to a capi-
tal murder trial (the Babcock case)
from $50,000 to $30,000, increas-
ing the county’s contingency fund
from $8,000 to $18,000, and creat-
ing a $20,000 Preservation Mainte-
nance Program for planned capital
improvements to the Courthouse.

Budget hearings will be held
September 13 and 19, and both the
tax rate and the budget will be voted
on by commissioners on September
23. The proposed county budget
is available for public inspection
at the County Clerk’s office in the
Courthouse Annex and online www.
co.donley.tx.us.

Government
saves us from
Jower prices

Why does the Obama administration claim it
wants you to pay less for your airline ticket, but more
for the shrimp you buy? One reason the economy
keeps stumbling along 1s that businessmen, consumers
and taxpayers are having a hard time planning because
of endlessly inconsistent and often lawless policy
directives from the Obama White House. On the same
day last week, the administration announced that it
was seeking to block the proposed American Airlines-
US Airways merger, allegedly to protect consumers
against higher prices — and that it might impose higher
duties (taxes) on shrimp from foreign competitors
to protect U.S. shrimpers, meaning that all who eat
shrimp will have to pay more.

The Justice Department, under the leadership of
ethically and intellectually challenged Eric H. Holder
Jr., came up with a study that concluded that airline
ticket prices would be higher and service worse if
American Airlines and US Airways merged. The
conclusion was immediately challenged by affected
parties (the companies and the unions) and many
transportation economists. I do not know, as a frequent
flier, whether I will be better off or worse off with the
proposed merger. I do know, however, that the folks at
the Justice Department also do not know, but trying to
block the merger massages their egos and their lust for
power.

For the Justice Department to know that the
merger will cause higher prices, it would have to know
what the affected airlines will do if they do not merge,
how competitors will respond, and how many new
entrants will or will not come into the market. In fact,
Justice knows none of this. American Airlines is now
in bankruptcy. If it is not allowed to merge, it could go
out of business, meaning less, not more, competition.
The airline industry 1s one of the most competitive,
and the costs of entry are modest (you have to raise
enough money to buy or lease at least one plane).
Over the past 30 years, dozens of airlines have come
and gone. Personally, I prefer to fly on airlines that
are profitable because they have more money to spend
on service, newer planes and safety. The fact that the
Justice Department chooses to waste money on this
totally unjustified antitrust action merely shows it still
has far too large a budget, despite sequestration. Hint
to members of Congress who are looking for places to
cut spending: Try the Justice Department.

A century ago, antitrust — the belief that govern-
ment should break up business monopolies and oli-
gopolies — was all the fashion. But in recent decades,
antitrust went out of fashion because it became appar-
ent that those in the government could neither define
a market (which they tended to see in very narrow
terms) or forecast technological changes, thereby
killing or severely damaging many of the companies
the Justice Department targeted. Kodak had the over-
whelming share of the film industry, but in less than a
decade into the digital camera revolution, Kodak went
from king of the hill to bankruptcy.

When I took my first course in antitrust eco-
nomics, the concern at the time was that GM would
monopolize the automobile market, that IBM would
monopolize the computer market, and that U.S. Steel
would monopolize the steel industry. The antitrust
whizzes at Justice missed the possibility that Japanese,
South Korean and many other automobile producers
would grab a major share of both the U.S. and global
markets, and that GM would end up in bankruptcy
with a government bailout. After decades of trying to
break up IBM, even the folks at Justice finally realized
that because of the rapidity of technological change,
no computer company was likely to remain on top for
very long. Many millions of taxpayer dollars were
wasted because too many in government had a static
view of the world. Finally, U.S. Steel has been losing
money and market share for years.

As for the shrimp, when people are forced to pay
more for any item because of import taxes or other
trade restrictions, 1t makes them poorer, because they
have less money o spend on other things, including
things made in America by Americans. Many Ameri-
cans eat shrimp, but very few Americans catch shrimp,
50 the Obama administration would prefer that most
consumers have their real incomes reduced by higher
shrimp prices in order to benefit a relatively few pro-
ducers. If you want to buy American shrimp and pay
more, it should be your choice. It 1s not in the public
interest, though, to insist that everyone pay more for
shrimp because 1t 1s from Thailand or Ecuador.

The president keeps decrying the shrinkage of
middle-class incomes, yet he appears willfully blind
to the fact that it is the actions of thousands in govern-
ment departments under his control that day by day

much to love

the wide open spaces of the rolling
plains. Rural Texas residents do not
simply come from earlier settlers of the
high plains; they are more accurately
portrayed as the decedents of early con-
querors of the plains, which were fraught
with many obstacles and threats to our
budding civilization in the Texas pan-
handle. Our ancestors had to conquer
this area, not simply settle it.

One result of our ancestors’ histori-
cal struggles to tame this land, is that
most folks are tolerant of adults taking
children on nature trips throughout
Donley County to learn about this area.
The kind folks at the JA Ranch have
been particularly tolerant of our nature
trips along the county roads crossing the
ranch, and along Mulberry Creek.

In case you haven’t noticed there
are some astounding animals living in
the pastures along both sides of the JA
Ranch road, whatever it is called.

After commencing our nature
excursions at the Dairy Queen for soft-
serve ice cream dipped in chocolate,
we then head south on Koogle Street,
which turns into the JA Ranch road as it
curves west, then south. We then settle
in for a sticky (melting ice cream cones)
trip along the road until the pavement
ends. Along the way we have seen
some unusual wild animals, including:
Oryx — magnificent long-horned African
antelope; feisty wild burros who spend a
large part of their day biting and kicking
each other; big-antlered Elk, majesti-
cally strutting about, showing off their
unusual head-wear; and fallow deer,
from Eurasia, also sporting majestic ant-
lers. Throw in a heard of zebras, along
with atherd of either young long horns
or Spanish fighting bulls, and you have

a cornucopia of delightful fauna that can
be viewed from the safety of the car.
There are also plenty of mule and white
tail deer, along with a group of wild tur-
keys high-stepping about the place like
they own it.

After visually feasting on the
wonderful diversity of wildlife scat-
tered along the paved roadway, we then
follow the county road as it crosses the
JA Ranch. Along the way we have seen
a herd of about 15 feral hogs, the ubiqui-
tous road runner (chaparral bird), along
with jack rabbits, coyotes, and a colorful
selection of birds.

Meanwhile, Celeste remains calm
and quiet as she takes in the wonders
of nature and finds unbridled delight in
repeating the names of the menagerie
of mammals we are witnessing, as we
slowly make our way through the rich
reds and greens of the canyons and lands
visible along the sides of the road to
Mulberry Creek, the final destination of
our little nature safari.

Upon armiving at Mulberry Creek,
we commence a short walk along and
in the creek, noting the population of
native minnows that seem to scrape out a
meager existence within the confines of
the narrow and shallow creek flow. The
sand 1n the creek gives us a clear wit-
ness to the many visitors to the creek by
providing a clear record of their tracks;
from deer, cattle, raccoons, assorted
birds, and cougars.

Celeste has discovered, first hand,
the quick sand, which holds on to our
feet, making walking extremely hard and
scary, as we sink to our thighs and waist
in the “devil water,” a pool of profoundly
deep quick sand. It only reluctantly legs
go after a suitably long struggle to work
our way to firmer, friendlier land.

When teaching our children about
the wonders and beauty of nature, in an
environment of shared love, life is at
its best. The natural world is wonder-
ful place to spend quality time with
children. They come to see the beauty
of Mother Nature while also gaining a
healthy respect for the natural wonders
that God has wrought.

tutors, and the board ratified those
hirings.

College officials discussed
long-range plans to replace CC’s
fleet of buses and automobiles over
the next seven years at an expected
cost of more than $900,000.

Scammers fool ebay sellers with fake PayPal emails

Thinking about selling elec-
tronics or other valuables on eBay?
Be sure to watch out for this scam.
Using a few tricks, scammers fool
sellers into shipping goods without
receiving payment.

How the Scam Works: You list
an item on eBay. For this example,
let’s say 1t’s a laptop. Someone pur-
chases it, and, 1n addition to the offi-
cial notification email you get from
eBay, you also receive a message
from the buyer. In this email, the
buyer claims he has an emergency
and needs the laptop immediately.
He may say it's his son or daugh-
ter’s birthday gift. In other cases, the
buyer claims to be in the military,
and he’s shipping out in a few days.
The buyer may also ask you to send
the item to an unconfirmed address,
often in another country. You reply
and agree to send the item that day...
as soon as you have confirmation of
payment. The next email you receive
appears to be from PayPal. It looks

like a message confirming the buy-
er's payment. But before you ship
the laptop,
you log into
your PayPal
account and

How to Spot an eBay Buyer
Scam: Check the buyer’s profile. It’s
important that a buyer’s profile shows
positive feedback, a history of eBay
use and their location. However,
this isn’t a guarantee that the buyer
1s legitimate. Scammers often hack
into eBay accounts and use them to
bid. Then, they request that the item
be shipped to another address. Make
sure the email is really from PayPal.
Read the email carefully, and check
that the “sender” address is really

using the left over rinse water.

Do I need to go on? I could
describe in detail Tuesday and iron-
ing the clothes with sad irons heated
on the stove, going to bed with the
sun because she couldn’t see well
with the kerosene lamps and won-
dering why she couldn’t have elec-
tricity. Why couldn’t she have elec-
tricity? In 1936 only 10 percent of
rural Americans had electricity. The
privately owned utility companies
were not eager to serve rural areas
because 1t was not profitable. In 1936
President Franklin Roosevelt signed
into law the Rural Electrification Act
or REA as part of the New Deal.
This set the stage for government
low cost loans to cooperatives which
was farmers and ranchers banding
together to acquire generation and
distribution of electric power.

So the co-op as we know it
was born with the first in Texas put
in near Bartlett which is in Bell and
Williamson Counties near Killeen
and Austin when a group of farmers
banded together. It seems Greenbelt
Electric Co-op began in 1938.

Ole Jim remembers living

on U.J. Boston’s farm south of

Clarendon 1n 1946 when electric-
ity came to their house. The REA

parked the Army surplus Dodge
Power Wagons, 4 wheel drive vehi-
cles in the yard at night, they ate
lunch under the shade trees, drink-
ing water from the windmill. There
were no buckets to carry them to
the top of a pole, they had spikes on
their boots to climb the poles. Jim
did get electricity, all he remembers
1s a wire hanging from each ceiling
with a light bulb and string to turn it
on. I know his Mother had different
memories, maybe she got a Maytag
washing machine.

Today the typical farm wife
wakes to a thermostatically con-
trolled house, smells the coffee
already brewing, takes a quick warm
shower. She throws a load of laundry
in the machine, runs the dishwasher,
grabs her breakfast from the micro-
wave, calls the kids and drives into
town to her job. As she drives into
town she doesn’t think about elec-
tricity but her grandmother did and
thanks to the Co-op we don’t live
like grandmother.

By 1950 over 90 percent of
rural America had electricity. Today
Greenbelt Co-op covers about 2,260
miles with about 4,423 meters.
Thanks, Greenbelt for serving How-
ardwick.

Aspirin May Reduce Colon Cancer Risk

A recent study showed that aspirin may reduce the risk of colon
cancer in people who did not have a genetic mutation of a specific gene
called BRAF. A gene is a code on the DNA that tells the body how to
operate smoothly. A mutation is the improper coding in the gene that
tells the body to operate differently from normal which may lead to
harmful consequences. Colon cancer can occur in people who have
and do not have the BRAF mutation. If the BRAF gene 1s mutated,
there is a higher chance that normal cells will become cancerous. In
the study, people who took aspirin regularly had a 27% lower risk
of colon cancer in those individuals without the BRAF mutation.
However, in those who had a BRAF mutation, daily aspirin did not
create any significant colon cancer risk reduction. This may help
pave the way for further research into cancer prevention through
medication along with genetic identification.

Once again, I've been studying and | hope others are
also, the science and statistics on what is about to happen.
It doesn’t take a rocket scientist to know that the areas in
which establishments sell alcohol,(restaurants, or bars), crime
goes up. One of many studies | looked at was: “Place and
Neighborhood Crime: Examining the Relationship between
Schools, Churches, and Alcohol Related Establishments
and Crime”, by New Mexico Statistical Analysis Center. The
director is Dr. Lisa Broidy. | ask that you google it and read it
for yourselves.

Some cities’ maps have been graphed so that “hot spots” of
crime are targeted. Guess what? For those that have bars
and such, most of the crime was in that area. | know that is a
shock for some but tis true. The study showed that bars and
establishments that serve alcohol, not only draw in local patrons
who have ties to their community and wouldn’t do anything to
hurt it (intentionally) but it draws folks from the outside who
don'’t give a flip about the locals or locale. People that frequent
bars often carry more cash and thus draw undesirables who
show up for said cash. From prostitutes, gambling, or just plain
thugs, they are like buzzards, they swoop in.

| spoke with law enforcement, | am withholding names as |
didn’t ask their permission to include them in this article, but
was told by all that crime WILL go up when the bars come in.
It's a matter of what you're willing to stomach to have your drink
at a bar instead of at home.

| know some may be offended by my article and plea here
to deter folks from voting alcohol in. Well, you are no more
offended th~~ inany of us as some of you are about to bring
a scourge upcn the rest of us. Crime will go up, that can't be
gainsaid. Accizents in proximity to bars, will go up. Usually,
the only peopl= who are enriched by the sale of alcohol, are
the bar and restaurant owners. Taxes will be raised to pay for
increase in indigent health care (ambulances to pick up drunks
backing out into Hwy. 287). Taxes will be raised, eventually to
cover the extra deputies who will have to constantly be at these
bars. The taxes raised on the alcohol very seldom covers all of
the incurred expenses for the sale thereof. What jobs will this
bring in other than bartenders and deputies?

Mixed Beverage Permit in Texas, for the first year is $6,602.
The first (annual) renewal is $5,102. The second is $3,602.
Third and all subsequent renewals are $2,102. This doesn’t
include the training for servers and its costs. After all the fees,
licenses and costs to sell beer and mixed alcohol, I'm told
that it is just over ten thousand dollars. Now, wait a minute
preacher man, | don’t have to pay for that. I'll go eat my chicken
fried steak and | don’t drink. No harm no foul, right? To those
of you who are not for the alcohol but kind of think it won't
affect you, think about this. The few restaurants in our town,
will they be able to make up all this money for startup costs
and just get their money back on their drinks? You know that
they can’t, or won't. Everyone in this town that goes out to eat
will be subsidizing the alcohol just like we subsidize Amtrak
passengers. Amtrak passengers may take a trip that costs
them four or five hundred dollars but it really costs a couple of
thousand. Taxpayers make up the difference. Your meal prices
will go up to cover the extra costs. The owners aren’t going
to “eat” that startup cost. The first 3 years, the cost is high.
Do you think you're going to see any $50 margaritas to cover
the costs or a 2 dollar increase on your favorite meal? | hope
everyone will remember this when you start to go out to eat if
this passes. People have a right to drink and bring this stuff in
the community (law of land, not God). We have the right to not
patronize any of them. | hope that if the alcohol is voted in that
many of you will join me and others as we refuse to eat at or
patronize the establishments that go “wet.”

| could go on and on about how alcohol has never made
anything or anyone better unless it is used medicinally. The
final question that | started with, I'll end with. Is the sale of
alcohol for the children or despite the children? It is an obscene
joke to say that our community will be better off with the sale of
alcohol. Remember this, it will happen. There will be a tragedy
iIn our community when someone you know and/or love that
will be hurt or killed because of alcohol related situations due
to our bringing it in. It will be at that point that we'll have to
wonder, was it worth it?
