CISD Trustees okay FY14 budget
The Clarendon ISD Board 

o f Trustees adopted a $5 million 
budget for the upcoming fiscal year 
during a called meeting last Tues­
day, August 27.

The budget consists of two 
parts, $4.8 million for the school's 
general fund and $222,256 for the 
district's food services.

Superintendent Monty Hys- 
inger said the fiscal year 2014 
budget is based on an enrollm ent of 
450 students; and although the dis­
trict began the school year with 464 
students, he believes that number

will settle lower as the year goes on.
The budget reflects absorbing 

two aide positions and two teacher 
positions but also covers a third first 
grade teaching position that was 
necessitated by the enrollm ent in 
that grade.

The overall budget is 1.39 per­
cent lower than the fiscal year 2013 
budget, and it is supported by an ad 
valorem tax rate of $1.17 per $100 
valuation that was approved by 
CISD voters in June.

The budget contains $50,000 
for a first payment on a lease to

acquire new student M acbooks. The 
current computers are six years old 
and need to be replaced.

Funds are also earmarked for 
some limited improvements and 
repairs to school facilities. The 
$40,000 line item will most notably 
be used for plumbing and sidewalk 
improvements at the Old Gym, and 
paving blocks to upgrade the dirt 
floor in the school’s fallout shelter 
behind the Colt Gym and under the 
cafeteria and library.

Hysinger said a National 
Weather Service employee had

toured the school’s facilities and 
liked that area the best as a shelter 
in the event o f severe weather but 
did recommend pavers for the floor.

Money is also available for the 
school to participate in an emer­
gency notification com m unica­
tion system through the Panhandle 
Regional Planning Comm ission if 
the district pursues that option.

Local taxes are expected to 
generate about $1.58 million, and 
the remaining funds will come 
from state appropriations and other 
sources.

One in jail 
for burglary

A Howardwick man is facing 
three counts of burglary, but local 
officials are still looking for the 
person or persons who might be 
accomplices.

Jeffery' Wyrick, age 27, was in 
the Donley County Jail Tuesday in 
connection with three local burglar­
ies, including one at the Clarendon 
Country Club from which a large 
safe was stolen.

Donley County Sheriff Butch 
Blackburn said at the time o f his 
arrest on August 25, Wyrick had cash 
on his person that w'as identified as 
being from the country club safe that 
had been stolen earlier that day.

Wyrick was arraigned August 
27 by Justice of the Peace Connie 
Havens and bond was set at $20,000 
for each charge.

“We are reasonably sure that he 
did not act alone,” Blackburn said, 
"but he is the only suspect in custody 
at this time."

The investigation in the three 
cases continues, and anyone with 
information about the country club 
break-in or other break-ins are asked 
to call the sheriff’s office at 874- 
3533.

DPS rem inds public of new traffic, crim inal laws in effect
Officials correct 
West Nile count

A report in last w eek’s 
issue stated that there were nine 
reported human cases o f West 
Nile Virus in Carson County, but 
that number should actually be 
one confirmed case, according to 
state health officials.

Donley County has had one 
reported equine case of West Nile. 
City officials recommend people 
make good use of insect repel­
lents when outdoors -  especially 
in the early morning or late eve­
ning hours.

Wear protective clothing, 
such as long-sleeve shirts and 
pants, when outdoors -  Especially 
in the early morning or late eve­
ning hours.

It is highly recommended to 
keep grass and weeds cut as short 
as possible. Make certain you 
have no puddles or other standing 
water sources.

AUSTIN -  The Texas Depart­
ment o f Public Safety (DPS) is high­
lighting notable traffic and criminal 
laws that went into effect on Sept. 1. 
2013.

“As a result of these new pro­
visions, Texans now have additional 
protection while traveling our road­
ways, and individuals who disregard 
our laws will face tougher penalties 
for a variety o f crimes," said DPS 
Director Steven McCraw. “DPS 
encourages all residents to educate 
themselves about the laws affect­
ing their lives and to do their part in 
keeping Texas safe.”

Please note that the following is 
not a comprehensive list o f all new 
laws passed by the Texas Legisla­
ture.

HB 347 expands the current 
limitations on wireless com m uni­
cation device (cell phone) use in

an active school crossing zone to 
include the property o f a public 
elementary, middle, or junior high 
school for which a local authority 
has designated a school crossing 
zone. The use w'ill only be restricted 
during the time a reduced speed limit 
is in effect for the school crossing 
zone. Further, it will not apply to 
vehicles that are stopped, or drivers 
using a hands-free device or making 
an emergency call.

HB 1174 amends current stat­
ute to increase the minimum fines 
for the misdem eanor offense of pass­
ing a stopped school bus loading or 
unloading children. The minimum 
fine increases from $200 to $500. 
and the maximum fine for such an 
offense increases from $1,000 to 
$1,250. The bill also enhances the 
penalty for a second or subsequent 
conviction of that offense com m it­

ted within five years to a misde­
meanor punishable by a minimum 
fine of $1,000 and a maximum fine 
o f $2,000.

SB 181 allows a motor vehicle 
operator the option of using a wire­
less communication device (such as 
a cell phone) to display motor vehi­
cle financial responsibility (proof of 
insurance) information as evidence 
of financial responsibility. The dis­
play does not constitute effective 
consent for a law enforcem ent offi­
cer, or any other person, to access the 
contents of the w ireless com m unica­
tion device except to view the finan­
cial responsibility information.

SB 510 requires drivers to 
move over or slow dowm (as required 
depending on the roadway) when 
approaching a stationary' Texas 
Department o f Transportation vehi­
cle with its lights activated and not

separated from the roadway by a 
traffic-control device. This provision 
expands the state’s Move Over/Slow 
Down law, which already requires 
drivers to yield to tow trucks, police, 
fire, and emergency vehicles. Viola­
tors would com m it a misdemeanor 
offense punishable by a fine of up to 
$200; punishable by a fine of $500 if 
property damage occurs; or a Class B 
misdem eanor if the violation results 
in bodily damage.

HB 2304 lowers the population 
requirement from 2.2 million to one 
million for counties where sheriffs 
or deputy sheriffs can be certified by 
DPS to enforce federal commercial 
motor vehicle regulations. This will 
open the opportunity to Bexar, Tar­
rant and Travis counties.

HB 625 clarifies that the penalty 
for operating a vehicle on a public 
highway without displaying the two

license plates assigned to the vehicle 
is a misdem eanor offense punishable 
by a fine not to exceed $200.

HB 3668 amends current statute 
to require the operator of a vehicle 
involved in an accident that results or 
is reasonably likely to result in the 
injury or death of a person to im me­
diately determine whether a person 
is involved in the accident, and if so, 
whether the person requires aid, in 
addition to other existing statutory 
requirements.

SB 275 increases the penalty 
for leaving the scene of a motor 
vehicle accident resulting in the 
death of a person and failing to 
render aid from a third-degree felony 
to a second-degree felony. A second 
degree felony carries a punishment 
of two to 20 years in prison and an 
optional fine not to exceed $10,000,

We should just 
stop eating the  
marshmallows

In a classic psychological study, hungry four- 
year-olds were offered a marshmallow. They were told 
that if they could wait about 20 minutes before eating, 
they could have two marshmallows instead of one.

Only about one-third of the children successfully 
delayed gratification and got two marshmallows. This 
ability to delay gratification as children predicted suc­
cess in life decades later. They were more likely to 
study, do well in school and in careers. In addition, 
they had more successful social relationships. The 
ability to sacrifice today for gains tomorrow can pay 
big dividends.

About one-third of the children attempted to 
delay gratification but were unsuccessful. These kids 
did things like look at the marshmallow while consid­
ering how good marshmallows taste. Focusing on the 
marshmallow made the marshmallow more appealing 
and harder to resist. They had good intentions, but the 
children did not have the skills and discipline required.

The rem ainder of the children did not try to delay 
gratification, and they ate the one marshmallow right 
away. The data showed that these children were not 
as successful in life as those who were able to wait. 
Enjoying life now without a care about tomorrow is a 
recipe for a disappointing future.

It seems there might be a lesson here for America.
A disappointing future is rapidly approaching 

for our nation. The U.S. government, and many state 
governments, have made long-term promises without 
setting aside the resources to meet those promises. 
Detroit is the tip of a very large iceberg. It seems, 
in examples from all over the country, that we have 
elected too many politicians who would have chosen 
to immediately eat the single marshmallow.

For example. Pennsylvania, where I live, cur­
rently has unfunded liabilities for state employee 
retirement benefits o f approximately $47 billion, 
according to the Comm onwealth Foundation. That 
means politicians have promised to pay $47 billion 
worth of benefits for which they have not set aside 
money. Our politicians have made promises without 
planning how to pay for them. We have been given the 
sugar rush today, but the bill will eventually come due.

W hen talking about government spending, the 
word “billion" is thrown around casually and we are 
increasingly hearing "trillion” said with no sense 
of shock. Just how much money is $47 billion? The 
Pennsylvania General Fund budget is about $28.4 bil­
lion.

In addition to Pennsylvania’s unfunded retirement 
liabilities, the state and local governments have taken 
on more than $120 billion of debt— about four times 
the annual budget. We have about $10,000 o f debt for 
every Pennsylvanian.

But here’s the really frightening thing: Pennsyl­
vania is in far better shape than many states, such as 
California and Illinois— not to mention America as a 
whole.

The debt and unfunded liabilities at the federal 
level are simply astronomical. The debt is more than 
$16 trillion, or $50,000 for every citizen. This does 
not count unfunded liabilities for Social Security and 
Medicare. We are on the precipice of becoming the 
next Greece, except that no one will be there to bail 
us out.

Politicians are not the source of the problem. The 
problem lies in the voters who elect them. It seems 
more and more voters not only want to eat their own 
marshmallow right away, but they want to eat the 
marshmallows o f others without regard of how to, 
or who will, pay for our collective inability to delay 
gratification.

The good news is that self-control can be devel­
oped. Just as exercising can strengthen muscles, 
engaging in self-control improves the ability to delay 
gratification in the future. We can help our elected 
leaders improve their self-control. W hen our lead­
ers show spending restraint, however small, we can 
thank them. If politicians begin to believe they will be 
rewarded for not spending, they will spend less.

The financial apocalypse has not yet arrived. With 
as much winsomeness as possible, we need to encour­
age our leaders to develop some self-control.

For some 50 years now, we 
have been told that the Founding Fathers 
advocated “separation o f  church and 
state,” opposed public expressions o f 
religion, and desired that government 
and public schools be religionless or 
rigorously neutral. We have been told 
that the Founding Fathers embraced 
“pluralism ” and “m ulti-culturelism ,” and 
that they advocated the equal validity 
o f  all religions. WE have been told that 
America was never intended to be a 
“Christian nation.” And we have been 
bullied and berated with the claim that 
those who oppose immoral behaviors 
(like abortion and homosexuality) 
are “politically incorrect,” ignorant, 
intolerant, judgm ental, and lack 
compassion. ,

Indeed, the United States o f  
America is in the throes o f  a full-scale 
fight for its very life and soul.

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TxDOT explains m ow ing policy
CHILDRESS - Recently, the 

Texas Department of Transporta­
tion (TxDOT) has received several 
inquiries regarding our mowing 
policy. M aintaining 7,956 lane miles 
o f highway in the TxDOT C hil­
dress District is an enorm ous task 
that involves more than roadways; 
23,635 acres o f right o f way in the 
district’s 13 counties also require 
maintenance.

O ver the past few years, 
TxDOT has experienced a steady 
decline in the funding for both main­
tenance and construction of our 
highway system. During this time 
o f shrinking budgets, every aspect 
o f how TxDOT spends those limited 
funds has been analyzed, including 
the statewide m anagem ent of road­
side vegetation.

“Because o f limited funding, 
TxDOT has changed its mowing 
policy,” said Darwin Lankford. P.E., 
Childress District Director of O pera­
tions. “The new policy will allow us 
to better focus our mowing efforts on 
safety rather than aesthetics.”

TxD O T's new policy limits 
the number of times rural high­
ways receive a modified full-width 
mow instead o f mowing the entire 
width o f the right of way. TxDOT 
mows twice per year, typically in

the spring/summer, then again in the 
fall. The fall contract to mow begins 
Septem ber 1, 2013. Full-width 
mowing is primarily done for aes­
thetic reasons. The departm ent will 
continue to perform safety mowing 
as needed at intersections, driveways 
and curves.

‘T h e  safety of the traveling 
public is a TxD O T's num ber one 
priority and w e’ll continue working 
to ensure that visibility along our 
roads is provided.” Lankford added. 
“By reducing mowing, TxDOT is 
expecting to save taxpayers as much 
as $25 million per year, statewide, 
and that’s money that can be used for 
critical roadway maintenance needs, 
like filling potholes and resurfacing 
roadways.”

TxD O T’s herbicide and wild- 
flower programs help our highways 
look good but also reduces the cost 
o f maintenance and labor by encour­
aging the growth of native species 
that need less mowing and care.

TxD O T’s goal is to reduce 
undesirable vegetation such as John­
son grass, careless weed, Kochia 
weeds, silver leaf night shade and 
rag weed, just to name a few spe­
cies. TxDOT uses specific herbicides 
that target these undesirable species 
while maintaining desired species,

such as blue grama, buffalo grass, 
sideoats grama, and bluestems. Her­
bicides also aid in regulating veg­
etation growth, enabling TxDOT to 

• limit the num ber o f mowing cycles. 
“O ur maintenance sections are 
im plem enting aggressive herbicide 
programs in their respective coun­
ties to reduce the amount of unde­
sired vegetation along the right of 
way, especially at intersections and 
median turn-arounds,” Lankford 
said. “A herbicide program offers 
several benefits.

First, it reduces the need to fre­
quently mow fast-growdng weeds 
that obstruct m otorists’ view.

Secondly, it allows the natural 
grasses to flourish; improving driver 
visibility and enhancing the natural 
landscape.”

In addition to the herbicide pro­
gram, TxDOT will continue to mow 
at a seven inch height cut to main­
tain the health of the grass. Mowing 
at seven inches helps plants store 
energy in the roots, allowing grass to 
grow and choke out undesired veg­
etation.

Citizens are asked to continue 
to contact their local TxDOT m ain­
tenance section to report areas with 
visibility or safety issues along the 
right of way.

Hi. gang. Scams are as strong as 
ever, I wish I w;as.

Facebook scammers are at it 
again. They impersonated JetB lue’s 
Facebook page, pretending to offer a 
free vacation to a user who “liked" 
and shared the post. The fake account 
collected 1,000 likes in a single day, 
dem onstrating that Facebook scams 
are as lucrative as ever.

How the Scam Worked: Jet Blue 
Scam on Facebook, The fake Jet­
Blue Facebook contest. A post from 
“JetBlue” appears in your Facebook 
newsfeed. The airline is offering the 
chance to win a free vacation for 
four. To enter, all you need to do is 
“ like” and share the message.

The Facebook page looks real.

It uses JetB lue's logo, colors, and 
cover image. And the contest could 
be real, too. Businesses often run 
giveaways to bolster their Facebook 
likes. However, there are two clues 
that this is a fake: the awkward gram ­
mar ("an all paid vacation” instead 
of “an all expenses paid vacation”) 
and the fact that JetB lue’s real page 
has 800K likes.

W hat’s the Point of Facebook 
Scams?

Savvy spammers set up Face- 
book pages that urge users to “like," 
share or comm ent on the posts. 
Scams run the gamut heart tugging 
images o f sick children with cap­
tions that falsely promise “a dollar 
donated for each ‘like,’” to fake

celebrity accounts to fraudulent
contests. The
more times

page’s “edge whittlin
rank.” the by bob watson
score a Face- 
book page is
given td dictate how it interacts with 
other Facebook profiles. After the 
page accumulates enough fans and a 
high enough “edge rank,” the spam ­
mers sell it. O f course, scammers can 
use fake Facebook pages for more 
“traditional” scams like phishing for

personal and/or banking informa­
tion. If you want to be absolutely 
sure, go to the com pany’s website 
and click on their Facebook link.

How can you avoid these 
scams? Do a quick search on Face- 
book before you “like" a business 
or other organization. You can make 
sure you have the right account by 
picking the one with substantially 
more “likes." For example, the real 
JetBlue page has 800.000 “ likes.”

I Spotted a Fake Facebook 
Page. W hat Should I Do?

D on’t share, like or comm ent 
on the posts. That just perpetuates 
Facebook spam. Be sure to report 
fake profiles to Facebook.

News from 
City Hall

• Public  W orks D ep artm en t
-  The water line replacement project 
is 90 percent complete, the last phase 
being connecting each home to the 
new water lines. This work is now 
in progress on the following streets: 
Parks/6th street intersection going 
east to Goodnight Street; 6th/Carhart 
Street intersection going north to 4th 
Street; Bugbee/3rd Street intersec­
tion to Allen/3rd Street intersection 
and from Allen/3rd Street intersection 
going south to 5th Street. The water 
line replacem ent project should be 100 
percent com plete by Septem ber 15.

In the m eantime, sewer line 
replacem ent work will begin this week 
on most o f the same streets. Both of 
these line replacem ent projects are 
necessary before paving can occur 
in the spring/sum m er o f 2014. Once 
again, the City Council appreciates 
everyone’s patience while this impor­
tant work is nearing completion.

• C ity P rid e  -  One o f the City 
C ouncil's goals is to improve the 
appearance o f our com m unity and 
to continually promote city pride. 
Our new Code Com pliance Officer, 
Brandon Moody, has the important 
responsibility of monitoring neighbor­
hoods and responding to com plaints 
from citizens related to high grass and 
weeds, trash and debris, substandard/ 
dilapidated houses, junk vehicles, ille­
gal dum ping and animal neglec'. abuse 
and abandonm ent. Once violations are 
discovered, Mr. M oody makes contact 
with those property owners and dis­
cusses possible solutions. Response 
from property owners over the past 
several weeks has been very positive; 
consequently, the City Council wants 
to express genuine appreciation to 
those citizens.

A m ajor concern at this time 
relates to substandard/dilapidated 
structures, particularly houses. A 
substandard structure is any building/ 
house that does not meet the stan­
dards or specifications established in 
the building, plumbing, electrical and 
mechanical codes and endangers the 
life, health and safety of the public. 
Clarendon has its fair share o f substan­
dard structures; consequently, the city 
is requesting that the owners o f those 
properties voluntarily make the needed 
improvem ents or destroy the structures 
if indicated. The city has the authority 
to take punitive action against those 
property owners; however, a more 
am icable resolution is desired. Should 
you have questions or need additional 
information, please call city hall and 
talk with Brandon Moody, City Sec­
retary M achiel Covey or M ayor Larry 
Hicks.

• C om m unica tion  -  Another 
goal o f the City Council is to com ­
municate with residents on a continu­
ous basis with regard to ongoing and 
future projects as well as other city 
government news.

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M inors can no longer use tann ing  salons

W hen she was 16, Cheri Huber 
considered her skin splotchy and 
pasty. She began to go to a tanning 
salon about three times a week.

“That was the new craze,” said 
Huber, now 40 and living in King- 
wood, a suburb near Houston. “There 
were tanning businesses everywhere. 
I said, T h is  must be cool to do 
because everybody’s doing it.” ’ 

Huber continued her tanning 
regimen for more than a decade, 
eventually buying her own personal 
tanning bed. In 2008, she was diag­
nosed with melanoma, the most dan­
gerous form of skin cancer.

“ I wish I was a little more edu­
cated," Huber said about her tanning 
routine.

The relationship between tan­
ning beds and skin cancer has con­
cerned lawmakers on a state and 
national level for years, but there 
has been no consensus on how to 
address it. The federal government 
requires tanning bed manufactur­
ers to disclose the risks on warning 
labels, and some states require youth 
to have parental consent to tan.

This year, Texas joined a 
number o f states that ban minors

from tanning indoors. Senate Bill 
329, by state Sens. Joan Huffman, 
R-Houston, and Sylvia Garcia, 
D-Houston. takes effect Sept. 1. It 
overturns the previous law, which 
allowed certain minors —  those 
between 16 !/i and 18 —  to tan w ith 
parental consent.

Businesses wdl also be required 
to keep records o f a custom er’s first 
three visits, including the custom er's 
skin type, how long the tanning 
device w'as used and any injury or 
illness resulting from using the tan­
ning device.

“You have to take steps to 
make sure you provide for the public 
safety,” Garcia said. “Drinking, 
smoking, there are a num ber o f other 
areas where you want to make sure 
people know the potential health 
risks and I think that is a good reason 
for us to step in.”

G arcia’s statem ent echoes a 
number o f experts in the medical 
community, including the Texas Der­
matological Society and the Texas 
Medical Association, which sup­
ported the ban.

The measure has drawn the 
ire of business owners and industry 
leaders who say the governm ent has

no place telling people whether or 
not to tan.

Jeffrey Gershenwald. the m edi­
cal director o f the M elanoma and 
Skin Center at the University of 
Texas MD Anderson Cancer Center 
in Houston, said there is clear evi­
dence that using a tanning bed 
increases the risk of melanoma.

M elanoma develops when skin 
cells are damaged by ultraviolet radi­
ation and turn into malignant tumors. 
It is treatable in early stages but can 
be deadly if it spreads to other parts 
of the body.

In 2009, the World Health 
Organization classified tanning beds 
as carcinogenic, meaning they have a 
direct link to cancer. That same year, 
61,646 people in the U.S. were diag­
nosed with melanomas of the skin, 
according to the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention, and 9,199 
died from the condition.

Using indoor tanning facilities 
before age 18 increases the mela­
noma risk by 85 percent, G ershen­
wald said.

“The challenge is when mela­
noma develops, it can be completely 
without any symptoms,” he said. “ It’s 
not something that one would neces­

sarily feel pain from or other kinds 
o f symptoms other than a change in 
a mole or a new' mole.”

Joseph Levy, a scientific advisor 
to the American Suntanning A ssoci­
ation. said the new' law' would force 
businesses to close and lead some to 
tan without supervision, w'hich could 
increase sunburns and. subsequently, 
cases of skin cancer.

“ If you're going to tell people 
sunshine is bad for them, you may 
as well tell them air is harmful." he 
said.

Levy said the scientific evi­
dence linking melanoma to tan­
ning beds was misleading because 
researchers often included tanning 
beds used in homes and doctors’ 
offices in addition to those at salons.

Zach Medlin, who owns Aruba 
Tan in Austin, said most of his cli­
ents are college students. He said 
that the ban would not immediately 
affect his business, but that it would 
have an impact on him in the long 
run because there will be fewer tan­
ners.

"They’re going to know it’s 
been illegal since they were under 18 
and think, ‘It's really bad for me,” ’ 
Medlin said.
