This is typically the time o f 
year that municipalities and other 
local governments deliberate and set 
their ad valorem property tax rates 
for the coming year, but Clarendon 
has been without a Board o f Aider- 
men since June when three o f its 
members resigned, leaving the city 
board unable to get a quorum.

AUSTIN -  In an effort to 
help Texas drivers keep their child 
passengers properly secured, the 
Texas Department o f Transportation 
today announced it is offering 
free, year-round child safety seat 
inspections conducted by certified 
technicians.

city does not adopt a new tax rate,

meetings everyday through October

“ It puts us in an odd position,”  

Lowrie said. “ The whole purpose 
o f having an appraisal district is to 
combine efforts and do all o f this at
once.”

City taxpayers would also 
likely miss out on the discount they 
receive for paying taxes in October 
or November.

Waiting until November to 
ratify the tax rate w ill also mean 
financial uncertainty for the city, 
which is accustomed to receiving 45 
percent o f its property tax revenue 
in October. The city has a $ 132,000 
bond payment due February 1, and 
Covey says she may have to dip into 
the c ity ’s reserves to pay that or risk 
damaging the c ity ’s credit rating.

CC reports 
drop in fall 
enrollment

Clarendon College’s fall enroll­
ment is down compared to one year 
ago, but college officials say they 
have slowed the decline and expect a 
rebound beginning in January.

CC reported a total enrollment 
o f 1,215 students following the 12th 
class day last Wednesday, September 
11. That reflects a headcount decline 
o f 2.9 percent compared to the 1,252 
students in the fall o f 2012.

Numbers on the Clarendon 
campus improved over last year with 
367 students compared to 356 a year 
ago, but the college was down 18 stu­
dents at its Pampa Center and down 
28 students in dual credit classes, 
which are offered through area high 
schools.

CC President Phil Shirley said 
the college is blessed to have full 
dormitories in Clarendon and that 
overall the college’s enrollment pic­
ture looks good.

“ I ’ m very optimistic that we’ve 
slowed the trend,”  Shirley said. 
“ We’re also doing very well in look­
ing at other colleges which are down 
in numbers generally speaking.”

A ll three Panhandle area com­
munity colleges were reporting 
lower enrollments, but Amarillo Col­
lege said its numbers were down five 
percent, and Frank Phillips College 
in Borger reported losing about 3.5 
percent. FPC remains the smallest 
college in the state, reporting 1,140 
students this fall.

Clarendon has brought two 
workforce programs -  vocational 
nursing and welding -  back to the 
home campus, and CC officials are 
expecting great things -  as many as 
80 students -  when its new cosme­
tology center opens in Am arillo in 
November.

Additionally, the college is 
working with officials at the Clem­
ents Unit in Amarillo to offer weld­
ing classes there.

“ We are working on creating 
programs that are needed,”  Shirley 
said, and he praised the college fac­
ulty and staff for doing a great job 
in recruiting and retaining students. 
CC has taken steps to make improve­
ments in its dormitories in an effort 
to give students a more enjoyable 
experience.

Shirley also noted that it Is d if­
ficult to grow college enrollment in 
times when the economy appears to 
be growing.

The drop in dual credit students, 
Shirley said, is due to area school 
districts having a lack o f master 
degreed teachers qualified to teach 
those classes. CC is exploring ways 
o f offering dual credit classes to area 
ISDs with college faculty teaching 
via teleconferencing.

“The changes we are making 
w ill take effect soon,”  Shirley said, 
“ but not in time to count for the 
fall semester. They should make an 
impact for the spring 2014 semester.”

CC’s enrollment total for 
this semester breaks down as fo l­
lows: Clarendon 367, Pampa 341, 
Childress 49, Distance Education 
(Online) 83, and Dual Credit 375.

Remember the 
Anti-Federalists
By Trevor Burrus

On September 14, 1787, the delegates to the 
Constitutional Convention got a little rowdy. Joining a 
group o f elite militiamen who staged a party in honor 
o f George Washington, the 55 men, delegates and 
militiamen together, drank 54 bottles o f Madeira, 60 
bottles o f claret, 50 bottles o f “ old stock,”  and ample 
amounts o f other spirits. The final b ill included an 
additional fee for “ breakage.”

They certainly had something to celebrate. In 
three days they would sign the Constitution. Tuesday 
was the 226th anniversary o f the signing, and it is a 
good time to reflect on the document and the men who 
created it.

Yet, i f  we want to understand that monumental 
event, we should not reflect on it using the myths 
that have sprung up around the convention or that 
have been manufactured by leftist historians. The 
Constitution’s existence and ratification was not 
foreordained, and to think so is to eschew a deeper 
understanding o f the times.

In particular, we should remember the Anti- 
Federalists. Those men, the opponents o f the 
Constitution, are generally demonized by leftist 
historians who view centralization as synonymous 
with progress. The resisters to the Constitution are 
generally regarded as knuckle-dragging philistines 
who doggedly held onto antiquated ideas and 
resisted “ modernity,”  an epithet with which modern 
conservatives should sympathize.

But the Anti-Federalists were far from 
obstructionist cavemen. In fact, they offered some 
o f the best and most prophetic critiques o f the 
Constitution. To see why, however, we must remember 
the context in which the Constitution was written.

By the fall o f 1786. when James Madison and 
others met in Annapolis, Maryland and decided that a 
convention would be held in Philadelphia beginning 
in May o f the next year, many people believed that 
the newly formed United States teetered on the edge 
o f anarchy. The Articles o f Confederation were 
unworkable, they believed, and a stronger, more 
energetic central government was needed.

To understand late-Eighteenth century America 
and the Articles o f Confederation, it is useful to look 
at Europe. The Articles o f Confederation were more 
a treaty than a constitution. Treaties preserve the 
sovereignty o f every individual member, treat every 
signatory country as one unit regardless o f population, 
and hold no power over members without their 
consent. Treaties, such as the Treaty o f Rome that 
created the initial European Economic Community, 
allow nations to work together for common purpose, 
but do not turn them into a unified whole.

Unification is useful, but it has its limits. The 
nations o f Europe are a fractured bunch with different 
cultures, languages, and interests. Unification can 
help some things, but, particularly for tiny nations 
like Luxemburg, unification can destroy local interests 
that are more closely aligned to the people. The Anti- 
Federalists were no more reactionary than those who 
believe, rightly, that the EU in Brussels should have 
no power over Luxemburg’s welfare state, Germany’s 
manufacturing laws, and the Netherlands’ drug laws.

First and foremost, the Constitution is a unifying, 
centralizing document. It was a “ big government”  
solution to the problems o f the day. Those who refused 
to sign the Constitution, or to attend the convention at 
all, such as Patrick Henry, were appalled by the act o f 
centralization carried out that summer in Philadelphia. 
Upon declining his invitation to the convention, Henry 
famously said, “ I smell a rat in Philadelphia tending 
toward monarchy.”

That summer in Philadelphia. 55 men tried to 
walk a tightrope between destructive unification on 
one hand, and unworkable decentralization on the 
other.

Did they succeed, or were the Anti-Federalists 
correct? In many ways, they were.

Anti-Federalist George Clinton, described the 
“ Federal C ity" prescribed in the Constitution —  the 
ten square miles that would become Washington, D.C. 
—  as inevitably becoming the “ asylum o f the base, 
idle, avaricious, and ambitious." Gee, glad that didn’t 
happen.

Anti-Federalist “ Brutus,”  most likely Robert 
Yates, thought the Necessary and Proper Clause, 
which gives Congress the ability to extend its power 
beyond the small list o f enumerated powers, would 
eventually “ annihilate all the State governments, and 
reduce this country to one single government.”  On this 
he was surely correct.

Yates’s prescience was particularly astute as to 
why the national government would, in time, steamroll 
over the state governments: " it  w ill be found that the 
power retained by individual States, small as it is, w ill 
be a clog upon the wheels o f the government o f the 
United States; the latter, therefore, w ill be naturally 
inclined to remove it out o f the way.”  Obamacarc has 
only been the latest iteration o f this tendency.

The Anti-Federalists offered wisdom at a 
time, like all times, when immediate solutions were 
suggested to fix pressing problems but the long-term, 
negative effects o f those solutions were ignored or 
downplayed. They looked further into the future 
than most Federalists and saw a federal government 
inevitably increasing in size and scope. They knew 
that each lime the federal government reached for 
some power out o f its grasp the argument would be 
made that the new power was needed in order to make 
the existing powers work better. They also know that 
there would be no end to such arguments.

Constitution Day is always a good day to reflect on 
our founding document. But don't forget the wisdom o f 
those who opposed it.

Im migration reform needs help

The U.S. House and Senate are 
considering an immigration reform bill. 
Critics o f the legislation say that it w ill 
not do enough to secure our borders and 
that it grants amnesty to illegal im m i­
grants. The bigger issue, which has been 
an important part o f the debate, is how 
increased legal immigration w ill affect 
the cost o f entitlement programs and the 
government budget.

The Border, Security, Economic 
Opportunity and Immigration Modern­
ization Act o f 2013 includes some steps 
to make immigrants less o f a burden on 
government budgets, but it could include 
more. As noted by the Heritage Founda­
tion, America’s immigration system has 
serious flaws that this legislation fails to 
address. Nevertheless, some o f its provi­
sions should be part o f any legislation to 
reform immigration because the require­
ments make it easier for those w illing  
to work to enter the U.S. and to make a 
productive contribution to our economy.

The immigration reform b ill pro­
vides a way for illegal immigrants to 
obtain legal status and also opens a path 
for citizenship. It takes a step in the right 
direction by excluding some newly legal 
immigrants from receiving federal wel­
fare benefits. The b ill creates new cat­
egories of immigrants, designating some 
as registered provisional immigrants and 
others as blue-card holders. I f  they are 
classified as members o f one o f these 
new groups they w ill not be permitted to

receive welfare benefits. The proposed 
legislation also creates new rules for 
guest workers.

Opponents argue that these changes 
do not do enough to lim it immigrant 
e lig ib ility  for government benefits. 
Although the b ill forbids registered 
provisional immigrants from receiving 
welfare benefits for 10 years, the present 
value o f the benefits they w ill eventually 
receive as legal residents is expected to 
exceed what they pay in taxes. This is 
because immigrants have lower incomes 
than the average American so they are 
expected to collect more benefits from 
Social Security and Medicare than they 
w ill pay in payroll taxes.

Immigration is mutually beneficial 
as long as immigrants work and pay 
their fair share o f taxes. The benefits 
include more output production in the 
United States, and the immigrants often 
earn higher wages than they could earn 
in their home countries, with many 
sending money back home to relatives. 
Although current welfare e lig ib ility  
rules result in low-income immigrants 
collecting more in government benefits 
than they contribute in taxes, these rules 
could be changed.

We need bipartisan efforts to craft 
a good solution to immigration prob­
lems. Immigrants coming to work in the 
United States contribute to a more pros­
perous economy. Low-income im m i­
grant families, however, pul a strain on 
government budgets by enrolling their

children in government schools, receiv­
ing emergency medical care they may 
not pay for, and in some cases, collect­
ing other welfare benefits. Immigrants 
should either be denied access to entitle­
ment programs that American citizens 
qualify for or be charged a fee to account 
for the cost o f government benefits and 
emergency medical care they qualify for 
i f  they reside in the country. I f  reform 
made it possible for undocumented 
immigrants to live in the country legally, 
it would be easier to require them to pay 
income taxes and their employers to pay 
payroll taxes. More legal immigration 
could actually increase tax revenue that 
the federal government could use to 
reduce the deficit.

Immigrants can help enhance the 
prosperity o f our nation. Immigration 
should be encouraged as long as im m i­
grants are required to pay enough to 
compensate for any benefits they may 
receive. The Border, Security, Economic 
Opportunity and Immigration Modern­
ization Act o f 2013 takes steps to reduce 
welfare benefits for newly established 
classes o f immigrants, but the b ill does 
not do enough. Congress must devise 
alternative legislation that makes it 
easier for those who can find employ­
ment to immigrate legally, while increas­
ing restrictions on immigrants’ e lig ib ility
for welfare programs.

The most 
adventurous nde for me was the 
Ferris wheel, maybe once the tilt-a- 
whirl, but I am not a fan o f rides like 
that. The biggest adventure for me at 
the Fair was accepting a date from 
Ole Jim. and here we are 60 years 
later and still together.

I hope you 
all received that blue ribbon and you 
were not disappointed.

Except i t ’s not really USCIS 
calling. I t ’s a scammer who’s target­
ing foreign nationals, looking for 
their money and personal informa­
tion. I f  this sounds familiar, it might 
be because we posted about a similar 
scam last month. Those scammers 
also tried to sound like USCIS. and 
they tried to convince you to pay 
them. These scammers, however, 
have taken the scam to a new level.

These scammers have spoofed 
the real USCIS phone number -  
w-hich means the real USCIS number 
shows up on your caller ID. even 
though the scammers are calling 
from an entirely different number.

They’ve even mocked up the USCIS 
phone tree, so i f  you call them back 
on a number the scammer gave you, 
it sounds very' much like you're 
calling the real USCIS. Since these 
scammers have personal information 
about you, and they’re calling from 
w'hat seems like a USCIS phone 
number, the call seems like the real 
thing. But it ’s not.

What should you do i f  you get a 
call like this?

Whatever they tell you, don’ t 
wire any money. “ Don’ t give pay­
ment over the phone to anyone who 
calls claiming to be a USCIS o ffi­
cial,”  said USCIS Press Secretary 
Chris Bentley. “ USCIS w ill never 
call someone to ask for any form of 
payment over the phone.”  Hang up 
and call the real USCIS at 1-800- 
375-5283. Tell them what happened. 
They’ ll tell you w'hat to do next.

Remember, you can’ t be sure o f 
who’s calling you. Never give your 
personal information -  like your 1-94 
number, “A ”  number, or visa con­
trol number -  to anyone who calls 
you, no matter w ho they claim to be. 
Hang up and call the real USCIS: 
1-800-375-5283.

(HJR 62)

spouse has not remarried. A n  
e lig ib le  spouse w ho later qua li­
fies a d iffe rent property as the 
su rv iv ing  spouse’s residence 
homestead could be authorized 
by statute to receive an exemp­
tion  from  ad valorem  taxation 
in the same amount received 
fo r the firs t q u a lify in g  home­
stead during the last year in 
w hich the su rv iv ing  spouse re­
ceived the exemption.

The proposed amendment 
w ou ld  appear on the ba llo t as 
fo llow s: “ The constitutional 
amendment authoriz ing the 
legislature to provide fo r an ex­
em ption from  ad valorem  taxa­
tion  o f  all o r part o f  the market 
value o f  the residence home­
stead o f  the su rv iv ing  spouse 
o f  a member o f  the armed ser­
vices o f  the U nited States who 
is k ille d  in action.”

Proposition Number 2 
(HJR 79)

HJR 79 proposes a constitu­
tional amendment to repeal 
the constitutional provis ion re­
qu iring  the creation o f  a State 
M edical Education Board 
and a State M edical Educa­
tion Fund, neither o f  w hich  is 
in operation. N o  new loans 
have been made from  the fund 
by the board in more than 25 
years, and the board currently 
has no appointees and receives 
no program funding.

The proposed amendment w ill 
appear on the ba llo t as fo llow s: 
“ The constitutional amend­
ment e lim ina ting  an obsolete 
requirement fo r a State M ed i­
cal Education Board and a 
State M edical Education Fund, 
neither o f  w hich  is operation­
a l.”

Proposition Number 3 
(HJR 133)

1IJR 133 w ould  authorize local 
po litica l subdivisions to extend 
the length o f  tim e that a ircraft

parts could remain tem porar­
ily  in this state before being 
subject to ad valorem  taxation. 
Under current law, merchan­
dise, wares, and goods (inc lud ­
ing a ircra ft parts) may remain 
in this state tem porarily  fo r up 
to 175 days before being sub­
jec t to ad valorem  taxation; the 
proposed amendment w ould  
perm it tax ing entities to extend 
the exem ption up to 730 days 
after the date that a person ac­
quired or im ported aircraft 
parts in the state.

The proposed amendment w il l  
appear on the ba llo t as fo llow s: 
“ The constitu tional amend­
ment to authorize a po litica l 
subdivision o f  this state to ex­
tend the number o f  days that 
a ircra ft parts that are exempt 
from  ad valorem  taxation due 
to the ir location in this state fo r 
a tem porary period may be lo ­
cated in this state fo r purposes 
o f  q ua lify ing  fo r the tax ex­
em ption.”

Proposition Number 4 
(HJR 24)

HJR 24 proposes a constitu­
tional amendment that w ou ld  
a llow  the legislature to provide 
fo r an exem ption from  ad va­
lorem taxation o f  part o f  the 
market value o f  the residence 
homestead o f  a partia lly  dis­
abled veteran or the surv iv ing  
spouse o f  a partia lly  disabled 
veteran i f  the residence home­
stead was donated to the d is­
abled veteran at no cost to the 
veteran by a charitable organi­
zation.

The proposed amendment w ill 
appear on the ba llo t as fo llow s: 
“ The constitu tional amend­
ment authoriz ing the legisla­
ture to provide fo r an exemp­
tion from  ad valorem  taxation 
o f  part o f  the market value o f  
the residence homestead o f  a 
pa rtia lly  disabled veteran or 
the su rv iv ing  spouse o f  a par­
tia lly  disabled veteran i f  the 
residence homestead was do­
nated to the disabled veteran 
by a charitable organization.”

Proposition Number 5 
(SJR 18)

SJR 18 w ould  amend the d e fi­
n ition  o f  “ reverse mortgage”  
to authorize the m aking o f  re­
verse mortgage loans fo r the 
purchase o f  homestead prop­
erty in addition to the current

legal uses o f  those loans, and 
w ou ld  g ive lenders recourse 
against borrowers w ho fa il to 
tim e ly  occupy the homestead 
properties purchased w ith  such 
loans. SJR 18 w ou ld  also add 
to the de fin ition  o f  “ reverse 
mortgage”  an extension o f  
credit that is not closed before 
the 12th day after the lender 
provides to the prospective 
borrow er a w ritten  notice sum­
m ariz ing risks and conditions 
o f  a reverse mortgage. The 
language o f  the required notice 
is prescribed in the resolution.

The proposed amendment w ill 
appear on the ba llo t as fo llow s: 
“ The constitutional amend­
ment to authorize the m aking 
o f  a reverse mortgage loan 
fo r the purchase o f  homestead 
property and to amend lender 
disclosures and other require­
ments in connection w ith  a re­
verse mortgage loan.”

Proposition Number 6 
(SJR 1)

SJR 1 w ou ld  create the State 
Water Im plem entation Fund as 
a special fund inside the state 
treasury and outside the Gener­
al Revenue Fund. M oney in the 
fund w ou ld  be administered by 
the Texas Water Development 
Board (T W D B ) and w ou ld  be 
used to im plem ent the state 
water plan, as adopted by gen­
eral law, by T W D B .

The proposed amendment w ill 
appear on the ba llo t as fo llow s: 
“ The constitutional amend­
ment p rov id ing  fo r the creation 
o f  the State Water Im plem en­
tation Fund fo r Texas and the 
State Water Im plem entation 
Revenue Fund fo r Texas to as­
sist in the financing o f  p rio rity  
projects in the state water plan 
to ensure the ava ilab ility  o f  ad­
equate water resources.”

Proposition Number 7 
(HJR 87)

HJR 87 proposes a constitu­
tional amendment to a llow  
hom e-rule m unic ipa lities to 
adopt charter provisions autho­
riz ing  the f i l l in g  o f  vacancies 
in the governing body by ap­
pointm ent, but on ly  when the 
remainder o f  the vacant term 
is less than 12 months. Under 
current law, m unicipa l voters 
may adopt terms o f  o ffice  fo r 
m unic ipa l o fficers longer than 
tw o  years, but upon approv­
ing longer terms o f  o ffice , any 
resulting vacancies in o ffice  
must be fille d  by special elec­
tion. The proposed amend­
ment w ould  provide an option

fo r home-rule m unicipa lities 
to f i l l  short-term vacancies 
through appointment.

The proposed amendment w ill 
appear on the ba llo t as fo llow s: 
“ The constitutional amend­
ment authoriz ing a home-rule 
m un ic ipa lity  to provide in its 
charter the procedure to f i l l  a 
vacancy on its governing body 
fo r w hich  the unexpired term is 
12 months or less.”

Proposition Number 8 
(HJR 147 and SJR 54)

HJR 147 w ou ld  repeal the Tex­
as C onstitu tion ’s m axim um  
tax rate fo r a H ida lgo County 
hospital d is tric t; the m axim um  
rate is currently set at 10 cents 
per $100 valuation. This rate is 
low er than the m axim um  tax 
rate a llowable fo r hospital d is­
tricts in a ll other counties in the 
State (75 cents per $100 va lu ­
ation). The repeal o f  the con­
stitu tional cap w ould  authorize 
hospital d is tric t tax rates in 
H ida lgo County equal to the 
hospital d istrict tax rate laws 
applicable to all other Texas 
counties.

The proposed amendment w il l  
appear on the ba llo t as fo llow s: 
"T he  constitutional amend­
ment repealing Section 7, A r ­
tic le  IX , Texas C onstitu tion, 
w h ich  relates to the creation 
o f  a hospital d is tric t in H ida lgo 
County.”

Proposition Number 9 
(SJR 42)

SJR 42 w ou ld  expand the po­
tential sanctions that the State 
Com m ission on Judicia l Con­
duct can issue fo llo w in g  a 
form al proceeding. This con­
stitu tional amendment w ould  
a llow  the Com m ission to issue 
an order o f  public adm onition, 
warning, reprimand, or a re­
quirement to obtain additional 
tra in ing or education in addi­
tion  to the C om m ission ’s cur­
rent authority to issue a pub lic  
censure or recommend rem ov­
al or retirement o f  a judge.

The proposed amendment w ill 
appear on the ballo t as fo llow s: 
"T he  constitutional amend­
ment re lating to expanding the 
types o f  sanctions that may 
be assessed against a judge or 
justice  fo llo w in g  a form al pro­
ceeding instituted by the State 
Com m ission on Judicia l C on­
duct.”

Blood Pressure Medication May Help Brain Function
A new study conducted by researchers in Canada and Ireland 

shows that the use of the ACE inhibitors may improve brain 
function and delay dementia. The specific medications that were 
studied were ramipril (Altace) and perindopril (Aceon). ACE 
inhibitors are a class of medications used to help reduce blood 
pressure. They act on hormones that control the body’s salt and 
water concentration.
In this study, over 300 individuals who suffered from dementia 

were analyzed. Study participants were divided into the following 
three groups; already taking an ACE inhibitor, started an ACE 
inhibitor at the beginning of the study, and not taking an ACE 
inhibitor. Those who took ACE inhibitors had a smaller drop in 
cognitive test results (related to the brain processing including 
memory and understanding) than those not taking an ACE 
inhibitor. Researchers indicate that more studies are needed to 
occur, however, before ACE inhibitors are routinely recommended 
for imporving brain function. Side effects of ACE inhibitos 
include eleveated bjood levels of potassium and a dry cough.
