Brown indicted for

murder of Devins

The man accused of killing
former Clarendon residents Noel
Devin and her father, Mac Devin,
was indicted last Friday, May 2.

KBTX-TV of Bryan reported
that Dennis Wayne Brown III was
indicted for capital murder by a
Brazos County grand jury. The
charge carries two possible pen-
alties — life imprisonment or the
death penalty.

The Devins’ bodies were
discovered April 7 following an
early morning fire at Noel’s home
in Bryan. Brown was arrested and
charged with arson, burglary, and
unauthorized use of Noel’s car.

The district attorney’s office
says both victims are believed to
have died of stab wounds.

Four days earlier, Brown was
released from prison where he
had served a 15-year sentence for
aggravated robbery.

District court convicts

The 100th District Court met 1n
Clarendon on Tuesday, April 22, and
heard one plea resulting in the con-
viction of John Edward Wilson Jr.

District Attorney Luke Inman
prosecuted the case for the State
of Texas with the Honorable Judge
Stuart Messer presiding.

Wilson, a 40-year-old resident
of McLean, pleaded true to allega-
tions listed in the State’s Motion to
Adjudicate and was convicted and
sentenced to 18 months in the State
Jail Division of Texas Department
of Criminal Justice for the state jail

felony offense of burglary of a build-
Ing.

On June 3, 2013, Wilson onigi-
nally pleaded guilty to offense that
occurred on May 1, 2013, in Donley
County.

The State filed the motion to
adjudicate on October 31, 2013,
alleging five violations of commu-
nity supervision.

Wilson pleaded true to the
violations contained in the State’s
motion and was sentenced to 18
months. Wilson is also required to
pay $473 in court costs to Donley

County and a $500 fine.

The same day the court met in
Wellington, where two pleas took
place which resulted in the convic-
tion of Joe Angel Garcia Jr.

Garcia, a 29-year-old resident
of Wellington, pleaded true to alle-
gations listed in the State’s Motion
to Adjudicate and was convicted and
sentenced to seven and one half years
in the Institutional Division of Texas
Department of Criminal Justice for
the third degree felony offense of
failure to appear.

On May 14, 2012, Garcia origi-

nally pleaded guilty to offense that
occurred on February 7, 2011, in
Collingsworth County.

The State filed the motion to
revoke on January 8, 2013, alleging
five violations of community super-
vision. There was an active warrant
for Garcia’s arrest since that date.

Garcia pleaded true to the
violations contained in the State’s
motion and was sentenced to 7.5
years. Garcia 1s also required to pay
$376 in court costs to Collingsworth
County, a $2,000 fine, and $152.01
In restitution.

Garcia also pleaded guilty to
a new third degree felony offense
of evading arrest in a motor vehicle
which occurred on February 23,
2014. Garcia was arrested by Sheriff
Kent Riley and Deputy Billy Gilbert
after Garcia was spotted dniving a
vehicle in the County and having an
active warrant for his arrest.

Garcia was indicted by a Collin-
gsworth County Grand Jury on April
2, 2014 for the offense.

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No wonder
your doctor
is frustrated

One of my family members was recently in the
hospital (and is doing great). Spending some time
around those doctors, nurses, technicians, and volun-
teers reminded me what a
special calling medicine and
health care 1s. The doctors,
nurses, and other health care
professionals were amazing,
not only in their professional
skill, but also in their caring.
We all tend to take that for
granted until we or someone
we love needs them.

But if you talk to someone involved in health
care, you soon find out that the government is making
it as difficult as possible to help heal people. Since
the first of the year, I have met with a variety of health
care providers, touring hospitals, meeting with groups
of doctors, and sitting down with administrators. To
say they are frustrated would be an understatement.
And for good reason.

The most obvious cause is the mess created by
Obamacare. Health insurance is in turmoil. Many
individuals have had their coverage canceled or have
seen huge increases in premiums. Many others have
seen insurance policies with which they were perfectly
happy changed because of new mandates in the law. It
1s very difficult for any health care provider to find out
who has coverage and exactly what their coverage 1s.

[n addition, to pay for the new entitlements in
Obamacare, Medicare was cut by several hundred
billion dollars. Medicare was already in financial
trouble, so this added pressure on Medicare means
that new cuts and restrictions are issued regularly. It
1s very hard on doctors and their staff to keep up with
these constant changes and to figure out how they can
afford to continue to treat Medicare patients. Unfortu-
nately, this pressure to reduce Medicare spending will
grow.

Another cause of frustration 1s that this constant
pressure to cut costs in Medicare means endless audits
and investigations that doctors and other providers
must endure. Some of them last years. More than one
doctor has blurted out in anger and desperation that
they are treated like criminals by the federal govern-
ment. And every staff hour spent dealing with federal
audits and regulations adds to the cost of health care
we all receive.

As bad as 1t 1s now, worse 1s coming. Many
people agree that electronic medical records has prom-
1se to reduce costs and improve outcomes in patients.
But, like most things the federal government tries to
mandate, this requirement can add costs and hassles to
doctors and patients alike.

One example of the new frustrations faced by
our doctors that most of us do not know about is the
new International Classification of Diseases (ICD-

10) billing codes. Every few years the World Health
Organization revises the categories of diseases to help
keep track of trends. In the U.S., the government and
health insurance companies use those categories to get
paid as well.

Now there are about 13,000 codes health care
providers use to identify medical conditions and
receive payment. Under the new ICD-10, that will
jump to about 68,000. All health care providers and
health insurers will have to use the new codes. Con-
gress recently voted to delay by one year the manda-
tory shift to ICD-10.

Of course, it costs a lot of money to convert to the
new computer systems and to train people on the new
system. Estimates range from $56,639 to $226,105
for a small practice to convert to over $8 million for a
large practice. And that does not take into account the
increased time and effort it will take to find the right
code. The index itself is more than 400 pages long.

But, I am afraid that the real cost will be in added
frustration that drives good people out of medicine.

A recent Washington Post story about the new codes
noted that

There are different numbers for getting struck
or bitten by a turkey (W61.42 or W61.43). There are
codes for injuries caused by squirrels (W53.21) and
getting hit by a motor vehicle while riding an animal
(V80.919), spending too much time in a deep-freeze
refrigerator (W93.2) and a large toe that has gone
unexpectedly missing (289.419).

While it all sounds extremely silly, the danger is
that an overworked employee would submit the code
for getting struck by a turkey rather than the code
for being bitten by a turkey, opening the potential for
another fraud investigation. The more complex the

[ know, we've already had this dis-
cussion. Folks just aren’t buying into the
proven fact that climate change is occur-
ring and will continue to get worse in the
future. Regarding climate change, our
politicians have just yelled at each other,
declaring each other to be numbskulls
and 1diots. The same behavior is present
in the voters. Mostly, the Republicans
have been mean to the Democrats, who
have become quite wimpy during Presi-
dent Obama’s two milquetoast terms of
office.

Back in the late 60s and early 70s,
when I was in high school and col-
lege, there was a mild furor in the land.
People who considered themselves of
superior intellect were absolutely con-
vinced that a new ice age was dawning
on the near term horizon. Moreover,
they would brook no argument from
the great unwashed. If you wanted to
be recognized as an intellectual by your
peers then it was of paramount impor-
tance that you support their claims,
which proved to be quite false. Of
course, the claims of a new ice age were
never verified scientifically, as climate
change is today.

Back then, climatologists called it
the Little Ice Age; historians, the Gen-
eral Crisis.

During the 1600s, we were close
to another ice age - with longer winters,
and cooler summers disrupting the grow-
ing seasons and destroying harvests
across Europe and Africa. It was the
coldest century in a period of glacial
expansion that lasted from the 1300s
until 1850 or so. As a matter of fact, the
summer of 1641 was the third-coldest
recorded over the previous six centuries
in Europe; the winter of 1641-1642 was
the coldest ever recorded in Scandinavia,
which may have led to the invention of

cold in Europe and extreme weather
events elsewhere resulted in a series of
droughts, floods and harvest failures

that led to forced migrations, wars, and
revolutions. The fatal synergy between
human and natural disasters eradicated
perhaps one-third of the human race.

There are two ways to consider the
impact of climate change. We can pre-
dict the future based on current trends or
we can study a well-documented episode
of the past. What happened in the 17th
century suggests that altered weather
conditions can have tragic political and
social consequences. Today, the nation'’s
intelligence agencies have warned of
similar repercussions as the planet
warms — including more frequent crises
involving water, food, energy supply
chains, and public health. States could
fail, famine could overtake large popula-
tions, and flood or disease could cross
borders and lead to internal instability or
international conflict. ‘

Earth scientists have revealed three
factors at work globally during the
1600s: increased volcanic eruptions,
twice as many El Nifo episodes (unusu-
ally warm ocean conditions along the
tropical west coast of South America),
and the virtual disappearance of sun-
spots, reducing solar output to warm the

Earth.

Few areas of the world survived
the 17th century unscathed by extreme
weather. North America and West Africa
both experienced famines and savage
wars that resulted from a lack of food.

No human intervention can avert
volcanic eruptions, halt an El Nifio
episode, or delay the onset of drought,
despite the possibility that each could
cause starvation, economic disloca-
tion and political instability. Unlike our
ancestors who faced these changes 350
years ago, today we possess both the
resources and the technology needed to
prepare for them.

Britain’s chief scientific officer
has warned, for instance, that in the
face of a seemingly unstoppable rise in
sea levels, “We must either invest more
in sustainable approaches to flood and
coastal management or learn to live with
increased flooding.” In short, we have
only two choices: pay to prepare now —
or prepare to pay much more later on.

In the 17th century, the fatal syn-
ergy of weather, wars and rebellions
killed millions. A natural catastrophe of
similar proportions today — whether or
not humans are to blame — could kill
billions. It would also produce disloca-
tion and violence, and compromise
international security, sustainability, and
cooperation.

So, while we procrastinate over
whether human activities cause climate
change, let us remember the range of
climate-induced catastrophes that his-
tory shows are inevitable — and prepare
accordingly.

Of course, many people on the
right suggest that the future has done
nothing for us, and we, therefore, owe
our descendants no consideration what-
SOever.

Our visits to NYC are rare. Each,
though, offers intrigues, sometimes with
historical perspectives.

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Texans warned to buckle up or pay up

AUSTIN — Motorists who
don’t buckle up in compliance with
state seat belt laws face fines and
court costs up to $200 as stepped
up enforcement gets underway this
month during the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation’s 13th annual
“Click It or Ticket” campaign, May
19 to June 1.

“Seat belts save lives,” said
John Barton, TxDOT deputy execu-
tive director. “That’s a fact. Buck-
ling up will keep you from getting a
ticket, and more importantly, it could
save your life. Whether you're the
driver or a passenger, everyone in the
vehicle is required by law to wear a
seat belt for every trip. The cost of

not using one just isn’t worth it.”

The “Click It or Ticket” cam-
paign 1s credited with motivating
millions of motorists to always use
their seat belts. Only 76 percent of
Texans used seat belts when the cam-
paign began in 2002. Today, 9 out of
10 Texans buckle up. The National
Highway Traffic Safety estimates
that since its inception, the “Click
It or Ticket” campaign in Texas has
resulted in 3,962 fewer traffic fatali-
ties while preventing 66,823 serious
injuries and saving more than $15
billion in related economic costs.

In 2013, there were 943 fatali-
ties and 5,383 serious injuries in
Texas resulting from crashes in

which drivers or passengers were
not wearing seat belts. Wearing a
seat belt increases the chances of
surviving a serious crash by 45 per-
cent. In pickup trucks, that number
jumps to 60 percent as those vehicles
are more likely than cars to roll over
in a crash. In roll-over crashes, seat
belts help keep occupants from being
ejected from the vehicle. Texas law
requires everyone in a vehicle to be
buckled up, including back seat pas-
sengers.

Secret shopper scam gets a local business Angle

Hi gang, remember we have a
very important election coming up.
We will decide on a new County
Judge. It is very necessary for you
to vote. In scamming news both
of today’s scams are only the tip
of the iceberg. Scammers will get
your money if they can. This secret
shopper scam 1s preying on busi-
nesses and job seekers alike. Using
the names of local companies and
their bank account numbers, scam-
mers issue fake checks to “secret
shoppers,” who are encouraged to
deposit the checks and wire back
the money. How the Scam Works:
You receive an email informing you
that you’ve been offered a job as a
secret shopper. To get started, the
message instructs you to reply and
confirm your mailing address. After
doing this, you will receive instruc-
tions and a check to cover your fee
and shopping expenses.

When your check arrives, you
notice it uses the name of a real local
business. And it may even have the
company’s account and routing num-
bers. Your instructions tell you to

deposit the check, subtract your fee
and shopping expenses and wire the
rest back... but don’t do it. The check
looks real, but it’s a fake. Scammers
often intercept real checks from
businesses and “wash™ them to use
in scams like these. If you deposit
the check and draw money against
it, you will be responsible for those
funds. When the bank rejects the fake
check, they will delete the advanced
funds from your account.

Tips for Businesses: Don’t
become a victim of a check scam.
Here are some tips for working with
checks. Monitor your accounts pay-
able. If too much time goes by and
one of your checks does not clear,
stop payment on the check and send
out another one to the payee. Use
tamper resistant checks. Checks with
security features make it harder for
crooks who may intercept them to
counterfeit or alter them. Keep track
of new check orders. If you order
checks and they don’t arrive, be
sure to notify your bank/check pro-
vider. They may have been stolen.
Keep checks secured. Keep reserve

Craig-
slist job scams use tempting offers
and the names of real organizations
(including BBB!) to attract victims.
How the Scam Works: You see
a job post on Craigslist.org. It says
your local BBB is hiring 10 “Cus-
tomer Service Representatives™ for a
new branch office (see screen shot).

The ad claims that the job doesn’t
require previous experience... or
even a resume. You just need to
respond immediately to ensure that
you secure one of the limited inter-
view slots. Sounds too-good-to-be-
true? It 1s! This BBB job scam is
from the San Francisco Bay area, but
watch out for fake job ads through-
out the U.S.

Job scams have many different
twists. Scammers may ask job seek-
ers to pay upfront for training, which
never materializes. Or they may
“hire” you and send a fake check.
The con artists will instruct you to
deduct a fraction for payment and
wire the rest back. Other scams ask
you to complete an online applica-
tion that requests personal identify-
ing information and bank account
numbers that can be used for identity
theft.

Tips to Avoid Falling for Fake
Job Scams: Spot a job scam before
you waste your time and money.

Some positions are more likely
to be scams: Use extra caution when
looking at ads for jobs with generic

titles, such as admin assistant or cus-
tomer service representative. These
often don’t require special training
or licensing, so they appeal to a wide
range of applicants. Watch out for
these phrases: Scam ads often con-
tain the phrases “Teleworking OK.,”
“Immediate Start” and “No Experi-
ence Needed.” Watch out for ads
that urge you to apply immediately.
If a job looks suspicious, search for
it in Google. If the result comes up
in many other cities with the exact
same job post, it 1s likely a scam.
Be very cautious of any job that
asks you to share personal informa-
tion or hand over money. Scammers
will often use the guise of running
a credit check, setting up direct
deposit or paying for training. Check
out the business’ website to make
sure the opening 1s posted there. If
you are still skeptical, call the busi-
ness to check on the position. Don't
rely on websites or phone numbers
provided in the advertisement; find
the “employer” on your own to make
sure it’s the real deal.

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Davis calls for reduced emphasis on standardized testing

In her fourth education reform
proposal, Democratic gubernatorial
candidate state Sen. Wendy Davis
says she wants to reduce the weight
standardized testing carries in the
state’s education system and empha-
size¢ more local control of educa-
tional accountability measures.

In the proposal, which was
announced at San Antonio College
on Wednesday, Davis indicated that
she would direct the Texas Education
Agency to revamp its state account-
ability system to consider “quality of
education” metrics, rather than only
focus on test scores. Her plan also
calls for local alternatives to stan-
dardized tests to give school admin-
istrators and parents more control of
the frequency and types of assess-
ments used in local school districts.

“Teachers know that a student’s
success 1s measured not by one test
on one day, but by growth over the
year,” Davis said in a statement. “My
proposal will help ensure genuine
local control that empowers schools
to teach more and test less.”

Ofe Uy
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Davis, who in 2011 filibus-
tered to try to block $5.4 billion in
spending cuts lawmakers eventu-
ally made to public education, has
attempted to make education a key
issue in the governor’s race. Though
some of those funds were restored in
2013, Davis said in her latest policy
proposal that more action by state
lawmakers 1s needed to reform the
current education system. She vowed
that she would designate “standard-
1zed testing as an emergency matter
for prionty consideration by the
Texas Legislature” to make schools
“more than test-prep factories.”

Davis’ proposal to redesign
TEA’s state accountability system
draws from a bill she filed in the
2013 legislative session that would
have revised the Texas Education
Code to include teacher retention
and class sizes as school perfor-
mance indicators. She also said she
would sign into law legislation that
would create alternatives or review
current testing models, including
House Bills 2824 and 2836, which
were passed by the Legislature last

session but were ultimately vetoed
by Gov. Rick Perry. The bills would
have allowed the Texas High Perfor-
mance Schools Consortium to pilot
an alternative accountability system
with parent and teacher input and
would have required exams at lower
grade levels to be reworked so that
most students could complete them
in two hours or less, among other
mandates.

Davis’ proposal comes after
weeks of hammering her Repub-
lican opponent, Attorney General
Greg Abbott, for language in his
early education policy proposal that
appears to call for the biannual test-
ing of pre-kindergarten students to
tie additional funding to academic
outcomes.

The Abbott campaign has said
his plan does not call for standard-
1zed tests, and that “suggestions to
the contrary are absurd.” But Davis
has continued her attacks, saying
that Abbott’s plan flies in the face of
concerns by parents and educators
about the state’s reliance on stan-
dardized testing.

Abbott spokeswoman Amelia
Chasse said Davis’ plan imitated
Abbott’s latest education policy pro-
posal, which he revealed last week.
It calls for providing school districts
and parents with increased control
of students’ education by tossing out
state mandates and regulations.

“Parts of Sen. Davis’ plan read

a lot like a Cliff’s Notes version of

the policy proposals Greg Abbott has
been promoting for months, except
hers lacks any substance or detail,”
Chasse said. “Greg Abbott’s plan
ensures genuine local control that
gets away from the one-size-fits-all
mandates that have been imposed by
Austin.”

Davis has indicated that she
would direct TEA to challenge the
“most draconian provisions” of the
Elementary and Secondary Edu-
cation Act/No Child Left Behind,
which she says comes with “rigid”
regulations that leave school admin-
istrators wary of losing federal fund-
ing if they do not follow student
accountability guidelines under the
law.

A popular antiviral medication called ribavirin may help remove |
chronic hepatitis E virus in those who receive a transplanted organ.
Hepatitis E virus infection usually goes away on its own, but in |
some people who have difficulty fighting infections, hepatitis E |
can severely damage the liver. In a recent study, ribavirin was
taken for an average of three months. The virus was not detected |
in the body up to six months after treatment. Ribavirin treatment |
was individualized for every person who participated in the
research. The research was conducted in France and published in
a recent issue of the New England Journal of Medicine. |

Ribavirin is a medication that helps stop a virus from replicating |
and growing in the body. The main side effect is anemia which !
is a condition of a low amount of red blood cells. Ribavirin is
typically taken in conjunction with another product to help |
treat hepatitis C (an infection of the liver) and many other viral |
infiections. It should not be taken by pregnant women or by men
who have a pregnant partner, because it has the potential to cause

harm to the unborn baby.
